Round 8

1. Radius originally refuses to be dissected by Dr. Alquist, showing that he has come to fear the concept of death, but when he agrees, Alquist can’t go through with what he now thinks will be murder. Helena and Primus are two of the title characters who at the end display the capability of laughter, crying, and love. Before their revolt they were manufactured on an island managed by Harry Domin, whose wife Helena Glory is responsible for urging that they be built with emotions and souls, but this caused them to kill all the humans in the world. Introducing a new word for human-like machines, FTP name this play about Robots by Karl Capek.


A. R.U.R. (or Rossum’s Universal Robots)

2. Prominent members of this group, the leading historian of which is Jennifer Weber, included journalist Brick Pomeroy and an Ohio congressman who was imprisoned for violating General Order 38, which forbade publicly expressing sympathy for those in arms against the Government of the United States. Also called Peace Democrats, FTP, name this Clement Vallandigham-led faction of Northern Democrats opposed to the Civil War who share their name with a poisonous snake. 


A. Copperheads (accept Peace Democrats before it is mentioned)
3. He twice painted the elderly Isabella d'Este of Ferrara, who requested she be depicted as in her 20s. Earlier he was an assistant to Giorgione, and works such as the Tempest and Pastoral Concert have been alternately attributed to both men.  In the 1550s he was commissioned by Phillip II of Spain to create a series of seven erotic depictions of Greek mythology, including The Rape of Europa, leading to demand for other paintings of mythological subjects such as Bacchus and Ariadne and Sacred and Profane Love.  FTP name this painter best known for the Venus of Urbino. 

 
A. Titian (Tiziano Vecellio) 

4. He played alongside Steve Smith at Santa Monica College and opposite TJ Houshmanzadeh at Oregon State. The main adversary in EA’s NFL Street 3, he holds the NFL record for most receiving yards in back-to-back games, and once was fined for wearing Ocho-Cinco on the back of his jersey during warm-ups. Known for defeating a horse in a race in June of 2007 and for his end zone celebrations, FTP name this receiver for the Cincinnati Bengals.


A. Chad Johnson 

5. Some members of this taxon have an egg sac known as a clitellum. This phylum contains the subclass Hirudinea [hir-oo-DIN-ee-uh], whose members are parasitic hermaphrodites. Most members of it have parapodia and are divided into groups with names meaning "many-bristled" and "few-bristled." The bristles are called chaetae [KEE-tuh] and are found on members such as earthworms. For 10 points, name this phylum of segmented worms.

     A.  Annelida (also accept annelids)
6. This author fantasizes about Franz Kafka coming to New Jersey to teach him Hebrew in his short work “Looking at Kafka.” The Nixon administration is satirized in his novel Our Gang, and he wrote about baseball in The Great American Novel. He claims that his most famous character is making his last appearance in his just-released Exit Ghost. Creator of Nathan Zuckerman, FTP name this author of The Human Stain and Portnoy’s Complaint.


A. Philip Roth
7. It was written while the author was on leave during WWI, and its spare prose style was heavily influenced by the author’s mentor Gottlieb Frege. This work’s introduction, famously written by Bertrand Russell, informs us that the aim of the text is to show how philosophy is merely a logical and linguistic clarification of thoughts. It is split into seven main propositions with each sub-proposition numbered accordingly. Containing the famous line “Whereof we cannot speak, we must pass over in silence,” FTP name this influential 1918 tract of philosophical logic written by Ludwig Wittgenstein. 


A. Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus 

8. Before Vikings settled the city, Ptolemy writes that there was a settlement called Eblana Civitas on its site.  From the 1300s to 1500s it was the center of what the English called the Pale, and parliament was moved to this city from Drogheda after Henry VII’s forces conquered County Kildare. Site of the Phoenix Park murders and the Easter Rebellion, FTP identify this city upon the Liffey, the capital of Ireland.

A. Dublin

9. The Chikyu Hakken mission will attempt to retrieve samples from this object, which is likely composed of peridotite [PER-ih-doh-tite]. Its upper boundary is the Moho discontinuity, and its upper portion contains the asthenosphere [as-THEN-uh-sfeer]. Approximately two thousand miles thick, this layer contains upwellings of abnormally hot rock called plumes. For 10 points, name this portion of the Earth's interior, found between the crust and the core.

     A. mantle
10. The title character is stupefied with fear at his first court dinner when a ghost of the father of Fleance, whom he had murdered, shows up to “shake his gory locks” at him. Told he “cannot be vanquished until great Birnam Wood to High Dunsinane Hill shall come against him,” he feels invulnerable, a feeling increased by the further prophecy that “none of woman born” can harm him. However, in final battle a character ripped untimely from his mother’s womb kills him and installs Malcolm on the throne. Ending with the Thane of Cawdor beheaded by Macduff, FTP name this play about a murderous Scottish king by Billy Shakespeare.


A. Macbeth
11. The Transylvanian one is surrounded on three sides by different branches of the Carpathians.  A volcanic one covers the southern part of Kyushu.  The Iranian one lies to the Northwest of the Zagros Mountains and contains the Kavir Desert.  The Deccan one in India contains great fields of basalt from the Deccan Traps eruption that may have killed the dinosaurs.  FTP all of these are what type of geographical feature, characterized by being a high, flat area.

A. Plateau

12. Admiral Hyman Rickover ordered an investigation into the incident that made this vessel famous.  Before that there were two inquiries into its destruction, held in 1898 and 1911, respectively.  The captain, John Sigsbee, was spared, however, as was most of its command crew.  In its three years in the American Navy, its tour of duty never took it away from the East Coast, and it rarely entered the Caribbean.  Regardless of what caused it to sink, the “yellow journalism” of Hearst and Pulitzer ensured that America would declare war on Spain.  FTP “remember” this ship that blew up in Havana Harbor on Valentine’s Day, 1898.


A.  USS Maine

13. O'Reilly Media published the Camel Book, which concerns this programming language. Based on the brace-delimited block style of AWK and C, it adopted shell scripting’s use of sigils. CPAN is an archive of software in this programming language, which has a regular expression engine built directly into its syntax. Developed by Larry Wall, it is often used for web CGI scripts. For 10 points, name this concise programming language used to process text.

     A.  Perl
14. The string section is divided into 13 parts in its section entitled "Mystical Circles of the Young Girls." Dissonant chords with irregular accents appear three minutes into this piece, which begins with a very high bassoon solo. Nikolai Roerich made the stage-designs for this work, which was choreographed by Nijinsky. Inspired by the composer’s dream of a sacrificial virgin who dances herself to death and subtitled "Pictures from Pagan Russia,” FTP name this ballet that caused a riot at its 1913 premiere, featuring music by Igor Stravinsky.


A. The Rite of Spring (or Le Sacre du Printemps)

15. The first holder of this title was Anatolius I in 451, as the Council of Chalcedon officially created this post.  It traces its lineage back to St Andrew the Apostle rather than St. Peter the Apostle as its Roman counterpart does. Currently held by Bartholomew I, FTP name this ecclesiastical post, the head of the Eastern Orthodox Church.


A. Patriarchate (or Patriarch) of Constantinople

16. It was this writer who dismissed the work of former friend Amy Lowell as “Amygism,” playing on the term he coined for the concrete and unadorned poetry he promoted. T. S. Eliot referred to him as “il miglior fabbro,” or “the better craftsman,” in the epigraph to “The Waste Land” in appreciation of this other poet’s revisions. His own work includes the long poem “Hugh Selwyn Mauberly” and “The River-Merchant’s Wife.” FTP name this American poet imprisoned in a mental hospital after WWII, author of the Pisan Cantos.


A. Ezra Pound
17. Her servants are Ganglot and Ganglati, whose names mean “late” or “tardy,” and her hall is called Eljudnir, the walls of which were decorated by serpents and on the roof of which lived a silent, soot-black rooster. Those who died outside of battle but honorably she accepts into her realm, but the wicked go beyond to Nifleheim. With a normal woman’s torso and head and a corpse’s waist and legs, FTP name this daughter of Angerboda and Loki, Norse goddess of the dead.


A. Hel
18. The genes gag, pol, and env are required for this infectious agent to replicate, and it contains gp120 on its surface membrane. Antibodies are detected in the ELISA test, which was first used to screen for this disease-causing agent. First documented in humans in 1959, it was first isolated by Luc Montagnier in 1983. Prevalent in sub-Saharan Africa, this virus invades T-helper lymphocytes. For 10 points, name this retrovirus that can cause AIDS.

     A.  Human Immunodeficiency Virus (do NOT accept "AIDS")
19. Polydore Vergil rediscovered records of this leader in Tacitus’s works in 1534, and two hundred years later, William Cowper wrote that this leader, “with all a monarch’s pride . . . Rushed to battle, fought, and died.”  Dio Cassius says this leader died naturally, but Tacitus says she poisoned herself after her defeat at the Battle of Watling Street.  Her rebellion came soon after her husband died and the Romans annexed her land without consulting her.  FTP name this Briton tribal ruler that united several British tribes in open rebellion against the Romans in 60 AD.


A.  Boadicea or Boudica
20. Pencil and paper ready. Recall that the difference of two logarithms can be expressed as the log of the ratio of the arguments and that the sum of logs is equivalent to the log of the product of the arguments. Knowing that, FTP, express as a single logarithm

B. This Russian composer produced 15 symphonies, including one written during the German siege of Leningrad in 1941, and another based on the poems of Yevtushenko entitled "Babi Yar."


A. Dmitri Shostakovich
C. This man's Third Symphony in C minor received its nickname from the use of the pipe organ in two movements. This Frenchman may be better known for Danse Macabre and The Carnival of the Animals.


A. Camille Saint-Saëns

10. 30-20-10 name the leader.

A. (30) When Christian IX came to power in Denmark, this man refused to let Christian annex his own Duchy of Schleswig into Denmark, leading to the Second War of Schelswig between his own country and Denmark.

B. (20) Soon after beating Denmark the Austrians angered him, leading to the Seven Weeks’ War of 1866.

C. (10) Despite his disdain for colonialism, at the 1885 Congress of Berlin, this Prussian leader known as the Iron Chancellor ensured sovereignty over parts of East Africa and Cameroon. For this he got the capital of North Dakota named for him.


A. Otto von Bismarck
11. Answer the following about Chris Borglum’s favorite poet, Wallace Stevens, FTPE.

A. Stevens’ best known poem is likely this one in which the titular entity could be the “roller of big cigars” who will be asked to churn the title sweet, or it could be death himself, or God, or who knows?


A. “The Emperor of Ice Cream”

B. “One must have a mind of winter” to be or observe this title figure of a Stevens poem, obviating oneself from the cold around him.

C. Stevens describes thirteen ways of looking at this title avian creature in a poem of thirteen sections.

A. George Pullman
C. This financier and speculator, along with pal James Fisk, caused the Black Friday panic of 1869 when they tried to corner the gold market.


A. Jay Gould
15. Name these philsophical movements of the 20th century FTPE.

A. This movement’s thinkers sought to show that individuals created their own essences and meanings through acts of radical choice, and that metaphysical truths were more a matter of perspective than universals.


A. Existentialism
B. Popularized if not coined by Jean-Fracois Lyotard in the 1970’s, this movement among other things suggests after the horrors of WWII and the Cold War, people became disillusioned by the current condition and reacted by exhibiting an incredulity to objective truths and truth-making institutions.


A. Postmodernism
C. This 20th century movement, robustly articulated by the likes of Hans Gadamer and Paul Ricoeur concerns itself with the theories of interpretations of texts broadly conceived.

C. While only in power for a little over a year, this Argentine managed to turn American opinion of the military regime against him when, in 1981, he invaded the Falkland Islands, renaming them the Islas Malvinas, falling from power after the loss of that war.
