1. His Treatise on Instrumentation was published in 1844, and his choral work The Childhood of Christ includes the movement "The Shepherds' Farewell." This composer's Roman Carnival Overture consists of material from his opera about a 16th century Florentine sculptor entitled Benvenuto Cellini. He wrote a "dramatic cantata" entitled The Damnation of Faust, and Paganini commissioned his symphonic work for viola entitled Harold in Italy. His most famous composition is subtitled "An Episode in the Life of an Artist" and includes the movement "March to the Scaffold." FTP name this French composer of Symphonie Fantastique.


A. Hector Berlioz
2. Some of its tributaries include the St. Croix and Skunk rivers, and it may have changed course for a while in 1811 and 1812 because of the three massive earthquakes along the New Madrid fault line. The first section of its upper portion ends at St. Anthony’s Falls and begins at its source, Lake Itasca. Draining the massive area between the Rockies and the Appalachians,  FTP identify this major river which is unique in that it flows through ten US States, as Mark Twain could tell you.

A. Mississippi River

3. Its angular frequency is equal to the square root of the acceleration of gravity divided by its length. In 1851, the rotation of the Earth was demonstrated with a two-hundred foot one named for Foucault [foo-KOH]. This type of harmonic oscillator has a period which is independent of its mass or amplitude. For 10 points, name this object that swings in an arc, which is sometimes found in clocks.

4. One of them wrote the screenplay for the 1970 movie MASH, while another wrote the film noir classic The Naked City as well as Destination Tokyo. Probably the best known of the group wrote Roman Holiday, with credit going to Ian McLellan Hunter, as well as Spartacus, before adapting his own novel Johnny Got His Gun into a 1971 movie screenplay. Including Ring Lardner, Jr, Edward Dmytryk, and Dalton Trumbo, FTP name this famed group of directors and screenwriters who were blacklisted by the studios after the hearings held by the House Un-American Activities Committee.


A. Hollywood Ten
5. In Part I, the persona of this poem states, “Our dried voices . . . are quiet and meaningless/As wind in dry grass,” emphasizing the theme of desiccation and emptiness of modern man. Part V, the last, begins with the children’s rhyme “Here we go round the prickly pear,” and the poem concludes, “This is the way the world ends/Not with a bang but a whimper.” FTP name this 1925 poem, similar in theme to “The Wasteland,” also written by T.S. Eliot.


A. “The Hollow Men”

6. According to one Greek myth, Zeus took this form to seduce the maiden Eurymedusa, who then birthed the namesake of a martial race of men sprung from this type of creature. That race came about when a son of Zeus, Aeacus (ay-AK-us), asked his father to make as many men for him as there were these creatures on a sacred tree. Zeus acceded, and he created the fighters known as Myrmidons from these insects. FTP name these biting insects one could find in a formicary.


A. ant

7. 27 years after its signing one of the entities created by it was swallowed by neighboring France and the Holy Roman Empire with the Treaty of Meerssen.  The eventual king of France was defeated by the other two signers of it at the battle of Fontenay in 841, a year later taking the Oath of Strasbourg to ensure that he would relinquish claim to some of the empire.  The conflict preceding it was familial in nature, as the three combatants were the brothers Lothair, Louis the German, and Charles the Bald.  FTP identify this 843 treaty that split the empire of Louis the Pious between his three sons.


A.  Treaty of Verdun

8. In Book I of this work, the author argues that insofar as a subject becomes a perceived object, that subject ceases to exist in itself, as subject and object are opposing things, not parts of a continuum. Influenced by its author’s interest in Eastern philosophy, the author states that one of the title entities can never be a separate object for a perceiver, and though it may motivate a subject’s actions, it itself does not obey the author’s concept of the principle of sufficient reason, and is thus unknowable. Published in 1819, FTP name this philosophical work by Arthur Schopenhauer.


A.  The World as Will and Idea (or Representation)

9. The cystic fibrosis gene may offer protection against this disease. In the past, ships would hang a yellow flag if a crew member suffered from this disease, which is central to a novel with the characters Florentino Ariza and Fermina Daza. In 1854, John Snow halted an outbreak of this disease by removing the Broad Street pump handle, since it is caused by fecal-contaminated water. For 10 points, name this disease that results in diarrhea, vomiting, and severe dehydration.

10.  In the first novel of a trilogy by this author, the protagonist, Horselover Fat, believes he is still living in 70 AD and is being tricked by aliens into seeing the modern world. Along with Valis, he also wrote a 1962 alternate history novel in which German and Japanese forces won WWII and have split control of the US, and a novel in which Nexus-6 androids are sought by bounty hunter Rick Deckard. FTP name this science fiction author of The Man in the High Castle and Do Androids Dream of Electric Sheep, the basis for the movie Blade Runner.


A. Philip K. Dick
11. Pencil and paper ready.  Two six‑sided dice are tossed.  One is a fair die, but the other is altered so that it always lands on the number 1 or 2.  FTP, what is the probability of rolling a total of 6 with this pair of dice?

12. Started in 1843 as the American Republican Party, its members advocated Bible reading in public schools that employed only Protestant teachers. Its members organized efforts to meet at major ports every ship carrying German and Irish immigrants and assault them.  Candidates often presented themselves as members of other parties, highlighting their secretive nature. Virulently anti-Catholic and abolitionist, FTP what was this nativist political movement, the nickname of which comes from the reply of ignorance members were supposed to give when asked about it?

A. Know-Nothing Party

13. In a current film, this actor plays Jeffrey, a comic-book reading social misfit who is unhappy with his mother’s boyfriend Mert, a motivational speaker played by Jeff Daniels. In a 2006 film he played Clark Reedy, a bicycle-helmet-wearing nerd who sits on the bench during a baseball game against former bullies. In a film before that, he played a nerd who is taught by Dr. P, played by Billy Bob Thornton, how to be tough. Appearing in movies like Mama’s Boy, Benchwarmers, and School for Scoundrels, FTP name this perhaps-typecast actor who burst on the scene in 2004 when he played uber-nerd Napoleon Dynamite.

A. John Heder
14. This mathematical term was coined by the author of How Long Is the Coast of Britain? They exhibit self-similarity and are considered to have non-integer dimensions. One of the most famous examples is formed by starting with an equilateral triangle and repeatedly removing the middle third from each side. For 10 points, name these geometric patterns, examples of which are the Koch snowflake and Mandelbrot set.

15. Strongly influenced by Shia Islam, in this religion the number nine has special significance, as seen in its symbol of the nine pointed star. The founder’s shrine has many such stars, and he took a name translates into “door” in Persian. That founder, the Bab, was executed by firing squad in Iran in 1850.  FTP identify this religion based in Haifa, Israel, that believes in the unity of all religions.


A.  Baha’i

16. The young scholar Tito falls in love with the title character in 15th-century Florence in this author’s novel Romola. Daniel Deronda and Felix Holt, the Radical are other novels by this author who depicted the dry academic Casaubon’s failed marriage to Dorothea Brooke in the novel Middlemarch. Better known is a novel about Tom and Maggie Tulliver who live near the title mill. FTP name this female English author of The Mill on the Floss and Silas Marner.


A. George Eliot
17. Born Codomannus, he came to power after the Eunich Bagoas killed two of his predecessors.  Two years after his ascension in 336 BC, his kingdom survived an invasion authorized by the League of Corinth when the commander in charge died. Assassinated by his commander in chief Bessus a year after his army’s loss at Gaugamela, FTP identify this loser of the Battle of Issus, the third Persian emperor to bear his name, whose armies were destroyed by Alexander the Great.

A. Darius III

18. His early work exploited the advantages of rolled steel over cast iron, such as in his railway bridge at Douro, Portugal. He was a successful designer of department store buildings which featured iron galleries surrounding an open well lit by a glass roof, though his reputation later suffered with his involvement in de Lesseps' failed Panama Canal project.  He constructed the iron armature for Bartholdi's Statue of Liberty, but even more famous was his work originally intended as a temporary structure for the 1889 Universal Exposition.  FTP name this French engineer whose namesake Tower is the worldwide symbol of Paris. 

 
A. Gustave Eiffel 

19. This scientist developed the cubical atom model and wrote Valence and the Structure of Atoms and Molecules in 1923 while at Berkeley. He introduced the concept of fugacity, and his namesake theory defines an acid as an electron-pair acceptor. For 10 points, name this chemist, the namesake of some dot structures.

     A.  Gilbert Newton Lewis
20. In Part I of this short story, the eventual stabbing victim stuns the others, including the Cowboy and Mr. Blanc, by wondering aloud, “I suppose there have been a good many men killed in this room.” After that speaker has been taken upstairs for a drink of whiskey by Scully, the proprietor of the title establishment, he returns and joins in a game of Hi-Five in which Johnnie’s cheating leads to a fistfight. Set in a building recently painted the color of “the legs of a kind of heron,” FTP name this short story in which the Swede’s blustering leads to his death, a work by Stephen Crane named for a colorful inn.
