Tossups

1. This man interspersed anecdotes with drum playing in his Safecracker Suite, and he took up drawing under the pseudonym “Ofey.” As a physicist he proposed the parton model of particle physics and studied the superfluidity of supercooled liquid helium. He is most well known for completing the path integral formulation of quantum mechanics, which later evolved into the discovery of his namesake diagrams, pictorial bookkeeping schemes for representing the behavior of subatomic particles. For ten points, name this American physicist who taught at Caltech and who won the 1965 Physics Nobel Prize for his work in quantum electrodynamics.
Answer: Richard Feynman

2. This man declared a celebration honoring the resignation of the entirety of a rival party, the Day of Deliverance. This founder of an English newspaper called “Dawn” also launched a protest that turned into a bloody massacre, Direct Action Day. In one document he called for the minority to always have at least a one-third representation and for reforms in North West Frontier Province and Baluchistan, his Wilsonian 14-points. This organizer of the Lucknow Pact who opposed the two-state system outlined in the Lahore Declaration also lead the Muslim League. For ten points, identify this “Father of the Nation”, the first Governor-General of Pakistan.
ANSWER: Muhammad Ali Jinnah

3. This event inspired an assassination attempt against Lord Liverpool by a group including Arthur Thistlewood. This event inspired the Cato Street Conspiracy, and this event was preceded three years earlier by the Spa Fields riots. This event was organized by the Manchester Patriotic Union, and Henry Hunt spoke to the crowd at this event. The Six Acts were passed in response to this event, which was a gathering in order to protest the Corn Laws. For ten points, identify this massacre that resulted in fifteen deaths in 1819 with a name alluding to the Battle of Waterloo.
ANSWER: Peterloo Massacre

4. Mozart wrote several concertos for a virtuous of this instrument with mock dedications such as “Mozart takes pity on [Joseph] Leutgeb, ass, ox, and simpleton.” Mahler featured several of these calling each other across mountains in a passage representing Rembrandt’s Night Watch in the first “Night Music” section of his Seventh Symphony. This instrument plays the “once upon a time” theme representing the titular trickster in Till Eulenspiegel’s Merry Pranks. Many players of this instrument use the “hand-stopping” technique that involves putting a cupped hand into its bell. Portraying the wolf in Peter and the Wolf, for ten points, name this coiled brass instrument with several valves that shouldn’t be confused with a similar “English” one.
ANSWER: French horn (Prompt on horn.)

5. During his tenure in the House, this man along with Isham Harris proposed Constitutional amendments stipulating the direct election of the President and of Senators. While occupying a different office, he narrowly escaped assassination when George Atzerodt failed to carry out his component of a larger plot, and his predecessor in this post was Hannibal Hamlin. For ten points, name this 17th US president, whose defiance of the Tenure of Office Act resulted in the first presidential impeachment in US history and who succeeded Abraham Lincoln following Lincoln’s 1865 assassination.

ANSWER: Andrew Johnson

6. White dogs with red ears belong to the ruler of the underworld in this tradition, which includes a story in which a pregnant mouse that had been stealing crops is revealed to be the wife of a magician. Another enchanter from this mythology, Math, was required to keep his feet in the lap of a virgin, while his nephew killed the son of Pwyll in combat. Branwen’s mistreatment is the cause of a war between Matholwch and Bendigeidfran in this tradition, whose central text includes the Four Branches. For ten points, name this myth system that includes characters like Rhiannon, Pryderi, and Arthur, is detailed in The Mabinogion, and comes from a country in the United Kingdom.

ANSWER: Welsh mythology (Accept The Mabinogion early.)

7. One story by this author details the struggles of Delia Jones and her husband Sykes. In one play by this author, Jim Weston hits Dave Carter with the title object, and this author created a preacher at the Zion Hope Baptist Church who marries Hattie Tyson named John Pearson in another work. This author of “Sweat,” Mule Bone, and Jonah’s Gourd Vine, wrote a novel in which one character is bitten by a rabid dog after saving another from drowning during a hurricane. In that novel, the protagonist has relationships with Logan Killicks and Tea Cake. For ten points, identify this author who wrote about Janie Crawford in Their Eyes Were Watching God.
ANSWER: Zora Neale Hurston

8. The Hartree-Fock and ab initio methods are generally used to find important orbital coefficients in this theory. One of the basic tenents of this theory is the LCAO method. The conjugated pi systems of benzene and polyenes in organic chemistry has been evaluated through this theory, which proposes the existence of bonding orbitals with lesser numbers of nodes, and antibonding orbitals with more nodes. Founded through the efforts of Mulliken, Slater, and Lennard-Jones, for ten points name this theory which was the main competitor to Valence Bond theory in the 1930s and which proposed that orbitals are delocalized over entire molecules.
ANSWER: Molecular Orbital Theory

9. Baha’u’llah’s performance of this action from a garden in Israel is celebrated on May 29th.  After the Buddha performed this action, he preached the dharma to Maya, his mother, who died previously.  Having performed this action, four living wheels and cherubim appeared to Ezekiel. Muhammad’s is called the Mi’raj, and he performed it where the Dome of the Rock stands in Jerusalem by climbing a golden stairway or ladder.  For ten points, name this action Christ did the final time forty days after his first performance which was the Resurrection.
ANSWER: ascension to heaven (Accept equivalents) 

 

10. One extension of it is applied to incentive systems and firms and is named for Holstrom, while May’s theorem deals with systems in which this law doesn’t apply. Another law that applies to similar systems states that the function in question becomes dictatorial and is named for Gibbard and Satterthwaite. First stated in Social Choice and Individual Values, it assumes independence of irrelevant alternatives, unrestricted domain, and Pareto efficiency. For ten points, name this result that states no voting system can fairly convert the ranked preferences of individuals with those of a community.
ANSWER: Arrow’s Impossibility Theorem

11. This man carved the equation i squared equals  j squared equals k squared equal i j k equals negative 1 on the side of a Dublin bridge after he found a solution to his quest to quantify an extension of complex numbers to three dimensions. The reformulation of Newtonian mechanics named after this man studies the evolution of a system in generalized coordinates through his namesake differential equations, and with Cayley, he names a theorem about the characteristic polynomials of matrices. For ten points, name this Irish mathematician, the discoverer of quaternions, who also gives his name to the quantum mechanical operator corresponding to the total energy of a system.
Answer: William Rowan Hamilton

12. According to legend, this event was preceded by the a lunar eclipse and a thick fog. In another story, one leader was turned into a marble statue and placed into a cave during this event. During this event, one side broke through the defense through the open Kerkaporta gate. The Rumeli castle was built in preparation for this event, and the defending force was worried about attackers coming up the Golden Horn. Emperor Constantine XI was killed defending his city against the army of Mehmed II. For ten points, identify this event in which the Ottoman Empire sacked a certain city in 1453, ending the Byzantine Empire.
ANSWER: Fall of Constantinople (Accept Siege of Constantinople or equivalents.)

13. National Parks in this province include Waterton Lakes and Wood Buffalo National Parks. Cities in this province include Grand Prairie and Medicine Hat, and the Peace River flows into the Slave River in this province. One city in this province is home to an annual rodeo called the city’s “Stampede.” One national park in this province is home to Lake Louise, and this province has a huge oil industry due to the Athabasca oil sands located within this province. The home of Banff and Jasper National Parks, for ten points, identify this westernmost of Canada’s prairie provinces which contains the cities of Calgary and Edmonton.
ANSWER: Alberta

14. One woman in this play fakes a pregnancy by placing a helmet under her shirt, and another character repeatedly has pots of water poured on his head when he suggests that the title character obey the dictates of common sense. A group of women satirize a Spartan oath by making a vow with a jug of wine over a shield, and a group of Scythian guards fail to arrest the title character. Myrrhine rejects the advances of her husband Cinesias in this play, and Lampito leads a movement of women in Sparta. Old men attempt to smoke old women out of the Acropolis in, for ten points, what play which sees Greek women cut their husbands off from sex, by Aristophanes.
ANSWER: Lysistrata

15. Friedrich Nietzsche proclaimed that we have this entity “so that we do not die of the truth.” Arthur Danto’s work is mainly about the philosophy of this, and one of his books is titled “After the End of” this. Theodore Adorno is also prominent in the philosophy of this, and one of his theories posits it as a social monad. In his book entitled this “as Experience,” John Dewey claims that this is an essential part of the ‘struggle and achievement’ of daily life, and advocates the broadening of its role from beyond display in museums. For ten points, name this entity that is central to the field of aesthetics, examples of which include songs and paintings.
Answer: art (Prompt on artwork or equivalents. Do not accept “aesthetics.”)

16. A Third Avenue work by this architect has red granite in its exterior and resembles a makeup device, while a round opening at the top of another of his works led to the adjective “Chippendale.” Those towers, the Lipstick Building and the Sony Tower, were collaborations between this man and John Burgee. This architect of the Gate of Europe twin towers in Madrid used over ten thousand glass panes for a church in Orange County, the Crystal Cathedral. He designed his own residence in New Canaan, which has transparent walls, and a collaboration with Mies van der Rohe. For ten points, name this american who designed the Glass House and the Seagram Building.
ANSWER: Philip Cortelyou Johnson

17. Maxam and Gilbert developed wandering-spot analysis to sequence this substance, though that method was soon replaced by Sanger. Methylation can result in the Z form of this molecule, and it is operated on by enzymes like topoisomerase and telomerase. Its semiconservative replication was established by the Meselson-Stahl experiment. The sugar unit in this polymer lacks a 2’ [“two prime”] hydroxyl group and connects both to the phosphate backbone and the bases A, G, T, and C. For ten points, name this polymer, whose sequence is inherited to convey genetic information.

ANSWER: DNA

18. This character encounters his friend Ricote who is trying to locate a buried treasure, but he refuses to help because doing so would betray the king. This character is promised an island for all of his service, and as a joke he is given control over the land Barataria, which has a name meaning “cheap land.” This character is devoted to his wife Teresa Cascajo, and he rides the donkey Dapple. This character is present on an expedition for Countess Trifaldi, and this character tricks his companion by saying that a peasant girl is Dulcinea. Accompanying a character who thought that windmills were giants, for 10 points, identify this peasant side-kick of Don Quixote.
ANSWER: Sancho Panza

19. Two of these, one wearing a Russian fur hat, fight over a pickled herring in a James Ensor painting, while the title figure holds one of these objects in her lap while pensively looking into a mirror in front of a candle in Georges de La Tour's The Penitent Magdalen. One of them sits on the ledge by a window in an engraving featuring a lion and the titular saint translating the Bible in Durer's Saint Jerome in his Study. Michelangelo's The Last Judgment resembles one of these objects, and in addition to painting flowers, Georgia O'Keefe often depicted these belonging to cows. For ten points, name this object that appears stretched out at the bottom of Holbein's The Ambassadors.
ANSWER: skulls 

20. One character in this work reveals to another that his brother is having an affair with a French milliner, only to discover that the milliner is actually his wife when a screen is torn down. Another character in this play disguises himself as Mr. Premium and attempts to buy his own portrait from his nephew. Lady Teazle interrupts a meeting in which Joseph attempts to steal his brother’s fiance, and the servant Rowley helps Lord Oliver investigate the characters of his nephews. For ten points, name this play which sees Snake betray Lady Sneerwell and Maria marry Charles Surface, by Richard Brinsley Sheridan.
ANSWER: The School for Scandal

Bonuses

1. Name these related concepts from mechanics, for ten points each.
This law states that the restoring force of a spring is directly proportional to the displacement of a spring’s end from its starting position.
ANSWER: Hooke’s law of elasticity
This force counteracts a driving force and may reduce the amplitude of a spring. A spring may exhibit the over, under, or critical forms of this property
ANSWER: damping force
This physical system consists of two of its namesake objects coupled by attaching one to the other’s end. For some initial energies, the motion of this system is chaotic, and may result in one of the objects flipping over.
ANSWER: double pendulum

2. He won the single-combat event during the funeral games of Patroclus, during which he defeated Ajax, and he may have assisted his friend Odysseus in the framing of Palamedes. For ten points each:
[10] Name this king of Argos and son of Tydeus, a Greek general during the Trojan War. He shared his name with a king who owned flesh-eating horses.
ANSWER: Diomedes
[10] Diomedes and Odysseus went on a secret mission to steal this object, also called the Luck of Troy. The city could not fall while this object was within its walls, and Helen informed Odysseus of its location.
ANSWER: the Palladium
[10] The Palladium was a wooden image of this goddess, who particularly favored both Diomedes and Odysseus. It was located at the temple to this goddess of wisdom.
ANSWER: Athena

3. This man rejected the analytic-synthetic distinction in philosophy. For ten points each:

[10] Name this thinker, a major figure of 20th-century analytic philosophy who made contributions to mathematical set theory and wrote Two Dogmas of Empiricism.
ANSWER: Willard Van Orman Quine
[10] Quine wrote three undergraduate texts on this subject, which examines the principles of valid reasoning. It has inductive and deductive varieties.
ANSWER: logic
[10] Quine was heavily influenced by this philosophical group of the early 20th century. Its members included Kurt Gödel and Otto Neurath, and it advocated logical positivism during its meetings at the University of its namesake city.
ANSWER: Vienna circle

4. It features a pastoral duet between two shepherds represented by an offstage oboe and English horn in its third movement “Scene in the Fields.” For ten points each.
[10] Name this symphony by Hector Berlioz subtitled “An Episode in the Life of an Artist” that was written to convey his unrequited love for the actress Harriet Smithson.
ANSWER: Symphonie-Fantastique
[10] This two word term refers to the recurring motif representing the beloved in the symphony.
ANSWER: idée fixe
[10] In the fourth movement of Symphonie-Fantastique, “March to the Scaffold,” an abrupt fortissimo G minor chord is followed by a number of pizzicatos played on the strings to represent this object rolling away.
ANSWER: the artist’s severed head (Accept anything related to a head chopped off by a guillotine.)

5. The Pecora Commission was launched to study the causes behind this day, which occurred in October, 1929. For ten points each:
[10] The day of the stock market crash that launched the Great Depression was given this bleak name that refers to the day of the week on which is occurred.
ANSWER: Black Tuesday
[10] This agency in the administration of Hoover helped with the handling of the Great Depression. It gave loans to state governments and banks.
ANSWER: Reconstruction Finance Corporation
[10] Also known as the Banking Act of 1933, this act was named for a Virginian and and Alabaman and established FDIC.
ANSWER: Glass-Steagall Act

6. In one symbolic scene in this novel, Takanatsu delivers gifts to the central couple and their son, including a greyhound, scarves, and a copy of The Arabian Nights. For ten points each:

[10] Name this novel, in which Kaname’s father-in-law and his father-in-law’s mistress O-hisa try to prevent Misako and Kaname from divorcing one another.
ANSWER: Some Prefer Nettles
[10] This Japanese author of Some Prefer Nettles wrote a number of works featuring femme fetales, like Naomi and The Tattooer in addition to the aesthetic, anti-Western essay In Praise of Shadows
ANSWER: Junichiro Tanizaki
[10] In this novel, Tanizaki’s most famous, the titular siblings include the domineering Tsuruko, the shy Yukiko who marries , and the adventurous Taeko, who is impregnated by Miyoshi.
ANSWER: The Makioka Sisters

7. Name these composers who wrote operas based on the myth of Orpheus. For ten points each:
[10] Orpheus is convinced by Public Opinion to go retrieve his wife in this composer’s Orpheus in the Underworld. That work includes the Galop Infernal, the music of the can-can, and this man also wrote The Tales of Hoffman.
ANSWER: Jacques Offenbach
[10] This early Italian composer of operas wrote L’Orfeo, in addition to an opera in which Nerone divorces Ottavia in order to marry the title character, The Coronation of Poppea.
ANSWER: Claudio Monteverdi
[10] Offenbach’s Galop Infernal is a parody of a scene in this man’s version of the Orpheus story, titled Orfeo ed Euridice, which includes “The Dance of the Blessed Spirits.” He also wrote Iphigenie en Tauride.
ANSWER: Christoph Willibald Ritter von Gluck

8. Victor Harris and Edward Jones first demonstrated this bias in an experiment asking people to assess essays written about Fidel Castro. For 10 points each,
[10] Name this phenomenon when someone over-values character traits when evaluating the behavior of other people while under-emphasizing personal traits when judging their own actions.
ANSWER: Fundamental Attribution Error (accept correspondence bias)
[10] This psychological effect explains why people’s opinion of someone is influenced more strongly by early information rather than more recent information they learned about that person.
ANSWER: primacy effect
[10] Another cognitive bias is this belief that life is fundamentally fair, so victims must have done something immoral to deserve their fate.
ANSWER: just world hypothesis (Accept just-world theory or just-world fallacy.)

9. A red version of this landform appears in South Wind, Clear Sky, and it can be seen in the background A Sketch of the Mitsui Shop in Suruga in Edo. For ten points each:
[10] Name this volcano can be seen inside the curl of a large wave in The Great Wave Off Kanagawa.
ANSWER: Mt. Fuji
[10] Those depictions of Mt. Fuji are among the 36 Views of Mt. Fuji by this Japanese ukiyo-e artist.
ANSWER: Hokusai
[10] This other ukiyo-e artist also depicted Mt. Fuji in some of his works. His The Plum Garden in Kameido was reproduced by Van Gogh in his Flowering Plum Tree.
ANSWER: Hiroshige

10. In this work, the servant Ursus kills a bull and wins the favor of the emperor, and historical figures in this novel include Aulus Plautius and Tigellinus. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this novel set during the early Roman empire which the soldier Marcus Vinitius loves the Christian woman Lygia. Its title is Latin for “where are you going?”
ANSWER: Quo Vadis?
[10] This Polish author depicted the Khmelnytsky uprising in his With Fire and Sword, the first of a trilogy including the novels The Deluge and Fire in the Steppe in addition to writing Quo Vadis?
ANSWER: Henryk Sienkiewicz
[10] Quo Vadis? takes place during the reign of this Roman emperor, who is a child in Robert Grave’s I Claudius and supposedly fiddled while Rome was burning.
ANSWER: Nero

11. You have a certain inexplicable predilection for East African ruins. Answer the following about your most recent voyages for 10 points each.
[10] You begin at this ancient ruined city. This large walled stone city of the Shona people is located in a modern day country with capital Harare.
ANSWER: Great Zimbabwe [prompt on Zimbabwe]
[10] After marvelling at Great Zimbabwe’s majestic ruins, you see hewn into the rocks below you around eleven churches the site of Lalibela in this modern-day country. Those Eastern Orthodox-centered rock churches, which include the Church of Saint George, were constructed by a king with the same name as the site.
ANSWER: Ethiopia
[10] Finally, you move on to northeastern Africa along the Red Sea coast where you encounter ruins constructed by this Ge’ez-speaking empire. Most notable among these are large black obelisks made of granite called stelae.
ANSWER: Axumite Empire (Accept Kingdom of Axum.)

12. Answer some questions about the twelve cranial nerves, for ten points each.

[10] This tenth cranial nerve innervates, among other things, the heart, causing it to slow down when its parasympathetics are stimulated

ANSWER: vagus nerve

[10] One branch of the vagus is the “recurrent” nerve to this structure. Because it contains cords whose vibration allows us to speak, it is also called the voice box.

ANSWER: larynx

[10] This twelfth cranial nerve controls tongue movements. Injury to it can cause the tongue to deviate toward the injured side.

ANSWER: hypoglossal nerve

13. Name the following poets who wrote about cemeteries. For ten points each: 

[10] This poet wrote noted the strangeness of the “Hebrews in their graves” in “The Jewish Cemetery at Newport.” He also wrote a poem beginning, “This is the forest primeval,” Evangeline, as well as The Song of Hiawatha.
ANSWER: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow
[10] This woman responded to Longfellow’s poem in her “The Jewish Synagogue at Newport,” but is better known for a poem that appears on the Statue of Liberty and states, “Give me your tired, your poor,” “The New Colossus.”
ANSWER: Emma Lazarus
[10] This man noted that “the old South Boston Aquarium stands in a Sahara of snow now” in his “For the Union Dead,” in addition to writing “The Quaker Graveyard in Nantucket” and “Skunk-Hour.”
ANSWER: Robert Lowell

14. Attorney General Eric Holder announced in October 2011 that the US government had uncovered an Iranian plot to assassinate this country's ambassador to the US.  For ten points each:
[10] Name this country, a long-time rival of Iran in countries such as Lebanon and Iraq.
ANSWER: Saudi Arabia
[10] In his major policy address on the Middle East in May 2011, Barack Obama accused Iran of conspiring to intervene in this majority-Shi'ite country, even though scholars agree that no evidence exists of Iranian intervention.  Hypocritically, Obama did not mention that Saudi Arabia had just invaded this country with tanks.
ANSWER: Bahrain
[10] Saudi Arabia and Iran have also tussled over recent fighting in this country, where Saudis have opposed and Iranians have supported the regime of Bashar al-Asad, who rules from Damascus.
ANSWER: Syria

15. The Tyrannicides became important figures in this city state after killing Hipparchus, the son of the tyrant Peisistratus. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this city-state ruled by the Thirty Tyrants after its loss to Sparta in the Peloponnesian War.
ANSWER: Athens
[10] This historian was primarily known for his History of the Peloponnesian War. This work contained the famous funeral oration of Pericles.
ANSWER: Thucydides
[10] The Peloponnesian War came to an end at this 404 B.C. battle in which the Spartan Lysander defeated the Athenian Conon, who fled to Cyprus.
ANSWER: Battle of Aegospotami

16. For ten points each, name these things about a Protestant tradition popular after the Second Great Awakening
[10] This tradition was divided into Southern and Free varieties in the first half of the nineteenth century.  It receives its name from the ridicule its founding members endured because of the systematic way they practiced their faith.
ANSWER: Methodism or Methodist Church
[10] This founder of Methodism sent Francis Asbury to the United States as a missionary.  He also composed the Covenant Prayer, which is used by many Methodist congregations as the liturgy for the first Sunday of the year.
ANSWER: John Wesley
[10] In 1968, the Methodist Church merged with this denomination to create the United Methodist Church.
ANSWER: Evangelical United Brethren Church

17. One villain in this novel dies in a church fire he started in order to obscure the fact that his parents were not actually married. For ten points each:

[10] Name this novel in which Percival Glyde marries Laura Fairlie to the chagrin of Walter Hartright and murders the titular character.
ANSWER: The Woman in White
[10] This author of The Woman in White wrote another novel in which Colonel Hearncastle steals the titular cursed jewel and gives it to his niece Rachel Verinder, unleashing its guardians against her, The Moonstone.
ANSWER: Wilkie Collins
[10] This sinister character in The Woman in White plots with Percival Glyde to defraud Laura, and he drugs Laura and put her into an insane asylum before being killed by the secret society he betrayed.
ANSWER: Count Fosco

18. This modern day nation won the Battle of Morgarten over the Austrians, and the Kappel Wars took place in this nation. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this nation which is home to many international organizations in cities such as Geneva, whose neutrality was challenged by the Grimm-Hoffmann Affair during World War I.
ANSWER: Switzerland
[10] Switzerland is divided into twenty six of these political divisions.
ANSWER: Cantons
[10] During the reign of Napoleon, Switzerland existed as this republic, which took its name from the Roman name for Switzerland.
ANSWER: Helvetic Republic 

19. For ten points each, answer the following questions about salts, solubility, and aqueous equilibria.
[10] This is the name of the sulfur-containing anion with the formula SO3 2-.
ANSWER: Sulfite
[10] This is the name of the equilibrium constant, for reactions involving the dissolution and dissociation of a solid ionic species, which multiplies the activities of ionic species raised to the powers of their stoichiometric coefficients.
ANSWER: Solubility Product Constant (Accept Ksp.)
[10] This doubly-eponymous limiting law set an upper bound on the activity coefficients of ions in an aqueous medium. One nameskae is notable for his rule about conjugated pi systems, which states that aromatic ring systems must contain 4n + 2 pi electrons.
ANSWER: Debye-Huckel limiting law

20. During World War II, he devised the electromechanical bombe, which could help decrypt messages encoded by the German Enigma, but he is also famous for his formalization of the theory of computation. For ten points each:

[10] Name this British computer scientist, whose ‘test’ measures the human intelligence of a machine.
ANSWER: Alan Turing
[10] Turing machines are a key part of the proof of the undecidability of this problem in computer science, which asks if a given program finishes or runs forever.
ANSWER: halting problem
