Round 2—Questions by CB, Raj, Billy Beyer, Sean Platzer, and Jim Baker
1. This piece of legislation enacted by the 88th Congress was repealed in January, 1971. Passed unanimously in the House and with only two dissenting votes in the senate, it was necessitated by two “attacks” in the namesake location, though even Lyndon Johnson said of the second so-called “attack” that naval officers had been “shooting at flying fish.” Giving the president broad powers to use “all necessary measures” to defend the military and the government of South Vietnam was, FTP, what 1964 resolution named for the body of water in which North Vietnamese forces shot at the USS Maddox?


A. Gulf of Tonkin Resolution

2. Once every five years the Suovetaurilia saw pigs, sheep and bulls sacrificed to this deity. His namesake field lay outside the city walls and was where the army held its exercises. On the field of battle, he was often depicted with Bellona, who was either his wife, sister or daughter. FTP name this father of Romulus and Remus, the Roman god most similar to the Greek Ares.


A. Mars (don’t accept or prompt on Ares)

3. Emmy Noether proved that each of them is connected to a symmetry.  The ones for baryon number and lepton number prohibit certain types of decay, while the ones for strangeness and parity fail in certain cases.  The first law of thermodynamics is one of these laws, and other ones apply to charge and angular momentum.  FTP, describing quantities which can be neither created nor destroyed, these are what type of laws that also describe energy and momentum?


Answer:  conservation laws

4. Given the parabola x2 = 16 y find for ten math points the coordinates of  the focus of the parabola.

A. (0, 4)
5. This dramatic character sends Reynaldo to spy on his son, telling Reynaldo to seek out “what Danskers are in Paris.” His undoing is hiding behind an arras to spy on the title character’s conversation with his mother, leading to his death. Famous for his pompous advice to his son to “neither a borrower nor a lender be,” FTP name this advisor to King Claudius and father of Laertes and Ophelia who is stabbed to death by Hamlet.


A. Polonius
6. Like Mozart, this composer was a child prodigy and had a musically talented sister. Friends with Goethe, he traveled to Scotland in 1829 and was inspired to write the Hebrides Overture.  Also noted for the Elijah oratorio, he helped revive the music of J.S. Bach with a performance of the St. Matthew Passion. He published eight books of Songs Without Words after writing incidental music to A Midsummer Night's Dream, which contains the Wedding March. FTP name this German composer of the Scottish and Italian symphonies. 


A. Felix Mendelssohn

7. According to local myth, the are designated with this name begins "beyond the black stump.” Untouched by glaciation since the Cambrian era, this region is rich in iron and gold ores, and remote communities in it like Broken Hill and Kalgoorlie still thrive on mining. Its fertile parts, around the Murray-Darling River, are farmed by itinerant "swagmen,” while today's tourist industry centers on the aboriginal sacred site of Uluru, formerly Ayers Rock. FTP name this remote and arid region, the interior part of Australia.


A. Outback or the bush
8. The Ives-Stilwell experiment detected this effect's transverse form, which is only relevant for its relativistic version.  The quasar 3C48 was detected through this effect, which causes redshifting of light for receding objects, and the effect is also used in tracking storm fronts.  FTP, name this effect responsible for the rise in pitch as a sound source is moving toward you.


Answer:  Doppler effect

9. The cantilevered balconies of this home were not designed with enough reinforcement by the architect, so the head engineer doubled the amount of concrete in the supports without telling him, but sags still had to be repaired by the Western Pennsylvania Conservancy this century.   Completed in 1937, this home on Bear Run has been a museum since 1964. FTP name this house built over a running stream by Frank Lloyd Wright.


A. Fallingwater or the Kaufmann House
10. Contemporary accounts of this historical figure by William of Malmesbury and Florence of Worcester [wooster] praise her piety and special devotion to the Virgin Mary. Also called “Dame Good Eve,” her best-known act, of doubtful accuracy, was first described by Roger of Wendover nearly 300 years after her death. Seventeenth-century accounts added the story of Peeping Tom, who went blind looking at her. FTP name this wife of Leofric of Coventry who protested high taxes by riding nekkid on a horse.


A. Lady Godiva
11. One of this author’s novels tells the story of the unhappy love life but eventually successful opera career of a character named Thea Kronborg. In addition to The Song of the Lark, this novelist also wrote about the efforts of Jean Latour, the title character, to bring Catholicism to New Mexico in Death Comes for the Archbishop. Her best known novels are about Alexandra Bergson and the title character who marries Anton Kuzak in Nebraska. FTP name this author of O Pioneers and My Antonia.


A. Willa Cather
12. This thinker’s unwillingness to accept ideas derived from earlier philosophers combined with skepticism toward his own sense information make up his method of hyperbolic doubt. In his most famous work he begins by describing himself sitting at home in front of the fireplace, forcing himself to doubt the reality that what he senses is true. After accepting that he cannot know he sits there, he proceeds to discard other truisms until coming to one inescapable truth, the first certainty. FTP name this author of Meditations on First Philosophy, in which he concluded, “I think, therefore I am.”


A. Rene Descartes
13. After playing wide receiver at FSU from 1981-83, this man coached wide receivers at Salem College. He later was offensive coordinator at Samford in 1987 while his older brother was head coach before moving back to Tallahassee to become wide receivers coach. A current online petition has nearly 3,000 signatures calling for his firing from his current job at FSU. Moving up to offensive coordinator in 2000 was, FTP, what current FSU offensive coordinator, son of the head coach?


A. Jeff Bowden
14. The second of these seven events took place in the town of Freeport, which gave its name to a doctrine propounded by one of the candidates that argued that any territory could pass laws keeping slavery illegal there, despite the ruling in the Dred Scott case. That candidate supported popular sovereignty and had sponsored the Kansas-Nebraska Act in 1854. His opponent in the 1858 senatorial election was a Republican who argued that the US could not survive as half-slave and half-free, and though he lost that race two years later he won greater office. FTP name this series of debates in Illinois in 1858 between a sitting senator and a future president.


A. Lincoln-Douglas Debates (prompt on partial answer early)

15. Its sand dunes, first photographed in 2005, are formed by winds that arise from powerful tidal forces.  Atmospheric pressure at its surface is roughly 60% more than that on Earth, and its atmosphere is nearly all nitrogen.  More notable is the fact that it has an atmosphere at all, since it's not a planet, but rather the second-largest moon in our solar system.  FTP, currently being photographed by the Cassini probe, this is what largest moon of Saturn?


Answer:  Titan
16. This man’s service during the Crimean War provided the basis for his collection of stories Sevastopol Sketches. After returning to his estate, Yasnaya Polyana, where he educated his peasants and living an ascetic life, he produced many works, including Haji Murad and The Cossacks. FTP who is this Russian author of The Death of Ivan Ilyich and Anna Karenina?


A. Leo (or Lev) Tolstoy
17. He is the only person in the Old Testament that God specifically said he loved, doing so in the Book of Malachi.  His brother went on to found the nation of the Edomites.  He gained his most famous position after trading it to the said brother for some lentil soup, after which he was forced to flee to Leban for a while.  FTP name this Biblical figure that swindled his brother Esau out of his birthright to become Patriarch in the Bible.


A. Jacob (accept Israel before it is said)

18. Subtitled “Goodbye Blue Monday,” this novel focuses on a character who goes on a killing spree after reading the pulp science fiction story “Now It Can Be Told.” After reading the story the protagonist believes that he alone has free will on a world populated by human-looking robots. Concerning Dwayne Hoover’s obsession with sci-fi writer Kilgore Trout, FTP what is this novel in which the author, Kurt Vonnegut, confronts his characters and which is named for the slogan of Wheaties cereal?


A. Breakfast of Champions
19. In a thermodynamic system, this quantity can be formulated as negative P times the integral of dV, and in a Carnot engine, it may be written as Q-sub-H minus Q-sub-L.
