Round 7—Questions by Same as Last Packet

1. This number is the product of three of the first six primes, but it is relatively prime to 30.  The smallest two-digit number which can be expressed as the sum of two cubes, it's also the number of days in exactly 143 weeks.  Although it is the product of 7, 11, and 13, the sum of its digits is only 2, and it is the smallest four-digit palindrome.  FTP identify this number which also appears in the title of a collection of Arabian tales.


A. 1,001
2. During the presidential election of this year, the vice president, James Sherman, died less than a week before the election, leaving the Republican incumbent with no running mate. Eugene Debs ran for the fourth time, and a former Republican president so disliked the rotund incumbent that he ran for a third party, allowing the election of the only Democrat between 1892 and 1932. FTP in what year did Theodore Roosevelt’s third-party run help Woodrow Wilson win his first term as president?


A. 1912
3. The reader is told that “[a]ll went lame; all blind;/Drunk with fatigue” and that “we cursed through sludge,/Till on the haunting flares we turned our backs.” Later there is “[a]n ecstasy of fumbling,/Fitting the clumsy helmets just in time,” but one of the persona’s comrades fails and is seen “guttering” and “choking” from the gas attack. The speaker puts the lie to Horace’s claim that dying for one’s country is sweet and fitting in, FTP, what poem by Wilfred Owen?


A. “Dulce et Decorum Est”

4. This director was asked by Robbie Robertson to film the 1976 documentary The Last Waltz, depicting The Band’s final concert. He also directed the underrated movie After Hours as well as the long video for Michael Jackson’s “Bad.” His first feature was Who’s That Knocking at My Door, which featured Harvey Keitel, who appeared in his breakthrough film Mean Streets with Robert DeNiro; these two then appeared in Taxi Driver, also. FTP name this director of Raging Bull and the current film The Departed.


A. Martin Scorsese
5. In his first attack he killed thirty men, and he continued his assaults on Heorot for twelve years. Angered by and jealous of the celebrations in the mead-hall, this monster is said to have “God’s brand upon him,” generally read as the mark of Cain, his ancestor. Because no human-made sword can harm him, his slayer fights him bare-handed and tears off his arm, and he slinks back to his underwater cave to die. FTP name this first monster slain by Beowulf.


A. Grendel
6. Deterioration of the accumulation zone of one of these objects often leaves a cirque ["SERK"] behind.  Other features associated with them include asymmetrical hills and long winding ridges of aggregate, respectively called drumlins and eskers.  Alpine ones tend to leave U-shaped valleys behind, and their rocky deposits are generally known as till or moraine.  FTP name these massive, slow-moving structures.


A. glacier(s) (accept "alpine glaciers")

7. The emperor Susenyos of the modern nation with this name converted to Christianity in 1626, though early on this nation had had many Christian rulers. A center of Coptic worship to this day, its emperor Menelik II repulsed the Italians at Adowa in 1896, though a later emperor had less luck against Mussolini in the 1930s. That emperor, Haile Selassie, was restored to the throne in 1941. FTP name this East African state from which Eritrea split off in 1891.


A. Ethiopia
8. This nation shares the Aral Sea with Kazakhstan, and is bordered on the west by the Ustyurt Plateau.  Its border is also shared with Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan, Afghanistan, and Turkmenistan. With capital at Tashkent, FTP name this nation home to Tamerlane’s capital Samarkand.


A.  Uzbekistan
9. This book opens with a description of a four-year-old boy accidentally burning down his house while his grandmother lies dying. By age six the boy turns to alcohol, and later, his aunt’s husband Hoskins is lynched by whites jealous of the success of his saloon. Throughout poverty and other trials, the protagonist delights in studies and fiction writing and eventually joins and then rejects the Communist Party. FTP this describes what memoir by African-American Richard Wright about his youth?

11. The name of this concept comes from a verb in the Pali language which means “to extinguish,” and some writers have compared this state of being to a candle which has had its flame blown out. In the Tripitaka it is described as the region of “no earth, water, fire or air . . . not the region of infinite space nor of infinite consciousness.” FTP what is this ultimate release from the cycle of birth and re-birth in Buddhism, a state perhaps attained by Kurt Cobain?


A. nirvana
12. One important response to this legislation was the drafting of the Kentucky and Virginia Resolutions, which declared the constitution a compact between the states and attacked these laws. The Naturalization Act increased the residency requirement for citizenship from five to 14 years, and the Enemies Act, still in effect, allows the government to deport foreign nationals whose home country is at war with the US. Signed by John Adams in 1798, FTP name this set of four laws meant to stifle internal dissent and protect America from non-citizens.


A. Alien and Sedition Acts

13. Rebecca Hall plays the wife of one of the protagonists of this film, nagging Alfred Borden about neglecting their daughter during his feud with the other protagonist. Having a puzzle-like structure like its director’s earlier movie Memento, David Bowie shows up playing Nikolai Tesla, while Scarlett Johanssen plays the wife of the prestidigitator Robert Angier, who is played by Christian Bale. FTP name this current flick directed by Christopher Nolan about two competing magicians.

A. The Prestige
14. An 1885 supernova was observed in this object, but estimates of its distance were too low because the event was thought to be a nova.  Recent estimates from the Spitzer telescope suggest that it may contain a trillion stars.  Measuring 260,000 light years across, it is the most distant object visible to the naked eye, and it is labeled M31 in the Messier catalogue.  Located 2.5 million light years from Earth, this is, FTP, what massive spiral galaxy named for a maiden rescued by Perseus?


Answer:  Andromeda galaxy (accept early "M31")

15. Matthew Arnold, in his poem “To a Friend,” addresses this author as the “mellow glory of the Attic stage,/Singer of sweet Colonus.” Among his extant works are Trachiniae, Philoctetes, and Ajax, though he’s best known for a trilogy of works about the son of a man who raped Chrysippus and thus brought a curse down on his own son. FTP name this Athenian playwright of Antigone and Oedipus Rex.


A. Sophocles
16. Thomas Hobbes argued that this item should provide for the absolute power of a ruler as long as that ruler provided protection for his people.  John Locke, however, argued that moral principles and obligations predated the creation of the state, so men must be allowed to challenge the state if it failed to uphold these principles.  In a work titled for the concept, Jean Jacques Rousseau argued that just government must reflect the general will of the governed, a formulation of it that greatly influenced many of America’s founding fathers.  FTP name this term for an actual or hypothetical compact between the ruled and their rulers.

A. Social Contract
17. Russia gained access to the Black Sea and built the cities of Odessa and Nikolayev under the reign of this tsar. This ruler’s cousin, Gustav III, attacked Russia during the reign as well, losing miserably. Poland and Lithuania were mostly eliminated as threats during this ruler’s tenure as well, through the partitions of Poland that took place between 1772 and 1795. FTP name this tsar, the successor of Peter III, her husband.


A. Catherine the Great (or Catherine II or Katerina II)

18. Among the human organs composed of mesenchyme, this one is largest. Nodules known as malphigian corpuscles make up its white pulp, while sinuses and blood comprise its red pulp. A center of blood filtration, FTP name this organ which helps fight infection and which Tampa Bay Bucs quarterback Chris Simms recently had removed.

A. spleen

19. This novel opens with the wedding of the protagonist to Ona; when many guests fail to honor the old-world tradition of contributing to the cost of the celebration, the protagonist repeats, “I will work harder.” Ona is later sexually blackmailed by her boss at the factory, and when her husband attacks that boss, he is jailed. Ending with Jurgis Rudkus’s adoption of Socialism, FTP what is this novel detailing the abuses of the meat-packing industry, a work by Upton Sinclair?


A. The Jungle
20. The title location of this work was formed by tears after a kidnapping. Minor characters include Benno and Wolfgang, who are friends with a prince pestered by Queen Mother to get married. That prince falls in love with a woman who is only a human during the night, due to a curse by the evil Von Rothbart, which can only be broken by a pledge of fidelity. In one version, this ballet concludes with the suicide of the two lovers, Siegfried and Odette. FTP name this Peter Tchaikovsky ballet about avian creatures.
