Round 8—Questions by Same Old, Same Old

1. The two opposing forces met each other on October 4 but didn’t begin fighting until October 10, as the invading commander wanted to draw the forces of the Mayor of the Palace off the high ground. On the 10th armed cavalry attacked the phalanx-like infantry, which did not bend. By nightfall, the invaders had retreated southwestward, ending the threat they posed to Christianity in Western Europe. FTP name this 732 battle that earned the nickname of “hammer” for Charles Martel.

2. When open, at its extreme bottom right, a pig wearing a nun’s habit is seen kissing a man. Closed its two wings show a translucent sphere surrounding a sea with various mineral and vegetable forms called The Creation of the World. Open, its left panel shows God creating Eve, and its middle depicts nudes cavorting in a bizarre landscape. FTP this describes what triptych by Hieronymous Bosch?


A. The Garden of Earthly Delights
3. Fossil members of this class include Orthoceras and many genera of ammonites. Most species in the class have chromatophores which enable them to change color and chitinous beaks, and they are the only members of their phylum to have a closed circulatory system. They also have a well-developed nervous system, with the most complex brains among invertebrates. FTP, what is this molluscan class which includes the nautilus, squid and octopus?


A. Cephalopoda or cephalopods

4. T.S. Eliot wrote of this author of the poetry collection Look! We Have Come Through that he was “admirably fitted to be an instrument for the forces of evil.” His visits to Mexico in 1924 provided the background for his novel The Plumed Serpent, while his time in Australia was the inspiration for Kangaroo. Best known for creating characters like Oliver Mellors, the Brangwens, and Paul Morel, FTP name this British author of The Rainbow, Sons and Lovers, and Lady Chatterly’s Lover.

6. In the 1980s it was well known that this executive was not to be disturbed in his office from 4-6 p.m. because that’s when he watched Hawaii 5-0 reruns. A three-year letterman for George Washington in the 1930s, he was a season ticket holder his whole life, and his seat there was the only one in the arena not painted blue, but the color of his nickname. He drafted the first black player into the NBA and later won the longest string of titles in any major professional sport. FTP name this former coach and executive of the Boston Celtics who died in October.

A. Arnold “Red” Auerbach
7. Her name is often used by Christians because of the apparition of the Virgin Mary at a similarly named city in Portugal. Born in the 6th Century, she lends her name to a Caliphate that ruled Northern Africa in the 10th, 11th, and 12th centuries.  That caliphate was later overthrown by Saladin, who founded the Ayyubid Dynasty in its place.  FTP who is this only surviving daughter of Mohammed and wife of Ali, revered by the Shi'ite sect of Islam.

     A. Fatima
8. This nation disputes ownership of millions of acres of desert on its southern border with an autonomous territory called the Sahrawi Arab Democratic Republic. The Rif Mountains dot its north, an area mostly inhabited by Berbers. Including cities like Agadir and Fez, FTP what is this northwestern African country in which you would find Marrakech, Casablanca, and its capital, Rabat?

A. Morocco
9. Its fourth article defined the western boundary of the U.S. as the Mississippi down to the 31st parallel; land south of that parallel belonged to the other nation, until revised by another treaty 24 years later.  In the second article, Spain gave up claims north of the Ohio.  Its fifteenth and sixteenth articles established trade principles which had not appeared in Jay's Treaty the year before.  FTP, name this 1795 treaty between the U.S. and Spain negotiated by U.S. ambassador Thomas, not by his brother Charles.


Answer:  Pinckney's Treaty or Treaty of San Lorenzo
10. In his first, self-published collection, The Torrent and the Night Before, this poet used his hometown of Gardiner, Maine, as the basis for his fictional Tilbury Town. While later in his career he wrote long Arthurian poems like “Merlin” and “Tristram,” Tilbury Town poems like “Luke Havergal” and “Mr. Flood’s Party” are better known today. FTP name this early 20th-century poet best known for “Miniver Cheevy” and “Richard Cory.”


A. Edwin Arlington Robinson
11. The swinging of a cathedral chandelier inspired him to notice the isochronism of the pendulum, and his namesake transformation is used for low-speed problems of motion.  His unpublished 1590 work De Motu had an incorrect theory of motion that he later replaced with the principle of inertia, but it argued for the need to test theory with experiment.  He then used inclined planes to find that two bodies of different weights will fall at the same rate, though Viviani's desciption of his famous demonstration is probably apocryphal.  FTP name this scientist who probably did not drop two objects from the Leaning Tower of Pisa.


A. Galileo Galilei

12. Deities of this culture included Chac, a rain god, and the screech owl Muan, who was one of the deities of its underworld. That underworld, Xibalba [shee-ball-ba], was the site of the outwitting of the dark deities by the hero twins, Xbalanque (shuh-buh-lan-kay) and Hunahpu. Their expoits, FTP, are detailed in the Popul Vuh, a mythical text of what Meso-American people known for building the temple complex at Chichen Itza on the Yucatan?


A. Maya or Mayans
13. After this ruler took power in 221 BCE, he divided his empire into 36 counties, each comprising roughly a thousand counties. After instituting Legalist policies throughout the empire during his eleven-year reign, he was succeeded in 210 by his son Hu Hai and was buried in a mausoleum guarded by 7,000 terra cotta sculptures of warriors. FTP name this emperor who overthrew the Zhou Dynasty and ordered the building of the Great Wall of China.


A. Shi Huangdi or Ch’in Shi or Qin Shi or Shi Huang Ti or whatever
14. His last years were spent composing symphonic poems based on folk tales, such as The Wild Dove and The Water Goblin. His eighth symphony is known as the English Symphony, and his twelfth string quartet is known as the American String Quartet. His opera Kate and the Devil was followed by one named for a water spirit of Slavic mythology, Rusalka. He spent time traveling around Bohemia and composed the Dumky piano trio, and earlier, composed some Slavonic Dances. FTP name this Czech composer of the New World Symphony.


A. Antonin Dvorak

15. One member of this group of elements was used in 1995 to make a Bose-Einstein condensate, and another is isolated by the Castner and Downs processes.  Another element in the family is used in conjunction with argon-40 in a dating method, and another is used as the standard for defining the second.  Usually occuring as soft metals, they tend to react explosively with water.  FTP name this group of elements which includes cesium, potassium, and sodium.


A.  alkali metals or Group 1A or Group 1
16. The character Jim Conklin functions as a Christ figure in this novel; besides bearing a wound in his right side, when Conklin dies the protagonist sees the red sun “pasted in the sky like a wafer.” The protagonist tries to rationalize his early cowardice by noting that a squirrel runs when a pine cone is thrown at it, thus seeing his own flight as a natural instinct. The title refers ironically to the accidental head wound he got from a fellow Union infantrymen who was fleeing battle. This is, FTP, what novel about the Civil War exploits of Henry Fleming, a work by Stephen Crane.


A. The Red Badge of Courage
17. Edward Denby was the Secretary of the Navy who stood by while plots of land owned by the Navy were leased to interests of the Doheny and Sinclair companies. Those companies paid $100 and 300 thousand, respectively, to the Secretary of the Interior for the leases to the namesake plot and to the reserves under Elk Hills. FTP name this scandal of the Harding administration named for the oil reserves found under a Wyoming feature that looks like a kitchen implement.


A. Teapot Dome
18. Born in Switzerland, he is today buried in the Pantheon.  While in a self-imposed exile from France, he had a long visit with David Hume that ended disastrously.  One of the main points of his philosophy was that man was, by nature, good, but was corrupted by society, specifically by private property.  He won an essay contest with his Discourse on Inequality in 1754, championing the idea of he "Noble Savage.”  FTP name this philosopher, constant rival of Voltaire and author of Emile.


A. Jean-Jacques Rousseau
19. The Pound-Rebka experiment verified one of this theory's predictions in 1960, and another of its predictions was verified at Sobral, Brazil, during a 1919 eclipse.  Formulated in terms of Riemann's geometry, it assumes the principle of equivalence, which means that inertial and gravitational mass are equal.  Its many consequences include frame dragging, the slowing of time for satellites, the bending of light, and the possibility of black holes.  FTP name this theory published in 1915 by Albert Einstein.


A. theory of general relativity (do not prompt on "special relativity")

20. This novel’s protagonist is broken-hearted by the thought of her employer marrying Miss Ingram, his frequent visitor. Later, a clergyman named St. John Rivers proposes marriage to her, but before she accepts she hears her former employer call to her in the night, and upon returning to him she finds his estate, Thornfield, a charred ruin, and learns that his Caribbean wife burned the house and committed suicide. The title character then returns to Edward Rochester in, FTP, what novel by Charlotte Bronte?
