1. Constructed by a son of Phrixus, its crew received a gift because planks from oak trees from the oracle of Dodonna gave it the gifts of speech and prophesy.  The events of her journey were chronicled in myth by Apollonius Rhodius, and she had an unhappy end, with her stern rotting and falling upon her captain and killing him.  For 10 points, name this ship that carried Jason and his followers in search of the Golden Fleece.

2. The composer of this work found it “very loud and noisy” when he composed it in 1880 for the consecration of the Cathedral of Christ the Savior.  Its mingling of anthems is reminiscent of Beethoven’s Battle Symphony, and its recent use as celebratory song dates to 1974 when David Mugar and Arthur Fiedler scheduled it to be played on the Charles River Esplanade.  For 10 points, name this work in E flat major serving as a memorial of Russian victory over Napoleon and common finale for 4th of July concerts.

3. In the eleventh and twelfth centuries it expanded its borders to include the kingdoms of Catalonia and Navarre.  The Royal Shipyards in modern-day Barcelona produced a navy that helped it control the Balearic Islands and much of the Eastern Mediterranean, and it was this naval power that was coveted in its alliance against the Islamic Kingdoms of Southern Spain.  For 10 points, name this kingdom whose King Ferdinand II united Spain with his marriage to Isabella, also the birthplace of Henry VIII’s first wife.

4. Gordon Mansfield is the deputy secretary for this department, which sponsors a winter sports clinic and a national creative arts festival.  Some are suggesting that the current secretary of it be changed from sixteenth to seventeenth in the line of presidential succession.  Led by Jim Nicholson, it was first recognized in 1989 and operates more than 1300 medical facilities and 120 national cemeteries.  For 10 points, name this Cabinet department which takes care of disabilities and pensions for ex-soldiers.

6. One reading of the gospels may indicate the he was the first cousin of Jesus and, therefore, it was logical for Jesus to put his mother in this man’s care before the crucifixion.  He is believed to have been martyred in 44 C.E. at the hands of Herod Agrippa I, and is also considered to have brought the Gospel to Spain, where his body was taken and interred in Santiago de Compastella.  For 10 points, name this son of Zebedee and apostle of Jesus, who was found fishing with his brother John.

Centering on young d’Artagnan, Athos, Porthos, and Aramis, for 10 points, name this novel by Alexandre Dumas fils.

Barnum once served as the mayor of its largest city, Bridgeport. For 10 points, name this New England state whose Fundamental Orders were the first written constitution.

10. The climax of this novel can be considered either the central affair with Arobin or the protagonist’s “giving herself up to the sea”.  Adele represents the female ideal, while the Lady in Black represents a socially acceptable widow.  Mademoiselle Reisz’s playing of the piano provides a mechanism for the protagonist’s liberation from her requirements as wife and mother, and she also has an affair with Robert Lebrun.  For 10 points, name this novel profiling the exploits of Edna Pontellier, written by Kate Chopin.

Originally planned to operate for only 90 days, these craft operated well past that time in hostile conditions. For 10 points, name these two centerpieces of NASA’s Mars Exploration Rover Mission.

At 603,000 square kilometers, it is slightly smaller than Texas, but is still the second largest country in Europe.  Major geographic formations consist of vast steppes, the Carpathian Mountains, and the Crimean Peninsula.  For 10 points, name this Eastern European country containing Chernobyl, which lies about fifty miles away from its capital, Kiev.

15. This man’s short story collection Egyptian Nights preceded more famous publications like the long poems “The Captain’s Daughter” and “The Bronze Horseman”.  He wrote about dueling composers in the short drama Mozart and Salieri, and he himself was killed in a duel with Baron Georges d'Anthès in 1837.  However, he may be better-known for a verse drama about a Russian ruler.  For 10 points, name this Russian author of Eugene Onegin, whose work was also used by Mussorgsky for the opera Boris Godunov.

16. In the 1940’s and 1950’s, this theory was improved using new developments in valence bond theory and observations of atomic electronegativities to build upon the Lewis model of covalent bonding.  Based upon the idea that molecular shape can be primarily determined by electron repulsion, it categorizes molecules into shapes such as linear, trigonal planar, and pyramidal.  For 10 points, name this theory of molecular geometries with a five-letter abbreviation.
