By 1833, only two years after its founding in Marseille, it had over fifty thousand members, and Austria declared participation in it treason punishable by death. Parallel organizations later arose in Poland and Germany and were linked to it by its founder’s 1834 attempt to turn it into a pan-European movement. For 10 points—name this group which attempted to seize Sardinia in 1833, created as a replacement for the Carbonari by Giuseppe Mazzini.

ANSWER: Young Italy [or Giovine Italia]

BONUS. Answer the following about an American youth movement for 10 points each.

[10] Formed in 1959 in Michigan, this radical group rose to national prominence with the 1962 release of the Port Huron Statement.

[10] Timothy Leary was a member of this splinter cell of the SDS. Named for a Bob Dylan lyric, this group believed in using force to achieve its ends.

ANSWER: Anti-Masonic Party

[10] Several Anti-Masons served in the assembly of this state, where the alleged abduction of William Morgan by Masons began the Anti-Masonic movement.

ANSWER: New York
[10] Anti-Masonic nominee William Wirt did not become president, but this New York Anti-Mason eventually reached the White House as a Whig.

ANSWER: Millard Fillmore
