Set written and edited by current and former students of Rockford Auburn High School (Abid Haseeb, Lloyd Sy, Jordan Hoffmann, Saad Sheikh, Alex Pandya, Michael Kikta, and Jacob Balogh)
1. A modification of one of this man's theories is the basis for a Mordecai Milgrom theory which was weakened by the observation of the Bullet Cluster. He is the namesake of fringes which arise from the combination of rays reflected from a flat plate and a convex lens; those are his namesake “rings.” The Ehrenfest Theorem is a generalization of one law named for him. Another statement named for him indicates that the (*) rate of heat loss for a body is proportional to the difference in temperature between the body and its surroundings. For 10 points, identify this author of Principia Mathematica, the namesake of a law of cooling and three laws of motion.

ANSWER: Isaac Newton
2. The music video for this song ends with a man walking down a street with motorcycles to his left. It is the subject of a TV segment which begins with a mention of someone not landing an account, and includes the quote “Oh my god, why do I have so many pencils?” The singer of this song states, “We were born and raised in a summer haze” and asks, “Who would have known how (*) bittersweet this would taste?” Also including the heartbreaking lyrics, “Sometimes it lasts in love, but sometimes it hurts instead,” this is, for 10 points, which song on the album 21, in which Adele talks about how she’ll find a guy who’s similar to her ex.

ANSWER: “Someone Like You”

3. After the fortress of Alinda was surrendered to this man, he defeated Memnon and Orontobates en route to securing the right to Caria after the death of Ada. This man executed the general Permenion, and his son, Philotas. He was spared from Spithridates by Cleitus in one battle, and he engineered a long causeway at a different siege. This victor at the Battle of the (*) Granicus and the siege of Tyre rode a horse named Bucephalus. This man also defeated the Persian troops of Darius III at Gaugamela and Issus. For 10 points, identify this man who led the army of Macedonia as far as the Indus River, and whose exploits ushered in Hellenistic culture.

ANSWER: Alexander the Great [or Alexander III of Macedonia; prompt on just Alexander]

4. In one scene from this novel, one character feels someone’s heartbeat as he says the name of her beloved. The last section of this novel features a picture of an eye embedded within the text, and at its end, one character breaks into tears because a carriage turns the wrong way. One character hunts down a man with a red tie, and this novel begins outside a golf course. T.P. and (*) Luster act as guardians to an autistic character in this novel, who, with his brothers, observes his sister’s “muddy quarters”.  A Harvard student in this novel commits suicide after his sister, Caddy, becomes pregnant with the child of Dalton Ames. For 10 points, identify this novel about the Compson brothers by William Faulkner.

ANSWER: The Sound and the Fury

5. The Meselson effect was discovered in bdelloid rotifers undergoing this process. The relative rarity of this process can partially be explained by the results of Muller’s ratchet. Members of the kalanchoe genus create plantlets in one step of this process, and the strawberry plant uses rhizomes or stolons in it. Conidial fungi use mitospores for this process. (*) Apomixis is one variety of this process, and liverworts use gemmae in the fragmentation variety. Parthenogenesis is one form of this process, and in bacteria this process is exemplified by binary fission. Budding is a form of, for 10 points, what process by which offspring arise from a single parent?

Answer: asexual reproduction [prompt on reproduction; parthenogenesis is not acceptable at any point]

6. This goddess alone requests Aeolus’s presence at the feast of the gods, and she holds an oracle near Pagae. In one story, the intervention of Thetis and Briareus led to this deity being hung from the sky with a golden bracelet around her wrists. This goddess allowed a cuckoo bird into her bosom; that cuckoo bird ended up ravishing her. This deity bathed in the (*) springs of Canathus to renew her virginity and sent the hundred-eyed Argos to watch over Io. Ixion planned to seduce this goddess, which led to the creation of Nephele out of clouds, based on this goddess’s image. Her children include Ares and Hephaestus. For 10 points, name this wife of Zeus.

ANSWER: Hera

7. It’s not Rome, but Mount Baker neighborhood lies on one of the “seven hills” that this city was built on. The suburb of Issaquah is on Lake Sammamish near it. The Duwamish River flows into Elliott Bay near this city, and the Kitsap Peninsula lies to the west of this city. Bellevue is one of its eastern suburbs, and it is located near the Olympic Mountains. Known as the (*) “Emerald City”,  this seat of King County contains Pike Place Market. One of its landmarks was built for the 1962 World’s Fair and has a “hovering disk” at its top. This city on Puget Sound features the Space Needle. For 10 points, name this most populous city in the state of Washington.

ANSWER: Seattle, Washington

8. Places where this planet’s gravitational pull balances out that of the sun are home to its moons 588 Achilles and 4709 Ennomos, members of the planet’s “Greek” and “Trojan” camps respectively.  Orbital resonances in this object produce (*) Kirkwood Gaps in the nearby asteroid belt, and in 1994 the comet Shoemaker-Levy 9 was ripped apart by its immense gravitational pull.  Our solar system’s largest moon, along with three others also named for the man who discovered them in the seventeenth century, orbit this planet.  For 10 points, name this planet orbited by Ganymede, the largest in the solar system. 
ANSWER: Jupiter
9. Following a recovery from illness, Emil Nolde depicted this scene, using green and yellow prominently in the faces of the bunched-together figures. Andrea del Castagno’s depiction of this scene includes the notable seclusion of one figure, and another depiction of it is done on a diagonal axis, with the (*) central figure surrounded by a powerful aureole. In addition to that version by Tintoretto, another depiction of this scene was done for Ludovico Sforza and includes a group of surprised figures on the far left. For 10 points, identify this scene in which Jesus announces that one of his companions will betray him, most famously painted by Leonardo da Vinci.

ANSWER: The Last Supper
10. In this novel, one character brings a hatchet across a river in order to make a new oar. The title character states that a stone is like an animal to his friend, whom he exhorts to kiss his forehead at this novel’s conclusion. (*) Vasudeva the ferryman instructs the title character to listen to the River after he works for Kamaswami the merchant under the recommendation of his lover, Kamala. The protagonist’s best friend Govinda leaves his company in order to become a disciple of the Buddha. For 10 points, name this novel by Hermann Hesse.

ANSWER: Siddhartha
11. One of this thinker’s works opens with a quote by Hegel, stating, “Each conscience seeks the death of the other.” Another work by this thinker designates the meaning-disclosing, meaning-making, and meaning-desiring activities of consciousness, which is described as ambiguous. This author of She Came to Stay and The (*) Ethics of Ambiguity substituted the terms “master” and “slave” with “Subject” and Other” in her most famous work, which includes a discussion on “Facts and Myths” about the title group, and indicates that “One is not born but becomes a woman.” For 10 points identify this French existentialist, the author of The Second Sex.

ANSWER: Simone de Beauvoir

12. In this work, the bass sings “The Trumpet Shall Sound,” and it opens with an E minor Sinfony. The libretto for this work, written by Charles Jennens, includes the parts (*) “O death, where is thy sting?” and “Every Valley shall be Exalted.” The third part of this work opens with the soprano singing “I know that my redeemer liveth.” It is traditional to stand during the “Hallelujah Chorus” section of this work, which includes sections depicting the Prophecy and the Day of Judgement. For 10 points, name this oratorio by Georg Frederic Handel. 

ANSWER: Messiah
13. The Bernal-Fowler model uses the 4-site approach to model this substance. Certain Claisen rearrangements and Diels-Alder reactions exhibit reaction rate accelerations when carried out in emulsions of this substance, an effect studied by Sharpless. This substance is sometimes coordinated with crystals to help them (*) retain their crystalline properties, and the triple point of this substance defines the Kelvin scale. The heavy form of this substance contains higher deuterium content, and its solid state is less dense than its liquid state. For 10 points, name this universal solvent with formula H2O.

Answer: Water [accept H2O before mentioned, or dihydrogen monoxide]

14. A group of characters in this work are called “rude mechanicals” by another character who asks if he possesses “unearned luck” in a speech later in this play. Another monologue in this play begins “The lunatic, the lover, and the poet.” One character in this work procures a juice from the love-in-idleness flower. A group of workmen perform (*) Pyramus and Thisbe in this play, in which Titania falls in love with Nick Bottom while he has a donkey’s head. In this play, Lysander and Demetrius eventually fall in love with Hermia and Helena, respectively. For 10 points, name this Shakespearean comedy that features Puck, a fairy messing around with the feelings of four lovers in the woods.

ANSWER: A Midsummer Night’s Dream
15. One conflict within this war involved Gustav Horn and was ended by the Second Treaty of Brömsebro; that was the Torstenson War. The Treaties of Stettin and Lübeck were signed during this war, and the troops of Frederick V were routed at the Battle of White Mountain by (*) Count Tilly during this war. The treaty that ended this conflict was negotiated at Munster and Osnabruck, and this conflict's Battle of Lutzen resulted in the death of Gustavus Adolphus at the hands Wallenstein's forces. Also including the Battle of Breitenfeld, this is, for 10 points, which conflict, ended by the Treaty of Westphalia and lasting from 1618 to 1648?

ANSWER: Thirty Years’ War

16. This religion’s founder received a vision of Vohu Manah while gathering water in the Daiti River. Practitioners of it differentiate between asha and druj, which stand for truth and chaos. Followers of this religion believe that virtue is rewarded in the House of Songs, which lies across the bridge (*) Chinvat. Instruction on how to repel demons called Daevas is given in the Vendidad, which, along with the Gathas, make up its scripture. This religion follows its holy text of the Avesta, and its deities include Angra Mainyu and Ahura Mazda. For 10 points, identify this religion based on the teachings of its namesake Persian prophet, sometimes called Zarathustra.

ANSWER: Zoroastrianism (accept Mazdaism)

17. In one poem by this author, the speaker claims that she cannot finish her weaving because a goddess has “almost killed me with love for that boy.” Another work by this poet claims that “enticing laughter makes my own heart beat fast” and begins “He is more than a hero/He is a god in my eyes.” This poet, whose works are collected in If Not, Winter, asks a woman if (*) she is crying due to her lost maidenhead in one poem. The only completely extant work by this woman survives due to its full quotation by Dionysius of Halicarnassus. That poem is a “prayer to a lady of Paphos” and is usually titled “Hymn to Aphrodite”. For 10 points, name this Greek “tenth muse”, a poet from Lesbos.

ANSWER: Sappho
18. One kingdom in this modern-day country had king Chey Chettha II, who moved its capital to Oudong. In the 1980s, this country saw the action of the Salvation Front, or FUNSK, and the exiled government known as CGDK. One empire centered in this country was attacked by the Ayutthaya Kingdom and established the Bayon temple. This nation temporarily took the name of Democratic (*) Kampuchea under a leader who employed Tuol Sleng prison as part of his mass murders on the Killing Fields. For 10 points, name this country in which Pol Pot headed the Khmer Rouge, an Asian nation containing Angkor Wat with its capital at Phnom Penh.

ANSWER: Cambodia
19. This man was the primary proponent for the Harrison Narcotics Tax Act, a forerunner of the War on Drugs. He advocated citizenship for Puerto Ricans during an election in which his running mate was John Kern. He resigned one of his posts after the sinking of the (*) Lusitania and opposed the Bourbon Democrats. This man served as Wilson’s secretary of state and was known as “The Great Commoner.” This man’s opposition to bimetallism was summed up in a speech that stated “you shall not crucify mankind” on the titular structure. For 10 points, name this Democratic candidate for president in 1896 who gave the “Cross of Gold” speech. 

ANSWER: William Jennings Bryan
20. This work’s effect is enhanced by a Guidobaldo Abbatini fresco which depicts the heavens as a burst of light; that work is on the vault of the chapel in which this work is contained. The namesakes of that chapel are depicted in “theater boxes” which face this sculpture. This work located in the Cornaro Chapel depicts its central figure as she is surrounded by (*) rays of light. The angel in this work clutches its robes in one hand, and holds an arrow in another. Depicting the title female figure from Avila in euphoria, this is, for 10 points, which work of Lorenzo Bernini?

ANSWER: The Ecstasy of St. Theresa [or Saint Teresa in Ecstasy or Transverberation of Saint Teresa; L’Estasi di Santa Teresa or Santa Teresa in estasi; prompt on just The Ecstasy]

1. One character in this work beats his wife during the Week of Peace. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel in which the central character, Okonkwo, kills his adopted son Ikemefuna, and is exiled from his village after accidentally shooting someone.

ANSWER: Things Fall Apart
[10] Things Fall Apart is a novel by this Nigerian novelist of No Longer at Ease.

ANSWER: Chinua Achebe
[10] This Achebe novel takes place in Kangan, which is ruled by a man named Sam who is more often called “His Excellency”.

ANSWER: Anthills of the Savannah
2. Identify the following female characters from the Book of Genesis, for 10 points each:

[10] This wife of Adam was supposedly created out of his rib; she gives in to the serpent’s temptation and takes a bite from an apple from the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil.

ANSWER: Eve
[10] After determining that his wife Sarah is barren, Abraham fathers Ishmael by this handmaiden.

ANSWER: Hagar
[10] When Jacob goes to work for Laban, he ends up marrying both of Laban’s daughters. All or nothing, name the two daughters.

ANSWER: Leah and Rachel
3. This equation is modified by the van der Waals equation which introduces the terms a and b to account for the size and attraction of particles. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this equation which states that P V = n R T. 

ANSWER: Ideal Gas Law

[10] This scientist names an example of an ideal gas which is composed of his namesake particles. Along with Einstein, this scientist names a set of statistics and a condensate.

ANSWER: Satyendra Nath Bose
[10] Modifications of the ideal gas law introduce this quantity which measures a gas’s deviation from ideal behavior. It is equal to P V over R T.

ANSWER: Compressibility Factor
4. Answer the following about conflict in a Middle Eastern country, for 10 points each:

[10] Leaders of this country like Nureddin al-Atassi and Ahmad al-Khatib have been part of the Ba’ath party here. In October 2011, the U.S. withdrew Ambassador Robert Ford from this country’s capital of Damascus.

ANSWER: Syria [or Syrian Arab Republic; or al-Jumhuriyyah al-’Arabiyyah as-Suriyyah]

[10] This son of Hafez  is the President of Syria. He was elected in 2000 and  re-elected in 2007, unopposed both times. He has stated that violence in his country is an armed uprising and not a protest against him.

ANSWER: Bashar al-Assad [prompt on just al-Assad]

[10] Bashar al-Assad has attacked this western Syrian city with tanks and jets. Though mass protests began in Daraa, this city has been the epicenter of protests and has been the site of the most deaths.

ANSWER: Homs [or Hims]

5. This piece opens with a notable clarinet glissando. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this “experiment in modern music” conducted by Ferde Grofé at its premiere. It was inspired by the sounds the composer heard while on a train ride.

ANSWER: Rhapsody in Blue
[10] Rhapsody in Blue is a work by this American composer of the opera Porgy and Bess and An American in Paris.

ANSWER: George Gershwin
[10] This 1932 work by Gershwin was inspired by a trip he took to the titular country. Its theme drew on the melody of Ignacio Piñeiro’s “Échale Salsita”.

ANSWER: Cuban Overture
6. This man formed the Non-Aligned Movement with Nasser and Nehru. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this man who led his country to become the only member of Cominform to repel Soviet domination.

ANSWER: Josip Broz Tito
[10] Tito was the first president of this federation of socialist states including Serbia and Montenegro that broke up in the early 1990s.

ANSWER: Yugoslavia
[10] This country, arising from one of the six states of Yugoslavia, is currently led by Gjorge Ivanov and dealt with its Albanian minority in the Ohrid Agreement.

ANSWER: Macedonia
7. Identify the following Canterbury Tales, for 10 points each:

[10] In this first of the tales, Arcite and Palamon fight for the right to win Emily.

ANSWER: “The Knight’s Tale”

[10] Chanticleer has a dream about being eaten by a Fox, and it comes true in this tale, in which Chanticleer’s wife criticizes him for believing in his dreams.

ANSWER: “The Nun’s Priest’s Tale”

[10] This tale, which directly precedes “The Summoner’s Tale”, tells the story of a summoner who meets a yeoman who ends up being the devil.

ANSWER: “The Friar’s Tale”

8. Answer these questions about The Fresh Prince of Bel-Air, for 10 points each:

[10] The main character on the show was played by this actor. He’s appeared in the films Men in Black, Seven Pounds, I am Legend, Hancock, and The Pursuit of Happiness.

ANSWER: Will Smith

[10] This cousin of Will, played by Alfonso Ribeiro, occasionally performed a dance to Tom Jones’s “It’s Not Unusual.” Will frequently makes fun of this character’s lack of height on the show.

ANSWER: Carlton Banks [prompt on just Banks]

[10] At one point in the show, Will and Carlton trick their butler, Geoffrey, into believing that he has accomplished this task. As a result, he downs an expensive bottle of champagne, breaks a Montrose vase, and quits his position.

ANSWER: winning the lottery [accept obvious equivalents; accept winning $26 million]

9. This behavior is exemplified by Vervet monkeys sounding alarm calls. For 10 points each:
[10] First, identify this behavior in which individuals reduce their individual fitness to help increase the fitness of other individuals in the population.

Answer: altruism
[10] Ecologists study the relationship between this type of species and the prey on which it feeds. Examples include wolves, bears, and humans. They are classified as “true” if they both certainly kill and feed on the prey.
ANSWER: predator [accept word forms; accept predation]
[10] This term refers to natural selection which favors altruistic behavior and thus enhances the reproductive success of relatives.

Answer: kin selection
10. Chauncey Goodrich and James Hillhouse were among those at this conference. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1814 meeting in which various delegates from New England proposed seceding from the nation.

ANSWER: Hartford Convention

[10] The revelation of the Hartford Convention shamed members of this political party, whose earlier members included John Adams.

ANSWER: Federalist
[10] This last presidential nominee by the Federalists ran for them in 1816. Earlier, he had lost a race for the governorship of New York to Daniel Tompkins.

ANSWER: Rufus King
11. The philosopher behind this concept stated that it can “express the sublime in the pedestrian.” For 10 points each:
[10] First, identify this individual who is two stages removed from the slave and one stage removed from a similar figure described as being “of infinite resignation.” An example of this figure is the Virgin Mary.

ANSWER: knights of faith [prompt on partial]
[10] The knight of faith is discussed in this philosophical book by the same author who wrote Either/Or. It states that there may indeed by a teleological suspension of the ethical, as evidenced by Abraham’s sacrifice of Isaac.

ANSWER: Fear and Trembling [or Frygt og Bæven]

[10] Fear and Trembling and Either/Or are both works of philosophy written by this Danish thinker, whose various pseudonyms have included Johannes de Silentio and Anti-Climacus. He also wrote The Sickness unto Death.

ANSWER: Søren Aabye Kierkegaard
12. This country’s national epic, Os Lusiads, was written by Luis Vaz de Camoens. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Iberian nation whose more recent writers include the novelist of Blindness.

ANSWER: Portugal
[10] The aforementioned author of Blindness is this Nobel Laureate who depicted the Iberian peninsula breaking off from Europe in The Stone Raft.

ANSWER: José Saramago
[10] In this Saramago novel, a certain country experiences the end of people dying. An organization called the Maphia eventually comes up with the solution of bringing people out of the country’s borders.

ANSWER: Death with Interruptions (or Death at Intervals or Intermitências da Morte) 

13. Cao Cao put down this revolt, whose participants venerated Huang-lo.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this revolt led by Zhang-Jio. It was caused in part by famine, as well as the corruption of some eunuchs known as the Ten Regular Attendants. Its followers believed that the blue heaven had died.

ANSWER: Yellow Turban Rebellion or Uprising or Revolt [also accept Yellow Scarves Rebellion or Uprising or Revolt or Huang Jin Zhi Luan]

[10] The Yellow Turban Revolt was against the Han Dynasty, whose greatest emperor was this man, who expanded and established a Confucian university. He also forced tribute on the Xiongnu after the Battle of Jishi.

ANSWER: Emperor Wu Di

[10] This overland trade route first flourished under the Han Dynasty, which was connected by this route with Central Asia, India, and the Roman Empire. It is named for the fine fabric which the Chinese transported via it.

ANSWER: Silk Road or Silk Route or other things involving the word silk
14. Just before the end of this aria, some women are heard singing about their impending death. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this aria which includes the phrases  “Dilegua, o notte,” or “Vanish, o night!” The character who sings it had earlier correctly answered a trio of riddles.

ANSWER: “Nessun Dorma”

[10] “Nessun Dorma” is sung by Calaf in this Italian opera about a titular Chinese princess. Based on a work by Carlo Gozzi, its other characters include Ping, Pang, and Pong.

ANSWER: Turandot
[10] Turandot is an opera by this Italian composer, whose other famous works include Tosca and La Bohème. 
Cio-Cio San commits seppuku at the end of his Madame Butterfly.

ANSWER: Giacomo Antonio Domenico Michele Secondo Maria Puccini
15. This man’s relationship with FDR was chronicled in a Jon Meachem book. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this leader who, as First Lord of the Admiralty, pursued the disastrous Gallipoli campaign. He also was prime minister of the United Kingdom for much of World War II.

ANSWER: Winston Leonard Spencer-Churchill
[10] This speech given on June 18, 1940 states that, if the British Empire and its Commonwealth last a thousand years, the title phrase might still be said. It was given before the Battle of Britain.

ANSWER: This was their finest hour
[10] Two weeks before the “This was their finest hour” speech, Churchill gave another speech named after its statement that we shall fight on these geographical features. Ones named after gold and Omaha were instrumental in the D-Day invasion.

ANSWER: beaches

16. At the end of this novel, which takes its name from a biblical book, the protagonist learns to fly. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel about Milkman Dead, whose great-grandfather  flew back to Africa after escaping slavery.

ANSWER: Song of Solomon
[10] Song of Solomon is a novel by this Nobel Laureate author of The Bluest Eye and Sula.

ANSWER: Toni Morrison (accept Chloe Wofford)

[10] In this novel, Sethe marries Halle, and the title character reappears in the form of a ghost after being killed by her mother years earlier. Paul D is one of the inhabitants of 124 Bluestone Road before being forced out of the house.

ANSWER: Beloved
17. Some calculations within this construct involve the use of the Lorentz factor. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this theory postulated by Einstein that the speed of light in a vacuum is the same in all inertial frames, regardless of the observer or the velocity of the source of light. It’s contrasted with a “general” counterpart.

ANSWER: special relativity [prompt on relativity, obviously don’t accept general relativity]

[10] This effect predicted by special relativity results in the time interval measured by an observer moving with respect to a clock being longer than the measurement done by a stationary observer with respect to the clock.

ANSWER: time dilation
[10] A metric named for this man gives the relativistic generalization of a metric named for Euclid. He's also the namesake of a four-dimensional construct within which special relativity is set.

ANSWER: Hermann Minkowski
18. Answer the following about an integral part of calculus, for 10 points each:

[10] This type of integral has upper and lower bounds. It is commonly used for finding the area under a curve, and it can be contrasted with an indefinite integral.

ANSWER: Definite Integral [or Riemann Integral]

[10] Green’s Theorem relates this type of integral to a double integral. It can be performed over a scalar or vector field and is used in physics to calculate the work done on a particle that is moving through an electric field.

ANSWER: Line Integral [or Contour Integral]

[10] An improper integral is evaluated by applying this function to a definite integral. It is also commonly used to determine what value a function approaches at a given value. 

ANSWER: limit

19. Jodicus Vijd and his wife, patrons of this altarpiece, appear on its outer panels. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this work which contains over 20 images, including ones of St. Cecilia, and perhaps most notably, an image of the Adoration of the Mystic Lamb. One of its artists also painted The Arnolfini Wedding.

ANSWER: Ghent Altarpiece [or Altarpiece of Ghent; prompt on Het Lam Gods or The Lamb of God]

 [10] Identify that latter artist of The Arnolfini Wedding, the brother of Hubert. He greatly influenced Petrus Christus, another Netherlandish painter whose works are sometimes confused  with  this artist’s.
ANSWER: Jan van Eyck

[10] This Jan van Eyck work set in an Italian loggia has a pair of figures in the background with their backs turned to the viewer. The title advisor to the Duke of Burgundy holds the Book of Hours and faces the Madonna.

ANSWER: Madonna of Chancellor Nicolas Rolin [or Madonna with Chancellor Nicolas Rolin; or Virgin of Chancellor Nicolas Rolin; or Virgin with Chancellor Nicolas Rolin; in general, you can reasonably accept any answer which refers to both the Madonna/Virgin and Rolin]

[10] Name this oldest son of Ea who commands the four winds.

ANSWER: Marduk
[10] Marduk is the chief god of this Mesopotamian city-state’s mythological system. This system’s other deities include Ishtar, their equivalent of the Sumerian Inana.

ANSWER: Babylonian

[10] This demon, either the son or the husband of Tiamat, aided his mother in the fight against Marduk. His blood was mixed with the earth and used to make the first human beings.

ANSWER: Kingu
