California Classic III





	The Quiz Bowl Club at the University of California at Berkeley invites your high school to participate in the Third Annual California Classic (an Academic Buzzer Competition) on April 18, 1998. This contest is open to all high school students interested in competing in a game of 20 questions between two teams.  The game is similar in many ways to The Knowledge Master Open (the Great Auk Contest) and Academic Decathalon.  Teams will compete to answer questions and earn points, with the top teams receiving plaques and individual trophies. 





TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE/RULES


	The tournament will be held on the Berkeley campus in Dwinelle Hall.  Registration will be from 9-9:20 with a brief rules meeting at 9:20.  The first round will start at 9:30, and there will be an hour-long lunch break in the middle of the tournament.





	We encourage multiple teams from the same school to participate, with each team playing four people at a time. Teams may have more than four players if they wish to alternate their line-ups between games, but players must stay on the same team throughout the tournament. Teams of up to four face each other across electronic buzzer systems, as a moderator reads questions from a variety of academic categories including: 


-  Science: Biology, Chemistry, Physics; Mathematics and Computer Science


-  Humanities:  Literature, Art, Mythology; 


-  Social Studies: Politics, History, Geography, Economics


-  General Knowledge 





	Players buzz-in, and are awarded points for correct answers, as well as the opportunity for their team to answer a bonus question worth up to thrity points.  Each "toss-up" question can be answered only by the player who buzzes in.  We will use electronic buzzer systems to guarantee that the player who signals first is correctly recognized.  Each team has only one chance at each toss-up: if a player buzzes in and does not give the correct answer, no one else on his/her team may buzz in until the next question. Toss-ups depend on the knowledge of individuals, but teams may confer on bonuses.  Matches will consist of 20 Toss-Up questions and up to 20 bonus questions, one for each correctly answered Toss-Up. 





ENTRY FEES





	The cost for Cal. Classic III will be $100.00 for an A team with a $5.00 discount for bringing a functional lockout buzzer system. Additional B, C, etc. teams may register at a rate of $75.00 per team. There will be a $20.00 discount per team for prepaying by mail (postmarked by April 11th). So a school which brings two teams and one buzzer system and prepays by mail will pay ($100 + $75 - $40 - $5) a total of $130.00.  We encourage coaches or parents to attend, but do not require it.  We will have receipts available at the tournament if you need one.

	We plan to sell the questions used for a modest price after the tournament.  If you wish to purchase last year's questions as samples to practice on, please be sure to send us your response form as soon as possible so we can get them to you promptly.
