Tossups

1. One side would initially camp their men in a mango grove alongside the Hooghli River. Another side would have their powder supplies soaked by a monsoon and this battle was preceded by a rescue operation in Fulta. The prelude to this battle saw political intrigue as one side worked with Mir Jaffar to overthrow his nephew, the local nawab. Jaffar would withhold his troops in battle and cause the defeat of Suraj-ud-Daula. Preceded by the infamous Black Hole of Calcutta and leading to the rise of British domination in India this is, FTP, what 1757 battle that saw victory for the forces of Robert Clive?
ANSWER: Battle of Plassey
2. This god took the form of a falcon to rescue Idun from Thrymheim, and he was captured by Geirrod in hawk form. It was he who gave Andvaranaut to King Hreidmar.  He fathered Einmyria through his first wife Glut, and lost an eating contest to fire.  Currently tied to a rock where poison drips onto his forehead, among his children are Hel, Fenrir, and the Midgard Serpent.  The mother of Sleipnir, it was he who turned into Thokk and refused to weep for Balder, whose death he caused.  For 10 points, identify this Norse trickster god. 

ANSWER:  Loki  

3. He created the correspondence principle, which states that quantum theory approximates classical mechanics with large quantum numbers.  He also helped formulate complementarily, which states both particle and wave properties can be possessed, but only one can be observed at a time. His namesake distance is approximately .53 angstroms, and it measures the most likely distance from the nucleus of a Hydrogen atom to its electron.  Part of the Manhattan project, he was a student of Rutherford and theorized that the atom was made up of a nucleus with positive charge circled by electrons.  FTP, name this Danish physicist that names a magneton and a radius and believed atomic secrets should be shared with the world at large. 

ANSWER: Neils Bohr
4. This composer wrote a six piece song cycle that is a setting for works by Theophile Gautier while a funeral march for the last scene of Hamlet is the final movement for his work Tristia. Paganini made the suggestion that he write a certain work with an Orgy of Brigands section. Another work by this composer has the Hungarian Rakoczi March played in the opening movement and sees the title character fall in love with Marguerite. In addition to Harold in Italy and The Damnation of Faust, this composer wrote a work that has a final section titled Dream of a Witches’ Sabbath and a third movement based on Beethoven’s Pastoral Symphony that portrays a sensitive artist who has overdosed on opium. FTP, identify this French romantic composer who wrote Symphonie Fantastique. 

ANSWER: Hector Berlioz 

5. A poet from this country published the collections Stubborn Hope and Sirens Knuckles and Boots and a novel set in this country focuses on Rosa as she comes to terms with her dead father Lionel. One work set in this country focuses on the relationship between brothers Zachariah and Morris while another work set in this country sees the title character work as a gardener and concerns his quest to take his ill mother back to her original home. A work set in this country concerns the murder of Arthur Jarvis as well as the preacher Stephen Kumalo. FTP, name this country whose works include Master Harold…And the Boys and The Life and Times of Michael K., and whose authors include Nadine Gordimer and Alan Paton, both of whom wrote considerably about Apartheid.  

ANSWER: South Africa 

6. He created a namesake reservation on the Mexican border to prevent smuggling and he helped regulate the railroad industry by supporting the Elkins and Hepburn Acts, both of which strengthened the Interstate Commerce Commission. He discharged all the soldiers involved in the Brownsville raid and appointed Oscar Straus as the first Jewish Cabinet member. He intervened to stop the anthracite coal strike that threatened to leave cities without coal for the winter. His namesake corollary to the Monroe Doctrine established U.S. policing of Latin America and he was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for his work in negotiating the Treaty of Portsmouth. FTP, identify this man who ran for president as a member of the Bull Moose party, the U.S. president that succeeded William McKinley. 

ANSWER: Theodore Roosevelt (accept Teddy for Theodore, prompt on Roosevelt)
7. This architectural style was first coined by Bevis Hillier in 1968, far after it had reached its height. Buildings of this style include the Hanson building in Montreal as well as the LaSalle National Bank Building in Chicago. Known for incorporating ancient Egyptian and Mesoamerican elements, this style was formalized at the International Exposition of Modern Industrial and Decorative Arts. Hotels of this style include the Colony and Avalon along Ocean Drive in Miami Beach and the another building in this style was designed by William Van Alen and features a seven arched crown with a spire on top. FTP, identify this architectural style of the 1920’s and 1930’s exemplified by the Chrysler Building.  

ANSWER: Art Deco
8. A polymer of it has uses in biodegradable plastics, and a buildup of it in the bloodstream will lead to symptoms of excessive sweating, rapid breathing, and cool and clammy skin. Higher measurements of it can be a result of dehydration, and more of it is located in veinous blood than in arterial blood. When being tested for this, it is advised not to exercise before blood is drawn. It is naturally produced in red blood cells and in muscles when they operate with a lack of oxygen. FTP, name this organic acid with chemical formula C3H6O3, that builds up in the muscles during a strenuous anaerobic workout, notably found in sour milk.

ANSWER: Lactic Acid (accept Lactate)
9. An essay comparing this work to Abraham Cowley’s The Civil War was written by D.M. Rosenberg. Its revised second edition saw the author add “Arguments,” or summaries, at the beginning of each book. One conversation in this work focuses on whether or not the other planets orbit the earth and another story tells how the character Abdiel had earlier changed loyalties. The climax is often seen as an expression of the weaker sex in this work, which takes place after a war involving participants like Uriel, Michael and Raphael. The beginning of this work sees the construction of a palace called Pandemonium and the reader learns that the antagonist was a fallen angel originally named Lucifer. FTP, identify this work that attempts to “justify the ways of God to man” and discusses the fall of man, written by John Milton.  

ANSWER: Paradise Lost 

10. One can use this equation to derive Luke’s variational principle, an equation used to model behavior on the surface.  Velocity can be calculated when applying it to measurements taken with a Pitot tube.  When the fluid is compressible the specific heat of the fluid must be taken into account, but it becomes much simpler when the fluid is incompressible like water.  An application of it allows boats to travel faster than the wind pushing their sails, as the sail can be used to create a pressure gradient.  FTP, name this equation important to hydrodynamics, used to describe fluid flow, named for a Swiss mathematician.
ANSWER: Bernoulli’s equation or Bernoulli's principle
11. Right after it ended, Fred Gray won a $10 million dollar class-action settlement for the families of those affected.  It would lead to the publication of the Belmont Report, and much of it was revealed by Peter Buxtun. The concept was largely based on the Oslo Report and one figure in it was Nurse Eunice Rivers. Its latter part was in violation of the Nuremberg Code, which was based on work done by Dr. Mengele. At the end of this study, men with the disease were denied the only known substance that would help them recover, penicillin.  FTP, name this experiment in which almost 400 black men were left to suffer with syphilis in a southern University. 

ANSWER: Tuskeegee Study of Syphilis in the Negro Male (accept clear equivalents) 

12. They have secret knowledge of God and the Creation, and were formed before the latter, while one hid himself in a well with the four agents.  Considered to be the most perfect of all humans, the Zaydi consider them to be descendants of Fatima who are recognized as leaders, while the Sabiyah Ismailis believe in the existence of seven of them.  Ali is considered to be the first, while the Twelvers consider them to be intermediaries between humans and the divine, and they consider the Mahdi to be the last or “hidden” one. FTP, give this term applied to a spiritual Muslim leader.

ANSWER:  Imam 

13. This political division saw limited economic activity at the Lupin gold mine. Containing a small minority from the First Nations group, this region's first commissioner was Helen Maksagak. Among the many islands this territory administers are the Sverdrup, Parry, and Belcher Archipelagoes.  The capital of this territory is at the head of Frobisher Bay, located on the southern portion of its largest island, which is the fifth largest island in the world. That capital, Iqaluit, is a few degrees south of the Arctic Circle on Baffin Island. FTP, name Canada’s northernmost territory, created from the eastern portion of the Northwest Territories in 1999.  

ANSWER: Nunavut, Canada  

14. The initial part of this event was under the authority of both the London Agreement and Law No. 10. Its framework was proposed by Colonel Murray Bernays and William Chanler, and its opening began with a film so graphic that it caused many to openly weep. Ultimately, sixteen were found guilty in the Doctors Trial while another twenty were sentenced to death in Einsatzgruppen Trial. While appeals in the Ministries Trial would last until 1951, many of this event’s figures opted to commit suicide. FTP, name this event that charged organizations like the SA and Gestapo and individuals like Joachim von Ribbentropp, Rudolf Hess and Hermann Goring for atrocities committed during World War Two.

ANSWER: Nuremberg trials 

15. He wrote one work with characters like Catullus and Cato which focuses on Julius Caesar’s death while another work takes place over a span of ninety years in the house of the Bayards. In addition to The Ides of March and The Long Christmas Dinner, he wrote a work with multiple Biblical references in which Henry, Gladys, Sabina and the parents Mr. and Mrs. Antrobus survive an ice age. In another work, Brother Juniper investigates the death of Marquesa de Montemayor and four others after a Peruvian structure collapses. In addition to The Skin of our Teeth and The Bridge of San Luis Rey, he wrote a work divided into three acts titled “The Daily Life”, “Love and Marriage”, and “Death” that takes place in Grover’s Corner. FTP, name this American author who wrote Our Town. 

ANSWER: Thornton Wilder
16. Debate exists over who exactly the title figure is in this artist’s work, The Polish Rider. This artist depicted an ancient thinker putting his hand on the bust of an ancient writer in Aristotle with a Bust of Homer while another work depicts the writing on the wall from the Book of Daniel in Belshazzar’s Feast. A group of men in black coats listen to a man in a black hat as they surround a cadaver in another work. Another painting depicts a company led by Captain Frans Banning Cocq, shows a man in the background holding a large flag and the lighting focuses on the center group of people armed with lances and musket. FTP, identify this Dutch artist who painted the Anatomy Lesson of Dr. Nicolaes Tulp and The Night Watch.  

ANSWER: Rembrandt Harmeenszoon van Rijn 

17. Named by Peter Carlson and Martin Luscher, these can be detected by the VNO or Jacobson organ.  Geranic acid is an example of one and Adolf Butenadt identified the first one, which caused a "flutter dance".  The McKlintock effect theorizes the synchronization of menstrual cycles due to them and is named after their discoverer in humans. The nasonov type is used to help BEEEES! return to the colony, while Bombykol is used by female silkworms to attract males during mating. Also containing alarm and sex types, these are, FTP, what hormones released by animals to trigger responses in the same species.  

 ANSWER: Pheromones 

18. In the 1960’s, a campy version of him was portrayed by Cesar Romero with a visible mustache. Mark Hamill voiced him in an animated version and he is responsible for the death of Jason Todd. To support his unborn child, he joins the mob as Red Hood, and later he paralyzes Barbara Gordon. In one version, his real name is Jack Napier and he commits a crime typically attributed to Joe Chill. His origin typically involves falling into a vat of chemicals at Axis Chemicals, and in a recent adaptation, he murders the mobsters Gambol and The Chechen and enjoys telling people how he got his scars.  FTP, name this Batman arch-villain portrayed by Jack Nicholson and more recently by Heath Ledger.

ANSWER: The Joker 

19. Much of the actual act was proposed by Senator Jesse Thomas of Illinois while it was preceded by an earlier amendment proposed by Congressman James Tallmadge that would pass in the House but not the Senate.  It would effectively extend what had been Article 6 of the Northwest Ordinance Act of 1787 and Abraham Lincoln’s Peoria Speech would discuss its repeal. In a letter to John Holmes, Thomas Jefferson described the issue behind this act as “a fire bell in the night, awakened and filled me with terror”. Granting statehood to Maine as a free state and declaring most portions of the Louisiana Purchase north of 36 degree 30 minutes to be free, this is, FTP, what 1820 US Compromise dealing with the growth of slavery?
ANSWER: Missouri Compromise (accept compromise of 1820 before 1820 is mentioned)

20. This author wrote a work concerning a ship in the Gulf of Siam in which the captain encounters a naked man named Leggatt. In addition to The Secret Sharer, short stories by this man include Amy Foster and The Warrior’s Soul. In one work by this author, Winnie commits suicide after she is betrayed by the anarchist Alexander Ossipin, while another of his works concerns a silver mine opened by Charles Gould in the fictional Costaguana. In another work by this author, the titular character serves as first mate aboard the Patna, a vessel whose crew abandon ship after it springs a leak while transporting Muslim pilgrims to Mecca. In addition to The Secret Agent and Nostromo, one work by this author sees the ivory trader Marlow travel deep into Africa to meet Kurtz. FTP, name this author of Lord Jim and The Heart of Darkness.  

ANSWER: Joseph Conrad (accept Józef Teodor Konrad Korzeniowski)  
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1. Identify these French authors of the 19th century, FTPE:  

10: This author wrote about the gypsy Esmeralda in The Hunchback of Notre Dame.  
ANSWER: Victor-Marie Hugo  

10: This author wrote about the aristocrat Fabrice del Dongo and his efforts to join Napoleon in his work The Charterhouse of Parma.
ANSWER: Stendahl or Henri-Marie Beyle  

10: Prostitutes in a church play a central role in La Maison Tellier, a work by this author.  

ANSWER: Guy de Maupassant 

2. Answer these questions about the Harlem Renaissance, FTPE:  

10: This theater saw the debut of Ella Fitzgerald in 1934 and would allow African-American customers in the same year.  

ANSWER: Apollo Theater  

10: This other Harlem club was taken over by gangster Owney Madden in the 1920’s. Their white-only policy allowed it to have more racist acts, but it saw artists like Duke Ellington and Louis Armstrong.  

ANSWER: Cotton Club  

10: This musician of the time was known as “Mother of The Blues” and released Bo-weavil Blues and Jelly Bean Blues.  

ANSWER: Gertrude “Ma” Rainey (accept Gertrude Malissa Nix Pridgett Rainey)  

3. Answer these questions about the U.S. Indian Wars of the late 1800’s  

10: Custer’s last stand occurred at this 1876 victory for the forces of Sitting Bull and Crazy Horse.  

ANSWER: Battle of Little Bighorn  

10: This leader of Nez Perce said “I will fight no more forever” after surrendering on the Canadian border in 1877.  

ANSWER: Chief Joseph (or Hinmuuttu-yalatlat or Hinmaton-Yalaktit)  

10: This minor 1898 battle in Leech Lake, Minnesota saw U.S. troops arrive on an Ojibwe reservation to arrest two men for bootlegging.  

ANSWER: Battle of Sugar Point  

4. It is equal to the product of mass, the position vector and the perpendicular component of velocity. FTPE:  

10: Name this physical quantity whose conservation plays a key role in rotating bodies.  

ANSWER: Angular momentum (do not accept momentum)  

10: This astronomer’s second law of planetary motion, often simplified as equal areas over equal times, is often seen as a restatement of the conservation of angular momentum.  

ANSWER: Johannes Kepler  

10: On the quantum level, angular momentum of a subatomic particle is always a whole number multiple of this constant.  

ANSWER: Reduced Plank’s Constant or Dirac’s constant  or h-bar (Prompt on h or Planck’s Constant)
5. Lesser gods of this people include Paynal and Mextli, FTPE:  

10: Identify this Mesoamerican civilization whose gods include Huitzilopochtli and were guided by the figure of an eagle perched on a cactus.  

ANSWER: Aztec  

10: This Aztec creator god is referred to as the feathered serpent and was confused with Cortes.  

ANSWER: Quetzalcoatl  

10: This Aztec god of rain and fertility was first married to the goddess of flowers.  

ANSWER: Tlaloc   

6. Identify these Jane Austen works, FTPE:  

10: Elizabeth Bennett and Fitzwilliam Darcy are the main characters in this work.  

ANSWER: Pride and Prejudice  

10: Mr. and Mrs. Allen and Catherine Morland visit Bath, England, in this work.  

ANSWER: Northanger Abbey  

10: This Austen work takes the forms of several letters of Laura written to Marianne.  

ANSWER: Love and Friendship 

7. Identify these parts of the cell FTPE:

10: Often called the powerhouses of the cell, these organelles carry out cellular respiration and produce ATP.

ANSWER: Mitochondria or Mitochondrion 

10: These organelles metabolize lipids through beta oxidation and breaks down a chemical with formula H2O2.

ANSWER: Peroxisome(s)

10: These organelles, made up of nine microtubules, help control the movement of flagella and organize the spindle during mitosis.

ANSWER: Centriole(s)
8. Answer these questions about India’s struggle for independence, FTPE:  

10: This former lawyer of South Africa led a non-violent movement, which included a salt march, to gain India independence.  

ANSWER: Mohandas “Mohatma” Karamchand Gandhi  

10: This first Indian prime minister had to deal with a war against Pakistan over the region of Kashmir.  

ANSWER: Jawaharlal Nehru  

10: This 1940 address, sometimes called the “Pakistan Resolution” called for greater Muslim self-rule in British India.  

ANSWER: Lahore Resolution

9. Among its many inaccuracies are that the flag seen did not actually exist at the time. FTPE:
10: Identify this 1851 painting which shows the commander of the continental Army traveling on a titular body of water.

ANSWER: Washington Crossing the Delaware
10: Washington Crossing the Delaware was painted by this German American as an attempt to inspire his native country.

ANSWER: Emanuel Gotlieb Leutze
10: Three women can be seen in front of Washington Crossing the Delaware in this Grant Wood work.

ANSWER: Daughters of the American Revolution
10. Name some Pokémon from the first episode of the TV show.  FTPE: 

10:  This Pokémon was the "cute" electric mouse Pokémon that Ash started out with in the TV series. 

ANSWER: Pikachu 

10: Ash hits this Pokémon with a rock, and it finds a group of friends and starts attacking Ash. 

ANSWER: Spearow 

10: After the storm Ash sees this legendary Pokémon. 

ANSWER: Ho-oh
11. If at first you don’t succeed, try, try again. Identify these men who’ve lost multiple U.S. presidential elections. FTPE:
10: This governor of New York lost to Franklin Roosevelt in 1944 and would then lose four years later to Truman, despite whatever the Chicago Tribune said.

ANSWER: Thomas Dewey
10: This governor of Illinois ran two lackluster campaigns and was easily defeated by Eisenhower in 1952 and 1956.

ANSWER: Adlai Stevenson
10: This Federalist was crushed by Thomas Jefferson in 1804, and then again by James Madison in 1808.

ANSWER: Charles Cotesworth Pinckney
12. In one scene, the main character’s brother joins the army, but quickly regrets the decision. FTPE:  

10: Paul Morel’s relationship with his mother and other women is the focus of what work?  

ANSWER: Sons and Lovers  

10: Sons and Lovers was written by this author who also wrote about Constance and her husband Clifford in Lady Chatterley’s Lover.  

ANSWER: David Herbert Richards “D.H.” Lawrence  

10: The coal miner Sisson leaves his former life to be a traveling flute player in this D.H. Lawrence work.  

ANSWER: Aaron’s Rod
13. Answer these questions about the fascinating geography of Idaho, FTPE:  

10: One can find “Basque Block” in this capital of Idaho.  

ANSWER: Boise 

10: The main campus of Idaho State University is located in this city in eastern Idaho.  

ANSWER: Pocatell 

10: The Beaverhead and Centennial mountains make up this range that runs along the border of Montana and Idaho.  

ANSWER: Bitterroot Range  

14. The protagonist is his high school’s valedictorian and goes to a college that appears to be based off of Tuskegee Institute. FTPE: 

10: Name this novel whose main character meets Ras the Exhorter while in Harlem. 

ANSWER: Invisible Man (do not accept The Invisible Man) 

10: Invisible Man was the only work written during the lifetime of this author. 

ANSWER: Ralph Waldo Ellison 

10: Ellison wrote this novel published five years after his death. Its title refers to a Texas holiday celebrating the abolition of slavery. 

ANSWER: Juneteenth 
15. Identify these theorems of calculus FTPE:  

10: It states that the integral of f(x) from a to b equals the anti-derivative of f at b minus the anti-derivative of f at a.  

ANSWER: Fundamental Theorem of Calculus  

10: If a differentiable function has an equal value at two points, there exists a point between them with derivative of zero, according to this theorem.  

ANSWER: Rolle’s theorem  

10: If f(x) equals the derivative of g(x), the integral of f(x) from a to b equals g(b)-g(a). It forms the basis for the fundamental theorem of calculus.  

ANSWER: Stokes’ theorem 

16. This author uses a squirrel clinging to a tree as an important example. FTPE:

10: Name this philosophical work subtitled A New Name for Some Old Ways of Thinking.
ANSWER: Pragmatism: A New Name for Some Old Ways of Thinking

10: This author of The Varieties of Religious Experience and The Will to Believe wrote Pragmatism.
ANSWER: William James (prompt on James)

10: This other American philosopher founded the school of pragmatism with James. He wrote such works as The Fixation of Belief and How to Make our Ideas Clear.
ANSWER: Charles Sanders Peirce
17. This work has been ranked the worst book of the 20th century by the Intercollegiate Studies Institute for misleading “a generation into believing that the fantasies of sexual progressives were an historical reality on an island far, far away”. FTPE:  

10: Identify this 1928 work that explored the stress-free adolescence of women on a Pacific island.  

ANSWER: The Coming of Age in Samoa  

10: Coming of Age was written by this American anthropologist who also wrote Male and Female.  

ANSWER: Margaret Mead  

10: This New Zealand anthropologist was a noted critic of Mead’s Coming of Age, writing Margaret Mead and Samoa: The Making and Unmaking of an Anthropological Myth.  

ANSWER: Derek Freeman
18. Its synthesis would be a major breakthrough for the field of organic chemistry. FTPE:
10: Name this organic compound, found in urine, that possesses two amino functional groups and is sometimes called carbamide.
ANSWER: urea (accept diaminomethanal)

10: Urea was discovered by this chemist who would also develop a method to isolate silicon.
ANSWER: Friedrich Wohler
10: Wohler's discovery of urea helped debunk this theory that claimed that living organisms differed from non-living entities by a namesake force.

ANSWER: Vitalism (accept vital force) 

19. Charlemagne imposed this chant on his kingdom. FTPE:  

10: Name this chant that assimilated with the Gallican chant. It was likely named after a pope whose papacy lasted from 590-604.  

ANSWER: Gregorian chant  

10: This type of chant is sung by an alternating choir before and after a psalm.  

ANSWER: Antiphonal chant  

10: Continuing on church music, identify this Renaissance era composer whose Missa Papae Marcelli supposedly convinced to church to allow polyphony.  

ANSWER: Giovanni Pierluigi da Palestrina
20. Answer these questions about the history of Muslims in Spain, FTPE:  

10: This group of North African Muslims invaded Spain in 711 CE. Their progress in Western Europe was halted by their defeat at the Battle of Tours.  

ANSWER: Moors  

10: This final Muslim dynasty in Spain is notable for their construction of the Alhambra.  

ANSWER: Nasrid dynasty  

10: Muslim influence in Spain would to come to an end when this final Muslim stronghold surrendered to Aragon and Castile.  

ANSWER: Granada
