1. The diplomat Priscus would write about being in the court of this man. He succeeded his uncle Rugila as ruler and would initially co-rule with his brother Bleda. While co-ruler, he conducted a peace treaty at Margus but would break it and attack towns in the Danube Region. After murdering his brother, he would launch attacks against Scythia and Illyria. Later in life, he attacked the Italian mainland, although he spared Rome after Pope Leo I intervened. He would reach Gaul, and was defeated by Flavius Aetius at the Battle of Chalons in 451 CE. Known for attacking the Roman Empire with a particular vicious style this is, FTP, what man known as the “Scourge of God”, a leader of the Huns?
ANSWER: Attilla the Hun

2. One thinker associated with this school of thought wrote the book The Phenomenology of Perception, and was named Maurice Merleau-Ponty. The author of Ideal and Difference and Being and Time, Martin Heidegger, was associated with this school of thought. The “Other” and the “Look” are two concepts associated with this school of thought, which is also associated with the author of The Rebel and The Myth of Sisyphus as well as the author of Being and Nothingness. For ten points, identify this school of thought that included Sartre and Camus, which claims that philosophical thought should focus on the realities of human existence. 

ANSWER: Existentialism
3. He wrote about “an extravagant banquet, a monstrous feast” in his The Bacchae of Euripedes and about Dr. Bero and his brother Si Bero in his Madmen and Specialists. One play has the line “ism to ism for ism is ism” and deals with a clash of cultures between Oba and the titular president. In addition to Kongi’s Harvest, he wrote a work in which Mr. Pilkings prevents Elesin from committing a ritual suicide to guide the spirit of the deceased chief. In another work, the modern teacher Lakunle and the more traditional chief Baroka compete to marry Sidi. FTP, name this Nigerian author of Death and the King’s Horseman and The Lion and the Jewel.  

ANSWER: Akinwande Oluwole "Wole" Soyinka
4. It is believed the composer was in Egypt premiering his commercial failure Guntram when he first purchased the inspiration for this work. One section of this work sees the main character fall for a rendition of a Viennese waltz in “The Dance Song” while its final section sees a bell ring twelve times, based on the passage “O Man, take heed” and is titled “The Night Wanderers Song”. One section in the interval of fifth and octave is believed to represent the theme of the World Riddle. This piece opens with a section titled “Sunrise” or “Dawn” which contains the Nature motif, a C-G-C note sequence. FTP, the motif to Stanley Kubrick’s 2001: A Space Odyssey can be found in what famous tone poem by Richard Strauss. 

ANSWER: Also Sprach Zarathustra or Thus Spake Zarathustra
5. Recent studies to obtain a more accurate value for this constant have used the silicon crystal structure, taking into account the various isotopes of the element. Another method for determining it involved a constant that used the fine structure constant and Rydberg constant, known as the rest mass of the electron. The earliest value for this constant was measured using the Kinetic Molecular Theory and known as * Lochshmidt’s constant. Boltzmann’s constant is equal to the universal gas constant divided by this number and Faraday’s number is equal to the charge of an electron multiplied by this number. FTP, identify this constant that is defined as the number of atoms in 12 grams of Carbon-12, typically given as 6.02 times 1023. 

ANSWER: Avogadro’s number/constant (accept atomic mass unit before *) 

6. Members of cabinet from this group included William Fessenden, James Speed and Lyman Trumbull. They were infuriated by the veto of the Wade-Davis Act and nearly succeeded in nominating John Fremont for president. Another of its members was beaten with a cane by Preston Brooks while their leader was a Pennsylvania congressmen who secured the repeal of the Crittenden-Johnson Resolution. One of their actions occurred after the firing of Edwin Stanton in violation of the Tenure of Office Act.  Known for advocating a complete abolition of slavery and equal status for freed slaves this is, FTP, what branch of an American political party, led by Thaddeus Stevens, who attempted to impeach Andrew Johnson.

ANSWER: Radical Republicans (prompt on Republican)

7. A later work of this man was commissioned by Cardinal Albertoni and shows a dying woman with her face mixed with suffering and joy. In addition to Beata Ludovica Albertoni, he did a sculpture of Saint Jerome as well as the tomb of Pope Alexander VII. He completed a work that sits in the Piazza Navona and symbolizes the Danube, Rio de la Plata, Ganges and Nile. Another work depicts a beautiful nymph being chased by a Greek god and her subsequent transformation into a laurel tree. In addition to Fountain of the Four Rivers and Apollo and Daphne, he created work that shows an angel holding a spear at the titular figure whose face has an expression of euphoria. FTP, identify this Baroque era sculptor of The Ecstasy of St. Theresa.  

ANSWER: Gian Lorenzo Bernini
8. Malic acid is used as a catalyst for this because it consumes pyruvic acid without building up lactic acid.  It consists of a series of 8 reactions, and, in the first, carbon atoms enter as acetyl-CoA, and the last reaction results in the regeneration of oxaloacetate. This cycle is both catabolic and anabolic. From each pyruvate molecule inserted, 3 Carbon Dioxide, 1 FADH2, 3 NADH and ATP molecule are produced. FTP, name this cycle that occurs in the mitochondria and uses oxygen in cellular respiration, also known as the Citric Acid Cycle.
ANSWER: Krebbs Cycle (Accept Citric Acid Cycle before stated)
9. In one of this poet’s works, one of the title characters describes how the other title character lives in “the cold o’ the moon” and mentions how Miranda and Prospero sleep while another work opens with the lines “Grow old along with me! The best is yet to be”. In addition to Caliban upon Setebos and Rabbi Ben Ezra, this author wrote one work which describes a heart “too soon made glad, too easily impressed” in describing the titular adulterous figure while in another work, the speaker states “I’m my own master, paint now as I please” in describing an artist from the Italian Renaissance. FTP, identify this author of Fra Lippo Lippi and My Last Duchess. 

ANSWER: Robert Browning 

10. A proposed upgrade to it hopes to increase luminosity, known as the “super” version of it. One part of it is partially known as “beauty” and uses the VELO to carry out B tagging. Another part of it uses what are known as electromagnetic calorimeters and contains a large central magnetic solenoid. Specialized experiments, like ATLAS and Totem, are contained in a total of 6 detectors seen in this device. FTP, an attempt to discover the Higgs boson is the main purpose of this CERN particle accelerator, located partly in Switzerland and France that was the subject of end-of-the-world theories in late 2008. 

ANSWER: Large Hadron Collider 

11. Its main text is considered to be a living entity, and is accorded the same status as this religion’s masters.  Its central guidelines are referred to as the Three Pillars, and it describes lust, rage, greed, emotional attachment, and ego as the Five Thieves.  Its name comes from the Sanskrit for “disciple,” and its articles of faith include a small wooden comb and an iron bangle.  Adherents carry around a sword called a kirpan, and it’s most famous structure is the Harimandar Sahib, or the Golden Temple.  Featuring the Adi Granth as its central text, FTP, identify this religion, founded by Guru Nanak.

ANSWER:  Sikhism

12. This group is in part separated by the Fenimore and Seguam passes. Major groups of islands in this chain include the Fox, Rat and Near Islands, as well as the Islands of Four Mountains. This archipelago’s oldest permanent settlement is Dutch Harbor, built in the 1770s, while an important U.S. naval station during World War Two was located on Adak Island. A former U.S. Coast Guard station patrolled the sealing grounds of the Pribilof Islands, located to the north of this larger archipelago. Its farthest U.S. extents are Attu and Unimak Islands, although technically the Komandor Islands, controlled by Russia, are also part of this chain, which separates the Bering Sea from the northern Pacific Ocean. FTP, name this eleven hundred mile long island chain of southwestern Alaska.  

ANSWER: Aleutian Islands 
13. Negotiations regarding this event would begin as early as 1979 with Murray MacLehose, and one side would refuse to recognize the so called “Unequal Treaties” that had been signed over a hundred years earlier.  Governor Chris Patten would give up his position to be replaced by Tung Chee-hwa while Elsie Leung, the new justice minister, warned that pro-democracy protestors could potentially be arrested. The territory it involved had been given to one side by the Treaty of Tianjin and Treaty of Nanking, and a 99 year lease began in 1898. FTP, identify this 1997 event that saw Great Britain transfer one of its colonial territories back to China.

ANSWER: Hong Kong Handover (accept any clear knowledge equivalent) 

14. He wrote that the gold standard protects “savings from confiscation through inflation” in a paper titled Gold and Economic Freedom, a work that was originally published in the Objectivist newsletter and later in Capitalism: The Unknown Ideal, a work by Ayn Rand. More recently, he has discussed the rapid economic growth in post Soviet Russia in his memoir, The Age of Turbulence. He succeeded Paul Volcker in one position, in which his speech about “irrational exuberance” caused major drops in several global stock markets and a Washington Post article titled What Went Wrong blamed him in large part for the current economic crisis. FTP, identify this man who was succeeded by Ben Bernanke as Chairman of the Federal Reserve. 

ANSWER: Alan Greenspan 

15. He wrote an early work about a man named David Beeves who discovers he has great fortune and can fix any problem. That work, The Man who Had All the Luck, was criticized for its repetitious plot and was a complete failure. One work takes place inside the mind of a man married to a woman named Maggie. That man, Quentin, is meant to be a reflection of the author's failed marriage and appears in After the Fall. Another of his plays takes place in the backyard of the Kellers’ and was inspired by a true story about a man who sold defective airplane parts during World War Two. In addition to writing All My Sons, one of his works concerns Biff, Happy and Willy Loman while another focuses on the Salem Witch Trials. FTP, identify this American author who wrote The Death of a Salesman and The Crucible.   

ANSWER: Arthur Miller
16. The central object of this painting was in fact copied from a work done by John Dunthorne. A similarly titled work has a work on its outer shutters titled The Path of Life and is a triptych by Bosch. It depicts a scene near Suffolk, and one of the locations seen was owned by Willy Lott. A brown and white dog can be seen in the lower center of this work while a small boat can be seen on the right side. The center of the work is dominated by several large trees which are in front of a small meadow and behind a red and white brick structure that is somewhat dilapidated. A cottage can be seen on the left situated on Flatford Mill and the titular vehicle can be seen in the center, drawn by horses. FTP, identify this 19th century work by John Constable. 

ANSWER: The Hay Wain
17. Some of his first research was on worms and insects, and he is credited with coining the word "invertebrates".   He identified two forces for evolution, noting how the complexifying force will produce new organs while the adaptive force will strengthen the most used organs through evolution, and that time and favorable conditions were the two means that nature has given for evolution. An example of that is young giraffes having slightly longer necks than their parents to reach the higher leaves to support his theory of evolution.   FTP, identify this man who created the first coherent theory of evolution, famous for his basic use and disuse theory and the inheritance of acquired characteristics. 

ANSWER: Jean-Baptiste Lamarck
18. This man made a somewhat controversial visit with the Dalai Lama in December 2008 in Poland, having earlier angered his critics by stating that his country is the “eldest daughter of the church”. A speech in Senegal drew controversy when he noted that “the African has not fully entered into history” and came up with the idea of a “Mediterranean Union”. While Minister of the Interior, he proposed amending a 1905 separation of church and state law that would affect the construction of mosques and this member of the Union for a Popular Movement defeated Segolene Royale to obtain his highest position. FTP, identify this man who succeeded Jacques Chirac as the President of France.  

ANSWER: Nicolas Sarkozy 

19. This person discussed the influences of foreign legal systems in American courts, using the term “transjudicialism”. Earlier, this person served as a civilian lawyer for the Quartermaster Corps while in Frankfurt, Germany, and she would become majority leader in her state’s senate in 1973. Her nomination to her highest position was met with limited criticism from senators Jesse Helms and Don Nickles. She has earned increased attention for her opinions on Webster v. Reproductive Health Services and Planned Parenthood v. Casey, but joined other conservative justices in the majority opinion of Bush v. Gore. Harriet Miers was initially chosen to fill her seat, but then replaced by Samuel Alito. FTP, name this first female justice of the United States Supreme Court. 

ANSWER: Sandra Day O’Connor 

20. A reply to this poem ends with the speaker giving the titular lady “a bottle of Nuit d’Amour” in a work written by Anthony Hecht. Certain parts of this work address the author’s wife, Frances Wightman, while an interpretation of this work connects it to the conflict between science and religion in Victorian era England. One part of this work sees the author use the metaphor of the “folds of a bright girdle furl’d” while another section states the world lies “before us like a land of dreams”. Ending by noting that the titular location has seen “ignorant armies clash by night”, the reader is told of an “eternal note of sadness” that “Sophocles heard long ago”. FTP, “the grating roar of pebbles” from the “cliffs of England” is from what poem written by Matthew Arnold.  

ANSWER: Dover Beach 
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1. Answer these questions on literature concerning Japanese authors, FTPE:

10: This Lady Murasaki work, often considered the world’s first novel, explores the life of the namesake son of the Japenese emperor.

ANSWER: The Tale of Genji
10: This first Japanese author to win the Nobel Prize for Literature wrote The Master of Go and Snow Country.

ANSWER: Yasunari Kawabata
10: This author wrote about the perfect English butler in his The Remains of the Day.

ANSWER: Kazuo Ishiguro

2. Identify these 20th century architects FTPE: 

10: This Chinese-American architect designed the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in Cleveland and the Bank of China Tower in Hong Kong.  

ANSWER: Ieoh Ming Pei  

10: This French-Swiss architect wrote Towards a New Architecture and designed the Notre Dame de Haut which had previously been destroyed during World War Two.  

ANSWER: Le Corbusier (also accept Charles-Édouard Jeanneret-Gris)  

10: This architect designed the main terminal of Dulles airport and the Kresge Auditorium of MIT, along with a more famous work.  

ANSWER: Eero Saarinen 
3. Answer these questions about the New Deal FTPE:

10: This organization was founded to provide jobs and improve the infrastructure of a namesake region in the Southeast United States.

ANSWER: Tennessee Valley Authority

10: This organization came under attack in Schecter vs. United States, also known as the sick chicken case. It attempted to oversee industry through "fair codes of competition".

ANSWER: National Recovery Administration (do not accept NIRA)

10: This John Collier piece of legislation was initiated by a Meriam Survey which revealed horrible living conditions of a certain group of Americans.

ANSWER: Indian Reorganization Act of 1934
4. Musicians stand closer to one speaker than another in an effort to increase this.  FTPE: 

10: Name this wave phenomenon that occurs when the path length for an object to two sources differs by half a wavelength. 

ANSWER: Destructive Interference 

10: This physicist may be best known for formulating the dual wave-particle behavior of light

ANSWER: Louis De Broglie
10: This device can be used to show standing acoustic waves consists of a glass tube around 1 meter long with a flexible diaphragm at one end and has powder that collects at the anti-nodes where the gas is not moving. 

ANSWER: Kundt's Table
5. She, like many others was a daughter of Zeus and mainly served ambrosia. FTPE: 

10: Name this goddess of youth that was often depicted holding a pitcher that became the wife of Hercules after his labors. 

ANSWER: Hebe  

10: Hebe helped prepare the baths of this war god who was accompanied by Phobos and Deimos  

ANSWER: Ares  

10: He was the son of Tros and Callirrhoe and was found at Mount Ida and brought to Olympus.  He often shared duties with Hera. 

ANSWER: Ganymedes
6. As a baby, he was discovered in a handbag at Victoria Station. FTPE: 

10: Identify this character who is in love with Gwendolen Fairfax.
ANSWER: John Jack Ernest Worthing (accept any part) 

10: John Worthing is the protagonist of this Oscar Wilde work. 

ANSWER: The Importance of Being Earnest 

10: John Worthing is known as “Jack” to this butler who works at his country house. 

ANSWER: Merriman 

7. It is largely composed of dead skin cells.  FTPE: 

10: Name this white flaky substance that is produced in the scalp and appears in the hair. 

ANSWER: Dandruff 

10: This chemical is the active ingredient in many dandruff shampoos and a topical version had been used to treat psoriasis, but was later taken off the market for safety concerns. 

ANSWER: Pyrithione Zinc (accept Zinc Pyrithione) 

10: This disease, known as cradle cap in babies, may be caused by the malassezia fungus. 

ANSWER: Seborrheic Dermatitis
8. His brutal reign is depicted in the film, The Last King of Scotland, FTPE:  

10: Name this Ugandan dictator who ruled from 1971 to 1979.  

ANSWER: Idi Amin Dada  

10: Amin replaced this former President who he had previously worked with to smuggle gold.  

ANSWER: Milton Obote  

10: Amin’s reputation was damaged after Israeli special forces rescued Jewish and Israeli hostages at this main airport of Uganda in 1976.  

ANSWER: Entebbe airport  

9. A group of soldiers can be seen firing upon Spanish citizens. FTPE:  

10: Name this piece showcasing Spanish resistance to Napoleon, which has a companion piece sometimes known as The Charge of the Mamelukes  

ANSWER: The Third of May, 1808 (accept El tres de mayo de 1808 en Madrid)  

10: The third of May was painted by this Spanish artist also known for his Black paintings.  

ANSWER: Francisco José de Goya y Lucientes  

10: At his height, Goya became court painter for this Spanish monarch and painted an official 1800 painting of him and his family.  

ANSWER: Charles IV  

10. Answer the following questions about a law enforcement officer with questionable methods and morals. FTPE:
10: Clint Eastwood plays this detective, a "Dirty" cop who believes in the rights of the victims over the criminals.
ANSWER: Harry Callahan (accept either part)
10: Dirty Harry pursues the Scorpio Killer in this movie, modeled after what famous serial killer of late 60's San Fransisco

ANSWER: Zodiac Killer
10: Scorpio was played by this actor in Dirty Harry, notable for other "psycho" roles such as a military barber in Child's Play 3 and Frank Cotton in Hellraiser.

ANSWER: Andrew Robinson
11. Identify these cases from the Marshall Court FTPE: (note to readers, accept reverse answer for all of the cases)

10: This 1803 case dealing with the appointment of the midnight judges established judicial review.

ANSWER: Marbury v. Madison (accept either)

10: This 1822 case dealt with two competing New York ferry companies and held that Congress had the power to regulate interstate commerce

ANSWER: Gibbons v. Ogden (accept either)

10: This was the first case to find a state law unconstitutional dealt with land sale in the Yazoo River Country of Georgia.

ANSWER: Fletcher v. Peck (accept either)

12. It notes “one short sleep past, we awake eternally”. FTPE:

10: Identify this poem whose title phrase is contrasted with having been called “mighty and dreadful”

ANSWER: Death, Be Not Proud

10: Death, Be Not Proud is one of the Holy Sonnets of this poet who also wrote A Valediction Forbidding Mourning

ANSWER: John Donne

10: In this other work, Donne notes how the title creature “suck’d me first, and now sucks thee” and how the two bloods in it “mingled”

ANSWER: The Flea

13. Name the following African rivers, FTPE: 

10: The Ubangi and Sangha Rivers are the principal tributaries of this river that makes a twenty-nine hundred mile long counterclockwise arc across central Africa.  

ANSWER: Congo River (also accept Zaire River)  

10: Large cities located on or near this river of West Africa include Bamako, Tombouctou, and Niamey.  

ANSWER: Niger River  

10: The most notable tributary of this principal river in Somalia is the Shabeele River. Its mouth is located just north of the seaport of Kismaayo.  

ANSWER: Jubba River (also accept Juba, Ganane, Genale, or Giuba)  

14. Identify these works of F. Scott Fitzgerald. FTPE:  

10: This super famous Fitzgerald work focuses on Nick Carraway and Daisy and Tom Buchanan.  

ANSWER: The Great Gatsby  

10: The psychological treatment for Fitzgerald’s wife Zelda can be seen in Nicole Diver in this Fitzgerald work.  

ANSWER: Tender is the Night  

10: Fitzgerald explores the behavior of 1920’s Anthony and Gloria Patch in this novel.  

ANSWER: The Beautiful and Damned 

15. Name some polar curves FTPE: 

10: This curve is defined by the equation r = k where k is a constant. 

ANSWER: Circle 

10: It is defined by the equation r = k times theta, where k is some constant. 

ANSWER: Spiral of Archimedes (accept similar with the words Spiral and Archimedes also accept arithmetic spiral)

10: The cardioid is a special form of this type of curve that comes in looped, dimpled, and convex varieties. 

ANSWER: Limacon
16. Answer the following about church councils, FTPE: 

10: This council marked the end of the Great Western Schism with the election of Martin the Fifth as Pope. It also produced the document Sacrosancta and condemned John Wycliffe and Jan Hus as heretics. 

ANSWER: Council of Constance (also accept Sixteenth Ecumenical Council) 

10: This council, opened by Pope John the Twenty-Third in 1962, modernized Church teachings and allowed masses to be celebrated in the vernacular. 

ANSWER: Second Vatican Council (also accept Vatican II or Twenty-First Ecumenical Council) 

10: This fifth-century council held in modern-day Turkey was convoked by the Eastern Roman Emperor Marcian. It approved the previously-existing creed of Nicaea. 

ANSWER: Council of Chalcedon (also accept Fourth Ecumenical Council) 

17. Today, this experiment would be considered unethical by the American Psychological Association. FTPE: 

10:  Name this experiment that supported the idea of classical conditioning in which a young child was trained to be afraid of white rats. 

ANSWER: Little Albert experiment 

10: The Little Albert was conducted by this famous behaviorist 

ANSWER: John Broadus Watson 

10: Watson performed the Little Albert experiment with this assistant from Johns Hopkins, whom he was found to have had an affair with 

ANSWER: Rosalie Rayner 

18. It includes shapes like tetrahedral and linear. FTPE: 

10: Identify this localized electron model used to determined molecular shape 

ANSWER: Valence Shell Electron Pair Repulsion theory (accept VSEPR, often pronounced “vesper”) 

10: With four single bonds and one electron pair, VSEPR predicts this shape for sulfur tetrafluoride 

ANSWER: See-saw 

10: With seven bonds, iodine heptafluoride exhibits this lesser known shape. 

ANSWER: Pentagonal bypyramidal 

19. Name an opera of Giacomo Puccini, FTPE: 

10: Based on a Victorien Sardou play, the chief of police Baron Scarpia targets the painter Mario Cavaradossi who is loved by the titular character in this opera. 

ANSWER: Tosca 

10: Based on a Carlo Gozzi opera, the titular princess executes her suitors if they can’t answer a riddle until Prince Calaf gets the riddle then proceeds to ask her to guess his name resulting in the torture of her slave girl Liu in this opera. 

ANSWER: Turandot 

10: Based on a David Belasco play, the California bandit Dick Johnson also known as Ramirez is being pursued by Sheriff Jack Rance in this opera. 

ANSWER: The Girl of the Golden West (or La Fanciulla del West) 

20. Answer these questions about the Greco-Persian war that have nothing to do with the movie 300, FTPE:  

10: This 490 BCE victory for the Greeks was known for a somewhat inaccurate story of a messenger running about 26 miles back to Athens to announce the victory.  

ANSWER: Battle of Marathon  

10: The Persian war was started by revolts in this region of Western Turkey in cities like Miletus  

ANSWER: Ionian revolts  

10: This 479 BCE victory for an alliance of Greek city-states halted the Persian invasion in Greece and was complemented by another victory at the Battle of Mycale in Turkey in the same year.  

ANSWER: Battle of Plataea
