1. A tenant is arrested after the title character yells “Police! Police! / Come and get this man! / He’s trying to ruin the government / and overturn the land!” in this author’s poem “Ballad of the Landlord.” Another of his poems advises the reader that “birthing is hard / and dying is mean / so get yourself / a little loving / in between.” His poem “Mother to Son” states “life for me ain’t been no crystal stair,” and he wrote “I swear to the Lord / I still can’t see / Why Democracy means / Everybody but me” in his poem “The Black Man Speaks.” For 10 points, name this Harlem Renaissance poet of “The Negro Speaks of Rivers.”

ANSWER: Langston Hughes [accept “Ballad of the Landlord” before “author”]
2. Though the story development and character designs for this film began in the early 1940s, production had to be put on hold due to WWII and the film was not released until 1953.  Starring the voice talents of Kathryn Beaumont, Bobby Driscoll, and Hans Conreid, whose cry of “Smee, Smee” was sampled in a terrible song by Vanilla Ice.  Margaret Kerry, and not Marylin Monroe, was the model for the character who has a physically impractical crush on the title character.  That character faces competition from Tiger Lily, as well as from Wendy Darling, who is abducted and taken to a place where children never grow up.  For 10 points, identify this Disney adaptation of a work by J.M. Barrie, about a flying boy in green tights who battles Captain Hook.

ANSWER: Peter Pan

3. This man seemed to have intended to adopt the pseudonym Alex J. Hidell, and rose to prominence in Marxist circles after he became head of a pro-Castro organization committee in New Orleans, a few years after a conflict with Edwin Walker stemming from this man's stint in the Marine Corps.  The Ramsey Clark panel determined that this man probably killed J. D. Tippit following his most famous act, which was captured by the Zapruder Film and examined by the Warren Commission.  For 10 points, identify this man who hit John Connally as he fired the bullets which killed John F. Kennedy.

ANSWER: Lee Harvey Oswald

4. The High-Z Supernova Search is currently attempting to trace the expansion of this entity. In 2008, WMAP confirmed within a two percent chance of error that its curvature is flat. About 72 percent of this entity’s mass-energy density is composed of dark energy, and this entity’s age can be measured by fluctuations in cosmic microwave background radiation. Its expansion is explained by Hubble’s Law, and if Omega is greater than one, it will eventually collapse in the “Big Crunch.” For 10 points, name this entity whose origins are explained by the Big Bang.

ANSWER: The Universe

5. In one of this author's short stories, the first letters of the words in the final paragraph reveal that the narrator is being influenced by the ghosts of Sybil and Cynthia Vane.  Fyodor writes a book about Chernyshevski in this author's novel The Gift, and Cincinnatus C. is sentenced to death for the crime of agnostical turpitude in his Invitation to a Beheading. This author also wrote a novel consisting of Charles Kinbote's commentary on a 999-line poem by John Shade, and a novel about the daughter of Charlotte Haze, who is driven across America by Humbert Humbert. For 10 points, name this author of Pale Fire and Lolita.

ANSWER: Vladimir Nabokov
6. Prior to this event, a key individual received a troubling postcard from his cousin Berta after a government enacted some vague provisions from the Enabling Act.  It was preceded by concurring edicts that expelled citizens from two countries into a virtual no man's land on the boarder.  This offense prompted Hershel Greenspan to step into a Paris embassy and murder Ernst von Rath, whose death Goebbels managed to tie to a vast conspiracy.  That killing precipitated a massive campaign of property damage throughout Germany and Austria.  For 10 points, identify this event on the evening of November 9, 1938, in which countless Jewish homes, synagogues, and stores were attacked, resulting in lots of window damage?
ANSWER: Kristallnacht or Night of the Broken Glass

7.  Bidelloid rotifers are unusual in that they do not undergo this process, and in order for this process to be successful, there must be at least one recombination nodule for each bivalent.  It is the opposite process of syngamy, and in one part of the second stage of this process, dyads are moved to opposite poles of the cell.  Nondisjunction in the process can lead to aneuploidy where entire chromosomes are either gained or lost.  It does not result in DNA synthesis, and in animals it is primarily used to create eggs and sperm.  For 10 points, identify process distinct from mitosis where a cell divides to form gametes.
ANSWER: Meiosis

8. He advocated somewhat seriously for the destruction of Irish culture and language, going so far to suggest mass executions, in his pamphlet A View of the Present State of Ireland.  Poems like “Virgil's Gnat” and “The Ruins of Time” appear in his Complaints, while collections like Prothalamion and Epithalamion, which appeared with his sonnet sequence Amoretti, made his name.  Succeeding John Skelton as poet laureate, his greatest achievement includes characters like Britomart, Gloriana, and the Red Cross Knight.  For 10 points, identify this English poet who created The Faerie Queen.

ANSWER: Edmund Spenser

9. This composer set poetry by Heinrich Heine to music in Dichterliebe, or “A Poet’s Love,” and his opus 1 is a variation on the notes A-B-E-G-G. His early pieces include Papillons and Carnaval, and his opus 15, which includes pieces named “By the Fire-Side” and “Traumerei,” is Scenes from Childhood. His third symphony was inspired by the Rhine River, and was more successful than his first symphony, nicknamed Spring. For 10 points, name this 19th century German Romantic composer who was married to virtuoso pianist Clara Wieck.

ANSWER: Robert Schumann

10. One group celebrates this holiday by waking up before sunrise and taking a bath in oil. The last day of this holiday is dedicated to sisters, who place vermilion masks on their brothers’ foreheads. Occurring on the dawn of Ammavaasa in the month of Kartik, this holiday commemorates the legend of King Bali, and its celebrants light diyas and exchange sweets to commemorate the birth of Lakshmi. Celebrating the victory of Rama over Ravana, this five-day festival features brilliantly colored fireworks and candles. For 10 points, name this Hindu holiday, known as the “festival of lights.” 

ANSWER: Diwali [accept Deepvali]

11. Edgar Lee Masters was a business partner of this man, who championed the racially charged cause of Ossian Sweet. This man publicly debated Judge Talley on the efficacy of the death penalty, and came out of retirement to represent Lieutenant Massie in Honolulu in 1932. His arguments acquitted Big Bill Haywood from the charge of murdering Idaho Governor Frank Steunenberg, and in another case, he asked the opposing lawyer whether he believed that Joshua made the sun stand still. For 10 points, name this lawyer who defended a Tennessee man charged with teaching evolution, John Scopes.

ANSWER: Clarence Darrow

12. A three-year old female member of this genus was nicknamed Selam and is also referred to as the child or baby of the most famous member while another three-year old genus member was likely killed by a large predatory bird. Although boisei and robustus were originally placed in this group, they’re now considered to be in the genus Paranthropus. A member of this genus left footprints at Laetoli, demonstrating bipedalism predated the development of large brains. Including the species anamensis, africanus, and afarensis.  For 10 points, identify this genus of extinct hominids which also includes Lucy, with a name meaning “southern ape.”

ANSWER: Australopithecus 

13. The founder of this empire defeated his rival by shooting him with an arrow fletched with the spur of a rooster. That leader of this empire was born in Niani, and defeated Sumanguru at the Battle of Kirina. This empire’s power declined in the 15th century after attacks from the Mossi and the Tuareg. Another of its leaders gave away so much gold on his 1324 pilgrimage to Mecca that he caused the price of gold to rise in Cairo. Founded by Sundiata, and famously led by Mansa Musa, for 10 points, name this West African empire that shares its name with a modern country whose capital is Bamako.

ANSWER: Mali Empire

14. This law uses Boltzmann's constant when it is employed to analyze melt inclusions in geophysics.  It improves on another law for non-ideal solutions at low concentrations by replacing p star with k, its namesake constant that is affected by temperature in addition to the type of solvent and solute used.  One representation of this law is as e to the k p equals e to the c, but it is more commonly stated as c equals p k.  The mechanism by which deep sea divers experience the bends can be explained by, For 10 points, what chemical law named for an English chemist that states that "the amount of gas dissolved by a liquid is proportional to the partial pressure of the gas upon the liquid?”
ANSWER: Henry's Law

15. In one of this author’s works, the narrator’s mentor Bergotte dies while looking at Vermeer’s View of Delft. This author collected his articles published in Le Figaro in Pleasures and Days, and attacked a literary critic who advocated studying the biographies of authors in Against Sainte-Beuve. Another of this author’s works includes characters like the homosexual Baron de Charlus and Charles Swann, and ends with Time Regained. For 10 points, name this French author who explored the nuances of memory in his magnum opus In Search of Lost Time. 

ANSWER: Marcel Proust

16. This artist depicted a ship with a green sail attacking a ship with a blue sail in his painting Sea Battle. He argued that yellow was a warm, spreading color while blue was a cold, contracting color in Concerning the Spiritual in Art. His painting of a man wearing clothes of the title color on a white horse crossing a green hill gave its name to an artistic movement he founded along with Franz Marc. Inspired by music, he painted many canvases of colorful abstract forms titled Compositions and Improvisations. For 10 points, name this Russian abstract painter who cofounded The Blue Rider. 

ANSWER: Wassily Kandinsky

17. Judge Joseph H. Nicholson was key in transporting its original form, which may have began as a letter to Arthur Chambers.  A note discussing “Anacreon in heaven” appeared alongside it when it was first popularized, following its author's time on the Minden.  Darker phrases referencing blood washing out the “foul footsteps' polution” became ignored as stanzas two, three, and four were dropped from most recitations of this piece.  Arising from a clash at Fort McHenry, it was the subject of a congressional resolution in 1931.  For 10 points, name this song by Francis Scott Key, the national anthem of the United States.

ANSWER: The Star Spangled Banner

18. Lawrence Morley and Walter Pitman independently confirmed observations by Vine and Matthews, scientists who formed a namesake hypothesis describing this process.  It was confirmed by magnetic stripes resulting from changes in the polarity of the earth's magnetic field.  This process is thought to be the driving force behind the separation of East Africa from Asia via the expansion of the Red Sea.  It also implies that the age of rock increases as one moves father away from a rift.  One of the ways that continental drift proceeds, for 10 points, identify this process where new ocean crust is created.
ANSWER: Seafloor Spreading (do not accept "Continental Drift")

19.  This philosopher questioned why people followed Socrates when it was well known that Socrates was ugly in an 1888 work.  He criticized Euripides for failing to emphasize the Dionysian element compared to the Apollonian element in his first major work, The Birth of Tragedy, while he offered reasons for why he was such a great philosopher in his autobiography, Ecce Homo. He elucidated the concept of the ubermensch in one of his best known works about a figure from an eastern religion.  A proponent of the "will to power", for 10 points, identify this philosopher who wrote works like Thus Spoke Zarathustra and Beyond Good and Evil, who proclaimed "God is dead".
ANSWER: Friedrich Wilhelm Nietzsche

20. Peter Martyr Angheira called this place Quizqueia, and it is his translation into Latin of the Spanish name for it by which most people know it today. Louis XIV officially recognized French colonization here in 1665, nearly 60 years after a declaration from the King of Spain resulted in increased foreign piracy here following years of decreased Spanish interest due to their efforts elsewhere on the mainland. One of the countries here takes its name from the name for the northeastern region of it used by the Tainos people, who inhabited the island before Columbus first landed there in 1492. For 10 points, identify this Antilles island, home to Santo Domingo and Port-au-Prince, the capitals of the Dominican Republic and Haiti.

ANSWER: Hispaniola 

TB. In this state, Todd Tiarht defeated future Clinton Secretary of Agriculture Dan Glickman following redistricting that created the “Big First.” A recent scandal in this state involved the Polanksy farms, and its junior senator served as chair of the Senate Intelligence Committee. That man, Pat Roberts, joined in the senate the man who defeated Sheila Frahm. Ohio Governor John J. Gilligan's daughter is rare democrat as the governor of this state, and was tasked with responding to the most recent state of the Union. FTP, identify this home to Kathleen Sebelius, Sam Brownback, and Bob Dole, whose cities include Wichita and Topeka.
ANSWER: Kansas
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Bonuses
1. It begins with the antagonist waking up in a lake of fire. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this twelve-book epic poem about “man’s first disobedience, and the fruit” that ends with the main characters leaving the Garden of Eden.

ANSWER: Paradise Lost

[10] This author of “Lycidas” wrote Paradise Lost.

ANSWER: John Milton

[10] In this four-book epic poem by Milton, Satan continually tries to tempt Jesus with promises of wealth, power, and knowledge, and finally takes him to the top of the highest building in Jerusalem, only to fall himself.

ANSWER: Paradise Regained

2. Identify the following video games from the Nintendo 64 era, for 10 points each.

[10] This action adventure series saw two games released on the N64; one involved a Skull Kid stealing Majora’s Mask while the other allows the player to solve puzzles using the Ocarina of Time.

ANSWER: The Legend of Zelda

[10] In this game, a comical bird and bear duo travel into the lair of the witch, Gruntilda to rescue the main character’s little sister Tootie.

ANSWER: Banjo-Kazooie

[10] In this 2D side-scroller, the player controls the cyborg, Marina, as she jumps, slides and shakes her way across the Planet Clancer in order to rescue her master, Professor Theo.

ANSWER: Mischief Makers or Yuke Yuke Troublemakers

3. Answer the following about a certain element and its properties, for 10 points each.

[10] The second most abundant element in the universe, this element’s nuclei are called alpha particles and contain two protons and two neutrons.

ANSWER: Helium

[10] When the helium-3 isotope is cooled to near absolute zero temperatures, it begins to exhibit this property where a liquid’s viscosity becomes zero.

ANSWER: superfluidity

[10] This New Zealander scientist used helium nuclei to help discover the proton in his famous gold foil experiment.

ANSWER: Ernest Rutherford

4. Identify the following about some stuff related to psychoanalysis, for 10 points each.

[10] Operating almost entirely on the pleasure principle, this animalistic portion of Sigmund Freud’s model of the subconscious is divided into the life and death instincts.

ANSWER: id

[10] This Austrian psychoanalyst and co-founder of the movement with Freud coined the term ‘inferiority complex’.

ANSWER: Alfred Adler

[10] This type of psychoanalytic test involves showing the patient a set of ambiguous pictures and asking them to interpret and describe these pictures to determine a patient’s personality and motives.

ANSWER: Thematic Apperception Test
5. Identify the following U.S. Supreme Court Cases of the early 1900s, for 10 points each.

[10] This 1908 case ruled that the involved Northwestern state’s limit on the working hours of women was upheld by the Fourteenth Amendment since it justified the protection of womens’ health.

ANSWER: Muller v. Oregon
[10] Unlike Muller, this case held three years earlier in 1905 did not uphold the restrictions on work hours for bakers because the restrictions actually violated the Fourteenth Amendment.

ANSWER: Lochner v. New York
[10] This 1919 court case tested free speech when it was ruled that the first amendment does not apply to such speech that presents ‘a clear and present danger’ to citizens such as shouting fire in a crowded theater.

ANSWER: Schenck v. United States
6. Identify these works and authors beloved by William Gaddis, for 10 points each.
[10] Gaddis really loved the novels of this Russian author, especially The Possessed and The Brothers Karamazov.

ANSWER: Fyodor Dostoyevsky

[10] Gaddis’ novel A Frolic of His Own makes many references to this long Platonic dialogue about justice, which includes the story about the ring of Gyges and imagines an ideal society.

ANSWER: The Republic

[10] It cannot be specifically disproven that Gaddis was a fan of this Shakespearean play, which features characters like Imogen, Posthumous, and the titular English king.

ANSWER: Cymbeline

7. Its movements include “Buckaroo Holiday” and “Corral Nocturne.” For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this ballet by an American composer whose final movement depicts a “Hoe-down.”

ANSWER: Rodeo

[10] This aforementioned American composer composed Rodeo, as well as Billy the Kid and Appalachian Spring.

ANSWER: Aaron Copland

[10] Copland also composed this piece to commemorate the soldiers killed in World War II. It begins with a bass drum slowly playing low C notes before trumpets enter playing the main theme, which repeats the notes G-C-G.

ANSWER: Fanfare for the Common Man

8. This author of Critique of the Gotha Programme responded to Proudhon’s The Philosophy of Poverty by writing The Poverty of Philosophy. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this thinker, a former Young Hegelian who developed the idea of surplus value and distinguished between use-value and exchange-value in a book that analyzed alienation and the fetishism of commodities.

ANSWER: Karl Marx

[10] Along with Friedrich Engels, Marx wrote this book which begins by declaring that “a specter is haunting Europe” and ends “Proletarians of all countries, unite!”

ANSWER: The Communist Manifesto

[10] Marx also wrote a series of “theses” about this author of The Essence of Christianity.

ANSWER: Ludwig Feuerbach

9. This stage features the disappearance of the nucleolus and the nuclear membrane. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this stage which includes the appearance of centrioles and sister chromatids, the first stage of mitosis.

ANSWER: prophase

[10] After mitosis, this process begins with the creation of a cleavage furrow for cells lacking a cell wall. For cells with a cell wall, this process occurs through the creation of a cell plate.

ANSWER: cytokinesis

[10] During metaphase, spindle fibers attach to the kinetochores, which form on top of these structures that hold together sister chromatids, and thus roughly divide the chromosome into short and long arms.

ANSWER: centromeres

10. Identify the following related to gods from Hindu mythology, for 10 points each.

[10] Despite being the Hindu creator god, this dude doesn’t get much love from current worshipers; only viswakarmas actively kowtow to him.
ANSWER: Brahma
[10] Brahma, along with Vishnu the preserver and Shiva the destroyer form this trinity of major Indian deities.

ANSWER: Trimurti

[10] According to this first and oldest book of the Vedas, Shiva is seen to share many qualities with the Vedic god Rudra.

ANSWER: Rig Veda

11. For 10 points each, give the names of these wives of Henry VIII based on clues.

[10] This woman was accused of witchcraft, incest, and even counterfeiting currency  before her execution.  She prompted Henry's divorce of Catherine of Aragon and was mother to Elizabeth I.

ANSWER: Anne Boleyn

[10] Her marriage was the king's shortest, and saw a hilarious scandal following Henry's refusal to consummate a marriage to his “Mare of Flanders.”  Henry was so incensed that he ended up agreeing to the execution of Thomas Cromwell, who arranged the match.

ANSWER: Anne of Cleves

[10] John Lascelles publicized the torrid romantic history of this queen, who lasted just two years before she was beheaded.  

ANSWER: Catherine Howard

12. Identify the following moons and satellites located in our solar system, for 10 points each.

[10] One of the four Galilean moons of Jupiter, this satellite’s surface is a thick sheet of ice that possibly covers a large ocean of liquid water.

ANSWER: Europa

[10] Stickney impact crater is located on this moon, the larger companion of Deimos, which orbits Mars.

ANSWER: Phobos

[10] This moon of the dwarf planet, Eris is located in the Kuiper Belt and takes its name from the Greek goddess of lawlessness.

ANSWER: Dysnomia

13. This book was written in weekly two chapter installments in All the Year Round between 1860 and 1861. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this novel, whose characters include Philip Pirrip and Miss Havisham.

ANSWER: Great Expectations

[10] Great Expectations is a semi-autobiographical novel written by this nineteenth century British author.

ANSWER: Charles Dickens

[10] This female character represents the wealth and culture that Pip wants for his life.  Too bad she was raised by Miss Havisham to take revenge on men.

ANSWER: Estella
14. This first non-Rurikid tsar of Russia was elected by a zemskii sobor in 1598. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this subject of an opera by Modest Mussorgsky, whose death led to the Time of Troubles.

ANSWER: Boris Godunov

[10] During the Time of Troubles, three of these dudes, who claimed to be the youngest son of Ivan the Terrible, attempted to gain the Russian throne. 

ANSWER: false Dmitris

[10] In 1613, a new zemskii sobor proclaimed this father of Alexei and first leader of the Romanov dynasty as the tsar of Russia.

ANSWER: Mikhail Romanov

15. Bonus: This country's recent parliamentary elections saw a victory for opposition groups over the long-dominant ZANU-PF.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this African nation, whose concurrent presidential elections are as yet unresolved and sparked a crackdown on opposition headquarters in Harare.

ANSWER: Zimbabwe

[10] This long-time president in Zimbabwe evidently can't even rig elections right anymore, and by all indications suffered an electoral defeat.  Good thing he took all that UN food money and pumped it into a secret police force!

ANSWER: Robert Mugabe

[10] This opposition leader is the probable next president of Zimbabwe, assuming he isn't assassinated before this tournament goes to print.  He was in the news in fall 2007 for suffering a brutal beating after Mugabe's security forces “misidentified” him as an escaped convict.

ANSWER: Morgan Tsvangirai

16. For 10 points each, name some of these things relating to chemical bonds.
[10] Composed of two pi bonds and one sigma bond, these bonds often occurring between carbon atoms is exemplified in N2.
ANSWER: Triple Bonds
[10] Quadruple and sextuple bonds often involve this transition metal with atomic number 42 and chemical symbol Mo.
ANSWER: Molybdenum
[10] Triple, quadruple and sextuple bonds are all different orders in this type of chemical bonding which describes any bond that involves the sharing of pairs of electrons in compounds.
ANSWER: Covalent Bonds

17. Answer these questions about Italian history, for 10 points each.
[10] In 1378, woolworkers revolted in this city during the Ciompi. In the fifteenth century, it was ruled by Cosimo and Lorenzo di Medici. 

ANSWER: Florence

[10] This revolutionary general led the Expedition of the Thousand to victory over the Kingdom of the Two Sicilies during the Risorgimento. His followers notably wore red shirts.

ANSWER: Guiseppe Garibaldi

[10] This guy became Prime Minister of Italy following the disastrous Battle of Caporetto, but resigned in 1919 after being unable to secure control of Fiume at the Paris Peace Conference.

ANSWER: Vittorio Orlando

18. This artist’s paintings include The Mill and Aristotle Contemplating the Bust of Homer. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Dutch Baroque painter of The Jewish Bride and Return of the Prodigal Son.

ANSWER: Rembrandt van Rijn

[10] In this Rembrandt painting, a woman spills a goblet of wine during the title event, which is being interrupted by a hand writing the Hebrew letters “Mene, Mene, Tekel, Upharsin” on the wall.

ANSWER: The Feast of Belshazzar [accept equivalents like Belshazzar’s Feast]

[10] Rembrandt depicted this figure interacting with a group of sick children in the famed “Hundred Gilder Print.”  This religious figure is also known known for dining with his followers in paintings by Leonard Da Vinci and Tintoretto.

ANSWER: Jesus Christ (accept obviously equivalents)
19. This author wrote several sketches about the American west before writing novels.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify the author of A Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur’s Court and The Prince and the Pauper, who also wrote some books about Huck Finn and Tom Sawyer.

ANSWER: Mark Twain or Samuel Clemens

[10] Tom Sawyer's constant fascination in his Twain novel appearances is this girl, the daughter of Judge Thatcher.

ANSWER: Becky Thatcher
[10] Subtitled “The New Pilgrims' Progress,” this Twain work supposedly meditates on the emerging American culture by contrasting with that encountered as the titular figures embark on a journey through Europe and eventually the Holy Land.

ANSWER: The Innocents Abroad
20. The design of this ship was critical in its commander's capture of the Cacafuego, a massive treasure galleon, near Lima.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this flagship, originally called the Pelican, that completed a circumnavigation of the globe in the late 1570s.

ANSWER: The Golden Hind

[10] This privateer, who had won Queen Elizabeth's favor after the defeat of the Spanish Armada, captained the Golden Hind on its lengthy voyage, causing serious damage to Spanish shipping at every turn.

ANSWER: Sir Francis Drake

[10] Before returning to England on the voyage, Drake got as far north as the Northwestern coast of the modern-day United States, perhaps around San Francisco Bay.  He supposedly claimed the land and bestowed this name upon it.

ANSWER: Nova Albion
