Tossups
1. This man had a close relationship with the Japanese leading up to World War II, noting that Japanese conquests were an example of “colored pride.” At the age of 95, he renounced his US citizenship to become a citizen of Ghana, where he died one day before the “I Have A Dream” speech. He served as editor of The Crisis, the magazine of an organization he co-founded with Mary White Owington, the NAACP. For 10 points, name this man who wrote about The Souls of Black Folk and the “Talented Tenth,” an early civil rights activist and rival of Booker T. Washington.

ANSWER: W(illiam) E(dward) B(urghardt) Du Bois

2. This friend of the Thrale family opposed war with Spain in his Thoughts on the Late Transactions Respecting Falkland's Islands, and his last major work was his Lives of English Poets. His friend David Garrick produced his tragedy Irene, and he recounted his travels in A Journey to the Western Islands of Scotland, a trip he undertook with his biographer, James Boswell. For 10 points, name this author of Rasselas, Prince of Abyssinia, whose most lasting work was compiled between 1745 and 1755 as A Dictionary of the English Language.
ASNWER: Dr. Samuel Johnson
3. The lowermost portion of this region has maintained its name from Keith Bullen's nomenclature; it is known as D double prime and is the likely source of the Gutenberg discontinuity.   Some of its notable features are formed by heat rising in diapirs and may create flood basalts, and the Morgan type of them is strongly influenced by a liquid layer beneath this. Its upper portions are rich in olivine and comprise the asthenosphere. For 10 points, name this layer of the earth that produces plumes, found below the Moho discontinuity from the crust.

ANSWER: mantle
4. One of this artist’s recent hits was the subject of a lawsuit because of its strong similarities to a 1979 song by the Rubinoos. Ranked as the seventh-most powerful Canadian in show business in 2006, she is married to her countryman Deryck Whibley, the frontman for Sum 41. In one song from her album Let Go, she tells a guy to “take off all your preppy clothes.” She has had more recent success with a song from The Best Damn Thing which includes the lyric “Hey hey you you, I know that you like me.” For 10 points, name this pop punk singer who has had hits with “Complicated” and “Girlfriend.”

ANSWER: Avril Lavigne

5. The extreme background of this work on the right side shows a group of workers, and the lower left contains a broken down fence. Originally called Landscape: noon, a small boat is barely discernible amongst some bushes in the right foreground, while a figure on the left leans out over a dock connected to Willy Lott's cottage near Flatford Mill. One dog is visible on the near bank of the river Stour, while another sits on the title object. For 10 points, name this landscape in which horses pull the title cart up the river, a work of John Constable.

ANSWER: The Hay Wain
6. When it was originally published as part of larger work in 1855, this poem was not divided into sections and was not even given a separate title.  The speaker is “not a bit tamed” and “untranslatable” and sounds his “barbaric yawp over the roofs of the world.”  The poet asserts that, “what I assume you shall assume/ for every atom belonging to me as good belongs to you.”  For 10 points, what is this transcendentalist poem by Walt Whitman, which opens with the line “I celebrate myself”?

ANSWER: Song of Myself
7. This man was notable for outlining his vision of the ideal bureaucracy in his Economy and Society.  He also identified Legal, Traditional, and Charismatic as the three major types of political authority, and wrote works about the religions of India and China.  He is better known, though, for his work regarding the interaction of religion and government, and in particular for his focus on a certain religious sect’s influence on an economic system.  For 10 points, who was this German author of The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism?


ANSWER: Max Weber

8. In Pawnee myth, the star named for this animal wasn't invited when creating the earth, and Ishtar could turn men into these. Charon was sometimes said to wear ears of this animal, which Lycaon was transformed into by Zeus. In Norse myth, Geri and Freki were not ravens but were companions to Odin, while two of these animals, who were siblings, chased the sun and the moon. Those two, Hati and Skoll, were the sons of another one that was destined to be killed by Vidar after killing Odin. For 10 points, name this animal exemplified by Fenrir, known for howling at the moon.

ANSWER: wolf

9. Although the protagonist does not place much value in her required duties, she enjoys illegally playing Scrabble and discovers an inscription that says "Don't let the bastards grind you down."  Framed as a study of a found audio recording, the protagonist had her daughter taken from her and is forced to put up with the Commander's wife, Serena Joy, as part of her time in the Republic of Gilead.  The protagonist, Offred, must attempt to get pregnant in, for 10 points, what religious post-apocalyptic dystopian novel by Margaret Atwood?

ANSWER: The Handmaid's Tale
10. Genera in this phylum include Globodera, which features the potato cyst type, and Aphelenchoides, which are the foliar type that live inside of leaves.  Ascariasis is a common disease caused by a namesake member of this phylum, which are the most prevalent examples of pseudo-coelomates.  They have no circulatory system but do have a complete digestive system, and one member often used in labs was the first multi-cellular organism to have its entire genome mapped. For 10 points, name this phylum including C. elegans, consisting of often-parasitic roundworms.

ANSWER: nematoda [or nematodes; prompt on roundworms before read]

11. George Patton was this man’s aide during the punitive raids against Pancho Villa in Mexico. He had earlier been present at the massacre at Wounded Knee, and soon took a command in the 10th Cavalry Regiment. He is the only person to attain the US military’s highest rank, General of the Armies, while alive. Receiving his nickname due to his service with the Buffalo Soldiers, he is more famous for allegedly saying “Lafeyette, we are here” upon his arrival in Paris. For 10 points, name this man, sometimes known as Black Jack, who led the American Expeditionary Force during World War I.

ANSWER: John Joseph Pershing

12. The FBI identified its founder with Wallace Dodd Ford, although this organization denies it, and some of its first exposure was in the piece The Hate That Hate Produced, reported by Mike Wallace.  It’s not Scientology, but one of its early leaders discussed a half-mile wide mother plane in interpreting part of the Book of Ezekiel, and it holds that an evil scientist named Yakub made white people. For 10 points, identify this group, formerly led by Elijah Mohammed and now by Louis Farrakhan, a sect of black nationalist Islam once adhered to by Malcolm X.

ANSWER: Nation of Islam
13. This man, whose cognomen means "chickpea" in Latin, discussed philosophy in De Finibus, De Natura Deorum, and De Re Publica, as well as two editions of the Academics, known as prior and posterior. The author of Hortensius and the Tusculan Disputations, his slave Tiro may have compiled his letters, many of which were to Atticus. His poem De Consulato Suo described the events of his 63 B.C. consulship. For 10 points, name this man inspired by Demosthenes for his Philippics against Mark Antony, a noted Roman orator who also spoke out against Cataline.

ANSWER: Marcus Tullius Cicero 

14. Early experimental evidence for this theory included the reduction of heat capacity in vanadium, and the discovery of the isotope effect in mercury.  These findings confirmed one of this theory's central tenets that certain entities interacted with the crystal lattice via phonon exchange.  It correctly predicts an energy gap near the Fermi level, and it can explain the expulsion of magnetic fields known as the Meissner effect.  For 10 points, name this theory that posits electrons condensing into Cooper pairs, a theory of type I superconductors named for its three discoverers.

ANSWER: BCS theory

15. In early renaissance polyphony, the voice described by this term traditionally enters last and sings the cantus firmus in long notes, from whence its name, meaning “the one that holds,” derives. In Barbershop, this term denotes the voice above the lead, although before the late fifteenth century it was normally the lowest. A heroic one is often the protagonist in Wagnerian opera, and the B-flat saxophone is often described by this term. For 10 points, identify this male vocal range, below the female alto and above baritone.

ANSWER: tenor
16. This mountain contains both the English glacier and the Polish glacier, the latter named for the expedition led by Konstanty Narkiewicz-Jodko to reach its summit.  The first attempt to scale it was by Paul Gussfeldt, but it was Matthias Zurbriggen who would climb its peak first. From the Quecha for “Sentinel of Stone,” its summit is located in the Mendoza province of Argentina, near the border of Chile.  For 10 points, name this member of the Seven Summits, the highest mountain in the Andes Range and South America. 

ANSWER: Mt. Aconcagua
17. During the early part of his time in army, he joined the Free Officers Movement along with his country’s first President, Muhammad Naguib, and helped lead the 1952 Revolution that overthrew King Farouk.  His leadership during the 1973 Yom Kippur War led to his country regaining a peninsula it had lost to Israel seven years prior, and he won a Nobel Prize after signing the Camp David Peace Accord in 1978 with Israel’s Menachem Begin. For 10 points, name this man who was assassinated during a military parade in 1981, the successor to Nasser as President of Egypt. 

ANSWER: Anwar El-Sadat

18. Based on part of Cinthio’s Hecatommithi, a man is deserted in this work by his lover Bianca after he is found with another woman’s personal effects.  Another character fights off allegations of witchcraft before the Venetian senate after a spurned suitor of his wife reports her secret marriage to her father. One character suspects Emilia of infidelity with a figure who is demoted after a fight with Rodrigo, Cassio. The efforts of the title figure’s wife to get him reinstated lead to her being suspected and ultimately killed for adultery in, for 10 points, this Shakespeare play featuring Iago, Desdemona, and the titular Moorish general.

ANSWER: The Tragedy of Othello, The Moor of Venice
19. These compounds can be formed by alkoxy-mercuration between an alkene and an alcohol.  Their sulfurous equivalents are known as sulfides, while cyclic ones are formed by reacting an alkene with a peroxy-acid and are known as epoxides.  Another cyclic class is known as the crown type, and they are most often produced in an SN2 reaction between an alkoxide and an alkyl halide, known as the Williamson synthesis.  For 10 points, name this class of compounds with an oxygen atom between two carbons, whose di-ethyl variety was commonly used as an anesthetic.

ANSWER: ethers

20. This man convened the second council of Constantinople. The subject of the Secret History of Procopius, he sent his general Mundus to attack Dalmatia, and his reign also saw the reconquest of North Africa and Italy. A large scale plague occurred toward the end of his reign, and he had the Eunuch Narses buy off the Blues shortly before having Mundus and Belisarius massacring the Greens to end the Nika riots. For 10 points, identify this Byzantine emperor, the husband of Theodora, who constructed the Hagia Sophia and promulgated a famous code of law.

ANSWER: Justinian I
TB. In nature, this element is prevalent in gypsum and dolomite, as well as a namesake birefringent mineral that marks the 3 on Mohs hardness scale. Its presence in biological cells can lead to the formation of inositol tri-phosphate and di-acyl-glycerol, and its influx into axons causes release of neuro-transmitters. It is stored in the sarcoplasmic reticulum of muscle cells, where it aids contraction by binding to troponin. For 10 points, name this element that needs vitamin D to be absorbed, which joins with phosphate to form the mineral basis of bone and is symbolized Ca.

ANSWER: calcium
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Bonuses
1. Answer the following questions related to a literary native of the Bay State, for 10 points each.
[10] He wrote about “the common heart” of mankind in “The Over-Soul,” and his “Concord Hymn” makes reference to the “shot heard round the world.”

ANSWER: Ralph Waldo Emerson
[10] The primary theme of this Emerson essay can be expressed in two words, “trust thyself.” This 1841 essay stresses the need to think for oneself and avoid conforming to society’s wishes.

ANSWER: “Self-Reliance”
[10] Emerson was the founder and later editor of this magazine, which was published by the Transcendental Club.

ANSWER: The Dial
2. Identify the British composers from their works, for 10 points each.
[10] This composer set a text by Cardinal Newman in his oratorio The Dream of Gerontius and satirized many of his associates in the Enigma Variations.

ANSWER: Edward Elgar
[10] This guy composed a Fantasia on Greensleeves and a Fantasia on a Theme of Thomas Tallis, besides operas like Hugh the Drover and Sea and London symphonies.

ANSWER: Ralph Vaughan Williams
[10] This composer wrote the opera Peter Grimes as well as the Young Person's Guide to the Orchestra and War Requiem.
ANSWER: Benjamin Britten

3. For 10 points each, identify the following about the early days of the Supreme Court.

[10] This longest-serving Chief Justice, who presided over the Court from 1801 to 1835, introduced the power of judicial review.

ANSWER: John Marshall

[10] In this 1819 case, the Court ruled that a state could not tax the notes of banks located outside of that state. It established that states could not act to impede the powers of the federal government.

ANSWER: McCulloch v. Maryland

[10] McCulloch v. Maryland established that Congress was empowered to create this institution because of the implied powers granted in the Constitution.  Roger Taney was a noted critic of it.

ANSWER: Second Bank of the United States

4. It was first described by noted Danish chemist S.P.L. Sorensen. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this scale of acidity going from 0 to 14, roughly defined as the negative log base 10 of the concentration of hydrogen ions.

ANSWER: pH
[10] This kind of solution, usually consisting of a weak acid and its conjugate base, is designed to prevent large fluctuations in pH.

ANSWER: buffer
[10] The pH of a buffer solution is governed by this doubly eponymous equation, which says pH is equal to the pKa plus the log of the ratio of the conjugate base to the acid.

ANSWER: Henderson-Hasselbalch equation

5. This man's works include A Few Words on Non-Intervention and "The Contest in America." For 10 points each:
[10] Name this thinker who wrote The Subjection of Women with his wife Harriet, and who described his namesake method of inductive reasoning in A System of Logic.

ANSWER: John Stuart Mill

[10] J.S. Mill is also known for a work with this title, which also names the political philosophy aimed at creating the greatest happiness for the greatest number.








Answer: Utilitarianism 

[10] This founder and chief proponent of utilitarianism based his evaluations of laws on what he called the “felicific calculus” and was an early advocate for the rights of animals, women, and homosexuals. 




Answer: Jeremy Bentham
6. Answer these questions regarding a certain eminent Ottoman Sultan, for 10 points each.
[10] Which Sultan was known as the Lawgiver for his alterations to the legal code and for his status as the greatest Ottoman Ruler, reigning for 46 years and being succeeded by his son Selim II? 

ANSWER: Suleiman I [or Suleiman the Magnificent]

[10] Suleiman was victorious at this August 29, 1526 battle over Louis II of Hungary that basically marked the end of Hungary as an independent nation.








ANSWER: Mohacs

[10] The furthest point of advance for the Ottoman’s move to the west was Suleiman’s unsuccessful 1529 siege of this major city, which would be sieged by Muslims again in 1683, when Jan Sobieski came to the rescue.


ANSWER: Vienna
7. For 10 points each, identify these movies that involve the state of Wisconsin.

[10] This 2006 movie about Zach Braff’s character's fear of commitment, co-starring Rachel Bilson, is set in Madison, Wisconsin and not New Jersey.

ANSWER: The Last Kiss
[10] One of the storylines in this romantic comedy is Englishman Colin Frissell’s trip to Milwaukee to find cool American girls, who happen to include Denise Richards, Shannon Elizabeth, and Elisha Cuthbert.

ANSWER: Love Actually
[10] Jack was from Chippewa Falls, and not one of the Boston Dawsons, in this ‘90s blockbuster also starring Kate Winslet and some old lady who drops a big diamond into the sea.

ANSWER: Titanic
8. It opens with Lady Britomart talking to her son Stephen about getting an income for the title character. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this play that follows the title member of the Salvation Army, who is troubled by the readiness of some of its members to take money from weapons manufacturers.

ANSWER: Major Barbara 

[10] This Irish playwright wrote Major Barbara, as well as Man and Superman and Arms and the Man.

ANSWER: George Bernard Shaw
[10] Shaw is probably best known for this play about a Henry Higgins turning Eliza Doolittle into a refined lady. It was the basis for the musical My Fair Lady.
ANSWER: Pygmalion 

9. The enzymes that create it often bind to the TATA box. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this basic type of biological molecule, which comes in messenger, transfer, and small interfering varieties, created by transcribing DNA.

ANSWER: RNA [or ribonucleic acids]

[10] This term describes RNA that can function in a catalytic fashion, usually just catalyzing the hydrolysis of a phospo-diester bond.

ANSWER: ribozymes

[10] Ribozymes were discovered by Cech and Altman while studying these non-coding portions of mRNA molecules, which are removed before the mRNA leaves the nucleus.

ANSWER: introns

10. Name some lakes, for 10 points each.
[10] This lake in the middle of Australia is the continent's lowest point, and when the lake is at normal levels, it is the largest lake on the continent.

ANSWER: Lake Eyre

[10] This highest navigable lake in the world is found on the border of Bolivia and Peru.

ANSWER: Lake Titicaca
[10] This African lake, found between Tanzania, Uganda, and Kenya, is the second-largest freshwater lake in the world and the largest such one in Africa.

ANSWER: Lake Victoria

11. Answer these questions about the turn of the 20th century in South Africa, for 10 points each.
[10] Which conflict was triggered by the Jameson Raid and resulted in the annexing of two then-independent Afrikaans-speaking South African Republics by the British Empire?





ANSWER: Second Boer War

[10] The opponents of the British in the Boer War were Transvaal and what entity, named for both the Dutch Ruling House which provided the land and the largest river in South Africa? 





ANSWER: Orange Free State

[10] This British field marshal played a major role in the Boer War, after earlier being the victor over the Mahdi's army at the Battle of Omdurman and dealing with the French in the Fashoda Incident.

ANSWER: Sir Horatio Herbert (Lord) Kitchener

12. It includes poems such as "Lesbos," "Women doomed (in pale glimmer..)," and "The Swan." For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1857 poetry collection consisting of five sections: Spleen and Ideal, Wine, Revolt, Death, and the titular objects.

ANSWER: Les Fleurs du Mal [or the Flowers of Evil]
[10] This is the author of Les Fleurs du Mal, or The Flowers of Evil.

ANSWER: Charles Baudelaire
[10] Baudelaire was a member of this French poetic school that was a reaction to cold, objective realism.  Other members include Rimbaud, Verlaine, and Mallarme.

ANSWER: Symbolists [accept word forms]

13. It applies to addition and multiplication, but not subtraction or division. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this property that is held for a process in which the order of the elements does NOT matter, exemplified by the fact that a times b equals b times a.

ANSWER: commutative [or commutativity or other close word forms]

[10] These algebraic structures, named for a Norwegian, are defined by the group operation being commutative.

ANSWER: abelian group

[10] This operation between two vectors, which results in a vector that is perpendicular to both with magnitude equal to the product of the two lengths and the sine of the angle between them, is notably not commutative.

ANSWER: cross product

14. For 10 points each, name the following things related to the Argonauts and their quest for the Golden Fleece.

[10] This leader of the Argonauts suggested that Pelias send him to retrieve the Golden Fleece.

ANSWER: Jason

[10] Sources disagree about whether this speedy huntress participated in the quest, with some saying that Jason would not allow a woman on board. Others submit that she was injured and cured by Medea.

ANSWER: Atalanta

[10] The Golden Fleece was located in this wealthy region, ruled by Aeetes, the father of Medea. Located on the Black Sea, it was also the site of Prometheus being chained to a mountain.

ANSWER: Colchis

15. He designed the New National Gallery in Berlin and the Barcelona Pavilion for a World's Fair. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this architect whose designs in the Chicago area include the Farnsworth House and Lake Shore Drive apartments, known for his adage that "less is more."

ANSWER: Ludwig Mies van der Rohe

[10] Mies van der Rohe was the last director of this German school of art, originally founded in Weimar by Walter Gropius.

ANSWER: Bauhaus

[10] Mies van der Rohe collaborated on the design of the Seagram Building with this man, a proponent of the International Style also known for the Boston Public Library and Crystal Cathedral.

ANSWER: Philip Johnson
16. Given clues about a major work of 20th-century economics, identify the work, for 10 points each.
[10] This 1936 work of John Maynard Keynes was one of the foundational works for modern macroeconomics.  It advocates increased government spending and regulation of the monetary supply, particularly during recessions. 

ANSWER: General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money

[10] In this turn of the century book, Thorstein Veblen argues that the rich waste money to emphasize their higher status, a phenomenon known as “conspicuous consumption.”  






ANSWER: The Theory of the Leisure Class
[10] In this work, Freidrich Hayek argues against all forms of collectivism as tyrannical, and viciously attacks the idea of central planning.  











ANSWER: The Road to Serfdom
17. The Mongols conquered a lot of places in the 13th and 14th centuries.  Identify the following about one of their primary kingdoms For 10 points each:
[10] What was the name given to the Mongol Chinese dynasty founded by Kublai Kahn which ruled for almost 100 years? 












ANSWER: Yuan Dynasty

[10] The Yuan burned the original city here when it served as the capital of the Jin, and rebuilt it a few miles north.  What current Chinese city was called Dadu or Chambuluc by Marco Polo when it served as the capital of Yuan?


ANSWER: Beijing

[10] Kublai Khan took the title of Khagan after the death of this brother of his, who had served as the 4th Great Khan of the Mongol Empire.

ANSWER: Mongke [or Mongka; or Mangu]

18. The overly ambitious father Strepsiades enrolls his son Pheidippides into a school for philosophers and Sophists, so that he will become rich and powerful. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this ancient play that is a satire of Socrates and other Sophists.

ANSWER: The Clouds [or Nephelai]
[10] Identify the author of The Clouds, who also wrote such plays as The Birds and The Frogs. 

ANSWER: Aristophanes
[10] Identify the school where Socrates taught in the play and Pheidippides enrolled to learn about things like fleas and farting.

ANSWER: The Thinkery [or Phrontisterion; or The Pondertorium]
19. For 10 points each, answer the following about the early years of the Central Intelligence Agency.

[10] This predecessor to the CIA was America’s first intelligence agency, and was disbanded at the end of World War II.

ANSWER: Office of Strategic Services

[10] One of the OSS leaders was this man, who would serve as the CIA’s first civilian director from 1953 to '61. Along with his brother, the secretary of state, he played a critical role in CIA intervention in Guatemala in 1954.

ANSWER: Allen Dulles
[10] The CIA was also involved in Operation Ajax, which overthrew Mohammed Mossadegh in this country. Mossadegh was replaced by the American-friendly Shah, who would rule this country until 1979.

ANSWER: Iran
20. Answer the following questions about Maxwell’s equations, for 10 points each.
[10] This equation states that the total electric charge inside a closed surface is proportional to the electric flux passing through that surface.

ANSWER: Gauss’s Law

[10] Gauss’s Law of magnetism states that the magnetic flux through a closed surface is zero. One result of this law is that these entities, which are isolated magnetic forces, do not exist.

ANSWER: magnetic monopoles

[10] Maxwell added a correction to this equation, which states that the line integral of the magnetic field around a closed loop is proportional to the total current inside that loop.

ANSWER: Ampere’s Law
