Minnesota Chitin Classic: Round 9

Tossups

1. One character in this work owns a pipe made by Kapp and Peterson, which he calls a “briar” but another character calls a “dudeen.” Another character has a dance he calls “the Net,” which two characters name “The Scapegoat’s Agony” and “The Hard Stool.” One character notes that he feels “AP-PALLED” while examining his hat and talking to a character attempting to remove his boot. “The labors of Fartov and Belcher” are mentioned in a monologue by Lucky, who’s instructed to “think” by Pozzo. For 10 points, identify this “tragicomedy in two acts” starring Vladimir and Estragon, a work of Samuel Beckett.

ANSWER: Waiting for Godot [accept En attendant Godot]

2. Governor Robert Dinwiddie once asked this man to carry an Ohio-related ultimatum to the French at Fort Le Boeuf. His nephew Burwell Bassett served three terms in the House, while the opinion of Corfield v. Coryell was authored by his Supreme Court Justice nephew Bushrod. His Iroquois guide Tanacharison gave him the nickname “Town Destroyer” during the French and Indian War, in which he served as Edward Braddock’s aide and was forced to surrender at Fort Necessity. Later, he led the Continental forces’ escape from Long Island. For 10 points, identify this victor at Princeton, Trenton, and Yorktown, the first president of the United States.

ANSWER: George Washington

3. The singer of one band from this country notes that he may not “look like Jagger” or “have money in the bank” in “I’m In The Band,” while another group from here asks the listener to “Tell us where you’re from/what you want to become” and claims that “it’s in my nature to be changin’” in “No Cigar” and “Ray” respectively. This country, home to the Hellacopters and Millencolin, is also home to a band whose lead singer will “do what I want cause I can” and hates “to say I told you so,” the Hives. For 10 points, identify this Scandinavian county, also home to such musical trainwrecks as Ace of Base, the A*Teens, and ABBA.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Sweden [accept Konungariket Sverige]
4. A defect in the ATP7A gene causes Menkes disease, which is an inability to metabolize this element. Though it is not cobalt, this element is being used in the SarAr technology for PET imaging, as its 64 isotope has a long half life, and Kayser-Fleischer rings occur around the cornea of the patients suffering from an inability to release this element into bile, also known as Wilson's Disease. It is also contained in Hemocyanin, which change color when oxygen binds to this element, and substitutes iron in the blood of the horseshoe crab. For 10 points, identify this element which is present biologically in both its +1 and +2 oxidation states and is symbolized Cu.
ANSWER: copper (prompt on early: "Cu" buzz)
5. This person asks the reader to “be cold before/the silence of the eight men who were God” in the poem “Ghosts of a Lunatic Asylum.” His story about the rape of the Sabine Women, The Sobbin’ Women, was adapted into a musical, while he also wrote James Shore’s Daughter and the poem “American Names,” which ends with the line “Bury my heart at Wounded Knee.” His best-known works are an epic poem about an “American muse” with a “strong and diverse heart” and a short story from Thirteen O’clock about Jabez Stone’s deal with Mr. Scratch. For 10 points, identify this author of  “John Brown’s Body” and The Devil and Daniel Webster.
ANSWER: Stephen Vincent Benet
6. This man defined the three types of furniture to be “type-needs,” “human-limb,” and “type-furniture” in his book The Decorative Art of Today, and he designed a set of tubular steel chairs for the Maison la Roche. He used the ideas of the Vitruvian man and the golden mean in his Modulor system, exemplified in the Villa Garche. Father Courtier sponsored his priory at La Tourette and his Notre Dame du Haut. The “five points” he outlined in Towards A New Architecture were put into practice in the piloti-supported Villa Savoye. For 10 points, name this modern architect, a Swiss/French proponent of the International School.

ANSWER: Le Corbusier [accept Charles-Edouard Jeanneret-Gris]
7. This figure instituted such festivals as the Oschophoria and the Pyanepsia during his rule, which he gained after slaying the sons of Pallas. During a visit to the underworld, his friend Pirithous became stuck to a chair. He slew the Crommyonian sow, as well as a variety of jerks including Sciron, Periphetes, Sinis, and Procrustes, after finding his father Aegeus’s sword and sandals. He went to Crete as part of an offering of 14 youths, and mastered the labyrinth with the help of Ariadne, who he later left on Naxos. For 10 points, identify this father of Hippolytus, King of Athens, and slayer of the Minotaur.

ANSWER: Theseus
8. One king of this name and number allied with Ludwig the German with the Oath of Strassbourg, and received the western portions of the Frankish territory in the 843 treaty of Verdun; that king was nicknamed "the bald." The death of one nicknamed “the sufferer” saw the start of the War of the Spanish Succession, and the Rye House plot saw an assassination attempt a king with this name and number along with his heir James. For 10 points, identify this name and number held by the Stuart who was restored to the British throne after Cromwell’s protectorate. 

ANSWER: Charles II
9. Until its replacement by the Furer algorithm, the Schonhage-Strassen algorithm was the asymptotically fastest way of doing this to large numbers. One version, sometimes known as “mediation and duplation” and originally found on the Rhind Mathematical Papyrus, involves as one step decomposing a number into powers of two; it’s more commonly known as the “peasant” version of this. For matrices, it is performed by taking the dot products of the columns of one matrix with the rows of the other. For 10 points, identify this mathematical operation, the inverse of division.

ANSWER: multiplication [accept word forms, apologize for sketchy question]

10. The Dutch pirate Abraham Blauveldt gave his name to this country’s city of Bluefields. The explorer and journalist Charles Webber joined in a revolt in this country in which General Francisco Castellon’s forces overthrew the conservative Legitimist party. That revolt was aided by the soldier of fortune William Walker. In September 1956, the poet Rigoberto Lopez Perez assassinated its dictator Anastasio Somoza Garcia. Violetta Chamorro succeeded its current president in 1990; 2007 saw the reelection of Daniel Ortega. For 10 points, identify this Central American country which, in the 1980s, saw civil war between the Sandinistas and Contras.

ANSWER: Republic of  Nicaragua [accept Republica de Nicaragua]
11. One composer of this name created such Alaska-inspired works as In a Treeless Place, Only Snow. Another holder of this name wrote a “Fanfare for Great Woods” called Short Ride in a Fast Machine, while an earthquake inspired his I Was Looking at a Ceiling and Then I Saw the Sky. He was accused of “romanticizing terrorists” in his opera about the fate of a passenger on the Achille Lauro, and he created a tribute to 9/11 called On the Transmigration of Souls. His most famous work includes a foxtrot performed by characters like Zhou En-lai and Mao Zedong. For 10 points, identify this composer of The Death of Klinghoffer and Nixon in China.
ANSWER: John Adams [accept John Luther Adams before “another composer”; accept John Coolidge Adams afterwards]

12. Because it is divergence-free, the curl of its vector potential can be used in the Lorentz Force equation, where it is crossed with velocity, and they do not do any work on objects that move through them. The Hall effect can be used to find the sign of the charge carriers when a current flows in one of these. Biot-Savart’s law describes the magnitude of these, and its line integral is proportion to the current according to Ampere’s Law. For 10 points, identify this counterpart to the electric field, with strength measured in Teslas or Gauss. 

ANSWER: magnetic fields
13. A transient tells a boy about how love is “a science” in a streetcar café in this author’s “A Tree. A Rock. A Cloud.”  Novels by this author include one about the secretly homosexual Captain Pemberton and Private Ellgee Williams, as well as one in which Frankie Addams dreams of running away to Alaska. In addition to Reflections in a Golden Eye and The Member of the Wedding, she wrote a short story about Lymon Willis and Marvin Macy’s effect on Amelia Evans and a novel about Antonapolous and Mr. Singer, two mutes who were always together. For 10 points, identify this author of Ballad of the Sad Cafe and The Heart is a Lonely Hunter.
ANSWER: Carson McCullers [accept Lily Carson Smith, accept “A Tree. A Rock. A Cloud.” Early]
14. This man conquered the Isle of Wight during the Roman conquest of Briatain. This man was chosen proconsul of Africa, and Suetonius recounts that he was “pelted with turnips” at a riot in Hadrumetum. His reign saw the beginning of the construction of the Colosseum as well as a temple that deified Claudius. This man was also appointed to suppress the Great Jewish Revolt, and he later became emperor after the short reigns of Galba, Otho, and Vitellus in a certain year. The father of Titus and Domitian, for 10 points, identify this founder of the Flavian dynasty who ruled from 69 to 79 AD. 
ANSWER: Caesar Vespasianus Augustus [or Titus Flavius Sabinus Vespasianus]
15. The Tibetan Book of the Dead calls this the greatest gift one can give oneself in this life. In Baha'i tradition, this action is to be the key to opening "doors of mystery" to the mind. Christian forms of this practice include Eucharistic Adoration, repetition of the Lord's Prayer, and the rosary. Raja Yoga uses this practice to still the mind's fluctuations, and the Japa Yoga variation of this practice encourages singular thought on a specific sound or phrase, a mantra. FTP, identify this spiritual practice of centering one's mind on a single thought or contemplating the true nature of the world and the self, the technique Buddha used to achieve enlightenment.

 ANSWER: meditation
16. Its border with the Wirral Peninsula is formed by the river Dee, while other rivers include the Usk and the Afon Goch, which itself contains Aber Falls. The Gower peninsula and the Lliw uplands are found within its county of Swansea, while the Harlech dome is found in the foothills of the Snowdonia Range, which also contains this polity’s highest point, Mt. Snowdon. Other members of its Seven Wonders include the Overton Yew trees, St. Giles’ church in the city of Wrexham, and the falls of Pistyll Rhaeadr. For 10 points, identify this state of Great Britain whose inhabitants celebrate the eisteddfod, with capital at Cardiff.

ANSWER: Wales [or Cymru]
17. Minor characters in this work include the three Ruan brothers, who helped Chao Gai and Wu Yong defeat He Tao, and later defeat and capture Huang An. One episode in this work sees the Hairy Priest Wu Song kills a tiger with his bare hands. After crushing the Liao Tartars, nearly two-thirds of the title characters die while ending the rebellion of Fang La, allowing Gao Qui to kill the rest one-by-one. Chao Gai founded the title group, which includes 36 Heavenly Spirits and 72 Earthly Fiends. For 10 points, identify this work attributed both Shi Naian and Luo Guanzhong, a novel about Song Jiang’s titular band of 108 bandit-heroes.

ANSWER: Outlaws of the Marsh [accept Water Margin, All Men Are Brothers, The Marshes of Mount Liang, or Shuihu Zhuan]
18. In Pearson's theory, these entities can be classified as either hard or soft, and one of these functions as a catalyst for the Friedel-Crafts reaction. Crown ethers attract metal cations because the cations effectively function as these. Antimony Pentafluoride is a strong one of these, and compounds such as Zinc Chloride and electron deficient Boron compounds can also act as these. For 10 points, identify these compounds which act as electron pair acceptors according to a theory posited by a namesake American scientist.
ANSWER: Lewis acid (prompt on acids; accept "Lewis base" until "Friedel-Crafts" )

19. In the 1500s, the country waged war against the Adal Sultanate led by Ahmad al-Ghazi, and this country recently saw the establishment of an oligarchy called the "derg" led by Mengitsu Mariam. An important ruler of this country signed the treaty of Wuchale. This country also saw the rise of the Zagwe dynasty and the Aksum civilization, and its forces won the Battle of Adowa by fending off the Italians. For 10 points, identify this country, whose Emperor Haile Selassie was briefly deposed during WWII, and which was formerly called Abyssinia.

ANSWER: Ethiopia (accept  Abyssinia early)

20. This man invented the board games So Long Sucker and Hex, which was based on Go. With Moser, he generalized the inverse function theorem on Banach spaces to Frechet spaces. He also stated that any Riemannian manifold can be isometrically embedded in a Euclidean space in his namesake embedding theorem. Selten and Harsanyi shared a Nobel Prize with this man, which they won for developing the concept of a state in which no player in a game has anything to gain by unilaterally changing their strategy, this man’s namesake equilibrium. For 10 points, identify this game theorist, whose schizophrenia was the subject of A Beautiful Mind.
ANSWER: John Forbes Nash, Jr.
TB. One character in this work eventually finds himself elected Caliph of Baghdad, Imam of Damascus, and Sheik of Araby, while one subplot concerns the power struggles between Peckem and Dreedle. One character adds loving messages signed by “Chaplain Shipman” to letters he has to censor. This novel, set in Pianosa, features such characters as Ex-PFC Wintergreen and Doc Daneeka, about whom the narrator says “it was love at first sight.” An IBM machine is responsible for the promotion of Major Major Major Major in, for 10 points, which satirical work starring Captain John Yossarian, a novel by Joseph Heller?

ANSWER: Catch-22
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Bonuses
1. Positive ones are often associated with the free rider problem, while negative ones include air and water pollution. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify these phenomena, defined as the impacts of an economic transaction on uninvolved parties.

ANSWER: externalities
[10] Externalities are one cause of this unfortunate phenomenon, also caused by taxation and monopoly pricing. It’s the combination of consumer and producer surpluses lost due to inefficient pricing.

ANSWER: deadweight loss [accept allocative inefficiency]
[10] Much like deadweight loss, there are Hicksian and Marshallian types of this super-basic economic concept, often contrasted with “supply.”

ANSWER: demand
2. Identify some examples of everyone’s favorite mythological archetype, the trickster, for 10 points each.

[10] This humpbacked Native American fertility deity chases away the winter with his flute-playing and distributes unborn children to Hopi women.

ANSWER: Kokopelli [accept Kokopelmana or Ololowishkya]
[10] This trickster of the Ashanti taught man how to sow grain and once got stuck to the tar-baby.  This son of the sky god Nyame also often took the form of a spider.

ANSWER: Anansi-Tori [or Anansesem]
[10] The son of Zeus and Maia, this character stole some oxen from Apollo shortly after his birth. He also invented the lyre, gave Perseus some winged sandals, and served as the gods’ messenger.

ANSWER: Hermes [or Hermeias]
3. Identify the following Pokemon for five points each…just kidding. Actually identify the following things about the poetry of Shakespeare, which, shockingly, makes very little mention of Pokemon, for 10 points each.

[10] The poet complains that “sometime too hot the eye of heaven shines” and that “rough winds do shake the darling buds of May” in this sonnet, in which the Fair Youth is deemed “more lovely and more temperate.”

ANSWER: “Shall I compare thee to a summer’s day?” [or Shakespeare’s Sonnet 18]
[10] Shakespeare’s sonnets 127-152 were addressed to this figure, noted for her black hair and dun-colored skin.

ANSWER: the Dark Lady
[10] Shakespeare jacked a story from Ovid’s Metamorphoses for this long poem that sees one title character attempt to seduce, then mourn the boar-goring-related death of, the other title character.
ANSWER: Venus and Adonis
4. This piano suite was inspired by the works of Viktor Hartmann. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this composition, movements of which include Ballet of the Unhatched Chicks, The Old Castle, and The Great Gate of Kiev. 

ANSWER: Pictures at an Exhibition [or Pictures from an Exhibition; accept Kartinki s vystavki]
[10] This composer, who developed the unfinished Sorochintsi Fair into Night on Bald Mountain and wrote the opera Boris Godunov, also composed Pictures at an Exhibition.
ANSWER: Modest Petrovich Mussorgksy
[10] This French composer of Gaspard de la Nuit, Rapsodie Espagnole, and Pavane for a Dead Princess created a notable arrangement of Pictures at an Exhibition.
ANSWER: Joseph-Maurice Ravel
5. Answer the following about the human heart, or, as it’s more commonly known, the love muscle, for 10 points each.

[10] Containing a large dilation known as it’s bulb, this largest artery in the human body originates in the heart’s left ventricle.

ANSWER: the aorta
[10] This double-layered fluid-filled membrane contains the proximal roots of the aorta, the vena cava, and the pulmonary artery, as well as the heart itself.

ANSWER: the pericardium
[10] These specialized tissues lie within the inner ventricular walls of the heart and conduct the electrical stimuli that allow the heart to contract regularly.

ANSWER: Purkinje fibers [accept Purkyne tissue, apparently]
6. He granted unconditional amnesty to all Confederates on Christmas Day 1868. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this man, the 17th President, who was notably impeached as a result of the violation of the Tenure of Office Act.

ANSWER: Andrew Johnson [prompt on Johnson]
[10] This dude, Andrew Johnson’s Secretary of State, was elected to the New York State Senate as a member of the Anti-Masonic Party in 1830. He more notably engineered the purchase of Alaska.

ANSWER: William Henry Seward, Sr.
[10] Seward famously sponsored a bill that allowed United States citizens to take possession of any unclaimed island that contained deposits of this nitrogen-and-phosphorus-rich fertilizer ingredient.

ANSWER: guano [accept bird/bat/seal droppings or equivalents, prompt on “feces” or equivalents]
7. Identify the following about hack-and-slash video games, for 10 points each.

[10] This Playstation 3 game, developed by Ninja Theory, stars the crossbow-wielding Kai and Nariko, who uses the titular weapon to fight the forces of King Bohan.

ANSWER: Heavenly Sword
[10] This Koei series consists of roughly eleventy million equally awesome games centering on the Three Kingdoms era of Chinese history.
ANSWER: Dynasty Warriors
[10] The wizard Garm uses a bunch of Runestones to summon the demon Skorne in most of the games in this Atari series that gave the world such lines as “Wizard needs food, badly!” Subtitles of entries include Legends, Dark Legacy, and Seven Sorrows.
ANSWER: Gauntlet
8. Secondary characters in this work include the mountain climber Alleluia Cone and Pamela Lovelace, who cheats on her husband with Jamsheed Joshi. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this novel, which opens with its protagonists Saladin Chamcha and Gabreel Farishta falling from an exploding Air India jet.

ANSWER: The Satanic Verses
[10] This author of The Jaguar Smile, The Moor’s Last Sigh, and Midnight’s Children received a fatwa after writing The Satanic Verses.
ANSWER: Sir Ahmed Salman Rushdie
[10] This recent Rushdie novel sees the diplomat Max Ophurs murdered by the titular Kashmiri tightrope-walker, his former chauffeur. 

ANSWER: Shalimar the Clown
9. Identify the following objects of Germany’s colonial aspirations, for 10 points each.

[10] Germany ineffectively held power in this modern-day African country, along with its neighbor Burundi, for about 30 years. Its current capital is Kigali, and a notable Hutu-Tutsi genocide occurred here in 1994. 

ANSWER: Republic of Rwanda [accept Republika y'u Rwanda, prompt on “German East Africa”]
[10] This territory, the namesake of a huge nearby lake, was transferred to Britain after World War I and joined with the sultanate of Zanzibar to form the modern nation of Tanzania.

ANSWER: Republic of Tanganyika [or Tanganyika Territory; prompt on “German East Africa”]
[10] Germany’s Pacific possessions included Buka, Choiseul, and Bougainville, the largest of this group of islands. More famous members of this group include San Cristobal and Guadalcanal.

ANSWER: Solomon Islands 
10. This battle saw the defections of such generals as Ogawa Suketada and Akaza Naoyasu. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this 1600 battle for control of Japan, which saw the Armies of the West, led by Ishida Mitsunari and loyal to the Toyotomi, lose to the Eastern Army.

ANSWER: the Battle of Sekigahara [accept Sekigahara no Tatakai]
[10] Along with Date Masamune, this former retainer of Oda Nobunaga and namesake of the shogunate that would reign until 1868 led the forces of the Eastern Army.

ANSWER: Tokugawa Ieyasu  [accept in either order, prompt on “Ieyasu”]
[10] Ieyasu finally put an end to the Toyotomi clan at the 1614 to 1615 siege of this castle, located in the city it was named for on a namesake bay in the Kansai region of Honshu.

ANSWER: Osaka Castle
11. It is used in both the Castner and Hall-Heroult processes to purify molten sodium ore. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this technique whereby a SCIENTIST can separate a chemically bonded compound by passing an electric current through it.

ANSWER: electrolysis
[10] This noted SCIENTIST developed two laws of electrolysis, which state that the mass of substance produced at an electrode is equal to the product of the total charge passed through and the molar mass of the substance divided by the product of the substance’s ion’s valence number and his namesake constant.
ANSWER: Michael Faraday
[10] Fleischman and Pons, also noted SCIENTISTS, attempted to use the electrolysis of heavy water to prove that they had discovered this mysterious occurrence.

ANSWER: cold nuclear fusion [prompt on fusion, I guess]
12. Identify the following relating to the Mannerist school, for 10 points each.

[10] This Cretan-born Spanish artist painted such works as The Disrobing of Christ, View of Toledo, The Opening of the Fifth Seal, and The Burial of Count Orgasz. 
ANSWER: El Greco [or Domenikos Theotokopolous]
[10] This Venetian dude was, for a short time, the student of Titian. His paintings include Adoration of the Calf, The Miracle of the Slave, The Origin of the Milky Way, and a noted Last Supper.
ANSWER: Tintoretto [accept Jacopo Comin or Jacopo Robusti]
[10] In this Agnolo Bronzino work, one of the title characters carries an hourglass on his back and holds up a blue curtain, another carries a fistful of rose petals, and the other two embrace in the foreground.

ANSWER: Venus, Cupid, Folly, and Time [accept An Allegory with Venus and Cupid]
13. Identify some assorted Italians, for 10 points each.

[10] Noted members of this wacky, murderous family, actually originally from Spain, included Pope Alexander VI, his daughter Lucrezia, and his son Cesare.

ANSWER: Borgia
[10] This Italian physicist helped develop the first nuclear reactor, won the Nobel Prize for his work on induced radioactivity, and gave his name to the term for particles with half-integer spin.

ANSWER: Enrico Fermi
[10] This awesome modern author wrote the short story collection Cosmicomics as well as the novels Invisible Cities, Path to the Nest of Spiders, and If on a winter’s night a traveler.
ANSWER: Italo Calvino
14. Identify some of the many Kafkaesque creations of Franz Kafka, for a nightmarish six points apiece. Each correct answer will earn you an additional horrifying four points. [Note to moderator: really this is just 10 points each.]
[10] This traveling salesman is pelted with apples by his father but receives a bit more sympathy from his violinist sister after waking to find that he’s become a giant insect.

ANSWER: Gregor Samsa [prompt on “Samsa”]
[10] The land surveyor K. is thwarted by the village’s “flawless” bureaucracy in his attempts to gain entrance to the title structure of this Kafka novel.

ANSWER: The Castle [accept Das Schloss]
[10] This story is narrated by the Traveler, who has arrived to witness the use of an elaborate torture device on the Condemned; the machine ends up stabbing its operator, the Officer, to death.
ANSWER: In The Penal Colony [accept In der Strafkolonie]

15. Answer the following about cycles, for 10 points each.

[10] Very few of these dark, intensely magnetic regions of a certain heavenly body appeared during the 1645-1715 Maunder Minimum, but for the most part their position varies on a roughly 11-year cycle.

ANSWER: sunspots
[10] This cycle, which takes place in the mitochondrial matrix, begins with the combination of oxaloacetate and acetyl CoA and occurs between glycolysis and the electron transport chain.

ANSWER: citric acid cycle [accept “tricarboxylic acid” cycle or “Szent-Gyorgyi-Krebs cycle”]
[10] Milankovitch cycles are the patterns in variation of such things as the precession, obliquity, and eccentricity of this planet, which are used to track its climate changes.

ANSWER: Planet Earth [accept Terra, prompt on “the world”]
16. Sections of this work include a discussion of the author’s affair with Regine Olsen in the “Diary of a Seducer,” and the concepts of “closedness” and the “demonic” are used to examine the idea of “First Love.” For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this work, subtitled “A Fragment of Life,” which describes the distinction between the aesthetic and the ethical and asks “How should we live?”

ANSWER: Either/Or: A Fragment of Life [accept Enten-Eller: et-livs fragment]
[10] This Danish philosopher and author of Fear and Trembling and The Concept of Dread wrote Either/Or. 

ANSWER: Soren Aabye Kierkegaard
[10] In this work, published under the name Anti-Climacus, Kierkegaard discusses a quotation from John about Lazarus and claims that the titular malady “is despair.”

ANSWER: The Sickness Unto Death [accept Sygdommen til Doden]
17. Philip Jose Farmer’s Venus on the Half-Shell was originally published under this man’s name. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this author of such science-fiction works as Maniacs in the Fourth Dimension, Oh Say Can You Smell?, and Protocols of the Elders of Trafalmadore.
ANSWER: Kilgore Trout [accept either]
[10] Kilgore Trout makes a notable appearance in this novel, in which the Midland City Pontiac dealer Dwayne Hoover becomes obsessed with his writings.

ANSWER: Breakfast of Champions [accept Goodbye Blue Monday]
[10] Breakfast of Champions was written by this American novelist of Slaughterhouse-Five and Cat’s Cradle.
ANSWER: Kurt Vonnegut, Jr.
18. At this battle, the French cavalry was aided by a contingent of Genoese longbowmen, and it also saw one of the first uses of the still-unreliable cannon. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this 1346 battle of the Hundred Years War which saw the death of Charles II of Alencon [ah-len-sohn] as well as the slaughter of the French cavalry under King Philip VI.

ANSWER: the Battle of Crecy [or Cressy]
[10] Along with his father King Edward III, this warrior commanded the English forces at Crecy. Later, he led the English at Poitiers.

ANSWER: Edward the Black Prince [accept Edward of Woodstock]
[10] Earlier, Edward III had smashed the Hugues Quieret-led French navy at this battle, named for the nearby town located on Zeeland near Flanders.

ANSWER: the Battle of Sluys [or Sluis]
19. For a spring, it can be calculated by dividing the product of the elastic modulus and the square of the displacement by twice the spring’s length. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this type of energy, symbolized U and calculated in Earth’s gravitational field using the equation mass times height times acceleration due to gravity, or m g h.
ANSWER: potential energy
[10] The equation for potential energy of a spring can be obtained by integrating this formula symbolized F equals negative k times x, where k is the spring constant.
ANSWER: Hooke’s Law
[10] This is the term given to voltage generated by a battery or a magnetic force. It’s equal to electric potential energy divided by unit charge. 

ANSWER: electromotive force

20. Identify some things about the Americas long, long ago, for 10 points each.

[10] This civilization was roughly contemporary with, and an influence on, the people of Teotihuacan. They were located in southern Mexico and are notable for the gigantic stone heads they created.

ANSWER: the Olmecs
[10] This ancient Puebloan civilization, primarily located near the Four Corners area, is famous for their huge adobe cliff dwellings, including the Cliff Palace in Mesa Verde National Park.

ANSWER: the Anasazi 
[10] Later conquered by the Incans, this Peruvian civilization had its ceremonial center at Cahuachi. They notably created some gigantic earthworks, known as their namesake “lines.”

ANSWER: the Nazca
