1. In 2009 this man was appointed special UN envoy to Haiti, a post which followed an appointment as special envoy to coordinate relief efforts in the aftermath of the 2005 tsunami. This author of Giving: How Each of Us Can Change the World arranged a summit leading to the signing of the Wye Memorandum, signed by Yasir Arafat and Yitzhak Rabin, and helped restore Jean-Bertrand Aristide to power. This architect of the “don’t ask, don’t tell” policy signed NAFTA, appointed Madeleine Albright as his Secretary of State, and seemed to be confused about the meaning of the word “is”. For 10 points, name this Arkansas politician, the 42nd U.S. President. 
ANSWER: Bill Clinton or William Jefferson Clinton

2. The main character of this work has an image of the Virgin of Cobre hanging on one wall of his residence and compares his heart to that of a turtle. The protagonist of this work tells one character not to fear the Reds of Cincinnati; that character is no longer working with the protagonist. A memory of an arm-wrestling match in Casablanca reminds this work’s protagonist of his current struggle, and he wishes that Manolin were there to help him break an 84-day drought by reeling in a marlin. For 10 points, name this novel about the Cuban fisherman Santiago, a work of Ernest Hemingway. 
ANSWER: The Old Man and the Sea 

3. Henry Moseley’s plot modeling the square roots of frequencies of characteristic ones of these was used to calculate elements’ atomic numbers. A law modeled by the equation two d sine theta equals n lambda models the diffraction of these entities; this relation is known as Bragg’s Law. Max von Laue discovered that crystals could diffract this type of radiation, and the scattering of light by either gamma rays or these entities is known as the Compton Effect. Having frequencies between those of gamma rays and ultraviolet radiation, name this type of electromagnetic radiation discovered by Wilhelm Roentgen and often used for medical imaging purposes. 
ANSWER: x-rays

4. This man served one term as the governor of New Jersey thirteen years after losing a presidential election on a ticket with George Pendleton. The engineer of an offensive beginning at Fort Monroe, this Union commander at the Battle of Seven Pines prompted the General War Order No. 1, two months after which he began the Peninsular Campaign. Replacing Irving McDowell after the First Battle of Bull Run, Lincoln replaced this general after his failure to capitalize on his victory at Antietam. For 10 points, name this Democratic presidential candidate in 1864, the overly cautious predecessor to Ulysses S Grant as head of the Union armies. 
ANSWER: George McClellan

5. One character in this musical sings “Far from the Home I Love” just before she boards a train for Siberia to visit Perchik. Another character concocts a nightmare in which he supposedly dreamt that Fruma-Sarah would murder his daughter in order to convince his wife to let Tzeitzel marry the tailor Motel. Beginning with a song in which two men argue about whether one was sold a horse or a mule and in which the protagonist extols “tradition, tradition!”, for 10 points, name this musical based on the stories of Sholom Aleichem, a work of Bock and Harnick featuring the Jewish dairyman Tevye, who sings “If I Were a Rich Man”. 
ANSWER: Fiddler on the Roof

6. Extinct groups of this type of plant include the class Cordaitopsida and the division Bennetitophyta. Characterized by the presence of mega- and micro-strobili, members of this group can have up to twenty cotyledons. Pollen grains from these plants typically have more than two cells and land directly on the ovule, which only has one integument. Subdivisions of this type of plant include the cycads and one that one has one living species, biloba. For 10 points, name this type of seed plant that include gingkos and conifers, whose name means “naked seed” and is often contrasted with the angiosperms. 
ANSWER:  gymnosperms

7. Quarulous seeks to marry Dame Purecraft in one of this man’s plays, which later features a conciliatory speech by Justice Adam Overdo. The protagonist of another of his plays is assisted by Face and is sought out by, among others, Sir Epicure Mammon and the Abel Drugger. This author of Bartholomew Fair is best known for a play in which Corbaccio, Voltore, and Corvino buy into a scam seeking to become the title character’s heir. For 10 points, name this Elizabethan dramatist of The Alchemist and Volpone. 
ANSWER: Ben Jonson

8. James Coussey led a constitutional convention in this nation, but was circumvented by a transfer of power to the Congress People’s Party. John Kufuor replaced Jerry Rawlings as its president in 2001, and an earlier polity of this name was weakened by the Almoravid occupation of Abu Bakr and eventually succumbed to the Susu rebellion. That empire centered at Kumbi Saleh, however, was located to the north of the present day nation of the same name, which was home to the Ashanti Empire. For 10 points, name this West African nation whose struggle for independence was led by Kwame Nkrumah and whose capital is Accra. 
ANSWER: Ghana

9. The mineral monazite consists of phosphates of several of these elements. A mixture of these elements called misch metal is used to purify steel, and an alloy of one of these elements with cobalt produces the strongest known permanent magnetic force. A slightly larger group consists of these elements as well as scandium and yttrium, the rare earth metals, and cerium is the most abundant of these elements in nature. Their namesake contraction, or unexpected decrease in ionic radius, is due the poor shielding of 4f electrons. Including samarium and gadolinium, for 10 points, name these metals of atomic numbers 57 through 71, grouped just above the actinides on the periodic table.
ANSWER: lanthanide series or lanthanides

10. The mother-in-law of this resident of Capharnaum was healed of a fever by Jesus after the Sermon on the Mount, and this man argued that converts to Christianity must follow Judaic law at the Council of the Apostles. His actions also include raising Tabitha from the dead, condemning Ananias and Sapphira to death, and declaring that Jesus was “the Christ, the Son of the Living God”. Along with James and John, this apostle was present at the Transfiguration and was crucified upside down during Nero’s reign. With a name meaning “rock”, name this apostle of Jesus best known for denying him three times after the Crucifixion. 
ANSWER: Simon Peter or Cephas (prompt on “Simon”)

11. This document, which invoked the second article of the Conference of Nerat, was signed three weeks after an agreement negotiated by its architect, the Peace of Vervins. Some provisions of its first part were remanded by the Peace of Alés, while most of the fifty-six “secret articles” remained unchanged.  Montaubon and La Rochelle were among the cities designated as “places de surete” by this agreement, which took the Parlement of Rouen ten years to approve. Dragonnades became common just before its provisions were revoked by the Edict of Fontainebleau. Signed by Henry IV in 1598, for 10 points, name this edict that granted freedom of religion to Huguenots. 
ANSWER: Edict of Nantes

12. One of this man’s poems recounts the title figure’s encounter with a judge who wants to marry her and contains the lines “for of all sad words of tongue or pen / the saddest of these: “It might have been!” Another of his poems describes a sun that “rose cheerless over hills of gray” but did not prevent some boys from making “a tunnel walled and overlaid / with dazzling crystal”. This author of “Maud Muller” also wrote of a woman who told Stonewall Jackson to “shoot if you must this old gray head / but spare your country’s flag”. For 10 points, name this author of “Snow-Bound” and “Barbara Freitchie”, known as the “Quaker poet”. 
ANSWER: John Greenleaf Whittier

13. This body of water is the namesake of a four-nation commission formed in 1957 to develop hydroelectric projects using its water. Khone Falls prohibits navigation of one section of this river, whose early course is called the “River of Turbulence” and flows parallel to the Salween. Starting at the River of Rock in the Tanggula Mountains, this river drains both the Khorat Plateau and the western portion of the Annamese Cordillera, and the Sab River connects it to Tonle Sap. Branching into the Massac south of Phnom Penh and forming part of the Laos-Myanmar border, for 10 points, name this longest river of Southeast Asia. 
ANSWER: Mekong River

14. While imprisoned, one character in this work develops a friendship with the peasant Platon Karataev, and another character’s gambling debts nearly force him to sell his estate Otradnoe. Another character’s father forbids her to marry Andrew Bolkonski, who then dies in battle. The aforementioned friend of Platon Karataev goes on to marry Helene Kuragina and develops a strange desire to kill Napoleon. Featuring characters such as Natasha Rostova and Pierre Bezhukov, for 10 points, name this novel about Russian society during the Napoleonic Wars, a work of Leo Tolstoy famous for being really long. 
ANSWER: War and Peace

15. This practice was outlawed in Korea during the Gabo reform of 1894. Nicholas V condoned it by issuing the Dum Diversas, but Paul III restricted its practice to non-Christians in the Sublimus Dei. Prohibited by Article IV of the European Convention on Human Rights, Peter Martin led the movement against it in Canada, forty years before a certain act of 1833 prohibited it in Great Britain, twenty-six years after a similar bill was advanced by William Wilberforce. For 10 points, name this practice protested against in the U.S. by Elijah Lovejoy, William Lloyd Garrison, and Frederick Douglass that was prohibited by the 13th Amendment.
ANSWER: slavery

16. One technique used to reduce the severity of this phenomenon is called FGD and uses a limestone slurry to create harmless compounds such as calcium sulfite. Increased aluminum content in soils is a byproduct of this phenomenon. A complementary phenomenon to this one is dry deposition, and it can be produced naturally when lightning splits certain nitrogen-containing compounds. Caused by excessive amounts of sulfur dioxide and nitrogen oxide emissions, name this type of pollution in which the pH of precipitation is dangerously low. 
ANSWER: acid rain

17. A model used for this painting was previously pictured in The Street Singer and The Fifer, in which she was conflated with the artist’s stepson. A black cat appears at the far right in this work, which bears striking similarities to certain paintings of Giorgione and Ingres. The title figure is only wearing one shoe, and she refuses a bouquet of flowers offered by a pink-clad African servant.  Victorine Meurent served as the model for the title figure, whose similarity to Venus in a work of Titian did not prevent outrage from observers at the Paris Salon of 1865. For 10 points, name this painting of a prostitute in a classical pose, a work of Eduoard Manet. 
ANSWER: Olympia

18. The earliest settlement of what became this city was the Tegernsee Monastery. Maximilian Montgelas served as chief minister of a polity centered here, but was canned at the behest of Louis I, one of the last rulers of the Wittelsbach dynasty. This city also names an agreement whose terms drew from the Godesburg Plan and for whose signing Eduoard Daladier and Neville Chamberlain were initially lauded. Also the site of the Beer Hall Putsch, the aforementioned 1938 agreement ceded the Sudetenland to Germany and was called its namesake “pact”. For 10 points, name this German city, in which Israeli athletes were kidnapped during the 1972 Summer Olympics. 
ANSWER: Munich, Germany 

19. One of this man’s novels features a narrator whose wife Ilsebill is continuously reincarnated as a cook, and its title creature is used to illustrate the struggle between patriarchy and matriarchy. Another of this man’s novels contains an episode in which the protagonist steals an iron cross from a war hero who speaks at his school; that narrator is Joachim Mahlke. That novel is a sequel to one about a man who refuses to grow after age three, Oskar Matzerath. For 10 points, name this author of The Flounder and the Danzig trilogy, which includes Cat and Mouse and The Tin Drum. 
ANSWER: Gunter Grass

20. One of these entities used to model functions that are analytic within an annulus is named after Laurent. The Weierstrass M-, ratio, and comparison tests are used to analyze the behavior of these mathematical entities, and functions of a real variable can be modeled with varieties of these named after Maclaurin and Taylor. Some alternating ones are said to converge conditionally, and divergent ones of these include the harmonic as well as any arithmetic one. For 10 points, name these entities whose types include arithmetic and geometric, the sum of the terms of an infinite sequence.  
ANSWER: infinite series


Bonus

1. For 10 points each, identify each of the following French playwrights. 
[10] This man died while acting in his own The Imaginary Invalid and wrote about the title hypocrite’s near-fleecing of Orgon in Tartuffe. He also wrote The Misanthrope. 
ANSWER: Moliere
[10] This 17th century dramatist used Livy as a source for his play Horace. He’s better known for a play in which Chimene and Roderick are torn apart by their prideful fathers, Le Cid.
ANSWER: Pierre Corneille
[10] This man’s plays include Ruy Blas and Hernani, but he’s better known for novels like The Hunchback of Notre Dame. 
ANSWER: Victor Hugo

2. Zermelo and Frankel developed an axiomatic theory of these mathematical objects. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name these mathematical objects which simply consist of a collection of objects, the empty, or null, one of which contains no elements. 
ANSWER: set
[10] For two sets A and B, performing this set operation A and B yields the set of elements that are in both sets. For two disjoint sets, the result of this operation is the null set. 
ANSWER: intersection
[10] This mathematician’s continuum hypothesis stated that there is no set with a cardinality intermediate of that of the integers and the real numbers. His namesake set is constructed by taking the middle third out of a line an infinite number of times. 
ANSWER: Georg Cantor

3. Originally published as a part of The Test of Harmony and Invention, each of the four pieces in this suite corresponds to a sonnet written by the composer. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this set of four violin concerti that evoke events such as a contest between Zephyrus and Boreas and a goatherd sleeping in a field. 
ANSWER: The Four Seasons
[10] Nicknamed “the red priest”, this Italian is best known for composing The Four Seasons. 
ANSWER: Antonio Vivaldi
[10] This earlier Italian violinist and composer helped popularize the concerto grosso, composing twelve of them. Other works include 12 Sonatas for Violin and Harpsichord. 
ANSWER: Arcangelo Corelli 

4. Daniel Malan and the National Party began the implementation of this policy, which eventually led to the creation of ten Bantustan homelands. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this South African policy of segregation.
ANSWER: Apartheid
[10] Apartheid was ended by this State President of South Africa from 1989-1994. For his contributions to Human Rights he shared the Nobel Peace Prize with Nelson Mandela in 1993. 
ANSWER: Frederik Willem de Klerk
[10] This June 16th, 1976 student uprising against the Apartheid-regime saw the deaths of many more people than in the previous Sharpeville massacre.
ANSWER: Soweto Uprising/Riot/equivalents

5. The diet of baleen whales consists mostly of this type of animal that comes in zoo- and phyto- varieties. For 10 points each: 
[10] Contrasted with nekton, name these marine organisms that survive by floating around the ocean. Examples include comb jellies and the Portuguese man-of-war. 
ANSWER: plankton
[10] One example of plankton is this main prey of blue whales, a small crustacean of the genus Euphausia.
ANSWER: krill
[10] In contrast to nekton and plankton, these organisms either live on the ocean floor or burrow beneath it. 
ANSWER: benthos

6. For 10 points each, identify the following religious groups that rank among the top ten in membership in the United States. 
[10] This highly conservative convention headquartered in Nashville counts Billy Graham and Mike Huckabee among its members. It’s the largest Protestant body in the U.S. 
ANSWER: Southern Baptist Convention or SBC
[10] Right behind the Southern Baptist Convention is this church, formed in 1968 by the merger of the Evangelical Brethren Church and a denomination founded by John Wesley. 
ANSWER: United Methodist Church
[10] Checking in at #9 is this largest Pentecostal body in the U.S., headquartered in Springfield, Missouri. 
ANSWER: Assemblies of God or Assembly of God

7. The author of this work wrote his “Hymn to the Pillory” after being arrested for writing this tract that protested Queen Anne’s harsh treatment of those practicing “occasional conformity”. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this satire that advocated killing those who pledged loyalty to the Church of England only for career advancement. 
ANSWER: The Shortest Way with Dissenters
[10] This author of Moll Flanders and A Journal of the Plague Year also wrote The Shortest Way with Dissenters. 
ANSWER: Daniel Defoe
[10] Daniel Defoe is best known for this work inspired by the life of Alexander Selkirk, which features the title character marooned sailor and his servant Friday. 
ANSWER: Robinson Crusoe

8. For 10 points each, identify the following about amendments to the Constitution in the twentieth century. 
[10] This 1971 amendment lowered the voting age in federal elections to 18 partially in response to protests against the Vietnam War. 
ANSWER: 26th amendment
[10] This amendment was proposed in 1923 and has only been ratified in 35 of the required 38 states. If passed, it would outlaw gender discrimination. 
ANSWER: Equal Rights Amendment or ERA
[10] This conservative activist, the founder of the Eagle Forum, led the campaign against the Equal Rights Amendment in the 1970s.  
ANSWER: Phyllis Schlafly

9. These compounds follow Huckel’s 4n + 2 rule, and examples of them include naphthalene, styrene, and aniline. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name these cyclic compounds that tend to have carbon-carbon bonds of order 3/2 and may or may not smell good. 
ANSWER: aromatic compounds
[10] This compound with molecular formula C6H6 is the simplest aromatic compound. August Kekulé claimed to have seen its structure in a dream. 
ANSWER: benzene
[10] Benzene derivatives containing this second-lightest halogen are used in the manufacture of fertilizers. In pure form, this element is a greenish gas. 
ANSWER: chlorine

10. The speaker of this poem “wakened was with thundering noise / And piteous shrieks of dreadful noise” during the titular conflagration. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this poem at the end of which the speaker concludes “The world no longer let me love / My hope and treasure lie above”. 
ANSWER: “Here Follow Some Verses Upon the Burning of Our House”
[10] This author of the collection The Tenth Muse Lately Sprung Up in America wrote “Upon the Burning of Our House”. 
ANSWER: Anne Bradstreet
[10] Another early American female poet is this African-American author whose Poems on Various Subjects, Religious and Moral include “To His Excellency General Washington”. 
ANSWER: Phyllis Wheatley

11. For 10 points each, identify the following American warships. 
[10] Edward Preble signed a peace treaty with Tripoli aboard this ship, which was also commanded by Isaac Hull. It was the subject of Oliver Wendell Holmes’ poem Old Ironsides. 
ANSWER: USS Constitution
[10] This first ironclad warship commissioned by the U.S. faced the CSS Merrimack in the Battle of Hampton Roads during the Civil War. 
ANSWER: USS Monitor
[10] Along with the Saratoga, this was one of two American battleships that exceeded the weight limits established by the Treaty of Washington. It was sunk at the Battle of Coral Sea.
ANSWER: USS Lexington

12. For 10 points each, identify the following ethnic groups.
[10] This is the most populous Native American group in the U.S., numbering about 300,000 in northern Arizona and New Mexico. Their language was used as code by American forces during World War II. 
ANSWER: Navajo
[10] This 20 million-member ethnic group inhabits eastern Turkey as well as parts of Iran, Iraq, Syria, and Armenia. A nationalist group named for this people is led by Abdullah Ocalan. 
ANSWER: Kurds
[10] The religion of this largest ethnic group in southwestern Nigeria is the source of western hemisphere religions such as Candomble and Santeria. 
ANSWER: Yoruba

13. A constant with this name is symbolized K and measures how much charge a given material can hold. For 10 points each: 
[10] Give this name for a insulating material placed between the plates of a capacitor. 
ANSWER: dielectric 
[10] This is the SI unit for capacitance. A capacitor with a capability of one of these units can store one coulomb per volt applied. 
ANSWER: farad
[10] One practical application of capacitance is this device used to apply electric shock to individuals that have gone into cardiac arrest. 
ANSWER: cardiac defibrillator

14. Identify the following writers, all of whom were Nobel laureates in the 1930s. 
[10] This man wrote about the fascist dictator Berzelius Windrip in It Could Happen Here as well as Arrowsmith and Main Street. He was the first American to be so honored. 
ANSWER: Sinclair Lewis
[10] This Italian playwright of Enrico IV and Tonight We Improvise is best known for a play in which the title characters, including the Mother, the Son, and the Boy, interrupt a rehearsal of Mixing It Up entitled Six Characters in Search of an Author. 
ANSWER: Luigi Pirandello
[10] This Russian author of The Well of Days is better known for a short story in which the title businessman dies of a heart attack while vacationing on Capri, “The Gentleman from San Francisco. 
ANSWER: Ivan Bunin

15. For 10 points each, identify the following hormones. 
[10] Produced by the pancreatic Islets of Langerhans, this hormone counteracts the effects of glucagon by regulating blood sugar levels. Diabetes mellitus is caused by irregularities in it. 
ANSWER: insulin
[10] Derived from tryptophan, this hormone secreted by the pineal gland regulates sleep cycles; more of it is produced at night. 
ANSWER: melatonin
[10] The rate of release of this hormone produced by the adrenal cortex is regulated by the concentration of glucocorticoids in the bloodstream. Its action is also regulated by cyclic AMP. 
ANSWER: ACTH or adrenocorticotropic hormone

16. This ruler’s armies invaded Livonia in 1558, and was the first Russian monarch to convene the advisory zemski sobor. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this first czar of Russia and successor of Vasily III whose nickname comes from his murder of his similarly named son, among other bloodthirsty feats.
ANSWER: Ivan IV or Ivan the Terrible
[10] Ivan famously quarreled with members of this social class, consisting of about 200 aristocratic Muscovite families. They were a key component of the zemski sobor. 
ANSWER: boyars
[10] The death of Ivan’s son Fyodor led to this uncertain period in Russian history characterized by the rule of Boris Godunov and Vasily Shuisky. 
ANSWER: Time of Troubles

17. One of this man’s paintings features a cranky-looking tomato scowling at a guitar with misplaced strings next to a formless white blob. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this Spanish painter of Dutch Interior I and Dog Barking at the Moon. 
ANSWER: Joan Miro
[10] Miro was a member of this art movement whose members included Max Ernst and Jean Arp and whose manifesto was written by Andre Breton. Influenced by Dada, paintings of this movement often featured dreamlike images and/or melting clocks. 
ANSWER: Surrealism 
[10] This work showing melting clocks in the desert by Salvador Dalí is probably the best known Surrealist painting. 
ANSWER: The Persistence of Memory

18. Septimus commits suicide by jumping out of a window shortly before he is to be taken to an asylum in this work, and Peter Walsh is haunted by his rejection at the hands of the title character. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this novel recounting one day in the life of the titular English housewife. 
ANSWER: Mrs. Dalloway
[10] This author of A Room of One’s Own and The Waves also wrote Mrs. Dalloway. 
ANSWER: Virginia Woolf
[10] Charles Tansley and Lily Briscoe are among the frequent dinner guests of the Ramsay family in this Virginia Woolf novel, named for James Ramsay’s desire to visit the title structure. 
ANSWER: To the Lighthouse

19. For 10 points each, identify each of the following British military commanders.
[10] This admiral lost an eye at Calvi and an arm at Santa Cruz, but that didn’t stop him from leading the British to a victory at the Battle of Trafalgar. 
ANSWER: Viscount Horatio Nelson
[10] As well as serving Eisenhower as an advisor during Operation Overlord as well as defeating Erwin Rommel’s Afrika Korps at El Alamein. 
ANSWER: Bernard Montgomery
[10] He helped quell the Boxer Rebellion before winning a strategic victory over the Germans at the Battle of Jutland during World War I. 
ANSWER: John Jellicoe

20. The Lozi people call this landmark Mosi-oa-Tunya, or “the smoke that thunders”, and an international bridge spans its region called the Boiling Pot. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this waterfall that straddles the Zambia-Zimbabwe border. 
ANSWER: Victoria Falls
[10] Victoria Falls lies on this river, which was dammed to create Lake Kariba and flows into the Indian Ocean in Mozambique.  
ANSWER: Zambezi River
[10] The Zambezi River also flows through this nation to the west of Zimbabwe, whose landmarks include the Okavango Basin. 
ANSWER: Botswana
