Chairman of Truman’s international development advisory board, he headed an advisory committee under Eisenhower which led to the establishment of the Department of Health, Education and Welfare.  He served three times as Governor of New York but failed to get the GOP presidential nomination.  For 10 points, name this liberal Republican, approved by Congress to serve as Ford’s Vice President.

3. Discovered in 1940 by Martin Kamen and Sam Ruben, it is formed by cosmic ray bombardment of nitrogen in the atmosphere.   Although a comparatively sparse isotope with a half-life of approximately 5700 years, its distribution in the atmosphere and presence in organic material allows for its use in testing. For 10 points, name this isotope used in radiometric dating to determine the age of an organic sample.

4. Michael Field, Amy Lowell, and H.D. all cite this poet as having influenced their work.  Henry Thorton Wharton wrote a famous biography of this individual, and Edwin Cox’s translation of her poetry appeared in 1925.  She claims to have watched the Pleiades go down in “Tonight I Watched” and also asserts that she loves Atthis, and an epigram attributed to Plato hails her as the Tenth Muse.  For 10 points, name this ancient Greek poet, a native of Lesbos.

After touching this man’s remains in his grave, another dead man’s body came back to life.  Despite these antics, he is probably best known as the successor to Elijah.  For 10 points, name this prophet of Israel.

6. The last of its rulers, Bahadur Shah Zafar, was exiled to Rangoon.  Its founder, the great-grandson of Tamerlane, had ruled from Samarkand, but defeated Ibrahim Lodi at the battle of Panipat to gain control.  Other rules in it included Humayun and Jahangir, the latter of whose father propagated the Din-i-Ilahi, or “Divine Faith”.  Also featuring the builder of the Taj Mahal, Shah Jahan, for 10 points, name this Muslim dynasty in India whose rulers included Babur and Akbar.

For 10 points, name this British landscape artist, the creator of Rain, Steam, and Speed and The Slave Ship.

The short bony frill behind its skull is thought to have regulated temperature and possibly provided defense against carnivores. For 10 points, name this dinosaur named for its three horns.

For 10 points, name this 1945 meeting between Roosevelt, Churchill, and Stalin, held in Ukraine.

For each molecule of output, this process consumes six NADPH and nine ATP, most of which are used in the second of its three phases when 3-phosphoglycerate is converted into the final product, glyceraldehyde 3-phosphate.
