1. He shared an apartment with William Faulkner in New Orleans, and later in life, he wrote about labor conditions during the Great Depression in collections like The Buck Fever Papers.  His novel Dark Laughter tells of a man trying to understand the mind of Mark Twain, and his works about Midwestern villages include Marching Men and Windy McPherson’s Son.  But he may be best known for a work about the reporter George Willard.  For 10 points, name this author of Winesburg, Ohio.

2. Though usually cited in reference to the complex numbers, any field that satisfies this theorem is considered algebraically closed. Cauchy’s proved it in 1820 as a corollary of the extreme value conjecture, but Gauss gave the first rigorous proof in his doctoral thesis. Guaranteeing that an unique factorization exists for any polynomial, for 10 points, name this theorem stating that any polynomial of degree n has exactly n roots.

3. Because the Spartans did not send help in time, the tiny city of Plataea sent 1,000 men to help the victorous force at this battle, which was preceded by capture of Ionia.  Thanks to the encircling force of the winners, the Persians under Darius were defeated decisively under the tactical leadership of Callimachus and Miltiades, who led the Athenians.  The first major Greek victory in the Persian wars, for 10 points, name this 490 BCE battle, which would later give its name to a really long race.

4. After receiving a master’s degree from Harvard, this man worked with William Zeckendorf, producing large-scale public housing projects.  He also worked with Cobb and Free at his own firm, later designing the JFK library in Boston and numerous buildings at his alma mater, MIT.  Perhaps better known for designing the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in Cleveland, he won the Pritzker Prize in 1983, ten years before the completion of arguably his most famous work, the glass pyramid at the Louvre.  For 10 points, name this Chinese-American architect.

5. Written by Dorman Eaton, this document was proposed first by George McClellan’s running mate in the 1864 presidential election.  Requiring the federal government to utilize specific competitive exams and merit as selection factors, it also created a Civil Service Commission to enforce these other provisions.  Deemed necessary by President Arthur after the assassination of Garfield, for 10 points, name this 1883 act sponsored by an Ohio senator.

6. In this poem, the speaker finds his love to be “far above” transient human passion, although it leaves him with a “burning forehead” and “parched tongue”.  The nature of time is addressed when the speaker describes the piper’s melodies as being sweeter than mortal melodies due to their immortality, and the speaker’s reflections on the four different artworks on the title object finally lead to his assertion that “beauty is truth, truth beauty – that is all ye know on earth, and all ye need to know”.  For 10 points, name this Keats poem about an ancient sculpted object.

7. The dust in this painting appears to obscure several buildings, and at the far left, a boy looks at several wounded men in fright.  There are at least two men holding swords are clearly visible to the left of the title character, and the artist himself is depicted holding a musket and wearing a top hat.  However, the most striking image in this work is the central female, who holds a tricolor flag and urges the men forward.  For 10 points, name this painting celebrating the July Revolution in 1830, created by Eugene Delacroix.

8. The so-called “Greek Project” was a program of this ruler, who also organized a league to defend neutral shipping to Great Britain.  This monarch’s first war with the Turks ended with the Treaty of Kuchuk Kainarji, but her major attempts at reforms ceased after Pugachev’s rebellion.  Coming to power with the help of Grigory Orlov in overthrowing her husband Peter III in 1762, for 10 points, name this supposedly “enlightened despot” of Russia.

9. This character says that if he could be with any woman in the world, he would choose Taylor Hanson.  When he appears on the show “The Bachelorette”, he slips Brooke a roofie and waves to the TV camera.  Nicknamed “Handsome”, he currently works as an airline pilot and resides at 29 Spooner Street.    He often asks Meg if she’s eighteen yet, but his true obsession is Peter’s wife Lois.  For 10 points, name this sex-crazed neighbor of the Griffin family on the show Family Guy.

10. Its end began with the “Down to the Countryside” movement, and its major objective was the expulsion of Liu Shao-chi.  Officially repudiated in 1981, Lin Biao took power after its completion.  Shao-chi’s expulsion was accomplished with the repeated distribution of the Little Red Book and the mobilization of the urban youth into the Red Guard.  Allowing Communist ideology to sweep the nation along with the Great Leap Forward, for 10 points, name this “Great Proletarian” event in China from 1966 to 1976.

11. The perihelion of Mercury exhibited this phenomenon, which was successfully explained by general relativity.  The Larmor variety occurs due to alignment of magnetic moments in a magnetic field, and it is often associated with nutation.  Occurring when a torque is applied perpendicular to the angular momentum vector and responsible for wobbling motion, for 10 points, name this phenomenon responsible for the motion of a top.

Notable for his adventures aboard Bilskirnir, his sons Magni and Modi arose from the fertility of his wife Sif, and his daughter Thrud also gives her name to the region where he resides.  In disguise, Utgard-Loki manages to take his most sacred object, but he eventually does recover Mjollnir, his great hammer.  For 10 points, name this Norse god of thunder, for whom the day before Friday is named.

13. This country’s flag is blue and white with five stars in the center, and it lies just south of the Caribbean Sea and its namesake gulf.  Located 75 kilometers from Belize, which was formerly known as its “British” version, it is often called a “banana republic”.  It fought the soccer war with its neighbor to the northwest, El Salvador, and harbored anti-Sandinista rebels from Nicaragua.  Northwest of Costa Rica and east Guatemala, for 10 points, name this Central American nation with capital at Tegucigalpa.

14. In this novel, the repeated passing of Kemmerich’s boots serves to represent the transience of human life.  Kindervater and Tjaden are forced to share a bunk by the cruel Himmelstoss, and Joseph Behm’s death results in the distrust of Kantorek’s rhetoric.  Muller and Kat are the practical, resourceful soldiers, while the protagonist serves as the author’s mouthpiece for illustrating the horrors of war.  For 10 points, name this novel focusing on Paul Baumer’s experiences in World War I, written by Erich Maria Remarque.

15. The name of an important part of this model was coined by Kurt Goldstein, and it originally included an element of transcendence, but this was rejected by later psychologists.  First put forth in its namesake’s A Theory of Human Motivation, subsets of it include “D-needs” and “meta-needs”.  Consisting of physiological, safety, and esteem categories among others, for 10 points, name this model of human stimuli, created by a namesake American psychologist.

For 10 points, name this philosophical movement also associated with Jean-Paul Sartre.

18. It contains the tectorial membrane, which runs across hair cells numbering nearly 25,000 and lining most of the basilar membrane.  After the stapes acts on the oval window, a traveling wave in this organ results in a shearing force affecting the organ of Corti and consequently the transduction of sound.  Named from the Latin for “seashell” due to its shape, for 10 points, name this structure of the inner ear that converts sound pressure into neural impulses.
