1. This work is based on a story in Cinthi’s Hecatommithi, but the playwright added an additional character, Roderigo, who pursues the protagonist’s wife and is killed while trying to murder the captain. The plot endgame turns around a dropped handkerchief, which causes the title character to murder his wife. For 10 points, name this play concerning Cassio, Iago, Desdemona, and the title character: the Moor of Venice.

2. On a p-T diagram, the slope of the maximal isotherm is zero at this point. A reduced variable is defined as the ratio of a state function to its value at this point, and it defines the top of the vapor dome. For 10 points, name this point on the phase diagram of a liquid-vapor mixture above which clearly defined liquid and vapor phases fail to exist.

3. What remains of his body, a thigh bone, is buried in the Abbey of St. Stephen, his tomb having been looted and desecrated by Calvinists and French revolutionaries; this after his body had to be drained of gangrenous fluid so it would fit into his sarcophagus.  After the death of his cousin, Edward the Confessor, he had claimed that he was the rightful heir to the throne and that Harold II was a usurper.  His victory at the Battle of Hastings secured that right.  For 10 points, name this English king.

4. This athlete began his career as the 1963 National League rookie of the year.  During his 24-year career he was elected to the All-Star team 17 times, tied a National League record with a 44-game hitting streak, and set career records for at-bats, games played, and base hits. A slow but aggressive base runner, he earned the nickname “Charlie Hustle.”   For 10 points, name this former Cincinnati Reds player whose on-field achievements are overshadowed by a lifetime ban for his gambling activities.

5. Its existence was first proposed in 1928 by Paul Dirac as an explanation for the existence of quantum states with negative energies. This particle was first observed in 1932 by Carl Anderson. Having a positive charge and a rest mass energy equivalent of about 511 keV [“kiloelectronvolts”], it is short-lived as it rapidly annihilates with its abundant antiparticle. For 10 points, name this anti-matter particle sometimes called an anti-electron.

6. Called a “hydra of corruption” by its opposition, this institution headed had a government charter to regulate its services for the Department of Treasury. When the President objected to its monopoly, its director used its money to buy political favor to reject Roger Taney’s appointment as Secretary of the Treasury.  Nevertheless, it lost its charter and passed out of existence in 1836.  For 10 points, name this financial institution lead by Nicholas Biddle, the dissolution of which became the central issue in Andrew Jackson’s re-election in 1832.

7. This writer oversaw the publication of only a few short stories, including In the Penal Colony, before his 1924 death. Greatly influenced by his mistress Dora Dymant and friend Max Brod, he felt his greatest work was The Judgment, not a contemporaneous story about Gregor Samsa. For 10 points, name the Czech author of Amerika, The Castle, and “The Metamorphosis.”

8. First studied by Edward Thorndike, this psychological process is also known as instrumental learning.  Thorndike’s laws of effect and insight were created to explain this phenomenon which, unlike the classical form of the same process, is explained by results and satisfaction.  Thus, rats will press bars to receive food or stop pressing them to avoid shocks.  For 10 points, identify this behavioral technique often associated with puzzle boxes and B.F. Skinner; a type of connective learning in which certain choices are positively or negatively rewarded.

9. This writer published a collection of poetry called The Lost Galleon and Other Tales and a satirical collection entitled Condensed Novels. His play Ah Sin is based on his poem Plain Language from Truthful James. In 1870, he held back the publication of The Overland Monthly for twenty-four hours in order to write the poetic tribute, “Dickens in Camp.” For 10 points, name this man who wrote about California mining towns in works such as “The Luck of Roaring Camp” and “The Outcasts of Poker Flat.”

10. Although it remains one of the 10 leading capital exporters, it has not been a member of the United Nations since it was expelled in 1971.  The Dutch colonized this area in 1624 but were ousted by former pirate Cheng Cheng-Kung.  After a stint of Japanese rule from 1895-1945, the island soon became the home of Chiang Kai-shek’s supporters and has since fought for self-determination.  For 10 points, name this island between the East and South China Seas. 

Answer: Taiwan [accept Republic of China or Chinese Taipei; prompt on “Formosa”]

11. It was accepted by the New Yorker in 1947 without revision except for one clever request: to change the calendar date of the story's action to match the issue date, June 26.  Mr. Summers and Mr. Graves are in charge of the proceedings, and the old-timer who regrets a few minor changes over the years is Old Man Warner.  The symbolism of the name Tessie Hutchinson is not clear, but it she who draws the slip with the black spot.  For 10 points, name this chilling short story by Shirley Jackson.

12. This deity is often associated with Zeus’s nurse Adrasteia and patronized gladiators. Pausanias states that when the Persian commander retreated from Salamis he left behind a block of white marble that was to have been his victory trophy and instead was carved into this goddess’s image by Agoracritus, which began her association with the power for which she is most famous. For 10 points, name the Greek goddess most famous for her duty of enacting divine retribution.

13. In 1922, this country received partial independence from Great Britain after forty years of colonial rule.  In 1952, King Farouk II was ousted by a military coup led by Gamal Abdel Nassar. For 10 points, name this North African country strategically placed between the Mediterranean and Red Seas.

16. Among its features are a moat, three galleries, and an enclosed rectangular cloister that includes an 800 meter-long wall of bas-relief sculptures.  It was commissioned by Suryavarman II in the early 12th century and completed almost forty years later.  Spared by the purges of the 1970’s, buddhist monks still attend to, for 10 points, this ancient Cambodian structure, loosely translated as “City Temple.”

17. This man carried-on a long correspondence with Thomas Carlisle, which he used to write parts of English Traits. For 10 points, name this French sculptor known for his works derived from Dante’s Inferno including The Gates of Hell and The Thinker.

19. They had a convex, lobed structure in the cephalon called a glabella and belonged to the order asaphida.  They often broke down their food with gnathobases, toothlike structures on the legs, since they lacked the complex mouth apparatuses of relatives like the horseshoe crab. For 10 points, name these arthropods that burrowed into sediment and molted often, leaving as many as twenty shells in their lifetime, and are, therefore, are among the most common fossils?

20. Due to an oversight by this its forgetfully syphilitic composer, this work sat unknown in the drawer of Anselm Hüttenbrenner for 20 years. Given Deutsch number 759, this sub-half-hour work consists chiefly of straightforward, marching melodies before suddenly ending during its Andande con moto. For 10 points, name this symphony, Schubert’s 8th, which is so called because he died before he could complete it.

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1. Name the painting from a description of its subject, for 10 points each.

[10] The subject in this painting is Jonathan Buttall, the son of a hardware merchant.  Though painted around 1770, he wears a Flemish costume dating from 1630 and its color is the work’s dominant characteristic.
