Serving as a military physician in the Second Boer War, he later wrote The War in South Africa, for which he was knighted in 1902.  Some of his other works include Micah Clarke, The White Company, and Brigadier Gerard, though he is most famous for his detective stories, several of which were published in Strand Magazine.
