ROUND 1 TOSSUPS

TOSSUP 1

He was wounded off Japan, leaving him with a white scar running down his entire body.  Nominally a Quaker, he frequently consorts with Zoroastrians.  These form his personal crew of harpooners, led by the sinister Fedallah.  Though he does not appear above deck on his ship until the voyage is underway, his obsession is already known by many.  FTP, name this captain of the Pequod in Herman Melville’s Moby-Dick.


Captain Ahab

TOSSUP 2

Earlier proposals called for the United States to take over all of the British West Indies, but FDR argued against compensation. Partially a continuation of the Destroyers for Bases Agreement, FDR said it would merely "eliminate the dollar sign" from munitions sales to allies.  FTP name this successor of the “cash and carry” policy, a 1941 law that offered war material to Allied nations.


Lend-Lease Act

TOSSUP 3

This molecule’s effectiveness derives from the presence of single-bonded, negatively charged oxygen atoms, which repel each other.  Synthesized by enzymes driven by transmembrane proton flux in a process known as chemiosmosis, it can be repeatedly recycled and plays an important role in biological processes such as nucleic acid synthesis and the Krebs cycle.  FTP, identify this molecule, the cell’s main means of energy storage and transport.

TOSSUP 4

Pencil and paper ready.  A student in geometry discovers an interesting fact about a regular polygon: Its interior angles are 8 times the size of its exterior angles.  To find the number of sides this polygon has, use the fact that the sum of the exterior angles of a polygon is 360ْ°, and the sum of an interior and exterior angle is 180°.  FTP how many sides does this polygon have?  You will have 10 seconds.

TOSSUP 5

Flourishing between 1825 and 1875, they believed in the purity of primitive nature.  A characteristic technique, luminism, combined a real subject with a vision of the ideal.  Some of their best-known works include Kindred Spirits by Asher Durand, Niagara Falls by Frederick Church, and The Oxbow by Thomas Cole.  They often depict dramatic American landscapes, with human figures either absent or insignificant.  FTP, name this romanticist art school, inspired by and named for a New York waterway.


Hudson River School 

TOSSUP 6

Conceived and executed in a scant two years, part of its original purpose was a survey of taxes available for the Danegeld (DANE-geld).  Now housed at the Public Record Office in Kew, it contains records of 13,418 settlements south of the rivers Ribble and Tees.  It notes the owners and values of lands, in addition to the number of livestock and tenants, and its comprehensiveness and finality lent it a name that references the Last Judgment.  FTP name this census tome ordered by William the Conqueror.
The Domesday Book (accept The Doomsday Book)
TOSSUP 7

Synthesized from combinations of diamines and dicarboxylic acids, its most common form is number sixty-six.  It can be molded, formed into sheets, or cold-drawn, a process that quadruples its length and orients the molecules parallel to each other.  Discovered by Wallace Carothers of Du Pont, it became popular during the 1930’s, and was used during World War II for reinforced aircraft tires, boat sails, and parachutes.  FTP, name this original synthetic fiber, created entirely from chemical ingredients by polymerization.


Nylon

TOSSUP 8

The title character is rescued by a pilot, boy, and a religious hermit.  After he asks for absolution, a strange agony compels him to tell the story of his misfortunes.  The rest of the crew are all dead, won by Death in a gambling match against Life-in-Death; he was left “alone on a wide, wide sea” to expiate his crime, as he had brought disaster on them all by killing a blessed bird with his crossbow.  FTP, name this Samuel Taylor Coleridge poem about the disastrous consequences of shooting an albatross.

The Rime of the Ancient Mariner

TOSSUP 9

Though it has no atmosphere itself, it may be occasionally engulfed by surplus methane from the planet it orbits.  Always keeping the same face to its planet, it orbits a point substantially outside its planet’s radius. Discovered in 1978 by James Christy, he chose its name in part because the first syllable of it was his wife’s nickname.  FTP, name this moon named after the ferryman of the underworld, the only known satellite of Pluto.


Charon (SHARE-un) (accept reasonable pronunciation attempts)

TOSSUP 10

This term, which embodies ideas expressed in an article entitled “The Great Nation of Futurity,” was coined in 1845 by the editor of the Democratic Review, John L. O’Sullivan.  The annexation of Texas, acquisition of the Oregon Territory, and prosecution of the Mexican-American War were pursued in its name.  FTP, identify this term that describes the ideal of the United States’ spanning across the entire North American continent.

HALFTIME

TOSSUP 11

This man wrote three magazines, “Useful and Instructive Poetry,” “The Rectory Magazine,” and “The Rectory Umbrella,” as a youth to entertain his siblings. While at Christ Church he made a scrapbook of his best writings that he called Mischmasch including a four-line verse entitled “Stanza of Anglo-Saxon Poetry” that later became the first verse of his famous nonsense poem “Jabberwocky.” FTP, name this author of Through the Looking-Glass and Alice in Wonderland. 

Lewis Carroll or Charles Lutwidge Dodgson

TOSSUP 12

One of the few states not to observe Daylight Savings Time, it has the 6th largest land area in the United States.  Also known as the “Copper state,” it includes the Petrified Forest.  Its eponymous battleship was sunk at Pearl Harbor, and in 1966, Ernesto Miranda sued this state after his privileges against self-incrimination were threatened during an interrogation.  FTP name this 48th state admitted to the union, which includes landmarks such as the Grand Canyon, and whose capital is at Phoenix.


Arizona

TOSSUP 13

In this mathematical base, metadromes are numbers that have all increasing digits, and katadromes are those with decreasing digits.  A nibble can be represented by one digit using this base.  Converting from base 2 to this base is very easy, as one just looks at sets of 4 digits in binary.  Often used to designate colors on web pages, FTP, what mathematical number base adds A to F to the usual digits 0 to 9, and is known by the common name "Hexadecimal?"


Base Sixteen (accept Hexadecimal before meniton; prompt on hex)
TOSSUP 14

The tango inspired set written by Astor Piazzolla features an electric guitar and bandoneon (bahn-DOE-nay-OWN).  The drinking of rustic farmers and the hunting of partridge and deer are depicted in Haydn’s oratorio, while the more famous version is one of the earliest examples of instrumental program music and follows the form of sonnets written by the composer.  FTP identify the title shared by these pieces, the last of which is a set of four climatically inspired violin concerti by Antonio Vivaldi.


The Four Seasons (accept Las Cuatros Estaciones Porteñas before “drinking”)

TOSSUP 15

Two answers required.  Originally, one had a moustache and the other had a mouth, but these features soon disappeared.  Feathers McGraw tried to steal the Blue Diamond using their futuristic pants, and Preston the cyber dog tried to turn them, as well a flock of sheep, into dog food.  FTP, name these two characters, created by Nick Park perhaps the most famous examples of claymation, who starred in films such as The Wrong Trousers and A Close Shave.


Wallace and Gromit

TOSSUP 16

He developed a theory of demand-supply mismatches known as “gluts,” or major depressions. In essays published in 1814 and 1815, he laid out the consequences, good and bad, that the controversial Corn Laws would have on Britain. His ideas influenced Charles Darwin and Alfred Russell Wallace, and he favored “moral restraint.” FTP, name this economist, whose Essay on the Principle of Population suggested that food supply increases linearly, while population increases exponentially. 


Thomas Malthus

TOSSUP 17

The baron’s daughter loves another woman, but is being forced into a marriage worth three million francs.  The baron himself is falling deeper and deeper into debt, and eventually must pay a hundred thousand francs for a chicken.  Danglars’ (dahng-lahrs) life is spared in the end, unlike that of the late Comte de Morcerf (more-SAIRF), who stole the main character’s fiancée Mercedes.    FTP, name this 1844 Alexandre Dumas novel in which Edmond Dantès (don-TESS) gains vengeance for his unjust imprisonment and the death of his father.

The Count of Monte Cristo or Le Comte de Monte-Cristo

TOSSUP 18

Widely criticized for having no essential meaning, it is a consequence of the Lagrangian (luh-GRAHN-jee-un) and Hamiltonian formulations of mechanics, but not an axiom.  Its misapplication in the relativistic domain leads to the concepts of longitudinal and transverse mass, whereas a more useful method includes the cube of the Lorentz factor in the rate of change of relativistic momentum.  FTP name this cornerstone of classical mechanics, usually stated F equals MA.


Newton’s 2nd Law (prompt on 2nd Law)

TOSSUP 19

It included Mr. and Mrs. Perlman, Mr. and Mrs. Rosner, Poldek Pfefferberg, Helen Hirsch, who was won in a card game, and Isaac Stern, a brilliant accountant who helps compile the title object. FTP, name this item, that is both the name of a Thomas Keneally novel and a 1993 Academy-Award winning movie directed by Stephen Spielberg.


Schindler’s List (accept Schindler’s Ark before “Academy”)

TOSSUP 20

In legend, he laughed at the moment of his birth, and soon moved into the wilderness, where he subsisted on cheese.  The real man, if there was one, probably lived around 1000 BC.  The only writings that claim to be his exact words are the Gathas, and he is viewed in a legendary light throughout the rest of the Avesta.  FTP, name this Persian prophet, founder of Zoroastrianism.


Zarathustra (accept Zoroaster before “Zoroastrianism”)
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TOSSUP 21

Under this empire, mathematicians developed a base-ten place value system and the concept of zero.  Its greatest dramatist, Kalidasa, wrote the Shakuntala in the late 4th century.  The kings of this empire were patrons of the arts who maintained a luxurious capital at Pataliputra.   It saw the revival of Brahmin influence, the caste system, and Vedic practices.  FTP name this Indian empire, often known as a “theater-state,” which closely emulated the earlier Mauryan Empire.


Gupta Empire

TOSSUP 22

The first foe killed is the guardian of the Forest of Cedars.  The Bull of Heaven is then sent to attack the protagonist’s city, and he and his friend defeat it.  That friend had been a wild man, tamed by the prostitute Shamhat, but after rejecting the sexual advances of Ishtar, Enkidu is killed, leading to the title character’s search for immortality.  These events occur in, FTP, what ancient Mesopotamian epic?


The Epic of Gilgamesh

TOSSUP 23

His descendent Obi, who deals with the problems of Westernization and corruption, is the protagonist of No Longer at Ease.  An Ibo village leader, this man is ashamed of his son Nwoye (n-WOE-yay) while he praises the child he was given in a settlement with a neighboring tribe.  He is exiled and later returns, only to hang himself.  FTP, name this leader of Umuofia (oom-WOE-fee-uh), the main character in Chinua Achebe’s Things Fall Apart.
