ROUND 12 TOSSUPS

TOSSUP 1

This disease was mostly prevalent on the South Fore (FORE-eh) of New Guinea. 1,100 people died from it during the late 1950s-1960s. Now known to be caused by prions, it is related to Mad Cow Disease.  Transmitted through mortuary cannibalism, some of its symptoms are shivering, deterioration of speech, depression, severe tremors, and outbursts of laughter which give, FTP, this disease the nickname “laughing sickness”.

TOSSUP 2

At the age of 95, he was invited to Ghana to direct the production of the Encyclopedia Africana. There, he joined the Communist Party. He was the first African American to receive a PhD from Harvard and supported Black Capitalism. FTP, name this African American who opposed Booker T. Washington’s practical approach to African American acceptance, the author of The Souls of Black Folk and one of the founders of the NAACP.

William Edward Burghardt DuBois

TOSSUP 3

One character, using the alias Joe Brown, claims the thousand-dollar reward for information about the murder of Joanna Burden, exposing a half-Negro mill worker as the killer.  Meanwhile, the suspected culprit hides in the wilderness, remembering his childhood in an orphanage and adoption by the Presbyterian McEachern; after his capture, the social outcast Reverend Hightower reluctantly provides him with an alibi, but Joe Christmas is eventually castrated and killed in, FTP, what novel by William Faulkner?

TOSSUP 4

The “phi” function that bears his name determines how many integers less than a given number are relatively prime to that number. A formula named for him in topology states that the number of faces on a polyhedron plus the number of vertices minus the number of edges always equals two.  He is also famous for solving the Königsberg bridge problem.  FTP, name this Swiss mathematician whose formula in number theory states that eiθ = cos(ø)+i*sin(ø) [e to the I theta equals cosine of theta plus I times the sin of theta], the discoverer of the number e.

TOSSUP 5

It has been remarked that his stories often contain dangerous things lurking down country roads, perhaps due to his mother’s death by a charging cow early in his life. He probably took his pseudonym from Omar Khayyam’s Rubaiyat, which he alludes to in his story Reginald on Christmas Presents.  Reginald is the protagonist of many of his stories, and Clovis is the center of most of the others.  FTP, identify this author of short stories including The Open Window, Sredni Vashtar, and The Unrest-Cure, the pen name of H. H. Munro.

TOSSUP 6

In 1854, he discovered thioacetic acid, the first known organic acid to contain sulfur.  Three years later, he proposed that carbon always forms four bonds and can bond with itself.  He wrote A Handbook of Organic Chemistry in 1858, as a professor at Ghent.  FTP, name this German chemist who is most famous for his dream about a snake biting its tail, which led him to propose the hexagonal ring structure of benzene.


Friedrich August Kekulé von Stradonitz

TOSSUP 7

There are two kinds: the alti variety and the traditional variety, also known as the nasti (nasty) style.  The former type is more popular with Liberals, but is often denounced by traditionalists as simply being the nasti variety disguised as a narrative. The second kind, named for the founder of the style, uses more visual metaphors and is nonlinear.  FTP, name this form of expression often found on the editorial page of newspapers, pioneered by Thomas Nast.

TOSSUP 8

It was first developed at an IBM research laboratory in Switzerland in the early 1980s. As originally conceived, levitating superconducting magnets would stabilize vibrations affecting the position of a metal tip, which experiences a namesake effect with an object being examined as a piezoelectric motor moves it along the surface of the object. Doctors Gerd Binning and Heinrich Rohrer shared half of the 1986 Nobel Prize for the invention of, FTP, what scientific instrument, based on a principle first proposed in 1928 by George Gamow (GAM-ov), capable of viewing materials at atomic resolution?

TOSSUP 9

In The Divine Comedy, Dante writes that this artist has outshined even his teacher, Cimabue (chee-MOB-oo-way). His frescoes include those at the Basilica of St. Francis of Assisi and at the Arena Chapel, and he introduced revolutionary techniques in works such as The Mourning of Christ and Madonna Enthroned With Angels.  Also the architect of the Duomo of Florence, he designed its famous bell tower.  FTP, name this early fourteenth-century Florentine painter and architect, considered the quintessential proto-Renaissance artist.

TOSSUP 10

The first fifteen were written in the 1850s, and the last four were added 30 years later. Numbers 2, 5, 6, 9, 12, and 14 were later arranged for orchestra. The second one, the most well-known, is perhaps most famous for providing the background music to the Tom and Jerry cartoon “The Cat Concerto” and the Bugs Bunny cartoon “Rhapsody Rabbit”.  FTP, name these pieces, originally for solo piano, named after the country in which their composer, Franz Liszt, was born.

TOSSUP 11
While studying architecture at Princeton, his friend Joshua Logan convinced him to join The new University Players acting company. He enlisted in the U.S. Army Air Corps in 1940 and served with distinction during World War II, receiving the the Croix de Guerre (croy duh gare). He won the 1940 Academy Award for Best Actor for his role in The Philadelphia Story and the 1985 Academy Honorary Award for his 50 years of memorable performances. For ten points, name this Pennsylvanian, star of the Frank Capra films You Can’t Take it With You, Mr. Smith Goes to Washington, and It’s a Wonderful Life.

James Maitland “Jimmy” Stewart 

TOSSUP 12

This was adapted into a film in 1969 by Federico Fellini.  In its original form, it is part prose and part poetry, and was probably written around 60 AD.  Our current knowledge of it is 146 chapters from books 15 and 16.  Within chapter 62 is the earliest known account of a werewolf, and most of the chapters tell of a feast in which every food is disguised for something else.  FTP name this work featuring Encolpius, Gito, and the host Trimalchio, written by Petronius.


Satyricon (sut-EAR-ick-on)

TOSSUP 13

It featured the decisive naval battle on the Downs, and was responsible for the downfall of the former Hanseatic cities.  Generals such as Henri de Turenne (on-REE duh too-RENN) and Louis de Condé (loo-ee duh con-DAY) first took command, and others such as Piccolomini, Tilly, and Gustavus Adolphus suffered major defeats during this last stage of the Dutch War of Independence.  FTP name this pan-European war of the mid 1600s, ostensibly between the Catholics and the Protestants.

TOSSUP 14

He is often worshiped by the chanting of the word sahasranam (sah-HUS-ruh-nahm), and another name for him is Aumkara (OHM-car-ah) because his body shape resembles that of the syllable Om.  According to one legend, as a small boy he refused to let his father enter the place in which his mother was bathing.  Angered by his insolence, Shiva decapitated the child, but at Parvati's insistence, replaced the head of, FTP, what Hindu god of wisdom and prudence with the head of an elephant?.

Ganesha or Ganesa or Ganapati or Pillaiyar (accept Aumkara before mention)

TOSSUP 15

He was prominent in Romantic aesthetics, developing a distinction between naive and sentimental poetry.  After being arrested for his first play, The Robbers, he wrote no controversial historical works until Goethe (GER-tuh) convinced him to return to playwriting, resulting in such works as Wallenstein (VALL-in-STINE), The Maid of Orleans (OR-lay-AHn), and William Tell.  FTP, name this German poet and playwright, who also wrote inspiration for the choral finale of Beethoven's Ninth Symphony, “Ode to Joy.”

TOSSUP 16

In 1996, it signed a treaty with Sweden ending a state of war dating to 1648, when it forgot to ratify the Peace of Westphalia. Founded in A.D. 301 on the slope of Mount Titano [tee-TAH-noh], its 1600 constitution gives it claim to being the oldest republic in the world, and its territory remained intact during the unification of Italy. FTP, name this country, completely surrounded by Italy and founded by Saint Marinus.

TOSSUP 17

Contrary to popular belief, it was founded by a resident of the United States with a Maoist background in the aftermath of the Watts Riots. The basic symbols include the Gifts, the Flag, the Mat, the Unity Cup, and the Corn. The candle holder and the extra “a” in its name recall the seven principles of this celebration of the harvest. FTP, name this holiday in December, a week-long festival primarily celebrated by African Americans.

TOSSUP 18

The first convincing descriptions of this disorder were reported in 1877.  The unique episodes of muscle weakness triggered by excitement were described in terms of hereditary factors and repressed homosexuality. In 1902, Loëwenfeld was the first to give a name to muscle weakness episodes triggered by emotions or “cataplexy.”  The 1917-1927 epidemic of encephalitis lethargica led to a renewed interest in this sleep disorder and spotlighted the problem of hypersomnia. FTP name this condition which manifests itself in random and uncontrollable episodes of sleep.

TOSSUP 19

This work is set in an amphitheater of Thomas Jefferson University.  A crowd of spectators can barely be seen in the dark shaded background.  A woman in the lower left corner covers her face in agony while the title character’s eyes are also averted.  The only student present who is taking notes is a self-portrait of the painter. FTP, name this realist painting of a surgery by Thomas Eakins (ACHE-inns).

TOSSUP 20

Work began in February 2004 on raising it to the surface. Known as a “pocket battleship” to the British, she hunted mainly in the South Atlantic, where she sank a number of merchant ships. Finally found by Hunting Group G on December 13, 1939, she was subsequently cornered in the harbor of Montevideo.  FTP name this Nazi vessel, scuttled by her captain to avoid capture.


Admiral Graff Spee
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TOSSUP 21

The third church council held here banned the use of the crossbow in the late 12th century.  In the early 13th century, Innocent III called its fourth council, which led to the Albigensian and fifth crusades, and also organized a coherent church policy towards lay investiture and right of imperial election.  FTP, what largest palace in the Vatican also names the 1929 treaty signed by Gasparri and Mussolini that established the independence of the Holy See?

Lateran (accept Lateran Council before “palace”)

TOSSUP 22

His lesser-known accomplishments include his children’s stories and poetry, collected in Versos Sencillos (sen-SEE-yoze), or Simple Verses.  He was exiled from Spain at the age of 16 and his travels to Mexico and Guatemala inspired his 1891 sociopolitical analysis Our America.  His birthday, January 28, is a national holiday in his native country.  FTP, identify this modernismo writer and revolutionary, who died in 1895 fighting for Cuban independence.


José Martí

TOSSUP 23

A New York Sun report claimed that members of Congress had accepted shares in it at below actual value after it had agreed to build 667 miles of line for the staggering sum of 47 million dollars. Union Pacific had then used federal loans to pay it to build the track, overcharging taxpayers by millions. FTP, an 1860's scandal over shares of what corporation involved Vice President Schuyler (SKY-luhr) Colfax and other Grant Administration officials?
