ROUND 2 TOSSUPS

TOSSUP 1

Janie’s grandmother, Nanny, arranges to have her married off to Logan Killicks after glimpsing Janie kissing good-for-nothing Johnny Taylor. Logan is certainly not the man of Janie’s dreams, and she promptly runs off with smooth-talking but controlling Joe Starks. After Joe’s death, Janie finally finds love with Vergible Woods, better known as Tea Cake, only to lose him to the madness of rabies. FTP, name this book about a girl with beautiful long black hair who likes to dream underneath a peach tree, written by Zora Neale Hurston.  


Their Eyes Were Watching God

TOSSUP 2

Up until 2004 twelve of its members comprised the court of last resort for New Zealand, and it remains so for England, Wales, and Northern Ireland. Its leader sits on the Woolsack, while regular members may sit either in the party areas or in the Crossbench section. The Life Peerages Act has swelled its membership since 1958, but a 1999 law removed the right of hereditary peers to sit in it. FTP, name this second house of the British Parliament, now largely subordinate to the House of Commons.

TOSSUP 3

The Ziegler-Natta type is used in the production of polyethylene, while other examples include iron, platinum, and rhodium.  The heterogeneous variety changes its physical state during a reaction, while the homogeneous variety does not.  They often react in two or more chemical steps, in which they temporarily bind to their substrates.  Essential in the Haber Process, they lower activation energy and are not consumed in reactions.  FTP, identify these substances, biological examples of which are enzymes. 


Catalysts

TOSSUP 4

He and his wife Lou often spoke Chinese during dinners so as not to be understood by the servants.  He is sometimes known as the “Savior of Belgium” for feeding Europe following World War I.  After serving as the Secretary of Commerce and heading the Food and Drug Administration and American Relief Administration, he ran successfully with Charles Curtis. Despite his earlier heroics, he was unsuccessful at saving his own country during the Great Depression.  FTP, name this 31st President who served from 1929 to 1933. 


Herbert Hoover

TOSSUP 5

He attended the University of Pennsylvania, where he befriended Ezra Pound.  His most ambitious work was an epic poem on the city of Paterson, but his short verse is better known.  Though he did not subscribe to the Imagist manifesto, some consider his simple, pared-down style to be the epitome of Imagism.  FTP, name this American poet physician who composed “This is Just to Say” and “The Red Wheelbarrow”.


William Carlos Williams

TOSSUP 6

First discovered in 1957 by a US naval airplane, this mountain was named for a US congressman who advocated exploration of the area.  A group sponsored by the American Alpine Club and led by Nicholas B. Clinch first reached the summit in December 1966.  Just over 16000 feet tall and located about 750 miles from the South Pole, FTP, which mountain is the tallest peak in Antarctica?


The Vinson Massif

TOSSUP 7

The ancient city of Rouen (rue-AHN) serves as the capital of the upper half of this region, while the lower part has its capital at Caen (KAHN).  Most of the works of Guy de Maupassant (GEE duh –MOE-pah-SAHN) are set at the mouth of the Seine in the city of Le Havre (AHV-ruh), currently the most populous in this region.  Traditionally, it is famous for dairy products, such as Camembert cheese and the traditional hard cider made from apples, Calvados.  FTP, name this region of France, site of the D-Day landings in 1944.

TOSSUP 8

Mike Flynn was once a champion runner. Mrs. Riordan is a pious Catholic governess. Lynch listens to the main character’s theory of aesthetics. Father Arnall is the Latin teacher at Clongowes, and later delivers a series of lectures on death and Hell at Belvedere. Simon is the protagonist’s father, an impoverished former medical student with a strong sense of Irish patriotism. These are all characters in, FTP, what novel about the early life of Stephen Dedalus, written by James Joyce?

TOSSUP 9
His circle theorem describes the relationship between the curvatures of 4 tangential circles, and he created his folium in order to test Fermat's method for finding extreme values.  His sign rule can be used to find the number of positive and negative real roots of a polynomial, but his most well known mathematical invention was a system of indices used to describe a common coordinate system.  FTP, name this French mathematician, namesake of the standard x-y plane.


René Déscartes (day-CART)

TOSSUP 10

Pulitzer Prize winning editorial cartoonist Clay Bennett draws for this daily publication, which was established in 1908.  It has struggled for readership since the 1960s, though it is widely read by international intelligence agencies due to its reputation for accuracy and comprehensive global perspective. FTP, name this newspaper with motto "to injure no man, but to bless all mankind," founded by Mary Baker Eddy and printed by the Christian Science Publishing Society.

HALFTIME

TOSSUP 11

The name is the same. One is a town in Shenandoah County, Virginia, 30 miles southwest of Winchester, which is named for the large supply of unbroken forest found there. The other was a "music and arts fair" in Bethel, N.Y., hosted at the farm of Max Yasgur. FTP, name this event that lasted from August 15 to 17, 1969, at which 400,000 hippies heard Joan Baez (buy-EZZ), Janis Joplin, and Jimi Hendrix perform.


Woodstock
TOSSUP 12

His father, “Mad Jack,” died when he was three, after using up much of his family fortune.  His romances were well known, especially those with married women, choir-boys, and his half-sister Augusta.  He was best known for the eponymous rebellious, self-destructive heroes who appear in his poetry.  FTP, name this English poet of Childe Harold’s Pilgrimage, Don Juan (DON JEW-un) and She Walks in Beauty, who died while engaged in the Greek independence movement.

George Gordon, Lord Byron

TOSSUP 13

Hieron (HY-eh-ron) II, tyrant of Syracuse, had attempted to rid the city of Messana of the Mamertine (MAAM-er-teen) pirates. Rome intervened at Agrigentum (ag-ree-GEN-tum), Mylae (MY-lie) and finally Drepanum (dreh-PAH-num) in 241 B.C. to attack Carthaginian forces that had come initially to aid the Syracusans. FTP, what war between Rome and Carthage ended with Rome’s seizure of Carthaginian-held Sicily?


First Punic War (prompt on Punic War)

TOSSUP 14

Pencil and paper ready.  James is volunteering at a local retirement home during summer vacation.  He works there four days a week: Mondays, Wednesdays, and two random days, selected by the retirement home based on their needs.  James’ friend George is having an all-day party on Friday.  James’ parents say that if he is needed at the retirement center on Friday, he must work there and miss the party.  FTP, what is the probability that James will make it to George’s party?  You will have ten seconds.

TOSSUP 15

Though paired by the composer with a lively gigue (ZHEEG) in triple time, the companion piece is rarely performed.  The baroque lightness and majestic tempo of the original are often mangled in favor of a plodding, over-emotional, lush interpretation, and in this form it is a staple of tear jerker movie soundtracks.  A strict set of variations for three violins and basso continuo, this is, FTP, what ubiquitous work of Johann Pachelbel?


Canon in D Major

TOSSUP 16

This agreement allowed Philip V to remain on the throne of his country, although many of his country’s territories were lost and he had to remain separate from his kin in France.  Colonists at the time viewed this as the end of Queen Anne’s War, although Europeans knew the conflict by another name.  FTP, name this treaty that ended the War of the Spanish Succession.


Treaty of Utrecht

TOSSUP 17

Niels Bohr said of this man, “He understands everything.”  Born in 1901 in Würzburg (VERTS-berg), he entered the University of Munich in 1920.  Moving to Copenhagen in 1923 to work at Bohr’s Institute for Physics, he developed matrix mechanics.  Awarded the Nobel Prize in 1932 with Schrödinger and Dirac, he also directed Hitler’s uranium project in World War II.  FTP, name this originator of a namesake cornerstone of quantum mechanics, his Uncertainty Principle.

Werner Heisenberg

TOSSUP 18

This instrument’s keywork is more complicated than most other woodwinds due to the fact that it overblows to 19 halfsteps, whereas others overblow to 12 halfsteps, or an octave.  It has two key arrangement systems, one German and one French, and uses a single reed to produce its square-wave-like tone.  FTP, name this recent addition to the woodwind family, named for its clear sound.


Clarinet

TOSSUP 19

He famously mourned more for a gourd that withered and died than for the lives of the 120,000 residents of an Assyrian city.  According to some traditions, he was the widow’s son whom Elijah resurrected.  On board a ship to Tarshish, he asked to be thrown overboard, but the crew refused, forcing him to do the act himself.  FTP, name this prophet who then took up residence in his most famous abode, the belly of a great fish.

Jonah

TOSSUP 20

He represented France in the chess Olympiads and said that all chess players were artists and all artists chess players. Many critics disputed his definition of “art,” however, and took offense at his found-object works, such as With Hidden Noise and Bicycle Wheel. FTP, name this man, one of the founders of the Dada movement and creator of Fountain and Nude Descending a Staircase No. 2.

Marcel Duchamp
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TOSSUP 21

It was necessitated by the First Seminole War and other conflicts between Floridian tribes and American settlers.  The U.S. relinquished all claims west of the Sabine River and South of the 42nd Parallel, including Texas and California. Also called the Transcontinental Treaty, it forced Spain to give up claims to the Oregon Country. FTP, name this 1819 treaty, which purchased Florida for five million dollars.

Adams-Onis Treaty (accept Transcontinental Treaty before mention)
TOSSUP 22

The text contains thirteen chapters, the eleventh of which outlines the nine types of situations, or ground, the reader might encounter. These include dispersive ground, facile ground, contentious ground, and desperate ground. The two preceding sections outline the usage of subterfuge and fire in achieving victory. FTP, name this military treatise still studied today, written in the Spring and Autumn Period of Chinese history by Sun Tzu.

 
The Art of War

TOSSUP 23

It includes the classes Ophiuroidea (OH-fee-uh-ROY-dee-ah), Holothuroidea (HAH-lo-thu-ROY-dee-ah), and Crinoidea (crin-OY-dee-a), and its 6,000 species are useful in pharmacology and developmental research.  Members of this group lack a true head, but they often feed by filtration or the use of an organ called Aristotle's lantern.  Its members are characterized by an endoskeleton of calcium and magnesium carbonate, a water vascular system, and radial symmetry.  FTP, identify this phylum, whose name is Greek for "spiny skin," that includes urchins and starfish.
