ROUND 3 TOSSUPS

TOSSUP 1

(Reader: Read slowly and clearly) Pencil and paper ready.  Jack is building a shack in his backyard.  By himself, he can complete the shack in 20 days.  After four days of work, Jack’s son, Zack comes home from college and helps his father finish the work.  Together, it takes them six more days to finish it.  FTP, how many days would it have taken Zack to build the shack by himself?  You will have ten seconds.


12 days

TOSSUP 2

Situated in the left hypochondriac region of the abdominal cavity, this organ’s blood vessels are surrounded by clumps of B-lymphocytes, which work to identify and attack foreign invaders.  It also functions as a storage location for platelets (PLATE-lets), though it is not vital to life. This is fortunate, as it is the most easily and frequently ruptured of the abdominal organs.  FTP, name this largest lymph organ, once thought to be the seat of melancholy and anger, which contains macrophages that remove damaged and worn-out blood cells.

TOSSUP 3

His grandmother was the last surviving widow of John Brown’s raiders at Harper’s Ferry, and she influenced his early life and much of his poetry, which he began writing at the age of thirteen.  The title of a 1938 poem by this man was used as a campaign slogan by John Kerry in the 2004 election.  Much of his poetry attempts to capture the rhythms of blues music, which he considered the truest expression of the African American spirit.  FTP, name this Harlem Renaissance poet, author of The Weary Blues and “Harlem, or a Dream Deferred.”

TOSSUP 4

Flanking its eastern end are Punta Dungeness and Punta Catalina, located in two different countries, while Cape Pilar lies on the western end, and the city of Punta Arenas (ah-RAY-noss) sits on the north side. Even though Tierra del Fuego to the south is jointly occupied with Argentina, Chile has held possession of it since 1843. FTP, what sea passage is named for the explorer who first navigated it in 1521 during his circumnavigation of the globe?


Straits of Magellan or Estrecho de Magallanes (DO NOT accept Cape Horn) 

TOSSUP 5

Partially based on a play by Thomas Kyd, one edition play is a corrupt and abbreviated quarto text probably reconstructed from memory by the actor playing Marcellus.  In the pirated text, the title character’s last words are changed from “The rest is silence” to “Heaven receive my soul,” the chief advisor of the King is named Corambis, not Polonius, and the famous Act 3 soliloquy is butchered to “To be or not to be, ay there’s the point.”  FTP, name this Shakespearean tragedy concerning a gloomy Danish prince.

TOSSUP 6

At the finale of a play by Lawrence and Lee about this man, we see him literally march to a different drummer. In one of his essays, he “heartily agrees” with “the motto ‘That government is best which governs least’” and explains why he refused to pay a poll tax that would help fund the Mexican War. FTP, name this transcendentalist, author of “On Civil Disobedience,” who spent two years living simply at Walden Pond.  


Henry David Thoreau

TOSSUP 7

Known to the Byzantines as Iberia, it was cut off from Europe after the rise of Islam.  The 12th century brought a renaissance under Queen Tamar, to whom the national epic, “Knight in a Tiger’s Skin Suit” was dedicated.  The Mongol conquest heavily depopulated the region, which was annexed to the Russian empire in 1801.  FTP, name this Caucasus country, which recently elected reformer Mikhail Saakashvili (SOCK-osh-VEAL-lee) as President, with capital at Tbilisi.

TOSSUP 8

Maybe he was once a man. Then again, maybe not. Either way, all may behold his majesty. Despite his imposing appearance, he can be killed by swords or arrows. Peasants fear his nighttime visits, and polo shirts and t-shirts bearing his image can be purchased online. He was created as a direct result of an e-mail from Kaizer from California, and his main form consists of two S’s and some consummate V’s. FTP, name this beefy-armed wingaling dragon known as the Burninator.

TOSSUP 9

This trademark of CPP, Inc. is used by 2 million people each year and has been translated into 30 languages, though skeptics criticize its susceptibility to confirmation bias.  Developed during World War II, it is based on a 1921 work by Carl Jung and loosely resembles Hippocrates’ theory of the four humors.  FTP, identify this 93-question personality test often used in employee training and marriage counseling that recognizes sixteen combinations of function-attitudes, such as INTJ and ESFP.

TOSSUP 10

Lesser-known works of this author are The Confessions of Felix Krull and a biography of the fictional composer Adrian Leverkuhn (LAY-ver-COON) entitled Doctor Faustus.  He received great acclaim for his early novel Buddenbrooks, but is better known for a novella about Aschenbach’s love for a young boy named Tadzio, and a novel that takes place in an extremely symbolic sanatorium.  FTP, name this author of Death in Venice and The Magic Mountain.

TOSSUP 11

The case study of Richard Feynman’s The Character of Physical Law, it is unusual in that its first major revision was not accomplished by a perturbative approach, but by a completely new theory.  The proof that it affects a spherically symmetric mass the same as a point mass motivated the development of the integral.  FTP name this law specifying a central force proportional to the product of two masses and the inverse square of separation distance.


Newton’s Law of Universal Gravitation (grudgingly accept Gravity and 

             equivalents)

TOSSUP 12

According to one account of his birth he was torn to pieces by the Titans, who devoured all but his heart.  From this he was regenerated, earning him the epithet “twice-born.”  In another version of the story, he was the offspring of Zeus and a mortal lover, born from Zeus’s thigh after her death.  Prompted by Hera, the woman had asked Zeus to reveal himself to her in his full glory, exposure to which destroyed her.  FTP, name this son of Zeus and Semele (SEHM-uh-lee), the Greek god of revelry and wine.

Dionysus (accept Bacchus before “Zeus”) 

TOSSUP 13

In 1953, Richard Atkinson discovered dagger etchings, which he mistakenly believed to be a Greek influence.  Originally a system of banks and ditches linked to the River Avon, construction began in the late Neolithic.  Its construction incorporates mortice-and-tenon joining, a procedure typically applied to wood, and its main axis aligns with the midsummer sunrise, though its true purpose remains unknown.  FTP, name this prehistoric monument, often associated with the Druids, located near Salisbury, England.

TOSSUP 14

Eugene Goossens (GOOSE-uns), conductor of the Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra, requested its composition, and also suggested its two-minute duration and instrumentation.  It was chosen to premiere at income tax time, appropriate for its title, and was later reused as the finale to the composer’s 3rd symphony.  FTP name this work, featuring timpani, bass drum, tam-tam (tom-tom) and a brass choir, a patriotic piece by Aaron Copland.

TOSSUP 15

He was ordained a member of the Disciples of Christ, but created his own temple with an “inter-racial mission for the sick, homeless, and jobless.” In the 1950s he had over 900 members in Indianapolis, but when the government began investigating his “cures” for diseases, he moved his following to North Carolina, and later to California.  After an exposé in the mid-1970s, some members were moved to 4000 acres of jungle leased in Guyana where, FTP what founder of The People’s Temple orchestrated a mass suicide using a grape drink laced with cyanide?

TOSSUP 16

Near the end of this battle, Hitler promoted to field marshal the commander of the Sixth Army, Friedrich Paulus (POW-luss).  Control of this city would allow access to the vast oil fields of the Caucasus—a necessity to both the German and Soviet sides. Towards the end, the Russians encircled the starving, freezing German forces in what was called “the Cauldron.” FTP, name this site of one of the most devastating battles in human history that lasted from 1942 to 1943, today known as Volgograd.

TOSSUP 17

Although raised by a Quaker father and an Anglican mother, he became a Deist and criticized organized religion.  He struggled as a tax collector before Benjamin Franklin sponsored his passage to Philadelphia in 1774.  There, he wrote a series of liberal and anti-slavery articles for the Pennsylvania Magazine.  He eventually joined the American delegation to Paris and defended the French Revolution.  FTP, name this author of The Rights of Man, The Crisis, and Common Sense.

TOSSUP 18

An orange, representing lust, sits on the windowsill.  Two pairs of shoes are on the ground, but neither pair is on anyone’s feet.  A chandelier contains a single candle.  Prayer beads, a mirror, and the artist’s signature adorn the wall.  A happy-looking dog enlivens an otherwise solemn double-portrait which includes a view of the artist in a convex mirror.  A young couple is the subject of, FTP, what 1434 painting of an Italian banker and his wife by Jan van Eyck [YAN van-IKE]?

The Arnolfini Wedding or The Arnolfini Marriage (accept equivalents.)

TOSSUP 19

Jacob Bernoulli may have actually discovered it in 1683, and even calculated an approximation, but he failed to realize its significance.  It was alluded to in an appendix of a 1618 book by John Napier with references to base-10 logarithms.  Its applications were first thoroughly discussed in a 1748 paper by Leonhard Euler (oiler).  FTP, identify this number used as the base for natural logarithms, whose approximate value is 2.7183.


e (accept natural base before “natural”)

TOSSUP 20

Little is known about this ancient author of nine books of poetry because only one poem in that corpus remains complete today.  This child of Scamander and Cleïs (CLAY-eess) was so famous that the city of Syracuse built a statue in honor of her visit. Written about by a handful of Roman poets, she is fabled to have thrown herself off a cliff after her lover left her.  FTP, name this “tenth muse”, a Greek poet from the island of Lesbos.

Sappho
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TOSSUP 21

Cultural achievements included the development of the novel and increased use of the written vernacular.  Buddhism became the state religion, while Taoists (DOW-ists) were persecuted, and Catholicism and Nestorianism were tolerated for periods of time.  Opening overland trade routes increased Chinese contacts with Europe, enabling the voyage of Marco Polo.  FTP, name this Chinese dynasty, lasting from 1271 to 1368, composed of the Mongol successors of Kublai Khan.


Yuan Dynasty

TOSSUP 22

The transition metal with the lowest vapor pressure and highest tensile strength, it is ideal for use in cemented carbides and high temperature lubricants.  Swedish for “heavy stone,” it is found in the minerals scheelite and wolframite, and its most industrially useful property is its extremely high melting point.  FTP name this element used in light bulb filaments, with symbol W. 


Tungsten (accept wolfram before “heavy”)
TOSSUP 23

They are designated by numerical addresses two or more digits long and are often separated by mountain ranges.  In their natural state, they allow runoff to percolate through soil, but they are prone to sedimentation and erosion when covered by impervious surfaces.  The Chesapeake Bay has the largest one in the world, and it includes territory from Virginia, Maryland, and Pennsylvania.  FTP, name these hydrologic units, the land areas that drain to a particular body of water.
