ROUND 5 TOSSUPS

TOSSUP 1

Featured in Hemingway’s A Farewell to Arms, its ending may allude to a miracle for which Joshua prayed in Genesis.  The first several lines are romantic, and roughly follow the traditions of courtly love, but the tone shifts abruptly at the mention of “Time’s wingèd chariot.”   FTP, name this poem, which predicts that “worms shall try / That long-preserved virginity” after the death of the title woman, written by Andrew Marvell.


To His Coy Mistress

TOSSUP 2

He was ceremonially burned on his ship Ringhorn, and his wife, Nanna, died from grief, although it had long been known that he would one day die.  His mother had tried to prevent his death by inducing everything on Earth to swear not to harm him, but she did not obtain the promise of mistletoe.  Loki fashioned a dart from a mistletoe branch, and caused the blind god Hod to accidentally kill, FTP, what Norse god of beauty?


Baldur or Balder or Phol
TOSSUP 3

Established as the first United States National Monument in 1906, it was first climbed in 1893 by local rancher William Rogers. It is variously thought to be an eroded remnant of a laccolith or a volcanic plug. In Sioux legend, it carried seven little girls into the heavens, where they formed the Pleiades. FTP, name this demonic geological feature found in eastern Wyoming.


Devil’s Tower

TOSSUP 4

The Galilean statement is a transparent, almost mathematical result explained with a biological example.  The Newtonian statement uses a similar mechanical model, and is stated in the Law of Inertia.  Developed further by Poincaré (PWAHN-kah-RAY), Mach, and Lorentz, its strongest statement can be used to define general laws of physics.  FTP, name this notion that repudiates absolute space and time, whose rigorous application to inertial frames was accomplished by Einstein in 1905.


Relativity (DO NOT accept General or Special Relativity)

TOSSUP 5

In the year 1512, he devoted himself to writing publishing several poems, novels, and plays such as Clizia (CLEET-see-uh) and Mandragola while imprisoned for conspiracy against a recently reinstalled ruling family.  His most famous work, however, is a treatise concerning statecraft and the management of power, advocating the “ends justify the means” philosophy that made his name a byword for cunning and villainy, and was addressed to Lorenzo di Medici (dee-MED-ee-chee).  FTP name this author of The Prince.

Niccolo Machiavelli

TOSSUP 6

This pyrrhic victory caused British general Henry Clinton to wrote in his diary “another such victory and we are utterly undone.”  After substantial British casualties, British forces under General William Howe eventually overwhelmed Colonel William Prescott and 1,500 patriots.  FTP, name this revolutionary war battle which took place during the siege of Boston, fought mostly on Breed’s Hill.  


Battle of Bunker Hill

TOSSUP 7

It describes Christ as healing with his fingers and spit, omits the discussion between Christ and Satan in the Wilderness, and contains no favored disciples. It includes one of the two Passions that can be performed on Palm Sunday, and some modern scholars believe that it, not Matthew, was the first Gospel composed. FTP, name this shortest of the four Gospels, the second book of the New Testament.

TOSSUP 8 

The film has no opening or closing credits, although the title does appear in the movie in the form of graffiti on a wall. Production was plagued by, among other things, the lead actor suffering a heart-attack and the destruction of sets by a typhoon, extending the 6 week schedule to 16 months and causing the director to lose 100 pounds and threaten to commit suicide several times. FTP, name this Francis Ford Coppola film, based on Joseph Conrad's Heart of Darkness, in which Robert Duvall quips, "I love the smell of napalm in the morning."

Apocalypse Now (grudgingly accept Apocalypse Now Redux)
TOSSUP 9

Causing 78,000 casualties for the Allies and 68,000 for the Germans, this battle resulted in the destruction of the German reserves and the breaking of the Luftwaffe’s power.  However, severe losses for the Allies included the annihilation of entire divisions, and the largest mass surrender ever by an Army unit.  The largest engagement ever fought by the United States Army was, FTP, what last German offensive of World War II?

Battle of the Bulge (accept Ardennes Offensive)
TOSSUP 10

Throughout the poem, repetition contributes to the absurdity of the title character: his name begins every stanza, and the repetition of the word “thought” underlines the idiocy of his scorn for wealth.  The short lines and the feminine endings that conclude each stanza introduce a further note of mockery of the title character’s dissatisfaction with the present state of the world. FTP, name this E.A. Robinson poem about a drunkard’s ridiculous romanticization of the past.

TOSSUP 11

The noted band conductor Paul Whiteman gave the composer only a month to complete his entry in a competition to decide the question, "What is American music?"  The entire work was composed on the train from New York to Boston for two pianos and Ferde Grofé (fehrd grow-FAY) orchestrated the parts, although the composer had already planned the opening clarinet glissando. FTP, what "jazz concerto" is the most famous work of George Gershwin?


Rhapsody in Blue

TOSSUP 12

He started his professional life as a writer, graduating with a B.A. in English Literature from Hamilton College. His course changed after a self-proclaimed “Dark Year” in Greenwich Village and his chance encounter with a Bertrand Russell work that discussed the theories of John Watson. His studies ranged from social engineering theory to experimentation on pigeons, and he became one of the leading figures in operant conditioning.  FTP, name this psychologist, the founder of American behaviorism and the author of Walden II.

Burrhus Frederic Skinner

TOSSUP 13

The subject of this painting died in 1968, a month after her brother Alvaro passed away. Together they had lived in the Olson House that stands prominently in the background. The painting features a gray sky, brown, dry grass, dark buildings, and a woman, seated in the grass, her back to the viewer, in a startlingly pink dress, her hair blown by the wind. FTP, name this tempera that depicts a woman crippled below the waist, painted by Andrew Wyeth.

TOSSUP 14

He worked for the USSR state bank before the dissolution of the Soviet Union, and was appointed Prime Minister by President Leonid Kuchma in 1999.  In 2002 he became the leader of the Nasha Ukrayine (NAH-shah you-cry-EE-nuh) political coalition. The deterioration of his appearance has been determined to be the result of dioxin poisoning possibly ordered by his opponent, Viktor Yanukovych.  FTP, name this opposition presidential candidate who recently secured victory in a repeat election in Ukraine.

TOSSUP 15

The title characters of this work are echoed on the second page of Finnegans Wake, possibly a reference to their location on the river Styx.  They sing as the main characters, Dionysus and his slave, cross the Styx in a quest to revive the literature of the time, but they end up bringing back a different playwright than they had originally intended.  FTP, name this play by Aristophanes in which Aeschylus (ESS-kill-us) defeats Euripides (your-IP-id-ees) in a poetry contest, named for its chorus of amphibians.

TOSSUP 16

Pencil and paper ready.  Roberto has two liters of Super-Cola in Bucket 1 and two liters of Lemon-Lime Supreme in Bucket 2.  If Roberto pours half of Bucket 1 into Bucket 2, then pours half of Bucket 2 back into Bucket 1, FTP, what fraction of Bucket 1 is now Super-Cola?   You will have 10 seconds.

TOSSUP 17

Against his parents’ wishes, he taught himself to read and do arithmetic at the age of three.  A versatile thinker, he proposed a universal language based on English, developed the panspermia theory of life, discovered activation energy, and conceptualized the greenhouse effect.  At the University of Uppsala, his professors nearly failed his 1884 dissertation on the conductivity of electrolytes; ironically, the same work earned him the 1903 Nobel Prize in Chemistry.  FTP, name this Swedish chemist, whose namesake acid-base system is based on the donation of protons.


Svante Arrhenius (uh-RAINY-us)

TOSSUP 18

Only those who have volunteered for federal service may vote, and corporal punishment is considered an acceptable practice in childrearing and in civilian criminal punishment.  Considerable parallels can be drawn between the aliens known as “bugs” and the Japanese during World War II, as well as between the Mobile Infantry and United States Marines. FTP name this Robert Heinlein novel, which follows Juan Rico’s growth from civilian to soldier.

TOSSUP 19

Parathyroid hormone is one treatment for this condition, but a more prevalent treatment has recently been shown to correlate highly with another disease that affects the major at-risk group, breast cancer.  Often triggered by the onset of menopause, it affects approximately half of all women in their lifetimes.  FTP name this disease that can also be caused by deficiencies of Vitamin D and calcium, a reduction in bone density that causes about 1.5 million fractures each year.

TOSSUP 20

It was the legal justification for the prosecution of war criminals at Nuremberg and remains in force under U. S. law; critics, however, have pointed to its failure to prevent the invasions of Manchuria and Ethiopia. FTP, what 1928 agreement named after a U.S. Secretary of State and a French Foreign Minister declares that the signatories "condemn recourse to war" and that conflicts will only be solved by "pacific means."?

Kellogg-Briand Pact or Pact of Paris or General Pact for the Renunciation of War
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TOSSUP 21

They were a Nguni (n-GOONY) clan of about 1500 members until the Difaqane (DEE-fah-KAH-nay), a period of intensifying warfare, massive migrations, and perhaps 2 million deaths. Allying with the stronger Mtethwa (muh-TETH-wah) led by Dingiswayo, these people betrayed him, and assimilated his warriors into their army, as they did with all their victims.  Their soldiers, the “impi,” were led against the British by Cetshwayo, but, FTP, what South African tribe was unified by Shaka?

TOSSUP 22

Before the nation's namesake ethnicity arrived, the region contained the Dvaravati (duh-VAHR-uh-VOT-ee) and Srivajaya (SREE-vah-ZHYE-uh) kingdoms .  Their first great kingdom was the Buddhist Ayutthaya (I-you-THYE-uh), which gradually dominated the Chao Phraya (chow FRY-uh) watershed. In the 1800's Europeans conquered the surrounding kingdoms.  Fortunately, two successive kings, Mongkut and Chulalongkorn, were successful diplomats and reformers, and the nation maintained its independence, unlike neighbors French Indochina and Burma.  FTP, what nation has its capital at Bangkok?

TOSSUP 23

For his first movie adaptation, his cousin, Christopher Lee, was considered for both the protagonist and antagonist roles. In 1964, he ventured into the realm of children’s literature, writing Chitty Chitty Bang Bang.  He worked for British intelligence during World War II, and his experiences there enabled him to write his more credible spy novels. FTP, identify this author of Moonraker, Dr. No and 10 other novels featuring James Bond.
