Extra Questions
Its lands reached from modern-day Nigeria to Mali, although its base was in present-day Niger and Burkina Faso. It rose from the crumbling Mali Empire, and was ruled by Askia Mohammed and Askia Daoud. Identify this 15th-16th century African empire that was centered on the city of Gao and famously ruled by Sonni Ali.
ANSWER: Songhai Empire

It gained a royal charter giving them economic control of all of Spanish controlled Central and South America and its investors included Isaac Newton. Identify this British company whose stock bubbled almost 1000% in six months before bursting in July of 1720.
ANSWER: South Sea Company

During a Republican civil war, he was Julius Caesar’s second in command against Pompey the Great. After Caesar’s death, he became a member of the Second Triumvirate, but after its breakup, fled to Egypt, where he built up his forces again. Name this Roman whose navy got destroyed in the Battle of Actium despite Cleopatra’s help and love.
ANSWER: Mark Antony
He was born the son of an Arnulfing duke and a concubine, but would quickly rise to prominence. Upon his death his vast territories were divided in two, half going to his son Carloman and the other half to his son Pippin the Short, who would go on to become the first Carolingian King, a dynasty named for this man. Identify this Duke of the Franks who in 721 halted the Muslim advance into Europe winning the Battle of Tours, nicknamed The Hammer.
ANSWER: Charles Martel (also accept Charles The Hammer before it is said)

It took place southeast of Berlin, and among its fifteen attendees were Erich Neumann, Otto Hofmann, Wilhelm Stuckart, Alfred Meyer, and Reinhard Heydrich among other senior members of the Nazi institutions and ministries. FTP, name this 85-minute meeting that took place on January 20th, 1942 led by Adolf Eichmann that coordinated “the Final Solution” of the Holocaust.
ANSWER: Wannsee Conference
She is described by Dio Cassius as tall with long red hair to her hips, a harsh voice and a piercing glare. The wife of the deceased Prasutagus, she was beaten and her daughters raped by Roman soldiers. In response, she led rebels against the Roman-held towns of Camulodunum and Londinium, easily winning both. Name this British queen who, despite a huge army, was defeated by the Romans and died around 60 AD.
ANSWER: Boudica
One member of this royal house was the target of the Rye House Plot, while another instigated the Bishops’ Wars before calling the Long Parliament. Besides James II and Charles I, its last members, William and Mary, ascended to power after the Glorious Revolution. Name this royal house of England that reigned between the House of Tudor and the House of Hanover.
ANSWER: House of Stuart
Its “Action Program” announced in April promised freedom of the press and a multi-party government, but Soviet leadership saw such reforms as a threat to Communism and invaded on August 21. Identify this 1968 period of liberalization led by Alexander Dubcek in Czechoslovakia. ANSWER: Prague Spring or Prazke Jaro 

Although there were twelve, its creator, due to his death in 1953, only saw the first five, which lasted from 1928-1955. Identify these series of exercises with the goal of national rapid economic development, created by Stalin to bring the USSR through its industrial revolution.
ANSWER: Five-Year Plans for the National Economy of the USSR or Piatiletkas
Ludwig Boltzmann demonstrated that it applies on the molecular level. First formulated by Rudolf Clausius in 1850, this law is theoretically violated by Maxwell’s Demon, who sorts molecules of different speeds into two different chambers, decreasing the disorder of a system. Identify this law of thermodynamics which states that the entropy of an isolated system tends to increase over time.
ANSWER: Second law of thermodynamics
Its discoverer used a torsion balance to determine it, and it is analogous to Newton’s Third Law of Motion. The constant in the equation, also named for its discover, is equal to 1 over 4 times pi times the permittivity of free space. Identify this physical law that determines the magnitude and direction of the electrostatic force two point source charges exert on each other, named for a French physicist.
ANSWER: Coulomb’s Law
This phenomenon of Indonesian origin can flow several meters per second, causing catastrophic damage. One in Columbia in 1985 killed 25,000 people and one in New Zealand in 1953 caused a rail accident that killed 151. It can be caused by a quick melting of glaciers or a heavy rainfall. Name this type of natural disaster: a mudflow composed of pyroclastic material and water that flows down a mountain or volcano.
ANSWER: Lahar
Four elements including ununtrium and ununquadium are provisionally included in this category. More electropositive than transitions metals but less so than alkali metals, its seven members include aluminum, gallium, indium, tin, thallium, lead, and bismuth. Name these metallic elements of the p-block of the periodic table.
ANSWER: Poor metals (prompt on metals, also accept post-transition metals)

Its subspecies include Trans-Pecos, Broad-Banded, Osage (oh-sage), Northern, and Southern. It is normally only one or two feet long. Considered an ambush predator, it is native only to North America. Name this normally red and brownish colored poisonous snake this is normally confused with the water snake or brown snake.
ANSWER: Copperhead
There are about 1,400 cubic kilometers of it on Earth, capillary action is resultant from its high surface tension, and its vapor accounts from about 36% of the Greenhouse Effect. Name this tasteless, odorless substance, the universal solvent with formula H2O.
ANSWER: Water (prompt on H2O)

In this poem's third section, Tiresias narrates a loveless sexual encounter, while its first section describes the fortuneteller Madame Sosotris and its possible setting, "Unreal City". Its final section, "What the Thunder Said", uses water imagery and the line "shantih shantih shantih" to promise a spiritual rebirth for the title environment. Beginning with the line "April is the cruelest month," identify this T. S. Eliot poem.
ANSWER: “The Waste Land”

Among its many poets included Hafez in the 14th century and Germans Mirza Ghalib and Johann Wolfgang von Goethe in the 17th century. It is derived from the 10th century Persian form of qasida, and spread to India in the 12th century. It isn’t language specific, and although not a musical form, is a common song form in Pakistan and India. Name this poetic form that ends with a repetition of a refrain of one or a few words.
ANSWER: Ghazal
The protagonist of this story leaves his village for a job in the Nigerian colonial service and ends up taking a bribe. He is the grandson of Obi Okonkwo from a previous novel by Chinua Achebe. This is which book, a sequel to Things Fall Apart?
ANSWER: No Longer At Ease 
Minor characters in it include Brew, who intends to join the ministry, Monaco, who always takes the point position, Johnson, who is strong enough to carry heavy equipment. Other characters include Peewee, the best friend of the narrator Richie Perry. Name this Coretta Scott King Award winning novel by Walter Dean Myers set during the Vietnam War, whose title comes from the name for individuals cast out of Heaven.
ANSWER: Fallen Angels 
In one of this author’s works, the death of Hanno finishes the decline of a wealthy merchant family. In another, Gustav von Aschenbach dies after falling in love with the Polish boy Tadzio. Besides Buddenbrooks and Death in Venice, this author also described the conflict between Naptha and Settembrini in a 1924 novel about Hans Castorp’s prolonged stay in a sanatorium. Name this German author of The Magic Mountain.
ANSWER: Thomas Mann
This author criticized "The American Fear of Literature" in his Nobel Prize acceptance speech, wrote of Berzelius Windrip's fascist takeover of the United States in It Can't Happen Here, and satirized the middle class in "The Man Who Knew Coolidge". Identify this author of Elmer Gantry who is best known for a 1922 novel about a conforming citizen of Zenith, Babbitt.
ANSWER: Sinclair Lewis
Samuel Beckett identified three major themes in this work: habit, memory, and time. In it, the rise of the Verdurin salon parallels the fall of the Duchesse de Guermantes, while the narrator decides to write a book about his own life after Albertine leaves him. Beginning with a memory of the town of Combray triggered by the taste of a tea-soaked madeleine, FTP, identify this seven-part novel by Marcel Proust.
ANSWER: In Search of Lost Time or Remembrance of Things Past or A La Recherche de Temps Perdu 
One of this author's characters goes to jail after George Stener refuses to loan him three hundred thousand dollars; another of his characters is executed for causing the death of Roberta Alden. Besides Frank Cowperwood and Clyde Griffiths, his best-known character, Caroline Meeber, becomes a successful actress after leaving George Hurstwood. Name this author of The Financier, An American Tragedy, and Sister Carrie.
ANSWER: Theodore Dreiser
The speaker of this poem identifies himself with the "people on the pavement" who "went without the meat" and "cursed the bread", and admires a man who "glittered when he walked". Despite being "richer than a king/ And admirably schooled in every grace," that title person still "went home and put a bullet in his head." FTP, identify this poem by Edwin Arlington Robinson.
ANSWER: Richard Cory
The first exhibition of works in this style occurred in Sao Paulo in 1956, showing works inspired by Carlos Drummond de Andrade, its inventor. Earlier works that use this technique include The Mouse’s Tale from Alice in Wonderland which is written in the shape of an actual tail. Identify this style of poetry that uses the physical arrangement of words on the page to create figures and emphasis.
ANSWER: Concrete Poetry (prompt on Visual Poetry)

This question is being used to replace Uncle Vanya, Grab Bag Question 13, in Round 4:
Perhaps best known in translation by Sir Richard Burton, this literary epic includes "The Seven Voyages of Sinbad the Sailor" and "Ali Baba and the Forty Thieves". Identify this medieval work that relates the stories that Scheherzade tells her husband in order to delay her execution.
ANSWER: 1001 Arabian Nights, The Book of One Thousand and One Nights, The Nightly Entertainments
In it, a cousin of Dionysus is humiliated, then torn apart, his dead body probably raped by a group of maenads (may-nads) from Thebes, one of whom is his own mother, Agave. Name this Euripides drama about Pentheus’s demise at the hands of followers of the god of wine.
ANSWER: The Bacchae (or The Bacchantes )

He was a English Romantic landscape artist and often portrayed the power of Nature versus mankind in works like Hannibal Crossing the Alps. Also called “the painter of light,” name this painter of The Slave Ship and Rain, Steam and Speed. 
ANSWER: Joseph Mallord William Turner
Lying above Bear Run, this building was constructed from sandstone quarried from its property. It notably contains three separate concrete trays, each cantilevered into open space. Constructed in rural Pennsylvania for the architect's friend Edgar Kauffman, it is best known for being placed over a natural formation. Identify this Frank Lloyd Wright house built over a waterfall.
ANSWER: Fallingwater
He had to shoot, stuff and pose his most famous subject matter in order to paint them properly. Identify this artist and naturalist, known for his cataloguing and description of the Birds of America.
ANSWER: John James Audubon 
Despite the reference to a Mozart work in the title, the music in this show pays homage to Maurice Ravel. Name this musical based on a book by Hugh Wheeler with words and lyrics by Stephen Sondheim.
ANSWER: A Little Night Music
Its key teachings include Moto-no-Ri, the principle of origin, and Kashimono-Karimono, the natural relationship between the human body and God. With 2 million followers worldwide, 1.5 million live in Japan. They believe in one God, Tenri-O-no-Mikoto. Name this religion established in 1838 by Miki Nakayama, or Oyasama.
ANSWER: Tenrikyo
The universal law that he thought was at work in science was the “law of three phases:” Theological, Metaphysical, Scientific. Name this French positivist thinker who coined the term “sociology” to name the science created by Saint-Simon.
ANSWER: Auguste Comte

Its name comes from the Fon word for gods or spirit, and its present spelling is thought to trace back to a nineteenth century Times-Picayune report. Identify this amalgamation of West African religious practices and Christian mysticism, best known for its belief in zombies and its namesake dolls.
ANSWER: Voodoo (also accept Vodun)

When the villain of this holiday’s name is read, it is traditional to stamp feet, shake noisemakers, and otherwise drown it out. Other traditions include sending gifts to the poor and dressing up in costume as the heroes of the megillah. Name this Jewish holiday celebrating the salvation of the Persian Jews by Queen Esther.
ANSWER: Purim
The son of the eldest of the Pleiades, Maia, and Zeus, he invented the syrinx after Pan chased the nymph of the same name and the lyre, which he traded to appease Apollo after stealing cattle. The god of athletes, commerce and travelers, name this Greek messenger.
ANSWER: Hermes
Nothing written by him survives, so most information about him comes from his contemporaries like Xenophon and the dialogues written by Plato. Name the Greek philosopher condemned to death for corrupting the youth of Athens, resulting in his hemlock consumption.
ANSWER: Socrates
Besides replacing Nicholas Fouquet and dramatically increasing the size of the French navy, this minister to Louis XIV was one of the most famous proponents of mercantilism.
ANSWER: Jean-Baptiste Colbert
It is the 19th largest country by area, but only one percent of its land is arable and in recent years overgrazing of its grasslands has affected its traditional herding industry. Its independence from China came in 1921 when it became a Communist regime with the backing of the Soviet Union. Name this country notable for its vast steppes and the Gobi Desert in the south, with capital at Ulan Bator.
ANSWER: Mongolia
This psychologist argued against free will in Beyond Freedom and Dignity, and described an American utopia inspired by Henry David Thoreau in Walden Two. Unlike Pavlov, he believed that behavior was shaped by positive and negative reinforcement. Name this behaviorist who championed operant conditioning and invented a namesake experimental box.
ANSWER: Burrhus Frederick Skinner
A common theory on its origin states that when intensive agriculture began, it freed some people to live off the food of others and take on new occupations such as pottery. Identify this term for the hierarchical arrangement of social classes especially within a state-level society.
ANSWER: social stratification 
In this novel, the protagonist is a French aristocrat who is seeking vengeance for the death of his two brothers and also kills Horatio Nelson after the Battle of Trafalgar. Recently rediscovered is this last major work which was left unfinished by Alexandre Dumas.
ANSWER: The Knight of Sainte-Hermine (accept La Chevalier de Sainte-Hermine )

It stretched over Iowa, Ohio, Michigan and Indiana and lasted 11 hours. There were forty-eight tornados and it was the third deadliest day for tornados in history. Identify this convulsion of twisters that occurred in 1965 on a namesake Christian holiday.
ANSWER: Palm Sunday Tornado Outbreak

Despite his vast culinary knowledge, he often reminds people that he is not a nutritional anthropologist. Although known for his hatred of kitchen uni-taskers, he admits owning a green-bean cutter for his iguana. In 2004 he joined Iron Chef America as the expert commentator, however this quirky Food Network star is best known as the host of Good Eats.
ANSWER: Alton Brown
