ANSWER: Quetzalcoatl
3) An extract of the Cinchona tree, this compound is used in the treatment of malaria.
ANSWER: Quinine
4) Ted, Thom, Jai (Jay), Kyan, and Carson help the style-challenged on this popular Bravo show.
ANSWER: Queer Eye (for the Straight Guy)
5) Chinese Dynasty from 221-206 BCE, as rendered in the Pinyin transliteration.
ANSWER: Qin (pronounced: "Chin")

6) The Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered in a cave at this site in Jordan.
ANSWER: Qumran
7) These super-distant starlike objects each emit more energy than 100 giant galaxies.

ANSWER: Manzikert (Or Malazgirt)

2) Anton Chekhov’s last play revolves around the efforts of an aristocratic woman’s attempt to save her estate, including the titular plot of land. 
ANSWER: The Cherry Orchard 
3) This class of plant hormones is responsible for cell differentiation, shoot development, and root growth inhibition. 
ANSWER: Cytokinins
4) This husband of Medea led the Argonauts on the quest to capture the Golden Fleece.
ANSWER: Jason
5) This Flemish artist who painted The Fall of Icarus and Hunters in the Snow is known for depicting Netherlandish life.
ANSWER: Pieter Brueghel the Elder
6) This desert located in the southwest United States contains Joshua Tree National Park as well as Death Valley.
ANSWER: Mojave Desert

3) Actually a gas, this plant hormone stimulates the ripening of fruit and the opening of flowers. 
ANSWER: Ethylene
4) This king of Thebes accidentally married his mother Jocasta after mistakenly killing his father, Laius.
ANSWER: Oedipus 

5) This German artist created a series of religious woodcuts including Knight, Death, and the Devil and The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse.
ANSWER: Albrecht Durer
6) This desert located in Chile extends from the Andes mountain chain to the Pacific Ocean.
ANSWER: Atacama Desert

The packet author studies French History, so now you get to suffer for +/- 10, no bouncebacks.
1) This author of "Chemical Nomenclature" and originator of the Oxygen theory of combustion was also a tax farmer for the ancien regime, and as such was beheaded during the Terror.
ANSWER: Antoine Lavoisier
2) Despite its title, the majority of this Dickens work of love and mistaken identity takes place in Revolutionary Paris.
ANSWER: A Tale of Two Cities 
3) This event was symbolically important even though there were only seven prisoners. Identify this July 14, 1789 event which marked the beginning of the French Revolution.
ANSWER: the Storming of the Bastille (accept equivalents)

4) A Habsburg by birth, she was the daughter of Holy Roman Emperor Francis I and Maria Theresa of Austria. Identify this wife of Louis XVI who allegedly said “Let them eat cake”.
ANSWER: Marie Antoinette
5) As a member of the Committee of Public Safety, this Jacobin was an instrumental part of the Reign of Terror, which ended with his execution.
ANSWER: Maximillian Robespierre 

6) This eleventh month of the revised calendar of the Republic is the only one remembered by most people today because of its associations with the reaction to the Terror.
ANSWER: Thermidor
7) This painting by Eugene Delacroix is often associated with the French Revolution but was actually painted for the 1830 July Revolution.
ANSWER: Liberty Leading the People OR Liberte Guidant le Peuple 
8) Jacques-Louis David created a famous print of this event, whose participants refused to leave the titular location until a constitution had been created.
ANSWER: Tennis Court Oath
9) Napoleon's coup in 1799 was against this governing body which replaced the Committee on Public Safety as the executive branch of the French Republic.
ANSWER: The Directory
10) This man's Reflections on the Revolution in France, published in 1790, is seen as the archetypical Anglo-American Conservative response to the French Revolution.
ANSWER: Edmund Burke
Team Round 2:
8 questions per team, 5 seconds to answer, +20, no penalties, +25 for all 8 correct
Team 1:
1) This group of 1798 American laws was designed to suppress dissent and make it more difficult for immigrants to gain citizenship. 
ANSWER: Alien and Sedition Acts
2) Seemingly everyone dies in this Shakespeare play except for Fortinbras, who vows to rebuild Denmark following the carnage of Act 5.
ANSWER: Hamlet 
3) This impressionistic French composer created works like La Mer and the Suite Bergamasque, which includes his famous piece "Clair de Lune".
ANSWER: Claude Debussy
4) This Indian Empire lasting from 321-184 BCE saw the conversion of much of India to Buddhism under Ashoka. 
ANSWER: Maurya
5) This cow-headed Egyptian diety was a personification of the Milky Way and presided over motherhood, beauty and fertility.
ANSWER: Hathor
6) First proposed as a mathematical description of conduction in circuits, it states that the intensity of current is directly proportional to the potential difference. 
ANSWER: Ohm’s Law
7) Addie Bundren’s four sons travel throughout Mississippi to bury their mother’s body in Jefferson in this William Faulkner work.
ANSWER: As I Lay Dying 
8) Bruce Willis travels back in time in order to prevent a deadly plague from decimating the Earth in this 1995 movie directed by Terry Gilliam.
ANSWER: Twelve Monkeys 
Team 2:
1) This 1807 law forbidding exports from American ports was implemented to stop British impressments, but crippled American shipping instead. 
ANSWER: Embargo Act
2) Seemingly everyone dies in this Shakespeare play except Saturninus, the roman emperor who the title character really wanted to kill. 
ANSWER: Titus Andronicus 
3) This English romantic composer of the Enigma Variations also created the march Pomp and Circumstance, which is commonly played at graduations.
ANSWER: Edward Elgar
4) These rulers of India from 240-550 CE ushered in a golden age with major developments in Math and Science and a resurgence of Hinduism.
ANSWER: Gupta
5) In Egyptian mythology, deserts were personified by this god, the brother of Osiris, who also represented chaos.
ANSWER: Set or Seth or Seti
6) James Clerk Maxwell discovered and corrected for an inconsistency in this law, which relates the circulating magnetic field in a closed loop to electric current. 
ANSWER: Ampere’s Law

7) Robert Jordan works with Spanish nationalists—and falls in love—in an attempt to blow up a bridge during the Spanish Civil War in this novel. 
ANSWER: For Whom The Bell Tolls 
8) John Doe provokes Detective Mills into shooting him out of wrath at the end of this 1995 movie starring Brad Pitt and Morgan Freeman.
ANSWER: Se7en 
Grab Bag Round

1) Schubert adapted his famous “Gretchen at the Spinning Wheel” [leed] lied from its story. Marlowe’s version asks of Helen of Troy, “Is this the face that launched a thousand ships?” Name this story most famously told by Goethe detailing a pact made by a scientist with the devil Mephistopheles.
ANSWER: Faust or Faustus
2) Its revised name means “strange joints”, as members have vertebral joints unknown among any other mammal. The order can be further broken down into suborder cingulata, which includes the armadillos, and suborder pilosa, which includes sloths and the most famous member. Name this order of mammals best known for the anteaters.
ANSWER: Edentata or Xenarthra
3) It flows from west to east and although geographers traditionally use the Qinling-Huai He line, this is considered the traditional dividing line between north and south. Since 2003, part of the river is spanned by the Three Gorges Dam. Flowing into the East China Sea is this longest river in Asia, the third longest in the world.
ANSWER: Yangtze River or Chang Jiang
4) After starting off cheerfully with an anti-aging suicide, this book almost immediately follows up with the falling death of Dr. Urbino. Oddly this does not prevent him from being a main character, as the book flashes back to the love triangle between Urbino, Fermina, and Florentino. Name this book by Gabriel Garcia-Marquez.
ANSWER: Love in the Time of Cholera
5) Its namesake described it in terms of obtaining motive force by transferring a quantity of caloric from a ‘furnace’ to a ‘refrigerator’. Rudolf Clausius elaborated on the model in 1850 by describing a ‘working body’, the medium through which the heat is transmitted. Identify this model reversible engine which describes the maximum efficiency of heat engines.
ANSWER: Carnot Engine

6) At Gettysburg he led an attack at East Cavalry Field that broke Jeb Stuart’s pincer movement, despite finishing last in his 1861 west point class. He’s better known, however, for his 1867 court-martial and his ill-advised 1876 assault on the Cheyenne. Name this loser at the Battle of Little Bighorn.
ANSWER: George Armstrong Custer
7) Gandalf the Grey and Gandalf the White team up with Benito Mussolini and the Blue Meanie to defeat Chuck Norris, who had just crushed Batman's head. Batman had it coming, having run over Aaron Carter and Shaquille O'Neal moments earlier. Name this internet flash video featuring Good Guys, Bad Guys, and Explosions.
ANSWER: The Ultimate Showdown of Ultimate Destiny

8) First discovered around 800 by Jabir bin Hayyan, who created it by mixing salt with vitriol, it was called marine acid air in its gaseous form by European alchemists and, with nitric acid, formed the gold-dissolving aqua regia compound. Identify this strong acid, also called muriatic acid, with formula HCl.
ANSWER: Hydrochloric Acid

9) She was baptized in 1613 as Rebecca while she was being held hostage in exchange for English hostages, and her would-be husband insisted that he was marrying her in an attempt to save her soul and strengthen ties with her tribe. Name this “little wanton” who would have been about 12 at the time of the John Smith incident, Disney notwithstanding.
ANSWER: Pocahontas or Matoaka
10) Doc Daneeka is dead, despite the fact that he’s walking around. Lt. Scheisskopf quickly becomes a general and mandates parade marching every day. Aarfy rapes and murders a maid but is vindicated when the police come and arrest the protagonist instead. These are some of the absurdities in which book on the futility of military life by Joseph Heller? 
ANSWER: Catch-22
11) This 1801 piece was dedicated to Countess Giuletta Guicciardi, and its author included the phrase “Quasi una fantasia” in its title since it does not follow the traditional form of fast-slow-fast. Beethoven’s Opus 27 no. 2, name this C sharp minor work that got its byname when Ludwig Rellstab compared the music to evening light on Lake Lucerne.
ANSWER: Moonlight Sonata (or Piano Sonata No. 14 in C Sharp minor)

12) To pass through Duat each night, he used two barges, Atet and Sektet, to avoid being extinguished by the waters. Anubis defended him from Apep, who wanted to devour him, but occasionally failed, causing a solar eclipse. Name this god, later merged with the Theban god Amen, the Egyptian god of the sun.
ANSWER: Ra
13) Around 14,000 AD, precession will cause it to become the North Star. For now, it is ‘merely’ the 5th brightest star in the sky, used to define Magnitude Zero, and a vertex of the Summer Triangle with Deneb and Altair. Name this brightest star in the constellation Lyra which was the source of alien messages in Carl Sagan’s Contact.
ANSWER: Vega or Alpha Lyrae
14) Despite Tokugawa Yoshinobu’s assurances, leaders from Setsuba and Choshu fought the battle of Toba to ensure their positions, and a breakaway Republic of Ezo on Hokkaido failed shortly thereafter. Name this period from 1867-1869 in which governance of Japan was supposedly returned from the Shogunate to the Emperor.
ANSWER: Meiji Restoration
15) A version was adapted for radio in 1952 under the title “Epitaphs”. Among its notable characters are Indignation Jones, who “crept like a snail through the days of my life,” Ann Rutledge, who was supposedly an early love interest of Abraham Lincoln. Name this Edgar Lee Masters collection of character poems.
ANSWER: Spoon River Anthology
