1) Bill explained these geologic structures using cookies. They are composed of pieces of the lithosphere floating on the asthenosphere, and their motions are responsible for earthquakes and volcanoes.
ANSWER: Tectonic Plates (accept equivalent)

2) Bill Nye is a professor at this Ivy League university, which manages the Arecibo observatory. Years ago he studied under Carl Sagan as an undergraduate on its Ithaca, NY campus.
ANSWER: Cornell University

ANSWER: Paradise Lost
3) This 1987 Schonberg and Boubil musical produced by Cameron Mackintosh won 8 Tonys. It is based on an 1862 work by Victor Hugo.
ANSWER: Les Miserables
4) Occurring prior to the era of Reconstruction, this Chinese movement -- the last under Mao -- is infamous for sending doctors to the farms and teaching farmers to act as doctors.
ANSWER: Cultural Revolution
5) This son of Loki bit off Tyr's hand and devours Odin during Ragnarok. Name this wolf who grew so large his jaw touched the sky and earth.

1) Resulting from the first May Day Parade, an 1886 strike in Chicago led by the Knights of Labor turned violent when a bomb provoked police to open fire on the protesters. This controversial incident was named after the commercial center where it took place.
ANSWER: Haymarket Riot 

2) One of the titles of Beelzebub lent its name to this 1954 William Golding work about a group of children, including Jack, Ralph, Piggy, and Simon, stranded on an island.
ANSWER: Lord of the Flies
3) This 1988 Andrew Lloyd Webber musical produced by Cameron Mackintosh won 7 Tonys. It is based on a 1910 work by Gaston Leroux and was also made into a 2006 motion picture.
ANSWER: The Phantom of the Opera
4) This movement in Maoist China tried to rapidly transform the country's economy from agrarian to industrial. Considered a failure that resulted in millions of deaths, this the Second Five Year Plan suffered from poor quality steel and drastically exaggerated production numbers.
ANSWER: Great Leap Forward
5) This Norse serpent and child of Loki grows so large that he encircles the Earth and can bite his own tail. He and Thor kill each other during Ragnarok.
ANSWER: Jörmungandr -OR- Midgard Serpent
6) This branch of mathematics is concerned with reconstructing equations. Its name is derived from the Arabic for "bone setting".
ANSWER: Algebra
7) This 1982 Gilman work describes a woman who goes insane after giving birth and watches the title bedroom decorations turn into prison bars. The story ends with her creeping over her husband’s body as she craws endlessly around the room.
ANSWER: The Yellow Wallpaper'
8) This French footballer for Real Madrid won the Golden Ball in this year's World Cup, but is better known worldwide for his headbutting of Italian player Marco Materazzi.
ANSWER: Zinedine Zidane
Grab Bag:

1) This early 11th Century work is divided into about 320 sections and utilizes a variety of literary forms, including simple lists of words. It details the thoughts of the author while she was court lady in Heian Japan. Name this book by Sei Shōnagon, a contemporary work to the Tale of Genji.
ANSWER: Pillow Book -OR- Makura no soshi
2) Lying 25 miles northwest of Mexico City, it was named by the Aztecs after its own people had already abandoned it. Reaching its height in the early first millennium, name this largest city in early Mesoamerica.
ANSWER: Teotihuacán (pronounced "teh-oh-tee-WAH-kahn" or "tee-oh-tee-WAH-kahn")

3) Starring a Russian literature major and a former ILM employee, this Discovery Channel program based in the San Fransisco Bay area tries to answer questions such as "can a penny dropped from the Empire State Building kill a pedestrian" and "could the Dukes of Hazard really fly their car 175 feet and keep driving".
ANSWER: Mythbusters
4) He wrote his most famous work after witnessing the earthquake of Lisbon, but he also contributed articles to the Encyclopedie. Name this 18th Century French philosopher whose novel, Candide, was the basis for a Bernstein operetta.
ANSWER: Voltaire -OR- Francois-Marie Arouet
5) The Blood of Christ is said to power this state where those that have done wrong after Baptism go immediately after death, and indulgences and the Prayer for the Dead help alleviate time spent here. Identify this place where Catholics believe that souls are purified of venial (vee-naal) sins before moving on to Heaven.
ANSWER: Purgatory
6) It was used as a launching point for the invasion of China in World War II and its name comes from the group that founded the Qing dynasty in the 17th century. Name this territory on Asia’s Pacific coast that was disputed between Russia and Japan in the early 20th century, that after World War II made up the border between northeast China and Russia.
ANSWER: Manchuria
7) The term is composed of a prefix meaning to "put into", plus a Greek suffix meaning "to heat". Also known as heat content, it is the sum of the internal energy of a thermodynamic system plus the energy associated with work done by the system on the atmosphere, which is the product of the pressure times the volume.
ANSWER: Enthalpy
8) At the end of this book, the narrator Jim finds his childhood sweetheart Tony happily married on a farm with 10 or 11 children. Years earlier she had admired his bravery when he killed the biggest snake he had ever seen. Divided into five books, name this final work of Willa Cather's "Prairie Trilogy".
ANSWER: My Ántonia
9) In 1803 the US president ordered an exploration of the Missouri river for the purposes of commerce. A band of over 70 traveled for 28 months across Sioux territory to the Pacific and back. Though they failed to find a northwest passage, they returned with bountiful geographic and scientific knowledge. Name this expedition tasked with exploring the Louisiana Purchase.
ANSWER: Lewis and Clark Expedition -OR- Corps of Discovery
10) His best-known work represents the beginnings of scientific history, for it did not resort to divine intervention in order to explain events on Earth. After failing as a naval commander, he spent his exile from Athens observing warfare from both sides. Name this author of the History of the Peloponnesian War.
ANSWER: Thucydides
11) This cell structure contains outer and inner membranes composed of phospholipid bilayers and proteins. The two membranes, however, have different properties. Because of this double-membraned organization, it contains 5 distinct compartments- the outer membrane, the intermembrane space, the inner membrane, the cristae space, and the matrix. Name this “powerhouse” of the cell.
ANSWER: Mitochondrion (plural Mitochondria)

12) This first son of Jacob and Rachel was jailed after being tempted by Potiphar's wife, but quickly rose in Egyptian government after interpreting Pharaoh's dreams. Sold as a slave by his 11 brothers, name this biblical personality most famous for his amazing technicolor dreamcoat.
ANSWER: Joseph
13) The 23rd through 26th of October 1944 saw this event unfold in the Philippines and for the first time witnessed Japanese kamikaze aircraft attack allied ships. Its conclusion eliminated Japan as a threat in the Pacific. Name this largest naval engagement of WWII.
ANSWER: Battle of Leyte Gulf
14) Its introductory beat is prophetically Morse code for 'V'. Its 35-minute length is comprised of four movements: an opening sonata allegro, an andante, and a fast scherzo which leads into the finale. Name this musical work composed in C Minor by Ludwig von Beethoven.
ANSWER: Beethoven’s 5th Symphony
15) With a population of just over 1.3 million made up of mainly native peoples and Africans, it was the smallest nation to qualify for the 2006 World Cup. Name this small nation consisting of two large islands off the coast of Venezuela, with capital at Port of Spain.
ANSWER: Republic of Trinidad and Tobago
16) When multiplied by mass, a quantity known as “yank” is obtained. It is defined as the rate of change of acceleration; more precisely, the derivative of acceleration with respect to time, the second derivative of velocity, or the third derivative of displacement. Name this quantity with units of meters per second cubed symbolized “j”.
ANSWER: Jerk (Accept Jolt, Surge, or Lurch)

17) There is no general formula for factoring these equations as described by the Abel-Ruffini theorem. Because they have an odd degree, normal ones of these functions appear similar to normal cubic functions when graphed, except they may possess an additional local maximum and minimum each. Name this type of polynomial equation in which the greatest exponent on the independent variable is five.
ANSWER: Quintic
18) Recent studies have suggested that he actually created the original objects most associated with him, including an altered version of a famous work of art subtitled with an abbreviated French joke. Identify this modern artist of L.H.O.O.Q., known for challenging high art, creator of the readymade Fountain and Nude Descending a Staircase.
ANSWER: Marcel Duchamp
19) The narrator of this short story tries to comfort his ill friend Roderick by listening to songs like "The Haunted Palace". His efforts are for naught, however, as Roderick's dead sister Madeline escapes from her vault only to die again with her shocked brother. As the narrator escapes, the house splits in two and falls into the bog. Name this work of Edgar Allan Poe.
ANSWER: The Fall of the House of Usher
20) The intelligence of the father in this 5-part French literary work is revealed in his exploration of alternatives to toilet paper, a goose being the most satisfactory. Written in the 16th Century, it is a crude satire told through the adventures of two giants. Name this work by François Rabelais.
ANSWER: Gargantua and Pantagruel
