Team 1:
1) The leader of the Third Reich from 1934 until his death on April 30, 1945, this leader of the National Socialist German Workers Party led the Axis powers in World War II.
ANSWER: Adolf Hitler
2) This ancient Grecian’s two surviving works are Works and Days, which was probably written as a result of an agrarian crisis, and Theogony, which tells of the origins of the world and the five Ages of Man.
ANSWER: Hesiod
3) This is a measure of a molecule or atom’s ability to attract electrons during chemical bonding. The value increases as one goes to the right and up the periodic table.
ANSWER: Electronegativity
4) While some accounts list him as the son of Aphrodite and Ares, Hesiod lists this god of love as one of the four primordial entities.
ANSWER: Eros (not Cupid)

5) Recently on tour at the National Gallery in Washington, D.C. was this piece from the Art Institute of Chicago, a 1930 work by Grant Wood for which his sister and dentist modeled.
ANSWER: American Gothic 
6) During Summer 2006, Israel took up arms against this nation, with capital at Beirut, for Hezbollah’s presence there.
ANSWER: Lebanon

1) The winner of the 1953 Nobel Prize in Literature, this Briton is more famous for leading Britain as Prime Minister during the Second World War.
ANSWER: Winston Churchill
2) Regarded more highly outside of Greece than in it, this author, who prided himself on his poetry and dramas, is best known for Zorba the Greek and The Last Temptation.
ANSWER: Nikos Kazantzakis
3) This is the amount of work required for a molecule or atom to be stripped of an electron. It can be interpreted as the strength of the electron’s bond to the molecule.
ANSWER: Ionization energy or ionization potential
4) Along with Eros, Chaos and Tartarus, the fourth primordial god, according to Hesiod, was this personification of Mother Earth.
ANSWER: Gaea
5) A Greenwich Village diner was the inspiration for this Edward Hopper work depicting three patrons and an attendant in a desolate city.
ANSWER: Nighthawks 
6) After the Lebanon conflict flared up, the G8 conference released a statement decrying the groups’ actions, citing a reversal of a positive trend that began when this country, with capital at Damascus, withdrew from the region in 2005.

4) About a fifth of the Earth’s landmass is this type of soil that remains frozen for a couple of years, which has an active layer that consists of seasonal variations.

ANSWER: Much Ado About Nothing 
3) Initially considered an immoral, superficial failure, this Bizet opera about a gypsy has since gained immense popularity with such classics as the "Toreador Song" and "Habanera."
ANSWER: Carmen 
4) The de facto leader of Libya since 1969, western leaders like Tony Blair and George W. Bush have recently restored diplomatic relations with his country.
ANSWER: Moammar Qaddafi
5) The son of the giants Farbauti and Laufey, this foster-brother of Odin was the trickster god of Norse mythology.

2) Named after the holiday celebrating the Epiphany is this Shakespeare play about gender-bending Viola and ends with the marriage announcements of her and Orsino, Olivia and Sebastian, and Toby and Maria.
ANSWER: Twelfth Night 
3) Set in a Spanish prison outside of Seville in the late 1700s, a complicated love polygon is the plot mover of this Beethoven opera.
ANSWER: Fidelio 
4) “His Imperial Majesty,” “Conquering Lion of the Tribe of Judah, King of Kings and Elect of God” was the full title of this emperor of Ethiopia for most of the 20th century.
ANSWER: Haile Selassie
5) This red-headed god of thunder from Norse mythology resided in Bilskirnir and used Mjolnir to slay giants and create thunder.
ANSWER: Thor
6) Another easily understood vector quantity is this measure of an object’s change in velocity.
ANSWER: Acceleration
7) Another Hawthorne work focusing on ambiguous Puritanical ponderings is this short story about a walk in the woods and an entire town’s possible participation in devil worship.
ANSWER: "Young Goodman Brown"
8) Another 2006 release with hints of political jibing was this film featuring Hugh Grant and Mandy Moore whose tagline was “Imagine a country where more people vote for a pop idol than for their next President.”
ANSWER: American Dreamz 
Grab Bag:

1) Following the publication of this work, the blue overcoat and yellow trousers of the title character were imitated by the Germans who read it. That character, upon realizing that Lotte is unable to return his affection due to her engagement to Albert then commits another act that many reputedly mimicked in this Goethe work.
ANSWER: The Sorrows of Young Werther (Die Leiden des jungen Werther )

2) Food, water and living space are three big factors of this value, and shortages of them result from overpopulation and cause mass fatalities. The point at which the death and birth rates are equal, name this value at which a population has reached the largest value that an environment can support.
ANSWER: Carrying capacity
3) For a quantitative description of one, the four-firm concentration ratio is used, with a value of 40% or higher implying it. Often associated with cartels such as OPEC, name this market form in which a market or industry is dominated by a small number of sellers.
ANSWER: Oligopoly
4) Composed entirely of rhyming couplets, it is broken into four books that detail the development of the relationship between a shepherd and Cynthia, the name the author chose for Selene, the goddess of the moon. Identify this John Keats poem that begins, “A thing of beauty is a joy forever”.
ANSWER: “Endymion”
5) A modified version of this experiment has been used to search for free quarks, which would have a value one third of the original intended 1.6 x 10-19 coulombs. Identify this famous experiment that enabled the winner of the 1923 Nobel Physics Prize to determine the charge of the electron.
ANSWER: Millikan Oil Drop Experiment

6) Prussian Gebhard von Blücher was the other commander on the winning side of this battle, although his British counterpart generally receives more credit for their victory in Belgium. Identify this June 18, 1815 battle that saw Napoleon Bonaparte lose to the combined forces of Europe under the Duke of Wellington.
ANSWER: Battle of Waterloo
7) On an episode of Futurama, Fry claims this therapeutic technique is for losers with weird eyebrows, and early pioneers included Bernheim and Liebeault of the Nancy School and Franz Mesmer. Name this power of persuasion often used as a plot device in movies like Zoolander and Shallow Hal, as well as in magic shows.
ANSWER: Hypnosis
8) It states if the variable u depends on v which depends on w, then the rate of change of u with respect to w is the product of the rate of change of u with respect to v times the rate of change of v with respect to w. Identify this rule from calculus, which states that the derivative of f of g x is f prime of g of x times g prime of x.
ANSWER: Chain rule

9) Even though he fulfilled his campaign promise to only serve one term, it saw the opening of the Naval Academy, Smithsonian and Washington monument and the largest expansion in land area of the nation through the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo. Name this 11th President of the United States, the dark horse candidate who won the 1844 election.
ANSWER: James Knox Polk
10) His pacifist views got him and a friend arrested under suspicion of espionage during World War I, and his experience in a detention camp led to his famous memoir. Identify this American poet well known for unusual syntax in such works as “Anyone Lived in a Pretty How Town” and The Enormous Room.
ANSWER: E. E. Cummings
11) The title object in this image severely dwarfs the object that the series it is a part of takes its name from, and threatens two fishing vessels off the coast of Kanagawa. Identify this woodblock print by Hokusai Katsushika, one of his Thirty-six Views of Mt. Fuji.
ANSWER: The Great Wave off Kanagawa
12) At the core of this belief system is acceptance of modern prophecy, particularly the Articles of Faith as written to John Wentworth. Identify this religion founded in the United States in the mid-1800s by Joseph Smith and later led by Brigham Young.
ANSWER: Mormonism

13) They are halochromic compounds, which serve as chemical detectors for hydronium ions. Usually weak acids and bases themselves, identify these color changing compounds that include phenol red and litmus, which are added in small amounts to solutions to determine the acidity or alkalinity of them.
ANSWER: pH indicators
14) He returned from Japan to China after the Wuchang Uprising, led China during the Second Sino-Japanese War, and fought the communists during the Chinese Civil War, his failure resulting in a retreat to Taiwan. Name this Chinese military leader who took over leadership of the Kuomintang in 1925 following the death of Sun Yat-sen.
ANSWER: Chiang Kai-shek
15) The “Father of American Scholarship and Education,” by 1861, one million copies of his The First Part of the Grammatical Institute of the English Language were being sold annually. Name this American lexicographer, creator of An American Dictionary of the English Language.
ANSWER: Noah Webster
