Team 1:

2. This Shakespeare comedy that takes place in a duchy in France has Jaques de Boys saying, “All the world’s a stage….”
ANSWER: As You Like It 
3. This man wrote the music for the film score On the Waterfront and the musicals On the Town and West Side Story.
ANSWER: Leonard Bernstein
4. Despite not allowing Germans in her government, this Russian czar who ruled from 1741 to 1762 raised two people from Germany who would become czars, Peter III and Catherine the Great.
ANSWER: Elizabeth (also accept Yelizaveta Petrovna)

5. The four sons of this god appear on the canoptic jars of ancient Egypt. His eyes were the sun and moon.
ANSWER: Horus
6. This second American human space flight program operated from 1963 to 1966, launching 10 manned flights and focusing on two-man spacecraft.
ANSWER: Gemini
7. This Ernest Hemingway novel’s main character is Santiago, a Cuban fisherman who couldn’t catch a fish for 84 days and worships Joe DiMaggio.
ANSWER: The Old Man and the Sea 
8. This top selling album of 2005 containing songs all co-written by Mariah Carey had such songs as “It’s Like That,” “We Belong Together,” and “Shake it Off.”
ANSWER: The Emancipation of Mimi 
Team 2:
1. In a battle that saw over 30,000 casualties, Braxton Bragg’s Confederates staunchly defended against the Union Army of the Cumberland in this September 1863 battle from which George Thomas earned his nickname.
ANSWER: Chickamauga
2. The five acts of this Shakespeare work concern Helena's love for Count Bertram and her cunning ways of getting him to marry her. 
ANSWER: All's Well that Ends Well 
3. This man wrote the music for the film Born to Dance and the musicals Kiss Me, Kate and Anything Goes.
ANSWER: Cole Porter
4. This first Russian ruler of Poland was this son of the murdered Paul I; he ruled as Russian czar from 1801 to 1825.
ANSWER: Alexander I (prompt on Alexander)

5. Considerd the heart and tongue of Ra, this scribe of the Egyptian pantheon had the head of an ibis.
ANSWER: Thoth
6. This Russian space program launched eight space stations starting in 1971, providing great information for the eventual launching of Mir in 1986.
ANSWER: Salyut (not Almaz)

7. This Herman Melville novel has the main character killing Master-At Arms John Claggert for falsely accusing him of mutiny.
ANSWER: Billy Budd, Sailor 

8. Rated the best album of 2005 by Metacritic, this second album in a planned release of fifty by Sufjan Stevens contained many lyrics with allusions and towns.
ANSWER: Illinois (i.e. Illanoise)

Grab Bag Round: 
+/–20, no bounce backs
1) Most of the rebels who took part in it wanted to revive the old Moghul Empire, signifying a national symbol for them. It isn’t considered a war of Indian independence for many reasons, one of which included that it took place primarily in the Bengal army. Name this rebellion against the British by Indians in 1857 that led to the end of the British East Indian Company.
ANSWER: Sepoy Rebellion/Mutiny or equivalents

2) He came out of retirement in 1996 and proceeded to win eight of his final nine fights, only losing a heavyweight title match to Lou Savarese in 1998. Before retiring, he had been knocked out by Evander Holyfield in the third round in 1990, losing his heavyweight title after holding it for eight months. Name this fighter who in Tokyo in 1990, earned the heavyweight title by knocking out in the 10th round and upsetting the 37-0-0 heavyweight champion Mike Tyson.
ANSWER: James “Buster” Douglas (one of the other two names is needed with Douglas)

3) This veteran of the Battle of the Bulge found success with works like Raise High the Roof-Beam and “A Perfect Day for Bananafish.” Name this author, who in 1951 established his reputation with the novel that had a copious amount of profanity almost every other page, The Catcher in the Rye.
ANSWER: J.D. Salinger
4) To earn his Ph.D at Princeton, he showed that the Barringer Meteor Crater in Arizona arose from a meteor impact. He received a National Medal of Science in 1992. Dying in a car accident in 1997, some of his ashes were placed on the Lunar Prospector and spread on the moon. Name this scientist who along with David Levy discovered a comet that would collide with Jupiter in 1994.
ANSWER: Eugene Merle Shoemaker
5) In 1888, he established the Society of Art and Literature at the Maly Theatre. In 1897 he co-founded the Moscow Art Theatre with Vladimir Nemirovich-Danchenko. He survived the Russian Revolution of 1917, with Lenin apparently intervening to protect him. FTP, name this Russian actor who developed “The System” or “The Method,” a systematic approach to training actors to work from the inside outward.
ANSWER: Konstantin Stanislavski
6) One of his poems mentions nature's "design of darkness to appall", while another asserts "the land was ours before we were the land's". Besides "Design" and "The Gift Outright", he is better known for a poem beginning "Something there is that doesn't love a wall" and one ending with the repeated line "And miles to go before I sleep." FTP, identify this American poet of "Mending Wall" and "Stopping By Woods on a Snowy Evening".
Answer: Robert Frost
7) This man born in Cawsons, Virginia was the chairman of the Committee on Ways and Means in the 7th, 8th, and 9th Congresses. Breaking from Thomas Jefferson in 1806, he called on Republicans to return to the Principles of 1798 instead of what he thought was increasing Federalism. Known for his lack of a beard and high-voice, name this man who said "I am an aristocrat. I love liberty, I hate equality."
ANSWER: John Randolph
8) Estonia’s is 24%, Latvia’s is 25%, Lithuania’s is 33%, Ukraine’s is 13%, and Russia’s is 13%. In 2005, Republican Senator Sam Brownback from Kansas stated a plan to implement one, putting it at 15% on all earn income. In 1996, a 16% one was supported by Steve Forbes in his presidential campaign. Name this type of tax that taxes at the same marginal rate for all income, household and corporate.
ANSWER: Flat tax

9) In order for it to work, new matter must be formed, but not much. According to the theory, the need for a beginning of the universe is removed. It was developed in 1948 and was popular among cosmologists in the 1950s, but lost much of its support in the late 1960s. It was developed under the thought that although the universe is expanding, its appearance does not change. Name this alternative universe theory to the Big Bang.
ANSWER: Steady state theory (also accept Infinite Universe Theory or continuous creation)

10) The painting was put back on display in 1999 after a 21-year restoration project, though some flaky areas were deemed unrestorable. From left to right, the figures depicted are Bartholomew, James, Andrew, Judas, Peter, John, Jesus, Thomas, James, Philip, Matthew, Jude and Simon. Name this painting by Leonardo Da Vinci.

11) He has only published four novels in his career, and yet he landed the top selling novels of 2003 and 2004. His first novel published in 1998 was Digital Fortress, where a scientist attempts to break a code from a supercomputer. He has also written Deception Point and plans to release Solomon Key in 2007. Name this author of Angels and Demons and The Da Vinci Code.

12) Zeus loved this Trojan youth so much at first sight, that he sent an eagle to transport him to Mount Olympus. Homer didn’t write much about the young Trojan’s abduction, but it is known that Zeus made the youth his cupbearer and lover. Zeus would later put him into the sky as constellation Aquarius. Name this Trojan that shares a name with one of Jupiter’s Galilean moons.
ANSWER: Ganymede
13) In 1960 he became the namesake of the SI unit of magnetic flux density, although earlier he was known as a strong proponent of alternating current being the means of household electricity, as opposed to Edison's idea of direct current. Identify this Croatian who worked in Edison Labs to improve the electric motor and the generator, credited with inventing wireless radio.
ANSWER: Nikola Tesla
14) The novel begins with a preface of Taoist and Buddhist overtones. It has over 400 characters, most of them being female, and was originally believed to be 80 chapters, but now is known to have 120. Name this 18th century Chinese seemly-autobiographical novel that has the main character Jia Baoyu dealing with the decline of his family’s fortune.
ANSWER: Dream of the Red Chamber 
15) It is the 9th biggest state in the Union, with the 28th largest population as of 2000. Although the origin of its name isn’t clear, it may have come from the French name for hurricane. Its highest point is Mount Hood; its state bird is the western mellowlark, and its nickname is the Beaver State. Name this 33rd state with capital at Portland.
ANSWER: Oregon
