Grab Bag:

1) A friend and correspondent of Petrarch, he was an important Renaissance humanist in his own right. Name this author of a number of notable works including his poems in the vernacular, On Famous Women, and the Decameron.
ANSWER: Giovanni Bocaccio
2) He had multiple mathematical constants named for him, including one used mainly in number theory and defined as the limiting difference between the harmonic series and the natural logarithm. Name this Swiss mathematician whose gamma should not to be confused with his “e.”
ANSWER: Leonard Euler
3) It is bordered by Angola and Zambia to the north, Botswana to the east, and South Africa to the south. Name this African nation that gained its independence from South Africa in 1990 and has its capital at Windhoek.
ANSWER: Namibia
4) Soviet director Sergei Eisenstein made a namesake film of him as he reemerged as a patriotic symbol after the Nazi invasion of the USSR. In his own time he was the prince of Novgorod and known for defeating the Teutonic Knights in an epic battle on the ice of Chuskoye Lake.
ANSWER: Saint Aleksandr Yaroslavich Nevskiy (pron. Niev-ski) 

5) The most common and well-known type of this catabolic process is the Embden-Meyerhof pathway, initially elucidated by Gustav Embden and Otto Meyerhof. Name this series of biochemical reactions by which a molecule of glucose is oxidized to two molecules of pyruvic acid.
ANSWER: Glycolysis
6) He wrote of historical figures such as in his Dido, Queen of Carthage and Tamburlaine but is perhaps better known for Doctor Faustus as well as his death in a bar fight. Name this contemporary of Shakespeare and author of “The Passionate Shepherd to His Love.”
ANSWER: Christopher Marlowe
7) In a painting for the church of Santo Tomé in Toledo he depicted the Jesus opening the heavens to accept the deceased Count Orgaz into Heaven in 1586. Identify this Mannerist artist whose birth name was Dominikos Theotokópoulos, but who is better known by Spanish name for residents of his native island of Crete.
ANSWER: El Greco (accept Dominikos Theotokópoulos before read)

8) As the fifth largest organized religion in the world, it comes from a Sanskrit root meaning "disciple" or "learner." Name this religion that began in sixteenth century Northern India with the teachings of Nanak and nine successive human gurus.
ANSWER: Sikhism
9) It describes the life of the Rudkus family; Lithuanian immigrants working in Chicago's Union Stock Yards at the end of the 19th century. Name this major critique of capitalism and an important example of the "muckraking" tradition by Upton Sinclair.
ANSWER: The Jungle
10) This band’s albums have included America Town, The Battle for Everything, and Two Lights. Name this band with lead singer John Ondrasnik, the namesake of a hockey penalty whose biggest hit was 2001’s “Superman (It’s Not Easy)”.
ANSWER: Five for Fighting
11) He first achieved literary success with a satire based on the imaginary correspondence of an Oriental visitor to Paris entitled the Persian Letters. Name this French political thinker of the 18th century most famous for writing The Spirit of the Laws.
ANSWER: Charles de Secondat, Baron de la Brede et de Montesquieu
12) The lyrics in the traditional version of it come from the Book of Revelations, stating “and we’ll be reunited, on a new and sunlit shore” when the title action occurs. Fats Domino would bring this song into the Rock & Roll genre. Identify this seminal piece of American gospel and jazz music, whose title comes after the line “Lord, how I want to be in that number”.
ANSWER: "When The Saints Go Marching In"
13) He came up with the argument that Aphrodite would scorn the worship of a virgin in order to seduce his lover, who ends up committing suicide due to grief of his drowning. Name this young man from Abydos who swam across the Hellespont every night to be with his love Hero.
ANSWER: Leander
14) He was an influential American physicist known for expanding greatly on the theory of quantum electrodynamics, particle theory, and the physics of the superfluidity of supercooled liquid helium. Name this physicist who helped in the development of the atomic bomb and was later a member of the panel that investigated the Space Shuttle Challenger disaster
ANSWER: Richard Feynman
15) Still celebrated on Bastille Day in his home of Pau, this king was assassinated in his coach by François Ravaillac. Identify this first Bourbon king of France who stated “Paris is worth a mass”, most famous for granting religious tolerance to Huguenots by issuing the Edict of Nantes that helped to end the Wars of Religion.
ANSWER: Henry IV The Great or Henry of Navarre
