ANSWER: Triton
3. Containing Africa’s highest and lowest points, its geographical features include Serengeti National Park and Mount Kilimanjaro.

4. This song composed by Lee Hazlewood was first released by Nancy Sinatra in 1966 and was re-relased in 2005 by Jessica Simpson.

ANSWER: Kawabata Yasunari

3. Less strong than a tropcial storm, it is a nameless rotating storm that with wind speeds less than 38 miles per hour.
ANSWER: tropical depression (not tropical storm or hurricane)

4. This mythological creature that Theseus killed was half-bull and half-man and lived in a labyrinth.
ANSWER: Minotaur
5. This Pablo Picasso black-and-white mural depicts many dark images and symbols of war, inspired from a Nazi bombing of a Spanish city in 1937.
ANSWER: Guernica 
6. This 48th largest state’s highest point is Mount Frissell and largest city is Bridgeport.
ANSWER: Connecticut

1. This 1453 battle saw the Byzantine capital get overrun by 80,000 Ottoman Turks, leading to the end of the Eastern Roman Empire.

2. The winner of the 1994 Nobel Literature Prize is this Japanese author of Agwhee the Sky Monster and A Personal Matter.
ANSWER: Oe Kenzaburo

3. Starting in the Caribbean and going up along the Atlantic coast of the US, Winslow Homer famously depicted this in an 1899 painting. ANSWER: Gulf Stream
4. This mythological creature that Bellerophon tamed was the son of Poseidon and Medusa and is described as a winged horse.
ANSWER: Pegasus
5. This project by Michelangelo took four years to complete, containing over 300 figures with the 12 Apostles, Adam and Eve, and the Great Flood.
ANSWER: Sistine Chapel ceiling
6. This 46th largest state’s highest point is Mt. Washington and largest city is Manchester.

Answer the following questions about walls

1. This structure’s construction began in the 3rd century BCE to protect against nomadic tribes from northern Manchuria and Mongolia.
ANSWER: The Great Wall of China

2. Construction started in 122 AD, and it was built by three Roman legions to prevent nomadic Scottish tribes from attacking Roman Britain.
ANSWER: Hadrian’s Wall

3. It was 155 kilometers long, included only 12 passing points, including Checkpoint Charlie, and was torn down in 1989.
ANSWER: Berlin Wall

4. It was the failed military strategy used against the Norman invasion of England in the Battle of Hastings by Harold the Saxon’s lined up infantry.
ANSWER: shield wall

5. Though never completed, it was fortified with mines, bunkers, and batteries to protect against a possible British invasion of Nazi-held Europe during WWII.
ANSWER: Atlantic Wall

6. Originally built around the 10th century BCE, it was taken from the Jordanians during the 1960s, securing Israeli control of this religious wall.
ANSWER: Western Wall (also accept Wailing Wall)

7. Its retaining wall was around 15 feet with a mudbrick wall about 26 feet high. However, after a seven-day siege, the wall fell flat and Joshua’s Israelites conquered the city.
ANSWER: Walls of Jericho
8. Its main part was completed in 1982 in Constitution Gardens, the Three Soldier statue was dedicated in 1984 and it was designed by Maya Lin.
ANSWER: Vietnam Veterans Memorial Wall

9. Name’s the same: A 2006 movie starring Harrison Ford, and a barrier that prevents communications between computer networks.

1. This battle which took place from June 4th-7th, 1942 saw the sinking of four Japanese aircraft carriers and the USA gaining naval control of the Pacific.
ANSWER: Battle of Midway
2. This evil creature that has “the jaws that bite, the claws that catch” was killed by a vorpal blade that went “snicker-snack.”
ANSWER: Jabberwocky
3. This 1956 Broadway musical with the song “The Rain in Spain” originally starred Rex Harrison as Henry Higgins and Julie Andrews as Eliza Doolittle.
ANSWER: My Fair Lady 
4. This leader of North Vietnam from 1955 to 1969 led successful campaigns against the French and had over one million Catholics forced out of North Vietnam.
ANSWER: Ho Chi Minh
5. The Roman equivalent of Athena, she is the goddess of crafts and wisdom.
ANSWER: Minerva
6. It is the layer located above the stratosphere where many meteors burn up, resulting in the layer having a high level of iron.
ANSWER: Mesosphere
7. This Steinbeck novel includes characters Lee Chong and Doc and focuses on people living in the depression on a strip of land in Monterey.
ANSWER: Cannery Row 
8. This quarterback and 2004 Heisman winner led USC to two national championships and was drafted 10th overall in 2006 by the Arizona Cardinals.

1. This battle that took place from February 16th to March 26th, 1945 saw the taking of Mount Suribachi and the USA gaining an airbase for B-52s to fly to Japan.
ANSWER: Battle of Iwo Jima
2. This evil demon that killed some of King Hrothgar’s warriors is the first creature killed by Beowulf.
ANSWER: Grendel
3. This 1959 Broadway musical with the song “Edelweiss” originally starred Mary Martin as Maria and Theodore Bikel as Captain Von Trapp.
ANSWER: The Sound of Music 
4. This leader of the Khmer Rouge ruled Cambodia from 1975 to 1979, killing two million Cambodians and losing a brutal war with Vietnam.
ANSWER: Pol Pot (or Saloth Sar)

5. The Roman equivalent of Demeter, she is the goddess of growing plants and motherly love.
ANSWER: Ceres
6. It is the layer located above the mesosphere where space shuttles fly and solar radiation is absorbed by the oxygen in the layer.
ANSWER: Thermosphere
7. This Steinbeck novel includes characters Kino and Juana and focuses on the issues of wealth and its corrupting effect.
ANSWER: The Pearl 
8. This quarterback and 2006 Rose Bowl MVP led Texas to a national championship and was drafted 3rd overall in 2006 by the Tennessee Titans.

Grab Bag:

1) He began his television career at KTIV in Iowa, eventually joining NBC News in 1966. From 1973 to 1976, he was an NBC White House correspondent, and then became the host of the Today show. Name this NBC journalist who became the only anchor of NBC Nightly News in 1983, retiring in 2004.
ANSWER: Tom Brokaw
2) Among his achievements included developing the first permanent color photograph in 1861, the same year he joined the Royal Society. He showed that magnetic fields travel through space and made equations expressing basic laws of magnetism. Name this Scottish physicist that developed the distribution in the kinetic theory of gases.
ANSWER: James Clerk Maxwell
3) The red in it was burning fire serving as a defense against the residents of Jotunheim, and its overseer’s palace, Himinbjorg, was located at one end. Guarded by Heimdall, name this bridge connecting Midgard to Asgard, often said to be the rainbow.
ANSWER: Bifrost
4) It began when Israel learned of an Egyptian and Syrian plan to launch a war of annihilation in the next 48 hours. Israel then ordered a pre-emptive air strike on Egyptian airfields and later attacks in the Gaza strip, Sinai Peninsula, West Bank, and Golan Heights. Name this “short” 1967 war where Israel defeated forces from Egypt, Syria, Jordan, and Iraq.
ANSWER: Six-Day War (or 1967 Arab-Israeli War, before 1967 is mentioned or June War)

5) He is described as having a large wart on his nose, and his big mouth and drunken nature causes him to speak out of order. Name this member of a group of pilgrims who tells a lewd tale in which a number of characters get burned (both figuratively and literally), including a clerk, a carpenter, and that carpenter’s wife in The Canterbury Tales.
ANSWER: The Miller
6) The auction of his Portrait of Dr. Gachet at Christie’s in 1990 set an auction record price of $82.5 million. Identify this Dutch painter of The Potato Eaters and series of paintings of sunflowers and another of haystacks.
ANSWER: Vincent van Gogh
7) He was the only president to be elected directly from the House of Representatives. He retired from the army to serve Ohio in the House and in 1876, became the Republican House floor leader. Name this president who defeated William Hancock to win his presidential election, but served less than a year, getting assassinated in 1881.
ANSWER: James A. Garfield
8) It was launched in 1977, and still produces data. It was originally going to be part of the Mariner program, but changed its name to sound romantic. Launching two probes, name this U.S. space program whose probes, 1 and 2, recorded data on all four gas giants for the first time in human history.
ANSWER: Voyager program

9) In this play's final act, one character prints "University of Virginia" on his sneakers despite failing a math class that prevents him from graduating; that character, Biff, ends up not going to college after finding out that his father has been cheating on his wife, Linda. Ending with the suicide of Willy Loman, identify this play by Arthur Miller.
Answer: Death of a Salesman 
10) This prophet is not mentioned by name in the Quran, and in the book of his name he is only mentioned by name twice in 1:3 and 24:24. Also known for the recipe for bread in 4:9, identify this prophet, whose name means “God will strengthen.” 
ANSWER: Ezekial
11) He depicted the triumph of scientific knowledge, personified by Arafa, over Judaism, Christianity, and Islam in his allegorical novel Children of the Alley. This author also described the life of Al-Sayyid Ahmad Abd al-Jawad in Palace Walk, which is the first novel of his epic The Cairo Trilogy. Name this recently deceased Egyptian novelist who won the 1988 Nobel Prize in Literature.
Answer: Naguib Mahfouz
12) It was first introduced into Congress by Jennings Randolph in 1941, who mentioned it every session once he became a senator in 1959. President Nixon certified it in 1971, and all states agreed to it in the 1980s. Name this Amendment that made eighteen the minimum age to vote.
ANSWER: 26th Amendment

13) In pure form, it is a poisonous yellow-green gas. The first large scale production of it was during the Manhattan Project during WWII. It can easily form compounds, even with certain noble gases, and is the most reactive and electronegative of all the elements. Name this element with atomic number 9 and symbol F.
ANSWER: Fluorine
14) Although he was a staunch supporter of communism, he was listed as one of the composers comdemned in the Zhdanov decree. He also wrote a ballet about the uprising of Spartacus. Name this Armenian composer most famous for a movement in the final act of his ballet Gayane, the Sabre Dance.
ANSWER: Aram Khachaturian
15) Her first marriage was to Prince Arthur, the Prince of Wales in 1501, but he died the next year. She gave birth to a few children, only one of whom would ever take the English throne, Mary I. Name this woman who couldn’t produce a male heir for the Tudor dynasty as the first wife of Henry VIII, who would eventually divorce her.
ANSWER: Catherine of Aragon
