Environmental issues were also raised to the stopping of yearly flooding which made the floodplain fertile. Name this dam located on the first cataract of the Nile.
ANSWER: Aswan High Dam.

7. He was an ascetic, lived by the temple of Cybele, and is considered one of the founders of Cynicism. Name this man who used to travel through the Agora of Athens in full daylight with a lit torch, and looking for an honest man.
ANSWER: Diogenes of Sinope

8. Narrated by a British soldier stationed in India, it tells of the treatment by British soldiers towards a native water-bearer. After the narrator is saved by the water-bearer at the cost of his life, he declares “You’re a better man than I am”, to this titular character in a Rudyard Kipling poem.
