Letter Round:
This round is brought to you by the letter j. All answers in this round will begin with the letter j.

1) A primary force in the Counter Reformation, these members of a group founded by Ignatius are best known today for their Catholic schools and universities.
ANSWER: Jesuits (do not accept Society of Jesus because that doesn’t start with a “j”)

2) This word identifies both the Roman analog to the chief Greek god of the Pantheon, and a planet distinguished by its Great Red Spot.
ANSWER: Jupiter
3) Disbanded in 1826 by Mahmud II, this group of bodyguards to the sultan was filled by captured Christian boys during the height of the Ottoman Empire.
ANSWER: Janissary
4) It is equivalent to 10 million ergs, and this quantity, whose base units are Newton meters, is the SI unit for energy.
ANSWER: Joule
5) She broke into the music industry with her mother and sisters Helen and Anita in the 1940s, but she is most famous for her long marriage to Johnny Cash.
ANSWER: June Carter Cash

6) Unable to produce an heir for her husband, she was divorced in 1809 in favor of Marie Louise after serving as Empress of France and wife to Napoleon I.
ANSWER: Josephine Bonaparte (nee de Beauharnais)

7) This is the term given to a media blitz of interviews where journalists are flown, all expenses paid, to meet with stars of an upcoming movie in exchange for positive press.
ANSWER: Junket
8) Influenced by the Palladio in Italy, this English architect under James I and Charles I designed such buildings as the Banqueting House at Whitehall.
ANSWER: Inigo Jones
9) This novel by Esther Forbes tells the tale of a namesake disfigured fourteen year old silversmith who gets caught up in the events of Boston during the Revolutionary War.
ANSWER: Johnny Tremain 
10) Its location on the mineral rich Witwatersrand hills makes this most populous city in South Africa the center of the region’s gold and diamond trade.
ANSWER: Johannesburg
Team Round 1:
6 questions per team, 5 seconds per answer, +20, no penalties
Team 1:
1) This crusade planned an invasion of the Holy Land through Egypt, but it stalled after its members got tied up in the sacking of Constantinople.
ANSWER: Fourth Crusade

2) This German author of Cat and Mouse and the Danzig Trilogy won the 1999 Nobel Lit Prize. 
ANSWER: Guenter Grass
3) Discovered in 1662, it states that for an ideal gas the pressure and volume are constant, or that PV = k.
ANSWER: Boyle’s Law (also accept Boyle Marioette Law)

4) This twin of Thanatos and son of Nyx gave birth to the Oneiroi who were the personification of dreams.
ANSWER: Hypnos
5) Works in this early 18th century French style include Antoine Watteau’s Pilgrimage to Cythera, and the style is characterized by lush colors and depictions of the aristocracy.
ANSWER: Rococo
6) Water flowing from the Ural and Volga rivers makes this landlocked lake the largest lake in the world.
ANSWER: Caspian Sea
Team 2:
1) Led by Conrad III of Germany and Louis VII of France and launched after the fall of Edessa, its failure to support Jerusalem led to that city’s eventual fall in 1187.
ANSWER: Second Crusade
2) This female Austrian author of The Piano Teacher and Lust won the 2004 Nobel Lit Prize.
ANSWER: Elfriede Jelinek
3) This law states that an ideal gas’s total pressure is equal to the sum of the partial pressures within the gas mixture.
ANSWER: Dalton’s Law Of Partial Pressure

4) One of the three Gorgon sisters, this goddess had her head chopped off by Perseus who used a mirror to avoid looking directly at her face.
ANSWER: Medusa
5) This middle 19th century art movement focused on everyday life, such as in Courbet’s Burial at Ornans and Millet’s The Gleaners.
ANSWER: Realism
6) This body of water straddling Europe and Anatolia connects to the Mediterranean by way of the Bosphorus.
ANSWER: Black Sea
Category Round:
The Mystery Round! This category is cloaked in a veil of mystery.

1) This founder of a namesake borough defended Kentucky against Indian attacks and created a path into that state called the Wilderness Road.
ANSWER: Daniel Boone
2) One of these largest land carnivores is shown desperately swimming for land in An Inconvenient Truth when global warming melts their glacial habitats.
ANSWER: Polar Bear (also accept Ursus Maritimus, Sea Bear, White Bear, and Northern Bear)

3) His work influenced Jefferson’s first draft of the Declaration of Independence, and he argued against Hobbes in his Two Treatises on Government.
ANSWER: John Locke
4) Released in the US on the Magical Mystery Tour Album, this John Lennon song contains the lines “living is easy with eyes closed” and “nothing is real, and nothing to get hung about”.
ANSWER: Strawberry Fields Forever 
5) This word identifies the ways in which higher truth is obtained, the teachings of the Buddha, and a title free spirit from a former ABC sitcom.
ANSWER: Dharma
6) An orphan raised by her Aunt Em and Uncle Henry, this protagonist of an L. Frank Baum novel uses her sparkling silver shoes to get back home.
ANSWER: Dorothy Gale

7) Made partly from siege equipment left by a failed invasion by Demetrius in 304 BCE, this structure topped 100 feet and may have stood over its city’s harbor.
ANSWER: Colossus of Rhodes
8) Beginning with a disputed inheritance, it is the Boffin family who ultimately receives the money in this last novel by Charles Dickens.
ANSWER: Our Mutual Friend 
9) With a name meaning bearer of martyrs, he became the spokesman to the pharaoh for his brother Moses.
ANSWER: Aaron
10) A tattoo reading “living is easy with eyes closed”. A four toed statue the size of the Colossus of Rhodes. A key in Our Mutual Friend. A child named Aaron. Henry Gale. Boone. The Dharma Initiative. Locke. All of these seemingly unrelated things and people are significant to the survivors of Oceanic Flight 815 in this ABC drama about island castaways.
ANSWER: Lost

8 questions per team, 5 seconds per answer, +20, no penalties, +25 for all correct
Team 1:
1) Led by an eponymous Revolutionary War veteran, this uprising of Massachusetts farmers against unfair tax practices showed the weakness of the Articles of Confederation.
ANSWER: Shays’ Rebellion
2) This future ghost is told by the weird sisters that although Macbeth will become king, his sons will go on to rule after Macbeth’s death.
ANSWER: Banquo
3) This 1843 Richard Wagner opera, originally performed without intermission, tells the story of a ghost ship condemned to sail the world until Judgment Day.
ANSWER: The Flying Dutchman 
4) Adeptly using Henry Morton Stanley to explore and claim this country, King Leopold II caused between three to ten million native deaths here through his cruel colonial practices.
ANSWER: Congo Free State (Also accept Belgian Congo, Democratic Republic of the Congo. Do not accept Zaire)

5) This entity from Norse mythology connects the nine different worlds and is supported by its three roots.
ANSWER: Yggdrasil
6) Laminar flow lacks this quality which is characterized by random, chaotic disruptions in a fluid.
ANSWER: Turbulence
7) This Reginald Rose written drama is set around a large table, and it chronicles the attempt of Juror 7 to convince his peers that the defendant on trial is not guilty.
ANSWER: 12 Angry Men 
8) Wrestling under names like Cactus Jack, Dude Love, and Mankind, he would tell his story in books like Have A Nice Day: A Tale of Blood and Sweatsocks.
ANSWER: Mick Foley
Team 2:
1) Caused by a tax levied by Alexander Hamilton on the namesake substance, this western Pennsylvanian rebellion was put down by President Washington.
ANSWER: Whiskey Rebellion
2) After an untimely death at the sword of Tybalt, this Shakespeare character proclaims “a plague o’ both your houses”.
ANSWER: Mercutio
3) Modest Mussorgsky composed this piano suite for his deceased friend, Viktor Hartmann. It is best known for its final movement, "The Great Gate of Kiev".
ANSWER: Pictures at an Exhibition (or Little Pictures from an Exhibition)

4) Up to one million people of this ethnic group died during the administration of the Young Turks from 1915 to 1917.
ANSWER: Armenians
5) Literally meaning the hall of the slain, this hall of Odin is the location for those killed in battle.
ANSWER: Valhalla
6) This law of fluid dynamics, named for a Dutch scientist, states that the velocity of fluid flow varies inversely with pressure.
ANSWER: Bernoulli’s Principle
7) Written during the McCarthy era, this Arthur Miller drama uses heavy allegory in telling of Abigail Williams’s allegations of witchcraft in Puritan era Massachusetts.
ANSWER: The Crucible 
8) Despite the name The Hitman, this famous Canadian wrestler never inflicted permanent damage on any of his opponents.
ANSWER: Bret Sergeant Hart
Grab Bag:
±20, no bounce backs
1) Resolutions in the document it drafted included placing a king appointed executive in charge of defense and trade amongst its members. That document was ultimately rejected by Parliament and the colonies despite the famous “Join Or Die” cartoon circulated in its favor. Identify this 1754 meeting of the colonies in a namesake New York location that resulted in a Plan of Union for the American Colonies drafted by Thomas Hutchinson and Benjamin Franklin.
ANSWER: Albany Congress or "Albany Plan"

2) More liberal sects trace its origin back to the fundamental Zohar text of the Middle Ages. The traditional interpretation of its origins claims to have come from secrets revealed by God to Adam, and its name derives from "to receive" or "to accept". Focused on understanding the oral tradition passed down from Moses from which it gets its name, identify this type of Jewish Mysticism whose contemporary subscribers include Madonna.
ANSWER: Kabbalah
3) Although it is rarely performed in its full six hour form, its most famous song is extremely recognizable for its English horn call to the dairy cows and its Calvary charge finale. Identify this 1829 opera known mainly for its overture, a work by Gioacchino Rossini telling of a Swiss folk hero who successfully shot an apple off of his son’s head.
ANSWER: William Tell 
4) It is often used with one time pads in cryptography in order to mix data, and it is also used to create parity information in a RAID Array. Using three of these operations can be used to swap two variables without needing a third copy variable, and if two numbers are equal it evaluates them to 0. Identify this logical operation that evaluates to one only if exactly one of the two bits is equal to 1.
ANSWER: XOR (pronounced ex-or, also accept Exclusive Disjunction, Exclusive OR, and EOR)

5) The motivation to see his family again prompts this character to flee from his residence at the novel’s beginning. His appearance is explained by the title character in the novel as being caused by smallpox, and that title character also decides to tear up a letter giving this person’s whereabouts to his owner Miss Watson. Identify this runaway slave who is the subject of an increasingly more complex rescue plan by Tom Sawyer in The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn.
ANSWER: Jim
6) One of its most popular members is a fictional sixteen year old girl named Bree who produces content with her editor Daniel, and who goes by the name lonelygirl15. It was created by three former Paypal employees, and NBC recently partnered with it after initially calling for Andy Samberg’s Lazy Sunday skit to be removed. Identify this online flash video site that made OK Go’s "Here It Goes Again" famous, a site where anyone can upload their videos.
ANSWER: YouTube (Prompt on lonelygirl15 early) 

7) This exothermic reaction operates at high pressures and a temperature of 450 degrees Celsius in the presence of an iron catalyst, and today produces over 500 million tons of output by combining Nitrogen and Hydrogen. Name this industrial process that largely replaced the guano industry for supplying ammonia for explosives and fertilizer, named for the German chemist who invented it.
ANSWER: Haber Process (also accept Haber-Bosch Process)

8) John Mitchell issued an injunction against the first organization to publish articles about them, while The Washington Post received a different injunction after they rejected a request by William Rehnquist to cease their publication. Identify these documents that were leaked by Daniel Ellsberg to the New York Times in 1971, a top secret report detailing the United States’ involvement in Vietnam since World War II.
ANSWER: The Pentagon Papers 
9) The protagonist of this work is living with her daughter Denver and has a tenuous relationship with Paul D when the title character arrives. Sethe believes this girl to be a daughter she beheaded years ago to save her from slavery. Name this slave narrative that won a 1988 Pulitzer Prize and was proclaimed the best American fiction novel of the past 25 years by the New York Times Book Review, a work by Toni Morrison.
ANSWER: Beloved 
10) Two figures in black can be seen walking on the back of a dock in the upper left of this work, while red and blue lines swirl in the shape of the central figure’s head and mouth in the rest of the painting. The artist drew his inspiration for the background from the eruption of Krakatoa. Identify this 1893 oil painting that was recently returned to the [Moonk] Munch Museum, whose title comes from the action the title figure is performing.
ANSWER: The Scream (or equivalents or Skrik )

11) They established dominance over conquered peoples by confiscating virgin women to serve as wives to the god of the sun, and were renowned for their impressive walls. A power struggle between Huascar and Atahualpa for the throne weakened this entity after the untimely death of the popular emperor Huayna Capac in 1527. Identify this civilization famous for sites like Machu Picchu and Cuzco, conquered by the Spaniard, Francisco Pizarro.
ANSWER: Inca Empire

12) It was most closely related to the Dada movement in art, which intentionally avoided all aesthetic guidelines. The person most associated with it described a follower of it as someone “who judges of the world as it is that it ought not to be” and made a greater stir when he proclaimed that this philosophy led him to believe God is dead. Identify this philosophy advocated by Martin Heidegger and Friedrich Nietzsche whose name comes from the Latin word for nothing.
ANSWER: Nihilism
13) The most famous case with this name ruled that defendants could be held without charges, but not tried without them. The Fourteenth and Fifth Amendments limit this practice, although the USA PATRIOT Act controversially allows it in terrorist trials. Identify this legal term that comes from the Latin for “from one party”, which the Supreme Court famously ruled on in the case of Lambdin P. Milligan.
ANSWER: Ex Parte
14) It occurs due to a reaction between the luciferin pigment and the luciferase enzyme in the presence of ATP. Up to ninety percent of deep sea life is estimated to exhibit this property for use in attraction, repulsion or communication. Specific organisms that demonstrate this include honey mushrooms, anglerfish, dinoflagellates, and fireflies. Identify this term that is used to describe the emission of light by a living organism.
ANSWER: Bioluminescence
15) Its name can be translated to “Rock Puma,” probably due to its shape. Over 25 rivers empty into it, and it contains over 40 islands, including the heavy-populated Amantani and Taquile. Name this highest commercially navigable lake in the world, the largest freshwater lake in South America.
ANSWER: Lake Titicaca
