Letter Round
The Letter “Z”
All answers in this round will contain a word that begins with the letter “Z.” Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) Addressed to Heinrich von Eckardt, it announced Germany's intentions to begin unrestricted submarine warfare and the country's desire of an alliance with Mexico in World War I.
ANSWER: Zimmermann Telegraph (also accept Zimmermann Note)

2) Used as the anode in alkaline batteries and for providing a coating in galvanized steel, name this element with atomic number 30 and chemical symbol, Zn.
ANSWER: Zinc
3) She created the characters Logan Killicks, Jody Starks, and Tea Cake, all husbands to Janie Crawford, in her novel, Their Eyes Were Watching God.
ANSWER: Zora Neale Hurston
4) This neutral city's Cabaret Voltaire was the center of the Dada movement. It's also the largest city in Switzerland.
ANSWER: Zurich, Switzerland

5) Both the brother and husband of Iris, this Greek god was known as the bringer of spring and personification of the west wind.
ANSWER: Zephyrus

6) He came up with a new way prevent surface rippling at his Iceland Rink, but he is best remembered for his namesake ice resurfacing machine.
ANSWER: Frank Joseph Zamboni, Jr.

7) Dying just 16 months into his first term, this victor at the Battle of Fort Harrison was succeeded by Filmore and was nicknamed "Old Rough and Ready".
ANSWER: Zachary Taylor
8) First appearing in Johnston McCulley's The Curse of Capistrano, this secret identify of Don Diego de la Vega is known for his mask and for carving Z's into people.
ANSWER: Zorro
9) Usually forming from the fusion of two gametes, this diploid cell becomes an embryo after cell division.
ANSWER: Zygote
10) Primarily divided into the Congo and Zambezi River basins, this landlocked African country has a capital at Lusaka.
ANSWER: Republic of Zambia
Team Round 1A
The team on my left will have a chance to answer these seven questions. Then, the team on my right will have a chance to answer their own set of seven questions. +20 for a correct answer, no penalty for an incorrect answer. +25 for getting them all correct.
1) Repealed by Robert Peal beginning in 1846, these British acts were tariffs on a particular agricultural product.
ANSWER: Corn Laws
2) A horse thinks it queer when the narrator of this Frost poem performs the title action with miles to go before he sleeps.
ANSWER: Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening
3) Almost always associated with trisomy, sufferers of this disease have an additional chromosome 21 leading to a host of physical and mental problems.
ANSWER: Down Syndrome (also accept Down's Syndrome, give strange looks and then begrudgingly prompt on "Mongolism"... and even more so to anyone who says "Mongolian Idiocy")

4) Achilles' son Neoptolemus (nee-oh-tall-uh-mus) killed this husband of Hecuba and final king of Troy shortly after that city fell.
ANSWER: Priam
5) Michelangelo painted this figure with an Italian name "of the steps", while Duccio (doo-chee-oh) di Buoninsegna (bwoh-nin-sayn-ya) and many others painted her enthroned with child.
ANSWER: Madonna (prompt on "Mary" or "The Virgin Mary")

6) This simple comparison based sort runs in Big O of n squared time, going through a list and swapping any element in the wrong order until no more swaps are needed.
ANSWER: Bubble Sort
7) Originating in the Himalayas, this river is known as the Tsang-po in Tibet. It flows through Bangladesh before joining with the Ganges.
ANSWER: Brahmaputra River (also accept Bromhoputro River)

Team Round 1B
1) The British legislation of this name in 1867 extended suffrage to property owning men, while the 1832 bill of this name eliminated rotten boroughs.
ANSWER: Reform Act (also accept Representation of the People Act)

2) A carriage containing just the narrator, immortality and the title character passed through schools and fields in this 27th poem of Emily Dickinson.
ANSWER: Because I Could Not Stop For Death
3) Characterized by the presence of an extra X chromosome in males, this malady named for a Boston endocrinologist often leaves patients infertile.
ANSWER: Klinefelter's Syndrome (prompt on "47,XXY" and "XXY Syndrome")

4) This king of Mycenae (my-see-knee) and leader of the Greek forces in Troy was killed by his wife Clytemnestra after his return home.
ANSWER: Agamemnon
5) Diego Velázquez depicted one of these figures known as the Rokeby, while a more famous depiction sees her standing on a shell and being blown by the Zephyrs.
ANSWER: Venus
6) This efficient sorting algorithm, running in Big O of n log n time, recursively orders elements around a pivot to perform the sorting.
ANSWER: Quicksort
7) Starting its flow in the Qinghai (ching-high) province, this muddy Chinese river passes through cities like Lanzhou and Jinan before reaching the Bohai Sea.
ANSWER: Yellow River (also accept Huang He)

Category Round
The 18th Century.
All of the answers in this round relate to people and things prominent during the years 1701-1800. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) This ruling faction issued the policy of Sakoku, wherein only trade with the Dutch in Nagasaki was permitted in Japan during the 18th century.
ANSWER: Tokugawa Shogunate
2) This mathematician proposed a solution for the Bridges of Konigsberg problem in 1736, and also used "e" for the natural logarithm base, a constant now named for him.
ANSWER: Leonhard Paul Euler
3) Born in 1783, this writer published stories like "Roscoe" in his The Sketch Book of Geoffrey Crayon, a collection also containing "Rip Van Winkle" and "Sleepy Hollow".
ANSWER: Washington Irving
4) Exemplified in works like Watteau's Embarkation to Cythera, name this early 18th century art movement whose name comes from the French for shell-covered rocks. 
ANSWER: Rococo
5) In 1772, Joseph II, Frederick the Great and Catherine the Great participated in the first of these three events that split up a country with a modern day capital at Warsaw.
ANSWER: First Partition of Poland
6) Martin is his travel companion, Cunégonde his love interest, and Dr. Pangloss his tutor. Name this title character of a Voltaire satire.
ANSWER: Candide
7) A pin factory was used to illustrate the division of labor in this book published in 1776, by a man who used the term "the invisible hand", Adam Smith.
ANSWER: An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations
8) Kelzang Gyatso was the 7th person to hold this title. They are reborn men who ruled from Lhasa as the leader of the Yellow Hat order of Tibetan Buddhism.
ANSWER: Dalai Lama
9) The incidental music for Rosamunde may have originally served as the finale to this incomplete Schubert piece.
ANSWER: Unfinished Symphony (also accept Schubert's Symphony Number 8 in B Minor and Unvollendete Symphony)

10) In a Robert Lawson book and a 1953 Disney short film, a mouse named Amos helps this historical figure invent a stove and bifocals, and to publish Poor Richard's Almanack.
ANSWER: Benjamin Franklin
Team Round 2A
The team on my right will have a chance to answer these seven questions. Then, the team on my left will have a chance to answer their own set of seven questions. +20 for a correct answer, no penalty for an incorrect answer. +25 for getting them all correct.
1) Co-founded by The Feminine Mystique author Betty Friedan in 1966, this organization sought to achieve female equality quite promptly.
ANSWER: NOW (also accept National Organization for Women)

2) Eventually taught English and converted to Christianity, this character becomes Robinson Crusoe's servant after he saves him from being eaten by other cannibals.
ANSWER: Friday
3) This French composer drew inspiration from a Goethe poem when creating his 1897 orchestral work, The Sorcerer's Apprentice.
ANSWER: Paul Abraham Dukas
4) The Torrijos-Carter Treaty established a plan for relinquishing US control of a part of this country obtained by the 1903 Hay-Bunau Varilla treaty.
ANSWER: Panama
5) The Seveners and Twelvers make up two of the main sects in this branch of Islam, the most dominant faith in Iran.
ANSWER: Shi'a Islam (also accept Shi'ite Islam or Shi'ism)

6) This electrical law relates the magnitude of a force between two charged particles to their charges times the electrostatic constant over the particles' radius squared.
ANSWER: Coulomb's Law
7) This American's only Grand Slam win came at the 2003 US Open. His other three finals appearances have seen him getting his clock cleaned by Roger Federer.
ANSWER: Andrew Stephen "Andy" Roddick
Team Round 2B
1) Created by Gloria Steinem in 1972, this magazine with a two letter name controversially contained reader abortion stories four years before Roe v. Wade.
ANSWER: Ms. Magazine

2) These people were the rivals of the citizens of Blefuscu, a people who ate boiled eggs differently than these six-inch high people did.
ANSWER: Lilliputians
3) This Italian composer's "Dance of the Hours" from his popular opera La Gioconda provided the music to the ostrich ballet scene in the original Fantasia film.
ANSWER: Amilcare Ponchielli
4) Emilio Aguinaldo led a bloody resistance against the United States in this country, purchased from Spain by the US following the Spanish-American War.
ANSWER: The Philippines
5) Deriving from an Arabic word for "wool", this mystic form of Islam is made up of orders known as Tariqas and features priests called Whirling Dervishes.
ANSWER: Sufism

6) Maxwell added displacement current to correct this law discovered by the namesake of the SI unit of current.
ANSWER: Ampere's Law

7) This Spaniard was runner up in five sets to Roger Federer at this year's Wimbledon. He has found more success at the French Open, winning the last three of them.
ANSWER: Rafael Nadal Parera

Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) He explores the courtship of Mashechka and Sergey Mikhaylych (mee-khigh-lich) in the novella, Family Happiness, while a more famous novella tells of a St. Petersburg judge who suffered a fall while putting up curtains and that judge's subsequent demise. Name this Russian author who wrote The Death of Ivan Ilyich and War and Peace.
ANSWER: Leo Tolstoy (also accept Lev Nikolayevich Tolstoy)

2) This author of "On Miracles" tackled the fallacies of inductive reasoning in his most famous work, while in A Treatise on Human Nature he discusses the passions, morals, and understanding of man. Identify this Scottish Enlightenment philosopher who wrote An Enquiry Concerning Human Understanding.
ANSWER: David Hume
3) This band intended to record Songs from the Black Hole as their second album, but instead put "Butterfly", "The Good Life", and "El Scorcho" on their actual sophomore album, Pinkerton. Their first album, the Blue Album, contained tracks like "My Name Is Jonas" and "Buddy Holly". Name this band behind the hit, "Beverly Hills".
ANSWER: Weezer
4) Molecules like propellances exhibit the inverted type of this geometry. The regular form of this geometry is characterized by molecules with 109.5 degree bond angles. Seen in molecules consisting of four substituent atoms bonded to a central atom such as methane, name this type of molecular geometry that takes its name from a polyhedron with four triangular faces.
ANSWER: Tetrahedral (also accept word forms like Tetrahedron)

5) Andrew Marvell wrote one about Cromwell's return from Ireland, while a well known example of this type of composition asks, "If Winter comes, can Spring be far behind?". Abraham Cowley wrote a collection of them in the style of Pindar. Name these lyrical verses that include Keat's one on a Grecian Urn.
ANSWER: Odes

6) The "Flower Song" in this opera describes how the imprisoned Don José treasured a white flower tossed to him by its main character. More famous arias from this opera include the Toreador Song, sung by Escamillo about a bullfight, and the "Habanera" (ah-bahn-yeh-ruh), sung by the title gypsy. Name this 1875 opera by Georges Bizet.
ANSWER: Carmen
7) Operation Flavius killed three IRA members here in 1988, and it is the home to Europe's only wild monkeys, a certain type of macaque. This location also contains many native speakers of Llanito, and it was given British sovereignty at the Treaty of Utrecht. Name this small peninsula on the southern tip of Spain, known for its large rock.
ANSWER: The Rock of Gibraltar
8) A mural on the ceiling of this building's lobby was recently restored, depicting airplanes, construction workers, and the building itself. Pink marble bathrooms decorated the now closed Cloud Club on the 66th through 68th floors here. Name this art deco skyscraper designed by William Van Allen, made for an American automobile company.
ANSWER: The Chrysler Building
9) It forms a triple junction with the Cocos and the Pacific, while the Carnegie Ridge stretches along the ocean floor of its northern section, eventually rising high enough to form the Galapagos archipelago. Name this fast moving tectonic plate off of the western coast of South America, named for a line-creating ancient culture of Peru.
ANSWER: Nazca Plate

10) Article I, Section 7 of the Constitution creates the need for these bodies, and the report that they produce cannot contain new legislation. The House can close them to the public, and, once written, their report is not open for changes by either branch. Name these meetings of House and Senate members to resolve differences in a bill.
ANSWER: Conference Committee
11) This oldest son of Amran and Jochebed (yo-khe-ved) was allowed into the Holy of Holies once a year to bring an offering. Responsible for creating the golden calf, he would later be critical of his younger brother for marrying Zipporah. Also the sibling of Miriam, name this priest of Israel, the brother and "mouth" of Moses.
ANSWER: Aaron the Levite (also accept Aharon)

12) The losers at this battle unsuccessfully retreated to Ft. Miami, and the Treaty of Greenville, ratified after this battle, was notably not signed by Tecumseh. Name this 1794 defeat of the Northwest Indian tribes, a victory for Anthony Wayne that resulted in the cessation of most of Ohio and that was named for downed canopy.
ANSWER: Fallen Timbers
13) The IgA type of these proteins are found in areas like the respiratory tract, and they all consist of both two heavy chains and two light chains. These proteins are produced by B-Cells and work by binding to their targets. Name these often Y-shaped glycoproteins that identify and fight bacteria, viruses and other antigens.
ANSWER: Antibody
14) Minor characters include Peter and Pavel, who fled their home country after a wolf attack. While in Lincoln, this work's protagonist attends plays with his childhood friend Lena Lingard, and years later returns to Black Hawk to find the title character married to Cuzak. Name this prairie novel about a title Bohemian immigrant by Wila Cather.
ANSWER: My Ántonia
15) Phillip V's alliance with this man prompted the First Macedonian War, while this leader earlier defeated Sempronius at Trebia and a superior Roman force at Cannae in 216 BCE. Eventually defeated at Zama by Scipio (skih-pee-oh), name this Carthaginian general best known for crossing the Alps on elephants.
ANSWER: Hannibal
TB) The rebellion that led to this country's 1830 independence was prompted by a performance of La Muette (moot) de Portici, and the execution of the Schlieffen Plan resulted in it being conquered in 1914. Name this country, a one-time possessor of The Congo, which was invaded by Germany in both World War I and II.
ANSWER: Belgium
