The Letter “v”

1) This physical rate is defined as the quotient of displacement of time and is the vector form of 'speed'.
ANSWER: Velocity
2) Typically nocturnal ambush predators, a triangular shaped head is characteristic of this species of snake, due to the location of their venom glands.
ANSWER: Viper
3) This Venetian composer of "Judith Trumphans" was nicknamed The Red Priest and is best known for The Four Seasons.
ANSWER: Antonio Lucio Vivaldi
4) This landlocked sovereign city-state created in 1929 by the Lateran Treaty is the smallest independent state in the world and is ruled by the Pope.
ANSWER: Vatican City
5) This membrane-bound compartment found in eukaryotic cells is responsible for excretory and storage functions.
ANSWER: Vacuole
6) This nation contains such bodies of water as Lake Maracaibo and the Orinoco River. It's currently headed by president Hugo Chavez and has a capital at Caracas.
ANSWER: Venezuela
7) This word names a genus of flowering plants with heart-shaped leaves. It's also the last color to be mentioned in the mnemonic ROYGIBIV.
ANSWER: Violet
8) Including intransitive and transitive, this part of speech usually denotes a state of being, an occurrence or an action.
ANSWER: Verb
9) This author of The Lighthouse at the End of the World and Five Weeks in a Balloon told of Captain Nemo's voyage in Twenty Thousand Leagues Under the Sea.
ANSWER: Jules Verne
10) Notably called Mulciber in Milton's Paradise Lost, this Roman god of fire and the forge was called Hephaestus in Greece.
ANSWER: Vulcan
Team Round 1A

1) Sometimes called the Red Eminence, this man served as chief minister and adviser to King Louis XIII.
ANSWER: Armand Jean du Plessis de Richelieu, Cardinal-Duc de Richelieu
2) Associated with the Harlem Renaissance this author wrote The Negro Speaks of Rivers, and pondered the fate of a dream deferred.
ANSWER: Langston Hughes
3) Forming the base of the food chain, these organisms, mostly consisting of plants, produce organic compounds through chemosynthesis or photosynthesis.
ANSWER: Primary producers or Autotrophs
4) In Norse mythology, these miners and smiths, which included Brokkr, created some powerful objects including Fenrir’s chain and Thor’s hammer.
ANSWER: Dwarves
5) This Greek column type is the most simple, with no base, vertical fluted shafts and a smooth capital.
ANSWER: Doric column

6) Notable for its use in Southwestern jewelry, this hydrous phosphate of copper and aluminum takes a blue to green color.
ANSWER: Turquoise
7) This long narrow estuary with steep sides is formed when a glacial valley is flooded, and is commonly found in Scandinavia.
ANSWER: Fjord
Team Round 1B
1) Besieged at La Rochelle and killed during the St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre, these French Protestants were later protected by the Edict of Nantes.
ANSWER: Huguenots (also accept French Calvinists)

2) This American author wrote the autobiography Black Boy as well as a novel about Bigger Thomas, Native Son.
ANSWER: Richard Wright
3) These organisms get their energy by feeding on waste or dead organisms, and return the nutrients to the surrounding environment.
ANSWER: Decomposers (also accept Saprophages or Saprotrophs or Saprobes or Detritivores)

4) Much to his chagrin, this artificer of Greek mythology created a pair of wax and feather wings which his son Icarus burned to a crisp.
ANSWER: Daedalus
5) This column type from classical architecture stands on a base and the capital consists of paired scrolls called volutes.
ANSWER: Ionic column

6) Believed by the Geeks and Romans to prevent drunkenness, this February birthstone is a purple variety of quartz.
ANSWER: Amethyst
7) This geographical feature is defined as any large amount of accumulated debris deposited by glaciers and comes in lateral, ground and terminal varieties.
ANSWER: Moraine
Category Round
Shakedown, 1979.
All of the answers in this round relate to people, places, things and events with a connection to 1979. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) Bordered by the Gulf of Oman, the Caspian Sea, Iraq and Pakistan, this country’s main mountain chain is the Zagros Mountains. Its capital is Tehran.
ANSWER: Islamic Republic of Iran
2) Two answers required. 1979 saw the first human observation of this then-planet moving inside the orbit of this other planet, the eighth from the Sun.
ANSWER: Pluto and Neptune
3) Although it resulted in no deaths or injuries, the partial core meltdown of this nuclear power plant in Pennsylvania resulted in a decline in the popularity of nuclear power.
ANSWER: Three Mile Island accident (accept equivalents)

4) On January 7, 1979, Vietnam announced, along with the insurgents they backed, the fall of this man’s Khmer Rouge regime and the capital of Phnom Penh.
ANSWER: Pol Pot (also accept Saloth Sar)

5) In 1979 he published The Long Walk under the name Richard Bachman. His more recent works include the Dark Tower series and The Shining.
ANSWER: Stephen Edwin King (accept Richard Bachman before mentioned)

6) Crashing into Western Australia, after 6 years and 2 months in orbit, this first US orbiting space station returned to Earth in 1979.
ANSWER: Skylab
7) This 24 hour television network, founded by Scott and Bill Rasmussen, began broadcasting in 1979. Spinoff stations now include Classic, 2, and Deportes.
ANSWER: ESPN
8) This Albanian founder of the Missionaries of Charity, beatified by Pope John Paul II, was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1979 for her humanitarian work, most notably in Calcutta.
ANSWER: Mother Teresa (also accept Blessed Teresa of Calcutta or Agnes Bojaxhiu)

9) The first and only woman to date to hold her post, this leader of the Conservative Party served as the British Prime Minister from 1979 to 1990.
ANSWER: Margaret Thatcher
10) In 1979 there was a London revival of this Rodgers and Hammerstein musical about a woman named Anna who becomes a school teacher for the children of the ruler of Siam. 
ANSWER: The King and I
Team Round 2A

1) This territorial acquisition by the United States occurred in 1867, when Tsar Alexander II decided to sell the territory instead of losing it in a conflict.
ANSWER: Alaska Purchase (also accept Seward’s Folly)

2) A proponent of the Irish Literary Revival, this poet wrote “The Lake Isle of Innisfree”, “Easter 1916” and “The Second Coming”.
ANSWER: William Butler Yeats
3) Disguised as a guard, Leonore rescues her husband from prison in this only opera by Beethoven.
ANSWER: Fidelio or Op. 72
4) The longest reigning historical Japanese emperor, this man’s rule saw Japan's invasion of China and Manchuria as well as World War II.
ANSWER: Hirohito or Emperor Showa
5) This month of the Islamic Calendar celebrates the revelation of the Qur’an and is marked by fasting from sunrise to sunset.
ANSWER: Ramadan
6) Equal to one half times mass times velocity squared, this is the energy an object possesses due to its motion.
ANSWER: Kinetic energy

7) This science fiction video game series created by Bungie Studios, which just released its third installment, centers on Master Chief and the Covenant.
ANSWER: Halo
Team Round 2B
1) This 1820 agreement prohibited slavery in the former Louisiana Territory except for the boundaries of the namesake proposed state.
ANSWER: Missouri Compromise 
2) This metaphysical poet wrote “A Valediction: Forbidding Mourning”, "The Flea", and the Holy Sonnets, one of which begins with the line “Death be not proud.”
ANSWER: John Donne
3) This three act opera by Giacomo Puccini follows the relationship between Lieutenant Pinkerton and the titular Cio-Cio-San. (cho-cho-SAHN).
ANSWER: Madame Butterfly' or 'Madama Butterfly
4) This period of political and social change in 19th century Japan saw major industrialization and the phasing out of the samurai class.
ANSWER: Meiji Restoration or Meiji Inshin or Meiji Revolution or Meiji Renewal
5) This “Festival of Lights” is significant in Hinduism, Sikhism and Jainism and symbolizes the victory of good over evil.
ANSWER: Diwali or Divali or Deepavali
6) This physical law, named after a 17th century British scientist, relates a spring's restoring force to the distance it is stretched or compressed.
ANSWER: Hooke’s law of elasticity

7) Blizzard Entertainment recently announced the second installment in this real time strategy series popular in South Korea, famous for its Zerg rushes.
ANSWER: StarCraft
Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) The allele responsible for this disease is autosomal recessive, often affects the spleen, and may cause elevated white blood cell and platelet counts. Discovered to give resistance to malaria and often associated with those of African descent, identify this genetic disorder in which the red blood cells change shape.
ANSWER: Sickle-cell anemia (also accept Sickle-cell disease)

2) His most famous work was later divided by editors into nine sections named after the Muses, with the first one appropriately being named after Clio. In addition to his most famous epithet, he is also called the Father of Lies as he is accused of exaggerating and taking local tales as fact. Identify this Greek historian, often called the Father of History.
ANSWER: Herodotus
3) He has had guest appearances on Las Vegas and My Name Is Earl, where he parodied his hit football movie from 1993 and is currently the narrator for Meerkat Manor. Guest starring as Lynn McGill on the fifth season of 24, identify this actor probably now best known for his role as Samwise Gamgee in The Lord of the Rings.
ANSWER: Sean Astin (also accept Sean Patrick Duke)

4) The author traces this family’s lineage back to 1699 and while once prominent they have recently fallen on hard times. The youngest scion of this family was named after his uncle but was renamed after his disability was discovered. Identify this Mississippi family, including Jason, Quentin, Caddy and Benjy, created by William Faulkner.
ANSWER: Compson
5) When this element is found in high concentrations in magmas and igneous rocks, the rocks are called felsic. This element also composes 25.7% of the earth’s crust. Important in creating synthetics, glasses, semiconductors, and microchips, identify this chemical element with atomic number 14 and symbol Si.
ANSWER: Silicon
6) One painting of this geographical object shows it "in Clear Weather" with most of it in a deep red color. A more famous depiction of the object shows it in the background being dwarfed by a Great Wave off Kanagawa. With 36 different views of this place done in woodblocks by Hokusai, this is what tallest mountain in Japan?
ANSWER: Mount Fuji
7) His first volume of verse, Book of Twilights, was published in 1923 and after a visit to Peru in 1943 he wrote a twelve-part poem inspired by his visit to Machu Picchu. The winner of the 1971 Nobel Prize in Literature, identify this Chilean poet and author of "Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair" and Canto General.
ANSWER: Pablo Neruda (also accept Ricardo Eliecer Neftali Reyes Basoalto)

8) Bright varieties of these objects are associated with Birkeland currents that flow down from the ionosphere. Their primary name comes from the Roman goddess of the Dawn, while they are often given hemispherical names such as 'australis'. Most often occurring in the polar night sky, identify these natural colored light displays.
ANSWER: Aurorae (also accept Auroras, but do not accept specific aurorae like "Aurora Borealis")

9) The numbers of one side of this battle were severely afflicted by the inaction of the Earl of Northumberland and the betrayal of Lord Stanley and his brother, resulting in defeat for the last of the Plantagenet dynasty. Ending the War of the Roses, identify this battle between Richard III and Henry Tudor, where Richard was killed.
ANSWER: Battle of Bosworth Field

10) This hero defeated the bandit Sciron who would kick travelers off a cliff as they knelt to wash his feet. The husband of Phaedra, identify this Greek hero who captured the Marathonian Bull and slew the Minotaur.
ANSWER: Theseus
11) Winnie is buried in a growing mound of dirt in this author's play Happy Days. His novels include The Unnameable, and he depicted a man listening to spools of his past life in Krapp’s Last Tape. Depicting the relationship between Hamm and Clov in Endgame, identify this Irish playwright who wrote about the tramps Vladimir and Estragon in Waiting for Godot.
ANSWER: Samuel Barclay Beckett
12) The founders of this site arrived via three ships under the command of Captain Newport, but their aristocratic nature, along with harsh conditions and poor relations with local tribes led by Chief Powhatan resulted in The Starving Time. Identify this early North American English settlement, located in Virginia and named for a British king.
ANSWER: Jamestown Settlement

13) His piano pieces include Gardens in the Rain and Reflections in the Water, which respectively appear in his suites Images and Estampes. His Suite Bergamasque includes a Passepied as well as Clair de Lune. Identify this French composer of Prelude to the Afternoon of a Faun and “La Mer”.
ANSWER: Achille-Claude Debussy
14) In one of this man's plays, Garcin is led into a windowless room, a play that also contains the famous line "Hell is other people". Identify this philosopher known for his existentialism, as well as his literary works such as Being and Nothingness, Nausea and No Exit.
ANSWER: Jean-Paul Charles Aymard Sartre
15) This event resulted in the end of Bahaddur Shah II's line and the beginning of direct rule by the British government. Although the causes were diverse, one often cited cause is cartridges that had to be bitten open being covered in pork or beef fat. Identify this period of uprising against the British East India Company, beginning in 1857.
ANSWER: Sepoy Rebellion (also accept Sepoy Mutiny)

TB) This entity is the third attempt at a central system of its type in the United States; its two predecessors ending in 1811 and 1836, respectively. These were the First and Second Banks of the United States. Currently chaired by Ben Bernanke, identify this central banking system of the United States, formerly headed by Alan Greenspan.
ANSWER: the Federal Reserve System (also accept the Fed and prompt on Third Bank of the United States)
