Letter Round
The Letter “F”
All answers in this round will contain a word that begins with the letter “F.” Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) This country, attacked by the Soviet Union during the Winter War, is currently headed by Conan O’Brien look alike Tarja Halonen and has its capital at Helsinki.
ANSWER: Finland
2) Created by Congress in 1865, this organization sought to provide food, clothing, and shelter to former slaves.
ANSWER: Freedman’s Bureau
3) Creator of the fictional Yoknapatawpha County, this author wrote stories like As I Lay Dying and Absalom, Absalom.
ANSWER: William Faulkner
4) Employed by many species of single-celled organisms and sperm cells, these structures are long projections extending from the cell body used for aquatic motion.
ANSWER: flagella
5) Featuring such races as Clavats, Al Bhed and Moogles, this video game series is best known for its seventh installment which stars Cloud Strife.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy
6) The former teacher of criminal Bill Sykes, this Jewish villain leads a group of child pickpockets in the British underworld in Dickens’ Oliver Twist.
ANSWER: Fagin
7) Notable for his back-of-the-envelope calculations, this Italian American scientist made great strides in nuclear physics and worked on the Manhattan Project.
ANSWER: Enrico Fermi
8) Among this goddess’s possessions are the boar, Hildisvini and a cloak of feathers that can transform her into a bird. She is the goddess of fertility and love in Norse myth.
ANSWER: Freya
9) Existing in both buon and secco varieties, this form of painting involves applying colored pigments to a plaster surface.
ANSWER: fresco
10) The patron saint of nature and the environment, this man was baptized Giovanni di Bernardone and started a namesake monastic order in 1209.
ANSWER: St. Francis of Assisi

Team Round 1A
The team on my left will have a chance to answer these seven questions. Then, the team on my right will have a chance to answer their own set of seven questions. +20 for a correct answer, no penalty for an incorrect answer. +25 for getting them all correct.
1) Assassinated in Mexico under orders from Stalin, this man served as second prime minister to the Russian Provisional Government until Lenin came into power.
ANSWER: Leon Trotsky (also accept Lev Davidovich Bronstein)

2) Based on legends of the Objibwe tribe, this epic poem by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow begins by describing the shores of Gitche Gumee.
ANSWER: The Song of Hiawatha
3) Often performed using an acid and base, this chemical analysis technique involves adding a chemical via burette into a solution of unknown concentration.
ANSWER: titration
4) The Greek god of medicine, music and archery, this son of Zeus and Leto later became identified with the earlier sun god, Helios.
ANSWER: Apollo
5) This Norwegian artist was the forerunner for the Expressionist movement and is known for his paintings, The Sick Child and The Scream.
ANSWER: Edvard Munch
6) Formed from air bubbles trapped in cooling lava, this igneous rock has the ability to float on water and is used as an abrasive.
ANSWER: pumice
7) With its capital at Nuuk, this world’s largest non-continent island is a self-governing province of Denmark located within the Arctic Circle.
ANSWER: Greenland or Kalaalit Nunaat or Gronland
Team Round 1B
1) Helping to lead Europe into World War I, this Black Hand Serbian assassin was the killer of Archduke Franz Ferdinand in 1914.
ANSWER: Gavrilo Princip
2) Composing part of Leaves of Grass, this long Walt Whitman poem refers not only to the author, as it is written using a universal “I”.
ANSWER: Song of Myself
3) Existing in columnar, thin layer and paper varieties, this technique of separating a mixture comes from the Greek for ‘color writing’.
ANSWER: chromatography
4) Every night, this Egyptian deity would battle the serpent Apep as the solar barge descended into the underworld. He would later be associated with the god, Amun.
ANSWER: Ra or Re
5) Although he was involved in the Bauhaus, this Russian artist may be better known for inspiring a group of Expressionist painters with his The Blue Rider.
ANSWER: Wassily Kandinsky
6) Formed by the cooling of magma beneath the Earth’s surface, this durable igneous rock contains many coarse crystals and makes up most of the continental crust.
ANSWER: granite
7) With its highest point at Puncak Jaya, this second largest island in the world is located to the north of Australia and is locally known as Papua.
ANSWER: New Guinea (do not accept "Papua New Guinea")

Category Round
The Paris Underground-round.
All answers in this round will be based off of stops on the Paris Underground system. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) The 32nd US President, this man is known for implementing the Social Security program and helped the US eke out of the Great Depression.
ANSWER: Franklin Delano Roosevelt (also accept FDR)

2) He is credited with discovering the asymmetry of crystals in the field of chemistry, but is more known for his namesake process of heating milk to kill bacteria.
ANSWER: Louis Pasteur
3) The Tiber River runs through this city which also features seven hills, the capital of Italy.
ANSWER: Rome
4) This author of Last Days of a Condemned Man and Toilers of the Sea is better known for creating a hunchbacked bell ringer named Quasimodo.
ANSWER: Victor-Marie Hugo
5) The creator and leader of the Free French Forces movement after France’s fall to the Axis in World War II, this man would later become the first president of the Fifth Republic.
ANSWER: Charles de Gaulle
6) The St-Paul station shares its name with this creator of a domed Cathedral in London, a famous British architect.
ANSWER: Christopher Wren
7) Along with Baron d’Holbach, Voltaire and Andre Le Breton this man contributed to and was the chief editor of the Encyclopedie.
ANSWER: Denis Diderot
8) Along with her husband Pierre, this discoverer of polonium was a pioneer in the field of radioactivity.
ANSWER: Marie Curie
9) The nation of Andorra is found entirely within this mountain range that forms a border between Spain and France.
ANSWER: Pyrenees
10) One station shares its name with this African-American comedian who played Achoo in Robin Hood: Men in Tights and who once walked away from a namesake sketch comedy show on Comedy Central.
ANSWER: Dave Chappelle
Team Round 2A
The team on my right will have a chance to answer these seven questions. Then, the team on my left will have a chance to answer their own set of seven questions. +20 for a correct answer, no penalty for an incorrect answer. +25 for getting them all correct.
1) Known for the unsuccessful Pickett’s Charge, this Pennsylvanian Civil War battle ended Lee’s invasion of the north.
ANSWER: Gettysburg
2) Featuring such events as a dice game with Death and Life-in-Death, this Samuel Taylor Coleridge poem follows the misfortunes of a sailor who killed an albatross.
ANSWER: Rime of the Ancient Mariner
3) This composer used Germanic and Arthurian legends as the basis for such operas as Lohengrin and Parzifal but is best known for composing the Ring Cycle.
ANSWER: Richard Wagner
4) About forty miles northwest of the capital, Cuzco, this Incan City was built in the mid-15th century.
ANSWER: Machu Picchu
5) Famous for the statement, “God is dead”, this philosopher penned the works The Birth of Tragedy and Beyond Good and Evil.
ANSWER: Friedrich Nietzsche
6) This property, defined as moving electrical charges, can induce a magnetic field and is measured in units of amperes.
ANSWER: Electric Current
7) Featuring Akon, this Gwen Stefani song has an influence from doo-wop and is the second track on its namesake album.
ANSWER: “The Sweet Escape”

Team Round 2B
1) This decisive Mississippi River battle saw victory for Grant’s Army of the Tennessee over John Pemberton in 1863.
ANSWER: Vicksburg
2) Employing a carpe diem argument, this Andrew Marvell poem includes the lines "I would love you ten years before the flood" and "Had we but world enough, and time."
ANSWER: “To His Coy Mistress”
3) The composer of the opera, The Tales of Hoffman, this French composer is better known for his iconic can-can from Orpheus in the Underworld.
ANSWER: Jacques Offenbach
4) Built for King Suryavarman II in early twelfth century, this temple of Cambodia is located in a namesake city and appears on the country’s national flag.
ANSWER: Angkor Wat
5) This Frenchman coined the term sociology and is known for creating the philosophy of positivism.
ANSWER: Auguste Comte
6) Measured in farads, this quantity is the amount of charge stored for a given electric potential.
ANSWER: Capacitance
7) Featuring a prominent sampling from Daft Punk , this rap single is featured on Kanye West’s latest album, Graduation.
ANSWER: “Stronger”
Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) Antagonists in this work include Archimago, who attempts to ensnare Guyon in the Bower of Bliss, and Duessa, who represents the Catholic Church. In its first canto, Una leads the Redcrosse knight to the House of Holiness. Focusing on quests by knights at the court of Gloriana, name this allegorical epic poem by Edmund Spenser.
ANSWER: The Faerie Queene 

2) Its engine makes use of the Atkinson cycle for increased efficiency, while its weight is reduced by the use of aluminum for steel in its hatch and hood. Since the first Japanese model in 1997, it has featured regenerative braking to charge its electrical batteries. Name this Toyota hybrid car.
ANSWER: Toyota Prius
3) This building bears a resemblance to the Church of the Spilled Blood, and in front of it stand two statues memorializing fighters in a war against the Polish. Commissioned after a victory at Kazan, it was built under the orders of Ivan the Terrible. Name this Russian church in Moscow dedicated to a saint, famous for its onion domes.
ANSWER: St. Basil’s Cathedral (also accept The Cathedral of the Intercession of the Virgin on the Moat or Sobor Pokrova chto na Rvu or Pokrovskiy Cathedral or Sobor Basiliya Blazhennogo) 

4) Attempts to annex it were led by Narciso Lopez and John Quitman, and Pierre Soule was a member of a group that sought to acquire it. Valeriano Weyler tried to end an insurgency here, and Southerners desired it as a possible slave state. Name this country liberated in a war fought in by Leonard Wood and Teddy Roosevelt, a Caribbean nation.
ANSWER: Cuba 

5) This man’s phase rule is stated as degrees of freedom equals chemical components minus the number of separate phases minus two. He is best known for giving his name to the amount of energy which can be converted into work at constant temperature and pressure. Name this American namesake of a type of free energy.
ANSWER: Josiah William Gibbs, Jr. 

6) With his wife Bell, this work’s protagonist has a child that he insists be named Kizzy. This novel’s author earlier collaborated with Malcolm X on that man’s autobiography, and other characters in it include Massa Waller and Kunta Kinte. Identify this Alex Haley novel famously made into a miniseries starring LeVar Burton.
ANSWER: Roots: The Saga of an American Family

7) One man of this name was a king of Orkney, and due to his marriage to Morgause, was brother-in-law and enemy to King Arthur. Identify this name, shared by a nephew of Abraham whose wife was famously turned into salt when she looked back at the destruction of Sodom.
ANSWER: Lot
8) This suite was sponsored by Baron Kilmanseck, and it includes sections called “air” and “bourree”. It’s more famous for an antiphonal section featuring trumpets and horns, called “alla hornpipe.” Often paired with Music for the Royal Fireworks, it was composed in 1717 for George I’s journey up the Thames. Name this Handel suite.
ANSWER: Water Music 

9) One ruler by this name and number was Holy Roman Emperor between 1191 and 1197. The more well-known one had no number while ruling France, but ending up reversing many of the gains his father made in France during the Hundred Years' War. Name this Lancasterian monarch of England succeeded by his son Edward IV.
ANSWER: Henry VI
10) The ECPP and Proth tests search for these, and RSA uses two large ones. The zeroes of the Riemann zeta function are related to the distribution of them, and according to Goldbach’s conjecture, all even numbers can be expressed as the sum of two of them. Name these numbers that are only divisible by one and themselves.
ANSWER: prime numbers (also accept primes) 

11) It is composed of two large ranges, the Cordilleras Oriental and Occidental, and their name either derives from the Spanish word for terrace or the Quechua word for “high crest.” Mt. Chimborazo is the point on the Earth's surface farthest from its center, but Aconcagua is the highest mountain in this long mountain chain of South America.
ANSWER: Andes Mountains

12) This leader replaced Andrei Gromyko with Eduard Shevardnadze, and promulgated the “uskoreniye,” or acceleration. This successor of Konstantin Chernenko passed the Law on Cooperatives, which allowed some private business ownership, as an example of his policies of glasnost and perestroika. Name this Soviet leader of the 1980s.
ANSWER: Mikhail Gorbachev 

13) In his namesake experiment, he was the first to measure the force of gravity between two masses in the laboratory. A notable physics laboratory at the University of Cambridge is named after this man who discovered what he called “inflammable air.” Identify English physicist who discovered hydrogen.
ANSWER: Henry Cavendish
14) His novel The Children of Gebelawi was controversial for its depiction of Moses and Muhammad, and his another of his works focuses on the al-Jawad family. That work, Palace Walk, forms a trilogy based on the novelist’s birthplace with Sugar Street and Palace of Desire. Name this Egyptian Nobel Prize winner.
ANSWER: Naguib Mahfouz (mah-FOODH) 

15) This daughter of Idmon of Colophon once had a brief encounter with an old woman, after which she hung herself. The figure who had berated her took pity, and transformed her noose into another substance. A famous weaver who challenged Athena, identify this woman from Greek myth who was transformed into a spider.
ANSWER: Arachne
TB) After his companion dies, the main character of this story seeks immortality, but the magical plant he is directed to by Utnapishtim is stolen by a snake. The protagonist, along with his friend, killed the Bull of Heaven after they returned from killing Humbaba. Identify this Babylonian epic poem about Enkidu and the titular king of Uruk.
ANSWER: Epic of Gilgamesh
