The Letter “B”
All answers in this round will begin with the letter “B.” Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1. This figure was linked with Hadad and was a god of storms and war. Name this Semitic deity worshiped by the biblical Jezebel who has a name that means “Lord.”
ANSWER: Ba'al or Bel
2. His works include It All Adds Up, Seize the Day, and Henderson the Rain King. Name this 1976 Nobel prize winner who wrote Herzog and The Adventures of Augie March.
ANSWER: Saul Bellow
3. It is refined through the Bayer process into a substance which then undergoes the Hall-Heroult process. Identify this major ore of aluminum.
ANSWER: Bauxite
4. Bernard de-Launay was dragged from this location and killed. Holding only seven men on July 14, 1789, name this Paris prison stormed in French Revolution.
ANSWER: The Bastille
5. Also the title figure of a Par Lagerkvist novel, this rebel was chosen by the ochlos to be freed from crucifixion by Pontius Pilate in place of Jesus Christ.
ANSWER: Barabbas
6. The author of Defence of Usury, he is known for inspiring John Stuart Mill and the founding of Utilitarianism.
ANSWER: Jeremy Bentham
7. A former member of the Medusa program, he was born David Webb and currently battles the Treadstone Program. Name this Matt Damon character, the namesake of Conspiracy and Identity films.
ANSWER: Jason Bourne
8. Red and white blood cells are produced in these organs, which can harden from cartilege and include such examples as the tibia, femur, sternum, humerus, and cranium.
ANSWER: Bones
9. The Hondo and Sarstoon rivers sandwich this country, formerly known as British Honduras, which has its capital at Belmopan.
ANSWER: Belize
10. It was supported by the operation Grief, and is alternately known as the Watch on the Rhine and the Ardennes Offensive. Name this WWII battle named for the dent achieved in the Allied line.
ANSWER: Battle of the Bulge

2. Nevsky Prospekt and The Overcoat are short stories by this Russian author of The Inspector General.
ANSWER: Nikolai Vasilievich Gogol
3. This French physicist worked closely with the Curies and is the namesake of the SI derived unit of radioactivity.
ANSWER: (Antoine) Henri Becquerel
4. This Spanish composer of Rhapsodie Espagnole is best known for his work, Bolero.
ANSWER: (Joseph-)Maurice Ravel 

5. This Greek philosopher supposedly set a 365 day year and believed that water was the principle element.
ANSWER: Thales of Miletus

6. This Norse deity wielded the spear Gungnir and possessed the band Draupnir. He is better known for fathering figures like Thor and Tyr.
ANSWER: Odin (also accept Woten)

7. Gyanendra is the current king of this Asian country, whose royal family was massacred by a drunken, insane Prince Dipendra.
ANSWER: State of Nepal
Team Round 1B
1. The gerrymandering of Judge Benjamin Pavy inspired Dr. Carl Weiss to assassinate this Louisiana governor, who championed a populist “share the wealth” campaign and sought to make “every man a king.”
ANSWER: Huey Pierce Long
2. Fortune's Fool, Sportsman's Sketches, and Torrents of Spring are works by this Russian writer who fostered the nihilist movement with his Fathers and Sons.
ANSWER: Ivan Sergeyevich Turgenev
3. Calcium, barium, magnesium, and sodium were all discovered by this British chemist.
ANSWER: Sir Humphrey Davy, 1st Baronet

4. The Golden Cockerel and A Tale for Tsar Sultan are works by this member of the Russian Five, who created the famous “Flight of the Bumble Bee.”
ANSWER: Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov
5. The “weeping philosopher” was an epithet applied this man from Ephesus, who believe fire to be the base element and that “man cannot step in the same river twice.”
ANSWER: Heraclitus
6. This trickster figure of Norse mythology was also a fire god, and was responsible for Hod's accidental murder of Baldur.
ANSWER: Loki
7. Xanana (sha-nah-nah) Gusmao is the current Prime Minister of this country, which occupies one half of a namesake island and which was previously controlled by Indonesia.
ANSWER: East Timor (also accept Timor-Leste)

Category Round
Famous Works of Art.
All of the answers in this round were either the subject of notable works of art or architecture, or are those works themselves. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1. Both Delacroix (de-luh-kwah) and Ingres [awn-gruh] illustrated this violinist, the subject of a Rachmaninov Rhapsody, whose playing was so astounding that rumors abounded of his possession by the devil.
ANSWER: Nicolo Paganini
2. The Jefferson and Gallatin (gal-uh-tin) rivers converge to form this river, which George Bingham depicted some fur traders descending. It's the second longest river in the US, after the Mississippi.
ANSWER: Missouri
3. Giotto's Arena Chapel may depict this object, which was notably visible from earth in 1066 prior to the Battle of Hastings and during the years of Mark Twain's birth and death. Name this comet.
ANSWER: Haley's Comet
4. Giuseppe Fieschi tried to kill this man, depicted in cartoons as Gargantua by Honore (own-uh-ray) Daumier (dough-mee-yay). Name this head of the July Monarchy and last "Citizen King" of France.
ANSWER: Louis Phillipe I

5. This painter of The Opening of the Fifth Seal and The Assumption of the Virgin was born on Crete but gained fame in Toledo. Name this artist of The Burial of Count Orgaz.
ANSWER: El Greco (also accept Domenikos Theotokopoulos)

6. This author of the Georgics and the Bucolics is shown in a Delacroix work guiding Dante through hell. Identify this Roman who told of Dido in his Aeneid.
ANSWER: Virgil
7. Rondout Creek feeds this body of water, which was painted by and lent its name to a group that include Sanford Gifford and Thomas Cole. Name this New York River.
ANSWER: Hudson River

8. The panels on Frank Ghery's Bilbao Guggenheim are made of this element, extracted via the Kroll process and used to spacecraft and golf clubs. Name this metal with symbol Ti.
ANSWER: Titanium
9. A Ben Shahn mosaic depicts the “Passion” of these two men, also the subjects of Upton Sinclair's Boston. Identify these falsely-executed Italian anarchists.
ANSWER: Nicolo Sacco and Bartolmeo Vanzetti
10. Picasso made numerous sketches of this woman and her secretary while she hosted him in Paris. Name this coiner of “Lost Generation” and author of The Autobiography of Alice B. Toklas.
ANSWER: Gertrude Stein

1. The Edict of Fontainebleau repealed this declaration, which was issued by Henry IV of France to provide for the protection of French protestants.
ANSWER: Edict of Nantes
2. This poem, a "meditation on death" by William Cullen Bryant, states that the “all-beholding sun shall see no more.”
ANSWER: Thanatopsis
3. This evolutionary term can be disruptive, stabilizing, or directional, referring to which organisms are favored. Charles Darwin famously discussed the “natural” form of this process.
ANSWER: Selection 

4. Bryaxis, Timotheus, Leochares, and Scopas designed reliefs on the sides of this massive tomb, constructed for the satrap Mausalos in a city on the coast of Anatolia.
ANSWER: Mausoleum (also accept Tomb at Halicarnassus)

5. One of the most famous tools of economics, this curve charts inflation against unemployment and was once thought disproved by stagflation.
ANSWER: The Phillips Curve

6. Purification is central to this Japanese religion, which has no official text or commandments but does espouse the Four Affirmations and worships kami.
ANSWER: Shintoism

7. Although the Cleveland Browns used their third pick to get offensive tackle Joe Thomas, they were still able to pick up this Notre Dame quarterback in the 22nd pick of the draft.
ANSWER: Brayden Tyler "Brady" Quinn
Team Round 2B

1. Charles VI proclaimed this decree legitimizing Maria Theresa's rule, but it still led to the War of the Austrian Succession and the loss of Silesia to Frederick the Great.
ANSWER: Pragmatic Sanction of 1713

2. Containing descriptions of the titular figure's “hyacinth hair,” this Poe poem about a wife of Paris also mentions “The glory that was Greece/And the grandeur that was Rome.”
ANSWER: To Helen
3. Symbolized k, this two-word biological term refers to the ideal level a population can reach in a given habitat.
ANSWER: Carrying Capacity
4. Isidore of Miletus and Anthemius of Tralles were the primary architects behind this structure, begun under Justinian and converted to a Mosque by Mehmet II. It still stands in Istanbul.
ANSWER: Hagia Sofia (also accept Aya Sofya or Church of the Holy Wisdom)

5. Originally drawn on Dick Cheney's napkin, this curve prompted George H.W. Bush to refer to supply-side economics as “voodoo economics.” It suggests that taxation should only be increased to a certain point.
ANSWER:The Laffer Curve

6. One can still convert to this ancient Persian religion, the oldest monotheistic faith, by the process of navjote. Its famous literature includes the Gathas and the Zend Avesta.
ANSWER: Zoroastrianism 
7. The Oakland Raiders drafted this LSU quarterback #1 in the 2007 Draft. But he held out and lost his starting job to Daunte Culpepper.
ANSWER: JaMarcus Russell
Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) One definition equates it to e to the i times x minus e to the negative i times x all over 2 times i. Its namesake law is useful in finding the length of unknown triangle sides when two angles and a side is known. The ratio of the opposite over the hypotenuse, and equal to one over cosecant, identify this trigonometric function that is not cosine.
ANSWER: Sine
2. This man defeated Spithridates and Memnon of Rhodes at Granicus, and a later victory came against Porus at the Hydasbes River. Defeating Darius III at Gaugamela, identify this son of Philip of Macedon who conquered much of the known world.
ANSWER: Alexander the Great (also accept Alexander III of Macedon)

3. This man wrote of Vidriera, the Lawyer in one of his Novelas Ejemplares (eh-hemp-lah-rayce), and other works include La Galatea. Famously wounded at the Battle of Lepanto. Name this creator of Dulcinea, Dapple, Sancho Panza, and the titular man from La Mancha, Don Quixote.
ANSWER: Miguel de Cervantes
4. The cities of Famagusta and Kyrenia on this island are now known as Gazimagusa (gah-zee-mah-oo-sah) and Girne, the international airport was moved to Larnaca after the previous one was lost in a 1973 invasion. Noted for its Troodos Mountains and cities like Paphos and Limassos, name this island, whose capital, Lefkosia is better known by the Italian name Nicosia.
ANSWER: Cyprus (also accept Kibris)

5. Extreme subcutaneous hemorrhaging occurs in the “black” form of this disease, classified as the more deadly form, variola major. Ali Maalin, a Somalian, was the last known case of this disease, which decimated Native American populations. Identify this disease known for the characteristic bumps which appear on those infected.
ANSWER: Smallpox
6. Its implementation was accomplished by legislation like Suppression of Communism Act, the Group Areas Act, the Immorality Act, and the Suppression of Mixed Marriages. Responsible for creating Bantustans, identify this policy of racial discrimination in South Africa.
ANSWER: Apartheid
7. This man offered an Answer to the Question: What is Enlightenment? before publishing his most famous works in the 1780s, having been awoken from his “dogmatic slumber” by Hume. Identify this Prussian formulator of the Categorical Imperative who wrote Critique of Pure Reason and Critique of Practical Reason.
ANSWER: Immanuel Kant
8. This poem mentions two women: One wails for her “demon-lover” within a “romantic chasm,” while the other, an Abyssinian maiden, plays a dulcimer. The poet describes “caves of ice” near the river Alf in Xanadu, where the title figure has decreed a “stately pleasure dome.” Identify this poem by Samuel Taylor Coleridge named for a Mongol warlord.
ANSWER: Kubla Khan
9. This body is notable for its retrograde orbit and high albedo, and its atmosphere contains Nitrogen, Methane, and Ammonia. Known for massive cryovolcanoes, this moon is the coldest body in the solar system. Identify this moon of Neptune named for a Greek sea god.
ANSWER: Triton
10. This vegetarian was almost always voiced by Arthur Q. Bryan, and he derived from a character called Egghead. He was forced onto stage at the Hollywood Bowl by his nemesis in the Rabbit of Seville. Identify this Looney Tunes character who often tells the audience to be "vewy quiet" while he's hunting Bugs Bunny.
ANSWER: Elmer J. Fudd
11. Some groups of this tribe divide society based on age into “akicita” and “naca.” They fought the Dakota war and one of their chiefs, Red Cloud, signed the Treaty of Fort Laramie. Identify this Native American tribe massacred at Wounded Knee and led by men like Crazy Horse and Sitting Bull.
ANSWER: Sioux (also accept Lakota)

12. This author of a series of works on the cardinal virtues lobbied to revive the classical “poet laureate” post and left an unfinished epic about the life of Scipio Africanus, Africa. Known for his Canzoniere (can-tso-knee-yeh-ray), identify this Italian poet who was obsessed with Laura and is the namesake of a certain type of sonnet.
ANSWER: Petrarch
13. This element is produced in significant quantities from the production of liquid nitrogen and liquid oxygen, and was the first of its chemical group to be discovered. 1.29% of Earth's atmosphere consists of what Noble Gas with chemical number 18 and symbol Ar?
ANSWER: Argon
14. A cult and oracle to this figure existed at Dodona, and a group of Kouretes prevented his detection as a child while the goat Amalthea nursed him on Mount Ida. Receiving his most notable tool from the Cyclops, identify this successor of Cronus, father of Ares, and husband of Hera, the chief Greek God.
ANSWER: Zeus (do not accept "Jupiter")

15. A small dog turns away from the viewer at bottom right in this work, although the mascot of the group depicted is actually the ethereal girl running with a chicken to the left of Frans Banning Cocq, the militia commander. Age has caused darkening to occur in what famous Rembrandt work?
ANSWER: The Night Watch (also accept The Company of Frans Banning Cocq and Willem van Ruytenburch before "Frans" is mentioned)

TB. It can be climbed via the Polish Glacier Transverse route, which bypasses Camp Berlin. Credit for the first ascent is usually given to Matthias Zurbriggen, and its name supposedly means “Stone Sentinel” in Quechua (kech-wah). Identify this Argentine mountain, the largest of the Andes.
ANSWER: Aconcagua
