Letter Round
The Letters "C" and "H"
All answers in this round will contain a word that begins with the letters "C" and "H". Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) Graphite tips in the control rods may have been partially to blame for the 1986 explosion of reactor four at this Soviet nuclear power plant.
ANSWER: Chernobyl Nuclear Power Plant

2) She created the characters Miss Jane Marple and Hercule Poirot. Name this author of Death on the Nile and Murder on the Orient Express.
ANSWER: Agatha Christie (she's also known as Agatha Mary Clarissa, Lady Mallowan, but none of those names start with a "ch", so don't accept that)

3) Sometimes having the heads of a lion, bull, and man, this Greek God spins the Zodiac Wheel as the personification of time.
ANSWER: Chronos
4) He created works like Umbrellas with his wife Jeanne-Claude, but is probably best known for The Gates in Central Park.
ANSWER: Christo (do not accept "Hristo Yavashev", as that doesn't have a "ch" in it)

5) The Champagne Supernova may have exceeded this quantity, 1.4 solar masses, the point at which white dwarfs become supernovae.
ANSWER: Chandrasekhar Limit
6) Unlike Chapter 7, this form of bankruptcy is used to keep a company in business with hopes of some debt being forgiven.
ANSWER: Chapter 11, Title 11 Bankruptcy

7) This comedy duo has appeared in films like It Came from Hollywood, Up In Smoke, and Still Smokin', generally playing clueless drug addicts.
ANSWER: Cheech & Chong
8) A follower of Roscoe Conklin, this Stalwart obtained the presidency when Charles Guiteau assassinated James Garfield in 1881.
ANSWER: Chester A. Arthur
9) The lipid hypothesis separates this compound into LDL and HDL, or good and bad types of this heart disease causer.
ANSWER: Cholesterol
10) His owner almost has him urinate on redwood trees, but this French standard poodle instead travels in the Rocinante with John Steinbeck in search of America.
ANSWER: Charley (also accept Charles le Chien)

1) This family's holdings were split into Spanish and Austrian divisions when Holy Roman Emperor Charles V abdicated his title and divided his lands between Ferdinand I and Phillip II.
ANSWER: House of Habsburg (also accept House of Hapsburg)

2) Sethe [seth-ee], a former slave, believes the appearance of a young girl to be the daughter she murdered in this Pulitzer-Prize winning Toni Morrison novel.
ANSWER: Beloved
3) Generally comprising an anther and a filament, this is the male reproductive organ of a flower.
ANSWER: Stamen
4) Julius Caesar is the primary historical source on this priestly Irish class who liked to hang out in oak forests. They saw a revival when John Aubrey connected them with Stonehenge.
ANSWER: Druids
5) This massive Rodin sculpture, appropriately on display at the Musée Rodin, famously contains The Thinker and depicts a scene from Dante's Inferno.
ANSWER: The Gates of Hell (also accept La Porte de l'Enfer)

6) This psychological process was notably tested by Solomon Asch when he asked subjects to take a vision test with a group of planted liars.
ANSWER: Conformity
7) The site of the UN peacekeeping mission Operation Restore Hope, this Indian Ocean port is both the largest city and capital of Somalia.
ANSWER: Mogadishu (also accept Muqdisho)

Team Round 1B
1) This family extended its domain into Spain with the ascendancy of Phillip V, although the Treaty of Utrecht ensured the Spanish throne would never unite with the French one.
ANSWER: House of Bourbon
2) In this novel, teenager Celie is raped by her stepfather Alphonso, a man who also takes her babies away. Name this novel by Alice Walker.
ANSWER: The Color Purple
3) These pores, generally located on the bottom of leaves, have openings regulated by guard cells. They control the exchange of gases in a plant.
ANSWER: Stomata

4) This boy of Celtic mythology slays Goll MacMorna, his father's killer. Earlier he gained wisdom by eating the tasty Salmon of Knowledge.
ANSWER: Finn McCool (also spelled Fionn mac Cumhaill)

5) This now-lost 1917 readymade by Marcel Duchamp essentially consisted of a urinal and the words "R. Mutt" written on it.
ANSWER: Fountain
6) Both the Bay of Pigs and Challenger disasters have been attributed to this type of thought coined by William H. Whyte, where a set of people avoid conflict to form a flawed consensus.
ANSWER: Groupthink
7) Thomas Peters led some 1,100 former slaves from Nova Scotia to settle in this West African city, the capital of Sierra Leone.
ANSWER: Freetown
Category Round
Gold
All of the answers in this round will relate to things having to do with gold. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) He employs an encoded message in the short story The Gold-Bug, but this author may be better known for works like The Bells and The Telltale Heart.
ANSWER: Edgar Allen Poe
2) Also named for Geiger and Marsden, it measured the deflection of alpha particles on to a certain substance to debunk the plum pudding atomic model.
ANSWER: Rutherford Gold Foil Experiment

3) This Great Commoner lost to the Marc Hanna-run McKinley campaign in 1896, despite his well known "Cross of Gold" bimetalism speech.
ANSWER: William Jennings Bryan
4) Although he eventually became devoted to Pan, it was Bacchus who gave him his most famous ability. Name this king of Pessinus known for his golden touch.
ANSWER: King Midas
5) Its most famous product is used by The Economist to measure global purchasing parity. Founded by Ray Kroc, name this company known for its golden arches.
ANSWER: McDonald's Corporation

6) The miserly Euclio hides this titular object from his daughter in a Plautus comedy that shares its name with a Leprechaun's treasure at the end of a rainbow.
ANSWER: The Pot of Gold (also accept Aulularia before "Leprechaun")

7) Spelled one way, it is equivalent to 200 milligrams. Spelled another way, an object with millesimal fineness of 999 is 24 of these units.
ANSWER: Carat (as if it makes a difference, also accept Karat)

8) With capital at Sarai, this empire was greatly weakened by Tamerlane. It was earlier established by Batu after the death of Genghis Khan.
ANSWER: The Golden Horde (also accept Altin Orda)

9) Formerly comprising the British colony of the Gold Coast, this African nation home to the Ashanti city of Kumasi has its modern day capital at Accra.
ANSWER: Ghana
10) In KV62, he is depicted holding a crook and a flail on a glass and gold sarcophagus. His tomb was discovered by Lord Carnarvon and Howard Carter.
ANSWER: King Tut (also accept Tutankhamun)

Team Round 2A

1) Centering around a midnight appointment of a certain DC justice of the peace, this early Supreme Court case established judicial review.
ANSWER: William Marbury v James Madison, Secretary of State of the United States

2) This former convict and adopted father of Cosette constantly faces pressure from the police inspector Javert.
ANSWER: Jean Valjean
3) Starring Humphrey Bogart as Rick Blaine, this 1942 film contained memorable lines like "here's looking at you, kid."
ANSWER: Casablanca
4) Formally organized at the Congress of Cucata, this country where Bolivar served as dictator existed from 1819 to 1831 and made up several nations, including Panama and Venezuela.
ANSWER: Republic of Gran Colombia (also accept Greater Colombia, prompt on just "Colombia")

5) Plato's brothers Glaucon and Adeimantus appear along with The Boy in the Cave in this work of political theory by Plato.
ANSWER: The Republic
6) This bigger of two dwarf galaxies in close proximity to the Milky Way gets its name from a certain explorer who first documented it during his unsuccessful circumnavigation of the world.
ANSWER: Large Magellanic Cloud
7) Sharing a surname with a Simpsons producer, he has voiced supporting characters like Russ Cargill and Hank Scorpio on the Simpsons. He also voiced Marlin in Finding Nemo.
ANSWER: Albert Brooks (also accept Albert Lawrence Einstein)

Team Round 2B
1) John Marshall wrote the opinion in this case that ruled that a certain state could not tax bank notes issued by the Second Bank of the US.
ANSWER: James McCulloch v. The State of Maryland, John James

2) It is eventually revealed that this eldest of the Three Musketeers was formerly the Comte de la Fere, the husband of the evil Milady de Winter.
ANSWER: Athos
3) Vivian Lee's first film, she starred alongside Clark Gable's character of Rhett Butler in this seminal 1939 film.
ANSWER: Gone With The Wind
4) Forming from a viceroyalty of the same name, this South American republic briefly achieved independence from 1810 to 1816. It would resurface after Gran Columbia's dissolution and be replaced by the Granadine Confederation. 
ANSWER: New Granada
5) Expanding on the author's earlier Nicomachean Ethics, this Aristotle work examines concepts like the origin of the state, along with criticism of The Republic.
ANSWER: Politics
6) This remnant of a supernova in the Taurus constellation gets its common name from its resemblance to a certain type of crustacean. 
ANSWER: Crab Nebula
7) Besides voicing Dory in Finding Nemo, this comedian has found success with an Emmy-winning syndicated talk show.
ANSWER: Ellen DeGeneres
Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) Secret provisions in the resolution of this conflict called for a disarmament in Turkey. Earlier the Americans placed a naval "quarantine" on the island central to this thirteen day affair. Name this October 1962 incident resulting from Soviet nuclear missiles being found on a Caribbean island.
ANSWER: Cuban Missile Crisis
2) It often occurs in rare-earth elements like neodymium, and this type of emission is generated by Americium-241, an isotope used in smoke detectors because the decay is considered relatively harmless. Name this type of radioactive decay characterized by the emission of a two proton, two neutron helium nucleus.
ANSWER: Alpha Decay

3) This song's title figure liked to say "kill it before it grow", while the singer proclaims "If I am guilty I will pay" near its end. Eric Clapton covered this song, which talks about an official named John Brown and self defense. Name this Bob Marley song where the singer didn't shoot no deputy.
ANSWER: I Shot The Sheriff
4) This artist painted a seductive Bacchus around 1596, as well as violent scenes like The Beheading of Saint John the Baptist. Also responsible for the Cardsharps, name this Italian Baroque artist known for his use of chiaroscuro in works like The Calling of Saint Matthew.
ANSWER: Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio 

5) These two characters met Satan in the unfinished Schoolhouse Hill, and were also slated to appear in a book Amongst the Indians. They reunite at the Wilks' place when one is mistaken for the other, and go on to elaborately free Jim. Name these two friends from Missouri who both had their adventures told by Mark Twain.
ANSWER: Tom Sawyer and Huckleberry Finn (also accept Thomas Sawyer for Tom Sawyer; prompt when just one answer is given)

6) Van Boxhorn called this group Scythian in 1647, and Gimbutas' Kurgan Hypothesis pins its proto form's origins to an area near the Black and Caspian Seas. Slavic and Bengali are subgroups of it, but Hungarian and Basque are not. Also comprising Spanish and English, name this language family.
ANSWER: Indo-European Languages

7) His reign saw the peace of Stolbovo with Sweden. His connection to the throne was through his grandfather, Nikita, who was the maternal uncle of Fyodor I, the last ruler of the Rurik dynasty. With his reign marking the end of the Time of Troubles, name this first Romanov tsar of Russia.
ANSWER: Michael I Feodorovich Romanov (also accept Mikhail I)

8) Usually proven using Cauchy's mean value theorem, in some cases it's easier to use the Taylor Series expansion rather than this law. Probably discovered by Bernoulli, it states that the limit of f of x over g of x is equal to f prime of x over g prime of x. Identify this method of finding limits named for a Frenchman.
ANSWER: L'Hôpital's Rule (also accept L'Hospital's Rule)

9) It does not contain “The Lamb”, but this collection does contain two tales of a Little Girl being "Lost" and then "Found". More famous works poems in this collection include "The Chimney-Sweeper". Identify this collection of poems by William Blake, containing "The Tyger" and often paired with Songs of Innocence.
ANSWER: Songs of Experience (do not accept "Songs of Innocence and of Experience")

10) This rider of Garuda has some 1,000 names that are ritualistically chanted by his worshipers. He is often depicted asleep on the churning ocean of milk in between the annihilation and renewal of the world with his consort Lakshmi. Name this Hindu deity known for his Rama and Krishna avatars.
ANSWER: Vishnu
11) This culture probably developed during the Villanovan period and one of their most famous kings, Lars Tolumnius, prompted a war after adding Fidenae to this culture's empire. Earlier, the expulsion of Tarquin the Proud ended their control over Rome. Inventors of the tunic, name this early civilization of Italy.
ANSWER: Etruscans (also accept Etrusci, Tusci, and Rasenna)

12) Schubert's 14th one was called "Death and the Maiden", while a famous Hungarian one of these musical groups celebrates the work of Bela Bartok. Joseph Haydn popularized the genre, writing 68 pieces for them. Name this musical composition often written for two violins, a cello and a viola.
ANSWER: String Quartet
13) The steam type of this process operates at temperates lower than a mixture's boiling point, while the fractional type of this process is often used in refining oil. Name this chemical process wherein a liquid is converted to a vapor then back to a liquid to separate liquids with different boiling points.
ANSWER: Distillation
14) The feast during it is sometimes called denho or up-going due to the rising light described in Luke. The Eastern Church celebrates it as the baptism of Jesus, while Western Christians view it as the presentation of Jesus to the Magi. Also known as Twelfth Day, name this Christian holiday held on January 6th.
ANSWER: Epiphany (accept Twelfth Day before mentioned)

15) The protagonist, largely raised by her nanny Anne-Marie, secretly pays for her husband's needed trip to Italy with her father's forged signature on a loan levied by Krogstad in this play. Also starring Mrs. Linde and ending with Nora leaving her husband Torvald, name this Ibsen play with a toy-like title. 
ANSWER: A Doll's House
TB) Disputed areas along it include the Machias Seal Island and the Dixon Entrance. It passes through the Akwesasne Nation, and in the 1840s the Polk Administration sought to set its western portion at 54 degrees, 40 minutes latitude. Name this divider of two nations with capitals at Ottawa and Washington.
ANSWER: The United States of America - Canada Border (accept equivalents; prompt on "International Boundary")
