1) Born Margareta Zelle, this exotic dancer was potentially a double spy during World War I and executed by the French in 1917.
ANSWER: Mata Hari 
2) Set in the little town of Titipu, this operetta by Gilbert and Sullivan features the characters Ko-Ko, Nanki-Poo, and Yum-Yum. 
ANSWER: The Mikado
3) An alkaline earth element found in dolomite and talc, it is required to make ATP biologically active and is the central ion of chlorophyll.
ANSWER: Magnesium
4) Said to be an adulteress or prostitute and said to have seven demons cast out of her, this follower of Jesus was the first recorded witness of the Resurrection. 
ANSWER: Mary Magdalene
5) Formally called the European Recovery Plan, this program provided economic aid and technical assistance to 16 countries after World War II. 
ANSWER: Marshall Plan
6) Gastropods and Cephalopods are classes within this phylum, which includes chitons (KI-tens), oysters, and slugs.
ANSWER: Mollusk (accept Mollusca)

7) This sunflower seed eater is haunted by memories of his sister Samantha's abduction. Name this FBI agent who worked by Dana Scully on the X-Files.
ANSWER: Special Agent Fox William Mulder
8) This 1966 Supreme Court decision established a namesake set of warnings which advise a suspect in custody of his right to remain silent and his right to legal counsel.
ANSWER: Miranda v. Arizona

9) Tashtego, Stubb and Starbuck are all crewman on the Pequod in this Melville novel that follows Captain Ahab's pursuit of a certain white whale.
ANSWER: Moby Dick
10) The smallest country of the EU in both area and population, this island nation with capital at Valletta is home to Barabas in a certain Marlowe play.
ANSWER: Malta
Team Round 1A
The team on my left will have a chance to answer these seven questions. Then, the team on my right will have a chance to answer their own set of seven questions. +20 for a correct answer, no penalty for an incorrect answer. +25 for getting them all correct.
1) Dominated by men like Georges Danton and Robespierre, this de facto ruling body of France during the Reign of Terror is best known for putting thousands of people to the guillotine.
ANSWER: Committee of Public Safety (also accept Comité De Salut Public)

2) In this Stephen Crane work, protagonist Henry Fleming flees from battle during one of his initial skirmishes, later returns to his regiment, and replaces a fallen color-bearer.
ANSWER: Red Badge of Courage
3) This cellular organelle contains small folds called “cristae,” and a fluid filled “matrix”, assisting in the conversion of food molecules into ATP.
ANSWER: Mitochondria (also accept mitochondrion)

4) Son of Calliope, this mythical musician prevented the Argonauts from being lured to destruction by the Sirens, and also attempted to bring his wife, Eurydice, out of the underworld. 
ANSWER: Orpheus
5) This German artist painted several self-portraits but is best known for woodcuts and engravings such as “The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse” and “Melancholia I.” 
ANSWER: Albrecht Dürer
6) This scientist first described the concept of the “conditioned reflex” or “conditioned response”, training a hungry dog to salivate at the sound of a bell.
ANSWER: Ivan Petrovich Pavlov
7) Called the Dijlah in Turkey and Iraq, this river was the site of the ancient cities of Nineveh and Ashur and modern day cities on it include Mosul.
ANSWER: Tigris River

Team Round 1B
1) Representatives of the Third Estate took this oath after being locked out of their usual meeting place, vowing never to separate until France established a written constitution.
ANSWER: Tennis Court Oath (or Oath of the Tennis Court)

2) This short story by Ambrose Bierce centers on the hanging of Peyton Fahrquhar, a plantation owner accused of attempting to destroy the titular structure.
ANSWER: An Occurrence at Owl Creek Bridge (also accept An Incident at Owl Creek Bridge)

3) Formed in the Endoplasmic Reticulum and arising from the Golgi Apparatus, these cellular organelles digest particles such as viruses and bacteria as well as dead organelles.
ANSWER: lysosomes
4) Son of Zeus and Semele, he was born from Zeus's thigh after some interference from Hera. Name this Greek god of wine.
ANSWER: Dionysus (also accept Dionysos, prompt on "Bacchus")

5) This artist created the woodcut series “Dance of Death” and contributed to Martin Luther’s Bible, but he is best known for portraits of Erasmus and the court of Henry VIII.
ANSWER: Hans Holbein the Younger

6) This psychologist penned “Beyond Freedom and Dignity” but also designed namesake boxes to automatically reward behavior and developed the idea of operant conditioning.
ANSWER: Burrhus Frederic Skinner
7) Primarily fed by the Benue River, this chief West African river originates in country of Guinea and empties into Gulf of Guinea.
ANSWER: Niger River

All of the answers relate to people, places, things, or events linked to the month of September. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) In September 1995, this shortstop broke Lou Gehrig’s consecutive-game record, cementing this Oriole's status as baseball’s “Iron Man.” 
ANSWER: Calvin Edwin Ripken, Jr.

2) Located between Nevada and Arizona, construction began in September 1930 on this structure along the Colorado River that was also known as Boulder Dam.
ANSWER: Hoover Dam (also accept Boulder Dam before mentioned)

3) This planet's Utopia Plania was visited by the Viking 2 probe in September 1976. The planet is also home to Olympus Mons.
ANSWER: Mars
4) This country was rallied to fight for its independence thanks to a September 1810 "Cry of Dolores" by Father Miguel Hidalgo.
ANSWER: Mexico (also accept United Mexican States and Estados Unidos Mexicanos)

5) Written in September 1830, this poem begins ”Ay, tear her tattered ensign down”. Name this Oliver Wendell Holmes poem, written in reaction to the dismantling of the USS Constitution.
ANSWER Old Ironsides
6) Born in September 1926, this composer of a “A Love Supreme” and a jazz rendition of “My Favorite Things” played the saxophone and was nicknamed "Trane".
ANSWER: John William Coltrane
7) It guaranteed American fishery rights to Newfoundland, and gave the American Colonies sovereignty to the Mississippi. Name this September 1783 treaty that ended the Revolutionary War.
ANSWER: Treaty of Paris (accept Peace of Paris)

8) Ordained the first South African Anglican Archbishop in September 1986, this cleric won the Nobel Peace Peace Prize two years before for spearheading anti-apartheid efforts.
ANSWER: Desmond Tutu
9) Born Anna Mary Robinson in September 1860, this self-taught American Artist was most famous for paintings of rural life in New York State and her advanced age.
ANSWER: Grandma Moses
10) Now the date for the Jerry Lewis MDA Telethon, it became a Federal Holiday by act of Congress in 1894. Name this holiday, the unofficial end of summer.
ANSWER: Labor Day
Team Round 2A

1) Signed into law in 1883 in reaction to the assassination of President Garfield, this act provided for merit tests for government employees.
ANSWER: Pendleton Civil Service Reform Act

2) This German playwright wrote “The Threepenny Opera” along with Kurt Weill and is also famous for “Mother Courage and her Children” and “The Caucasian Chalk Circle.”
ANSWER: Bertholdt Brecht
3) This Norwegian composer is best know for his pieces "The Hall of the Mountain King" and "Morning Mood"; both which appeared in his Peer Gynt Suite.
ANSWER: Edvard Grieg
4) This Ottoman Sultan, also called “the Lawgiver,” not only expanded the empire exponentially but also oversaw an overhaul of the Ottoman Legal System.
ANSWER: Suleiman the Magnificent (also accept Suleiman I)

5) During this Jewish Holiday, it is not only customary to eat, drink and be merry, but also hear a reading of the Megillah, during which noise is made whenever Haman is named.
ANSWER: Purim
6) These thin currents of strong horizontal winds high in the atmosphere form along the upper air boundaries of larger warm and cold air masses and help steer storm systems.
ANSWER: Jet Stream
7) Hosted by Alton Brown and appearing on the Food Network, this show explores cooking science, techniques and culinary customs with a dash of comedy and pop culture.
ANSWER: Good Eats
Team Round 2B
1) Enacted by Congress in 1890, this law prohibited contracts and deals that restrained trade, and forbade any conspiracy to form a monopoly of an industry.
ANSWER: Sherman Anti-Trust Act

2) This German novelist penned Peter Camenzind early in his career, but he is better known for works such as The Glass-Bead Game, Siddartha, and Steppenwolf.
ANSWER: Hermann Hesse
3) Of this Italian composer's 39 operas are The Turk in Italy, The Silk Ladder,The Barber of Seville and William Tell.
ANSWER: Gioachino Rossini
4) He gained notoriety after successive victories during the Dardanelles Campaign, but this statesman is best known as the founder and first president of the Turkish Republic.
ANSWER: Mustafa Kemal Atatürk (prompt on "Kemal")

5) This harvest festival, also known as the Feast of Tabernacles, is celebrated by building temporary structures, symbolizing the dwellings of the Israelites during the Exodus.
ANSWER: Sukkot
6) Air flowing from high to low pressure in the Northern Hemisphere will turn to right of its direction of motion, while in the Southern Hemisphere, air turns left, denoting what effect?
ANSWER: Coriolis Effect (also accept Coriolis Force)

7) In this Food Network show, an adaptation of a Japanese show, contestants wage battle in Kitchen Stadium against chefs such as Masaharu Morimoto and Mario Batali.
ANSWER: Iron Chef America (do not accept "Iron Chef" or "Iron Chef USA")

Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) His mother was locked away by his grandfather, Acrisius, because the Delphic oracle said he would be slain by a grandson, which came true when he later threw a discus. His actions also led to the rescue of Andromeda and the birth of Pegasus. Identify this founder of Mycenae, the son of Danae and Zeus who slew Medusa.
ANSWER: Perseus
2) He first served as National Secretary of the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen, later becoming the first President of the American Railway Union. Jailed for his involvement in the Pullman Strike and later violating of the Sedition Act of 1918, name this labor activist and four-time presidential candidate for the Socialist Party of America.
ANSWER: Eugene V. Debs
3) Napoleon Letsitsi is hired as an agricultural expert for a certain village late in this novel, while earlier this work's protagonist leaves Ndotsheni to help his sick sister, Gertrude. Centering on the murder of activist Arthur Jarvis by Stephen Kumalo's son Absalom, name this work set in South Africa by Alan Paton.
ANSWER: Cry, the Beloved Country
4) It was foiled thanks to an anonymous letter to Lord Monteagle warning him not to attend opening sessions. After Monteagle alerted authorities, a search through the basement of Parliament turned up one of its conspirators, Guy Fawkes. Name this event, a conspiracy launched to blow up the Houses of Parliament, and kill King James I.
ANSWER: Gunpowder Plot
5) His first foray onto the American Music scene was, ”Symphony for Organ and Piano”, while later he composed "The Second Hurricane" and "Billy the Kid". Name this composer, who scored films such as “Of Mice and Men” and “The Red Pony”, and ballets and orchestral suites like “Appalachian Spring”.
ANSWER: Aaron Copland
6) In Mormonism, Noah is considered to be his human form, while in the Hebrew Bible he explains the meaning of a ram and he-goat vision to Daniel. In Islam, he dictates the Koran to Mohammed. Name this Archangel, who foretells the birth of John the Baptist, announces the birth of Jesus to Mary, and blows the trumpet on Judgment Day.
ANSWER: Gabriel
7) His poem, "Prometheus" implores man to believe in himself, rather than gods, but he is better known for plays such as “Iphegenia in Tauris” and “Egmont”, and novels such as “Wilhelm Meister’s Apprenticeship”. A leading figure in the Sturm und Drang movement, identify this German author of “The Sorrows of Young Werther.”
ANSWER: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe
8) This type of rock contains less than 52% silica, which gives its molten variety low viscosity, and it often contains olivine and augite. Most of the ocean floor is made from this extrusive igneous rock, and shield volcanoes are composed almost entirely of it. Identify this volcanic rock, which is often dark, fine-grained and quick to cool.
ANSWER: Basalt
9) This band would have boxes of Kraft Dinners thrown at them when performing a certain hit, while their 2000 album Maroon produced the single, "Pinch Me". Their most popular song mentions "Chickety China the Chinese Chicken". Identify this group, best known for songs like "If I Had A Million Dollars" and "One Week".
ANSWER: Barenaked Ladies
10) His reign saw the move of the capital from Agra to Fathepur Sikri and back again, and his policy of religious tolerance resulted in the elimination of a tax for non-Muslims. He founded his own short-lived pantheistic religion, known as the Religion of God or Din-i-Ilahi. Name this Mughal Emperor, the grandson of Babur.
ANSWER: Akbar The Great (also accept Jalaluddin Muhammad Akbar)

11) This process begins when pyruvates are converted to Acetyl coenzyme A. Ultimately, for every molecule of coenzyme A that enters, two molecules of carbon dioxide, three molecules of NADH, one molecule of FADH and one molecule of ATP are produced. Taking place in the mitochondrial matrix, name this stage of cellular respiration.
ANSWER:Krebs Cycle (also accept Citric Acid Cycle, or Tricarboxylic Acid Cycle) 

12) At one point in the work, an affair with a woman from an enemy faction causes the titular character to be exiled to Suma. After his return from exile, its protagonist is asked to marry the Third Princess, who bears him a son and later becomes a Buddhist nun. These are some of the events described within what novel by Lady Murasaki Shikubu?
ANSWER: Tale of Genji
13) Considered a strong proponent of humanistic psychology, he often deemed it the “third force” of psychology. Author of “Toward a Psychology of Being” and “Motivation and Psychology”, name this psychologist who developed a “Hierarchy of Needs” and the theory of Self-Actualization.
ANSWER: Abraham Maslow
14) Its namesake generalized it to include light in a work titled "Concerning the Coloured Light of Double Stars". In astronomy, it is used to calculate how fast objects are moving toward or away from the earth. Now used in weather radar, identify this effect, most commonly observed when a sound's pitch is changed because its origin is moving.
ANSWER: Doppler Effect (also accept Doppler Shift)

15) Late in his career he painted a series depicting poplars along a riverside near his house at Giverny, while earlier he created a series known as "Haystacks". Also the painter of a "Rouen Cathedral" series, name this French painter of "Water Lilies" who ushered in a new genre with "Impression Sunrise".
ANSWER: Claude Monet
TB) It was officially recognized as separate from the Northwest Territories in 1870, is bordered by Nunavut, Saskatchewan and Ontario and it contains the tenth-largest fresh water lake in the world, which shares its name with this province’s capital. Identify this Canadian province, with capital at Winnipeg.
ANSWER: Manitoba
