The Letter “L”
All answers in this round will contain a word that begins with the letter “L.” Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) This African nation has been led by Samuel Doe, Charles Taylor, and Ellen Johnson-Sirleaf, and has its capital at Monrovia.
ANSWER: Liberia
2) In its earliest form, it was a glass vial containing some water into which a wire was dipped, charged by a friction device. Identify this first capacitor, named for a Dutch town.
ANSWER: Leyden jars

3) He studied with Carl Czerny (zer-knee) and Antonio Salieri, and among his most famous works are the Transcendental Etudes and 19 Hungarian rhapsodies.
ANSWER: Franz Liszt (also accept Ferenc Liszt)

4) This man inspired the philosophies of Zhuangzi, and created a book whose title translates as "the book of the way." What Chinese philosopher wrote the Tao-te-Ching?.
ANSWER: Lao-tzu (also accept Lao-tze or Lao-chun)

5) This architect planned the Punjabi capital of Chandigarh and his famous buildings include Notre Dame du Haut and the Villa Savoy. His portrait is on the 10 Swiss Francs note.
ANSWER: Le Corbusier (also accept Charles Edouard Jeanneret)

6) His grandson of the same name won the 1964 New Hampshire Republican Primary, but this politician is best known for chairing the Senate Foreign Relations Committee and opposing the League of Nations.
ANSWER: Henry Cabot Lodge
7) This action was banned by Turkmenistan's late president at weddings, and more famous people to do it include 1990 Grammy winners Milli Vanilli and Ashlee Simpson on Saturday Night Live.
ANSWER: lip syncing (accept equivalents starting with "l")

8) The title character's mother, Cherokee Sal, dies, and prospectors like Kentuck look after the protagonist in this Bret Harte short story about a child who changes the fortune of a mining camp.
ANSWER: The Luck of Roaring Camp
9) Chebyshev’s Theorem states that no more than 1 / k ^ 2 of the variables in a data set are more than k of these away from the mean.
ANSWER: the law of large numbers

10) This man carried off King Pelops' son Chrysippus before fathering a son who would marry this man's wife, Jocasta. Name this father of Oedipus.
ANSWER: Laius

1) In this ancient Greek city founded by Lacedaemon, work was often done by helots.
ANSWER: Sparta 

2) Works of this author include Elmer Gantry, about a charlatan preacher, and Dodsworth, about an automobile magnate who visits Europe.
ANSWER: (Harry) Sinclair Lewis
3) This law states that the weight of a gas dissolved in a liquid is proportional to the pressure of the gas upon the liquid.
ANSWER: Henry's Law

4) Gods of this body from various mythologies include Coyolxauhqui (coy-yall-shaw-kwee), Thoth, Sin and Chandra.
ANSWER: the moon
5) This post-impressionist French painter is best known for his still-lifes and his views of Mont Sainte Victoire.
ANSWER: Paul Cezanne
6) This theory studied by Otto Jesperson explains why the word "sheep" sounded like "shape" in middle English. Identify this linguistics phenomenon that deals with the evolution of language.
ANSWER: Great Vowel Shift
7) Attractions in this Mediterranean capital include the Pigeon Rocks, the Corniche, the Omari Mosque and a bombed out Holiday Inn. Name this capital city which usually receives pressure from neighboring Damascus.
ANSWER: Beirut
Team Round 1B
1) This ancient city, which shares its name with an ancient Egyptian capital, defeated Sparta at the Battle of Leuctra with help from its Sacred Band.
ANSWER: Thebes (prompt on "Thivai")

2) This author created Monroe Stahr, a film executive, in The Last Tycoon. He also wrote short stories like "The Diamond as Big as the Ritz" as well as the novel Tender is the Night.
ANSWER: Francis Scott Key Fitzgerald
3) This principle, from the German for “construction” or "building up," deals with how electrons fill orbitals within atoms.
ANSWER: aufbau principle

4) Examples of this type of animal from mythology include the Apis one in Egypt, a creature loved by Pasiphae, and one "of heaven" which attacks Uruk in the epic of Gilgamesh.
ANSWER: bulls 

5) This English painter is best known for his depiction of a train in Rain, Steam, and Speed and slaves being thrown overboard in The Slave Ship.
ANSWER: Joseph Mallord William Turner
6) This student of Franz Boas wrote about the Zuni in her Patterns of Culture and about Japan in The Chrysanthemum and the Sword.
ANSWER: Ruth Benedict (also accept Ruth Fulton)

7) A group of eastern Germans and Bulgars are named for this river, the location of cities such as Astrakhan, Nizhniy Novgorod, and Lenin’s birthplace Ulyanovsk.
ANSWER: Volga River

Category Round
Former Soviet Socialist republics.
All of the answers in this round relate to countries that used to be controlled by the USSR. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1) He beat Boris Spassky in 1972 and got a briefcase with $100,000 in it from Kalmyk President Kirsan Ilyumzhinov on a street in Budapest. Name this former chess champion.
ANSWER: Bobby Fischer
2) This group of people, victimized in a massacre in Kishinev in 1903, were once forced to live in the Pale of Settlement and were the subject of numerous pogroms.
ANSWER: Jews (accept equivalents)

3) The tomb of this fourth caliph of Islam and son-in-law of Muhammad, whose death caused the split between Sunni and Shi’i Islam is claimed to be in Uzbekistan's Shakhrimardan.
ANSWER: Ali ibn Abi Talib

4) This fourteenth century ruler died in modern Kazakhstan and was exhumed in the 1940’s by Soviet scientists, and it was confirmed that he did have his namesake deformity.
ANSWER: Tamerlane (also accept Timur-i-Leng or Tamberlaine or Tamer the Lame)

5) This man composed an Uzbek march and the anthem of the Armenian SSR, but is best known for the ballet Gayane and its Sabre Dance.
ANSWER: Aram Khachaturian
6) This object was located in Aeetes's kingdom of Colchis in modern day Georgia, and it was sought after by people like Calais, Zetes, and Hylas. Name this shiny accessory retrieved by Jason.
ANSWER: The Golden Fleece
7) This language, invented by Ludwig Zamenhof and used as the medium for the Shatner epic Incubus, was spoken in Interhelpo, a commune in Kyrgyzstan where Alexander Dubcek once lived.
ANSWER: Esperanto
8) Despite being a nuclear physicist, this graduate from Moscow University in Ashkabad and notable Soviet dissident won the 1975 Nobel Prize for his work against nuclear proliferation.
ANSWER: Andrei Sakharov
9) This was the ancient name for the region around Dagestan and Azerbaijan. Its also the name of a modern-day country whose heroes include Skanderbeg and King Zog, and whose capital is Tirana.
ANSWER: Albania (also accept Shqiperia)

10) It names a soccer club in the Transdnistrian Republic, as well as the occupation of a man whose second in command was Guy of Gisbourne. Identify this law enforcement position held by a famous Andy Griffith character.
ANSWER: Sheriff
Team Round 2A
The team on my right will have a chance to answer these seven questions. Then, the team on my left will have a chance to answer their own set of seven questions. +20 for a correct answer, no penalty for an incorrect answer. +25 for getting them all correct.
1) Events in this state’s history include Dorr’s Rebellion and the Gaspee Incident, and it was a site of exile for Anne Hutchinson.
ANSWER: Rhode Island and Providence Plantations

2) This former Biafran Ambassador wrote Anthills of the Savanna and continued the story of Okonkwo in No Longer at Ease.
ANSWER: (Albert) Chinua(lumogu) Achebe
3) This composer and IHOP enthusiast is remembered today for ballets like Petrushka and his only opera, The Rake’s Progress.
ANSWER: Igor Fedorovich Stravinsky
4) The first leader of this country was Bernardo O’Higgins, and it captured various coastal territories from its northern neighbor in the War of the Pacific.
ANSWER: Republic of Chile
5) In the Vietnamese religion of Cao Dai, saints include French author Victor Hugo and this co-founder of the Guomindang, the first provisional president of the Republic of China, who was immediately succeeded by Chiang Kai-shek.
ANSWER: Sun Yat-sen (prompt on "Yat-sen")

6) This brightest star in the sky is actually a binary system of a main sequence and white dwarf star. It is often nicknamed "The Dog Star".
ANSWER: Sirius
7) This team, now coached by former Louisville coach Bobby Petrino, is led by Joey Harrington at quarterback, after he replaced a man sometimes known as “Ron Mexico.”
ANSWER: Atlanta Falcons (accept either)

Team Round 2B
1) This state was the site of the infamous Mountain Meadows Massacre, and home to Reed Smoot of tariff fame, as well as being the former location of America’s only Deseret newspaper.
ANSWER: Utah 

2) Works produced by authors of this country include Disgrace, July’s People, Sizwe Bansi Is Dead, and The Conservationist.
ANSWER: South Africa
3) This composer created Lelio as a sequel to his most famous work, which includes the "March to the Scaffolds" movement. Name this French composer of Symphonie Fantastique.
ANSWER: Hector Berlioz
4) This dynasty’s rule was interrupted by Wang Mang, and its most famous emperor was Wu Di. It lasted from 206 BC to 220 AD and gave its name to the dominant Chinese ethnic group.
ANSWER: Han Dynasty

5) Related to the Jewish festival of Shavuot, this holiday also known as Whitsunday is held on the fiftieth day after Easter.
ANSWER: Pentecost
6) In AD 14,000, this fifth-brightest star with magnitude zero will become the polestar. It is the alpha star of the constellation Lyra.
ANSWER: Vega
7) This NBA team might be moving to Oklahoma City, where new head coach P.J. Carlesimo would field a team with second overall pick Kevin Durant.
ANSWER: Seattle SuperSonics (accept either)

Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) His cantata Clovis et Clotilde won the Prix de Rome in 1857 and the Fair Maid of Perth was based on a Walter Scott novel. His The Pearl Fishers tells of four worshipers of Brahma. His most famous opera features the characters Micaela and Escamillo (es-kuh-mee-yo), and concerns Don Jose’s love for the title character. Name this French composer of Carmen.
ANSWER: Georges Bizet or Alexandre-Charles-Leopold Bizet

2) This man annexed Nabatea after the death of its last king, and captured Sarmizegetusa, ruled by King Decebalus of Dacia. He captured Susa from the Parthians, but poor health forced his return to Rome. A structure erected in honor of his Dacian conquest mentions his adopted father Nerva and is known as this emperor's column. Name this second Good Emperor.
ANSWER: Trajan or Marcus Ulpius Nerva Traianus
3) This religion’s two sects, Shvetambara and Digambara, refer to the state of dress of practitioners. Reality is divided into jiva and ajiva, and there were twenty three tirthankaras (teer-thahn-kah-rah) before Mahavira, regarded as this religion’s founder. Name this Indian religion which practices ahimsa, or nonviolence towards living creatures.
ANSWER: Jainism

4) This play features the English traveler Sir Politic, and the main character disguises himself as Scioto the Mountebank and he falls for Celia, wife of one of the men seeking to inherit his fortune. Those men include Corbaccio, Voltare, and Corvino, who seek the title character’s inheritance. Name this Ben Jonson play whose main character’s name comes from the Italian for “fox.”
ANSWER: Volpone
5) The disease bilharzia is caused by a member of this phylum, and Monogonea, one member, is commonly found on fish. Turbellaria is the only class in this phylum that is non-parasitic and mesenchyme fills the space between their organs. More notable classes include Trematoda and Cestoda, or flukes and tapeworms. Name this phylum of flatworms.
ANSWER: platyhelminthes (prompt on "flatworms" before mentioned)

6) The lines “Of all sad words of tongue and pen, the saddest are these, ‘It might have been” come from his “Maud Muller” and he wrote the patriotic poems “Molly Pitcher” and “Barbara Frietchie.” He described his family trapped in a snow storm in his most famous poem, “Snowbound.” Name this American poet and abolitionist.
ANSWER: John Greenleaf Whittier
7) His contemplation of holes in the sea of electrons led him to theorize the positron in 1930, which was discovered a year later by Carl Andersson. Electron spin was first properly described in his relativistic wave equation published in 1928, and he developed the quantum theory of radiation. He expounded on a set of statistics proposed by Enrico Fermi, which bore the two men’s names. Name this English physicist.
ANSWER: Paul Adrien Maurice Dirac
8) He played Mustafa in the Austin Powers series and Steve Butabi, brother to Doug, in a movie also starring Richard Grieco. He played the inventor of the piano necktie, Jacobim Mugatu, and as Chazz Reingold, he played a funeral crasher. Also known for playing Frank the Tank, Ricky Bobby, and Ron Burgundy, name this star of Anchorman.
ANSWER: (John) Will(iam) Ferrell
9) During this period, named after a Russian city, creatures such as the Dimetrodon flourished, and it saw the extinction of trilobites. A basin in west Texas is named after this period because of the large amount of rocks found there. At its end, 96% of marine species and 70% of land species became extinct, after which began the Triassic period. Name this last period of the Paleozoic age, from 299 to 250 million years ago.
ANSWER: Permian period

10) Gukumatz was another culture's equivalent of this god, and he in Popol Vuh he helped to create the first men out of maize. Some Mormons believe that Jesus was mistaken for this figure, and he was a brother of Xolotl and rival to the war god Tezcatlipoca. Known as Kukulcan in the Yucatan, he was represented as a plumed serpent. Name this white, bearded god allegedly mistaken by the Aztecs for Cortes.
ANSWER: Quetzalcoatl (prompt on "Kukulcan" before mentioned)

11) Inspired by a scene in the Inferno involving a journey across a lake, he painted The Barque of Dante. He depicted a Turkish slaughter in The Massacre at Chios and the demise of a Byron subject in The Death of Sardanapalus. His most famous painting features a man in a top hat holding a rifle, a boy with two pistols, and a woman holding a rifle and the French flag. Name this artist of Liberty Leading the People.
ANSWER: (Ferdinand Victor) Eugene Delacroix
12) Tribes important in this city's history include the Abu Sufyan and Quraysh (koo-raysh), and Sharif Husein, a leader of this city, worked with T.E. Lawrence and declared himself caliph in 1923. In 955, the Shi’ite Qarmatians (car-may-shuns) desecrated this city's well of Zamzam. The destination of the Hajj, identify this holiest city in Islam taken by Mohammed upon his return from Medina in 630.
ANSWER: Mecca (also accept Makkah al-Mukarrama)

13) Jerriais (zher-ree-eh) is a dialect spoken on the main one of these islands, whose lesser members include Jethou, Herm, Sark, and Alderney. Once a place of exile for the author of Le Roi S’Amuse, the two largest islands are bailiwicks and their capitals are St. Peter Port and St. Helier. Name these French speaking islands which include Guernsey and Jersey and are located between England and France.
ANSWER: Channel Islands (also accept Isles de la Manche)

14) In this novel, Father Paneloux blames some bad events on the town’s sinful nature, and Raymond Rambert plans to leave until Tarrou convinces him to stay. Cottard succeeds as a smuggler, while Joseph Grand and Dr. Rieux try to help patients in the city of Oran in this novel. Name this Albert Camus novel about a titular pestilence.
ANSWER: The Plague (also accept La Peste)

15) He is the only US president to have a Paraguayan province named for him, and David Davis of Illinois played a key role in his election. He appointed John Harlan to the Supreme Court, and the Bland-Allison Act was signed into law during his presidency. Defeating Samuel Tilden in the controversial election of 1876, name this 19th president.
ANSWER: Rutherford Birchard Hayes 

TB) He published A Theory of the Consumption Function, outlining his permanent income hypothesis, and his ideas were contrasted with economists such as Paul Samuelson. A famous critic of the Phillips curve, his theories were given credence due to the arrival of stagflation. Name this author of Monetary History of the United States, a famous American monetarist economist.
ANSWER: Milton Friedman
