ANSWER: Pituitary Gland

2) To gain support against the Ottomans, this ruler led a Grand Embassy into Europe. Name this Russian tsar victorious in the Great Northern War.
ANSWER: Peter the Great (also accept Peter I Alexeyevich Romanov) or Pyotr I
3) Accidentally applying a love potion to Lysander rather than Demetrius, this jester for Oberon also goes by the name Robin Goodfellow in A Midsummer Night's Dream.
ANSWER: Puck
4) The surname of presidents Wayne and David on 24, it also identifies a series of raids on Communists by an attorney general of Woodrow Wilson.
ANSWER: Palmer
5) Sometimes measured in CVs, this quantity is determined by dividing work by time and is also measured in the SI units of watts.
ANSWER: Power
6) Currently held by Robert Byrd, this Senate position is generally given to the most senior member of the majority party. It's third in line for the presidency.
ANSWER: President Pro Tempore of the United States Senate

7) When she is seven, her parents plot to escape from Boston. Name this daughter of Arthur Dimmesdale and Hester Prynne in the Scarlet Letter.
ANSWER: Pearl Prynne

8) Sometimes yews or willows are used to celebrate this holiday that honors Jesus' entry into Jerusalem, held a week before Easter. 
ANSWER: Palm Sunday (also accept Passion Sunday)

9) Famous as an organist during his lifetime, this Baroque composer is best known today for his Canon in D major.
ANSWER: Johan Pachelbel
10) Also the namesake of a river in the Paraiba state of Brazil, these fish are known for their sharp teeth and ferocious appetite for meat.
ANSWER: Piranhas

ANSWER: Avignon
2) This Dresden survivor draws flack for serving as a chaplain's assistant during World War II. This "unstuck in time" character is eventually killed by Lazzaro at the end of Slaughterhouse-Five.
ANSWER: Billy Pilgrim
3) Hydrogen bonds and benzenoid stacking make this synthetic fiber developed by DuPont some five times stronger than steel. Thus, its use in body armor.
ANSWER: Kevlar
4) These residents of Arcadia and Thessaly, generally regarded as the progeny of Ixion, were half man and half horse.
ANSWER: Centaurs (also accept Kentauros)

5) Rejected from the 1875 Philadelphia Exhibition because it was too graphic, this Thomas Eakins work depicts a certain doctor performing surgery on a man's leg.
ANSWER: The Gross Clinic
6) If the demand of a good is very closely tied to the change in price of a good, then the demand curve is said to have a high value for this quantity.
ANSWER: Elasticity
7) Home to Tikal, Chichen Itza and other Mayan ruins, this peninsula occupies three Mexican states and part of Guatemala and Belize.
ANSWER: Yucatán Peninsula

ANSWER: Ice-Nine
3) The brand name for a DuPont synthetic polymer, it has both a low coefficient of friction and a high melting point, making it ideal for cookware.

ANSWER: Deadweight Loss (prompt on "Excess Burden")

ANSWER: Baja California Peninsula

1) Odilon Redon painted one of these creatures, sons of Uranus and Gaea in Theogony, whose ranks included the one-eyed Polyphemus.
ANSWER: Cyclops
2) Parasitic species in this phylum include ascarids and hookworms, a phylum known by the colloquial name of roundworms.
ANSWER: Nematoda (also accept Nematodes, prompt on "Roundworms" before mentioned)

3) Home to Moosehead Lake and the northern terminus of the Appalachian Trail, this sparsely populated state has a capital at Augusta.
ANSWER: Maine
4) This author of Kaddish began his most famous work, "I saw the best minds of my generation destroyed by madness". Name this author of "Howl".
ANSWER: (Irwin) Allen Ginsberg
5) A rival of Rim-Sin of Larsa, this Amorite king of the 18th century BCE is best known for his eye for an eye legal code.
ANSWER: Hammurabi (also accept Hammurapi)

6) States like Ohio link this quantity to the Consumer Price Index, a rate that was recently changed on a national level to five dollars and eighty five cents per hour.
ANSWER: Minimum Wage
7) Johannes Grant saved its walls from sappers, but even a boom placed in the Golden Horn couldn't save this Byzantine city from falling to Mehmet II in 1453.
ANSWER: The Fall of Constantinople (do not accept "Istanbul", a city of that name wasn't conquered by Mehmet II)

8) He employed Frank J. Sprague, William Joseph Hammer and Nikola Tesla at his Menlo Park research lab that turned out inventions like the incandescent light bulb.
ANSWER: Thomas Alva Edison
9) This work, which coined the long palindrome tattarrattat, contains characters like Stephen Dedalus and Molly Bloom and was written by James Joyce.
ANSWER: Ulysses
10) Debuting at the Pepsi pavilion in the 1964 World's Fair, this ride with a Sherman Brothers tune in various Disney parks features kids singing from around the world.
ANSWER: It's A Small World After All

ANSWER: Edmund Jennings Randolph
2) This work laments how Irish mothers are forced to spend all their time begging for food for their starving infants. Jonathan Swift's solution: sell the kids to the English for food!
ANSWER: A Modest Proposal: For Preventing the Children of Poor People in Ireland from Being a Burden to Their Parents or Country, and for Making Them Beneficial to the Publick

3) Ian Anderson sometimes plays this instrument for Jethro Tull, but an enchanted one was more famously the centerpiece of a 1791 opera by Mozart.
ANSWER: Flute
4) This year marked the start of the Praieira Revolt in Brazil, as well as the publishing of the Communist Manifesto and a series of liberal revolutions throughout Europe.
ANSWER: 1848 CE

5) This philosopher describes a government characterized by a social contract and not divine right in the second part of his Two Treatises of Government.
ANSWER: John Locke
6) Above the Curie point, this property, characterized by a material staying magnetic when no longer in the presence of a field, goes away. Metals like Nickel and Iron exhibit this property.
ANSWER: Ferromagnetism
7) Steve Jobs upset a lot of early adopters of this product by dropping its price by two hundred dollars in September. It notably features a touch screen and the ability to surf the web.
ANSWER: iPhone

1) Known for criticizing the slavery compromise in the Constitution, this Virginian's monument in Washington, DC calls him the "Father of the Bill of Rights".
ANSWER: George Mason IV

2) Parallels with the classics in this hairy Alexander Pope satire include Belinda traveling up the Thames as did Aeneas travel up the Tiber in the Aeneid. 
ANSWER: The Rape of the Lock
3) This reed instrument, featured in a 1791 Mozart concerto, was also played by jazz musicians such as Larry Shields, Artie Shaw and Benny Goodman.
ANSWER: Clarinet
4) This year marked the granting of independence to India and Pakistan, in addition to the signing of the Truman Doctrine.
ANSWER: 1947
5) This philosopher from Geneva wrote a work entitled The Social Contract in which he states "man was born free, but he is everywhere in chains."
ANSWER: Jean-Jacques Rousseau
6) Below a critical temperature, these materials exhibit no electrical resistance.
ANSWER: Superconductors (also accept Superconductivity and other word forms)

7) This popular smartphone by Research In Motion, typically used by businesspeople to send wireless e-mails, shares its name with a certain fruit.
ANSWER: BlackBerry
Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) His MySpace page lists him married to his wife Ann, who appeared in a “homemade” Christmas video along with his five sons announcing his intention to run for office. Name this Mormon, the CEO of the Salt Lake City Olympics and a former governor of Massachusetts, a 2008 Republican presidential candidate.
ANSWER: (Willard) Mitt Romney
2) For a solid sphere, this quantity can be calculated as two fifths M times R squared, while it is two thirds M times R squared for a spherical shell. This is because this quantity depends on the mass's distribution and the axis of rotation. Represented in kilograms times meters squared and often symbolized I, name this rotational analog of mass.
ANSWER: Mass Moment of Inertia (prompt on "angular mass")

3) One incident in this play involves the repeated fetching of items like a cot and perfume by Myrrhine, while it begins with an oath being sworn incorrectly on a shield and the dispatching of Lampito to Sparta. Name this Aristophanes play where the title woman and her followers withhold from intercourse with their husbands until peace is negotiated.
ANSWER: Lysistrata
4) Husserl's influence on him can be seen in his Brief Letter on Humanism, and his major work described the Verfall in Western philosophy since the time of Plato, which resulted in this man's "alienation". Also the author of What is Metaphysics, name this 20th century German philosopher who wrote Being and Time.
ANSWER: Martin Heidegger
5) After its independence from China, the Ly family ruled as the first independent dynasty here. The French largely abandoned this country after their defeat at Dien Bien Phu in the First Indochina War. Name this Asian country, now the home of Ho Chi Minh City. 
ANSWER: Vietnam (prompt on "Indochina")

6) “The Doctor's Breeze” and “the Undertaker's Breeze” cool this island's Blue and John Crow Mountains, which run towards the Pedro Bank to the southwest. Point Morant, its westernmost extension, lies south of Port Antonio and only slightly south of Cuba. The third largest island in the Caribbean, name this country with capital at Kingston.
ANSWER: Jamaica
7) His Going to the Territory and Shadow and Act includes reflections on his relationship with Romare Bearden. He told of Bliss's transformation to Adam Sunraider in Juneteenth, but is most famous for creating a character who witnesses the funeral of Tod Clifton, and flees underground from a race riot. Name this author of Invisible Man.
ANSWER: Ralph Waldo Ellison
8) This character got his red shirt from his older brother, and typical plotlines involved him eating the coconut cream pie baked by Mary Ann or foiling his group's chance for rescue. The Skipper served as a straight man to what Bob Denver character, a shipwrecked crewman of the S.S. Minnow?
ANSWER: Gilligan
9) A ring-like center and a region where it becomes impossible to move, the ergosphere, make the up the rotating variations of these objects. The Schwarzchild radius is the distance from the central singularity to the event horizon of what astronomical objects that possess such a massive escape velocity that light cannot escape their gravitational pull?
ANSWER: Black Holes
10) Among this man’s architectural works is the cordonata design at Capitoline Square in Rome. His marble statue of a seated Moses is unique in that the figure is shown with a pair of horns on his head. The creator of the Pieta in St. Peter’s Basilica, this is what artist famous for painting the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel?
ANSWER: Michelangelo Buonarroti

11) In December 1953, this man arrived in Guatemala where he would then help the then-president Arbenz Guzman attempt to rid of the U.S.-dominated latifundia system. A major figure in helping Cuba end the Batista regime, identify this Argentine born Marxist revolutionary.
ANSWER: Ernesto “Che” Guevara(accept either underlined answer)

12) A major component of toad and wasp venom, this compound is also known as 5-HT. It is mainly synthesized in the gastrointestinal tract, and antidepressant MAOIs function by preventing the breakdown of it. Deriving from tryptophan, name this neurotransmitter responsible for mood. 
ANSWER: Serotonin (prompt on "5-Hydroxytryptamine")

13) He is associated with the celestial body, Nibiru, and is symbolized by both a serpentine dragon and a spade or shovel. He is the son of the wisdom god, Ea and is known for slaying the chaos dragons Kingu and Tiamat. Holding 50 different titles, identify this Mesopotamian god, the patron deity of Babylon.
ANSWER: Marduk (also accept Merodach)

14) Inspired by such men as Paracelsus and Albertus Magnus, this person travels to the German University of Ingolstadt in order to study science. After the death of his friend, Henry Clerval, this character flees to the Arctic where he tells his story to Robert Walton. The creator of a namesake monster, identify this protagonist of a novel by Mary Shelley.
ANSWER: Victor Frankenstein
15) Its central figure is dressed in the same manor as a figure in this painting's precursor, The Charge of the Mamelukes. This figure stands arms open, illuminated by a lantern and is surrounded by faceless French soldiers. Depicting a scene following a forced march from the city, identify this Goya work about the execution of Spanish civilians.
ANSWER: Third of May, 1808 (also accept Tres de Mayo, 1808)

TB) Yahya ibn Ibrahim was their first military leader, who led them to convert Takrur and eventually take over the desert trading route between Sijilmasa and Aoudaghost. Yusuf ibn Tashfin ruled during their height, and they conquered the Ghana Empire in 1075. Ruling from 1073-1147, name this Muslim Dynasty that reigned over North-Western Africa and the Iberian Peninsula.
ANSWER: Almoravid(s)
