ANSWER: Two
2. It is the minimum age you can be to run for President of the United States.
ANSWER: Thirty-five
3. After Ken Mattingly left, its crew composed of Fred Haise, Jack Swigert, and James Lovell. The crew failed to reach the moon in 1970 and only said, "Houston, we have a problem" in the movie.
ANSWER: Apollo 13
4. It finished construction in May 2006 in China and is the largest hydroelectric dam in the world.
ANSWER: Three Gorges Dam
5. Discontinued in 1969, it contained the picture of Salmon P. Chase and was printed in black and green.
ANSWER: Ten Thousand Dollar Bill
6. Number’s the same: the number of Imams in Shi’a Islam, the number of Odin’s sons, the number of Jacob’s sons who became the tribes of Israel.

3. It makes up 8% of the earth’s surface. It has an atomic number of 13 and symbol of AL.
ANSWER: Aluminum
4. This Roman goddess of wisdom was born fully grown, coming out of Jupiter’s head.
ANSWER: Minerva
5. Recently revived on Broadway, this musical that won the 1976 Pulitzer Prize features the stories of past experiences of Broadway performers and choreographers.
ANSWER: A Chorus Line
6. This largest moon of Pluto is named after the ferryman of the dead in Greek mythology.
ANSWER: Io
7. Including cities such as Douala and Garoua, this west-central African country’s capital is Yaounde.

3. It is the most electronegative of all elements. It is atomic number 9 and is a halogen.
ANSWER: Fluorine 

4. This Roman god of agriculture devoured his children to prevent anyone from overthrowing him.
ANSWER: Saturn
5. The longest-running Broadway musical, it ends with Christine and Raoul leaving together and Meg pulling back a cape, revealing only a mask.
ANSWER: The Phantom of the Opera
6. This largest moon of Mars is predicted to hit the surface of Mars millions of years in the future due to its very low orbit.
ANSWER: Phobos
7. Once a Portuguese colony, this south-western African country’s capital is at Luanda.
ANSWER: Angola
Category Round
Championship Teams.
As you all play towards the road to the championship game, name these teams or players that won championships in 2007. Plus or minus 10, no bouncebacks.
1. This school became the first in history to win the college football and basketball title games in the same year. Their mascot is the Gator.
ANSWER: Florida
2. This school defeated UNC in the title series for the second year in a row to win the NCAA College World Series. Their mascot is the Beaver.
ANSWER: Oregon State
3. Despite starting 4-4, this school won nine in a row, defeating Duke in the men’s lacrosse championship game. Their mascot is the Blue Jay.
ANSWER: Johns Hopkins
4. This school won its third women’s lacrosse championship in a row, then provoked controversy by appearing in flip-flops and skirts in a photo with President Bush. Their mascot is the Wildcat.
ANSWER: Northwestern
5. They went through the playoffs in just 20 games after winning 58 games in the regular season. They got their 4th title in just nine years with a Finals win over the Cleveland Cavaliers.
ANSWER: San Antonio Spurs
6. After winning the Pacific Division, in five games they defeated the Ottawa Senators to win their first ever Stanley Cup.
ANSWER: Anaheim Ducks (don’t accept Mighty Ducks of Anaheim)

7. This team didn’t win any regular season games in 2007, but won four games in postseason play this year, capping off with a 29-17 victory over the Chicago Bears in the Super Bowl.
ANSWER: Indianapolis Colts
8. Led by Maryland alum Brian Dougherty, this team won its third title in four years with a 16-13 over the Los Angeles Riptide in the Major League Lacrosse title game.
ANSWER: Philadelphia Barrage
9. Nicknamed “The Shadow,” this amateur lasted a 12-hour final table in this year’s main event in the 2007 World Series of Poker, winning over 8.25 million dollars.
ANSWER: Jerry Yang
10. Nicknamed “Jaws,” he set a new world record by eating 66 hot dogs in twelve minutes, winning the Nathan’s Hot Dog Eating Contest.

ANSWER: Alpha Flight
2) Jabez Stone sells his soul to the devil and is defended by one of the title characters against the other in this Stephen Vincent Benet short story.
ANSWER: The Devil and Daniel Webster
3) His namesake equation of state set out to improve upon the ideal gas law, and some weak forces were named after him posthumously.
ANSWER: Johannes van der Waals
4) This Maryland representative published a book called “The War of Ormuzd and Ahriman in the Nineteenth Century,” but is best known for co-authoring a bill on Reconstruction with Benjamin Wade of Ohio.
ANSWER: Henry Winter Davis
5) Among his lesser known operas are Simon Boccanegra, Ernani, and Nabuco, the latter about a Babylonian king.
ANSWER: Giuseppe Verdi
6) These brothers defeat the Kauravas at the Battle of Kurukshetra, after Yudhisitra had lost everything in a game of dice. The most famous member is Arjuna, and their story is told in the Mahabharata.
ANSWER: Pandavas
7) We know them by a Nahuatl word for "rubber people". Besides inventing the Mesoamerican ballgame, they were known for the colossal heads they made.
ANSWER: Olmec
Team Round 2B
1) From his home in the Command Center, this robot would construct weapons to use against Lord Zedd and Rita Repulsa on the original Power Rangers series.
ANSWER: Alpha 5
2) Supernatural events start occurring when Reverend Hooper begins wearing the title object in this Hawthorne short story.
ANSWER: The Minister's Black Veil
3) Chebyshev’s theorem states that no more than 1 / k ^ 2 of the variables in a data set are more than k of these away from the mean.
ANSWER: standard deviations

4) Gaiseric was the most famous leader of this group, who conquered Roman Africa in the 430’s and sacked Rome in AD 455.
ANSWER: Vandals

5) In the Arnolfini Wedding Portrait, this object holds a single lit candle, traditional for Flemish marriages at the time.
ANSWER: Chandelier
6) This Greek emigrant founded a town on the Palatine and fathered Pallas, eventually helping Aeneas against the Rutulians.
ANSWER: Evander
7) The exiled Tupac Amaru was their last indigenous emperor, while Manco Capac was an early legendary leader of this South American empire conquered by Pizarro.
ANSWER: Inca
Grab-Bag Round
Plus or minus 20, no bouncebacks.
1) Meaning “The gentle way”, this form of martial arts focuses on two categories: naze waza and ne waza. Created in the 1880s by Kano Jigoro and borrowing heavily from Jujutsu, name this Japanese martial art which involves holds, and using leverage to send an opponent hurling towards the ground and then incapacitating him by locking his joints with holds.
ANSWER: Judo
2) This author wrote a masque about the son of Bacchus and Circe called Comus, and wrote about a judge of Israel who is “eyeless in Gaza” in his verse drama Samson Agonistes. He defended free speech in his attack on the Licensing Act, Areopagitica, while his most famous work attempts to “justify the ways of God to man.” Name this English poet who wrote about “man’s first disobedience, and the fruit” in his epic poem Paradise Lost.
ANSWER: John Milton
3) In one episode, this character constructs a society in a garbage dump after being told the world had ended to prevent him from reaching Casa Bonita. After discovering his father's secret homosexuality, his mother nearly drowns him in his “Very Own Episode.” Also known as Professor Chaos and Leopold Stotch, identity this good-natured, blond character from South Park.
ANSWER: Butters (also accept Leopold or Stotch early, prompt on “Professor Chaos”)

4) It is connected to the Nafud Desert by a small strip of land, and Al-Ghawar, the world’s largest oil field, can be found within it. Name this desert, which occupies more than a fourth of Saudi Arabia as well as parts of the United Arab Emirates, Yemen and Oman, also known as “The Empty Quarter.”
ANSWER: Rub’ al Khali (also accept Empty Quarter until mentioned)

5) This poet wrote “the lips of time leech to the fountainhead” in “The Force That Through the Green Fuse Drives the Flower.” He wrote that time “held [him] green and dying / Though [he] sang in [his] chains like the sea” in “Fern Hill.” Another of his poems tells his father to “rage, rage against the dying of the light.” Name this Welsh poet of “Do Not Go Gentle Into That Good Night.”
ANSWER: Dylan Thomas
6) Pencil and paper ready. Given the system of equations (read slowly) 8x+3y=40 and 4y-4x=46, solve for x. It may help to multiply the second equation by two and cancel out one term. What is the value of x? You have ten seconds.
ANSWER: 1/2 or .5 (Y is equal to 12)

7) This man was expelled for a time Dickinson College for his rowdiness, although his wild tendencies seem to have died out with time. His fiancé, Ann Caroline Coleman, died of a laudanum overdose and this man never married, the only President of the United States never to do so. Name this 15th President who didn't run for office a second time and was succeeded by Abraham Lincoln.
ANSWER: James Buchanan
8) The severed piece of him left over from when Odin, Ra and Rama fought him shortly after the birth of the universe caused the extinction of the dinosaurs. The over-the-top voice acting for him is provided by Mako, and the future into which his enemy is thrown is shaped by his evil. Identify this shapeshifting Master of Darkness and nemesis of Samurai Jack.
ANSWER: Aku
9) This geometric shape was assumed to be the shape of water's element by an ancient Greek thinker. It is one of the common shapes of capsids of viruses, and a modified form of it is used to make a geodesic dome. Identify this shape, one of the five Platonic solids, consisting of twenty equilateral triangles as faces.
ANSWER: Icosahedron
10) The protagonist of this novel kills Jamis in the ritual of kanly and takes his water and wife. This work's protagonist grows to become leader of the Fremen, eventually waging war against the Harkonnen house and using nuclear weapons and sandworms to reclaim the capital city of Arrakeen. Name this science fiction novel by Frank Herbert, which follows Paul Atreides' ascension to leader of the desert planet Arrakis.
ANSWER: Dune
11) Don King called in the tip about a woman named Dollree harboring a bombing suspect that began this case involving the Cleveland police. Name this 1961 Supreme Court case, where Justice Clark's majority opinion ruled that evidence obtained illegally could be excluded from court based on the 14th and 4th Amendments.
ANSWER: Dollree Mapp v. State of Ohio
12) A champion of John Ruskin, this author’s early works include Pleasures and Days and the unfinished Jean Santueil. This author created characters like the Baron de Charlus and Odette de Crecy for another work that includes sections called Time Regained and Swann’s Way. Name this French author of In Search of Lost Time, a seven-part novel also known as Remembrance of Things Past.
ANSWER: Marcel Proust
13) It prohibited non-widowed women from testifying in court, and Clause 24 ruled that officials appointed by the crown could not supersede the rights of a judge. More famously, it outlined Habeas Corups. The official counterpart to the "Articles of the Barons", name this document limiting the king's power that was signed by John I of England in 1215.
ANSWER: Magna Carta Libertatum

14) Yank Smith repulses Mildred Douglas before being strangled by a gorilla in this author’s play The Hairy Ape. Another of his plays takes place at Harry Hope’s bar and focuses on the arrival of Hickey, while he depicted himself as the consumptive Edmund in his autobiographical play about the Tyrone family. Name this American playwright of The Iceman Cometh and Long Day’s Journey Into Night.
ANSWER: Eugene O’Neill
15) The LZW method is one way to do it, as is the process of Huffman Coding. Bitmaps typically do not use it, while PNG files use the lossless type of this process and JPEGs use the lossy variety of it. Name this process in computer science, where information is encoded to use fewer bits, notably done with a zip file.
ANSWER: Data Compression (accept Lossless Compression before “lossless” is said)

TB) He was tried for treason for allegedly conspiring to steal the land bought in the Louisiana Purchase. Earlier, this man lost on the 36th ballot to Thomas Jefferson in the election of 1800. Identify this man, best remembered for an 1804 duel where he shot Alexander Hamilton.
ANSWER: Aaron Burr
