Round X Questions by Jonathan Magin 

1. In 1957, BCS theory demonstrated that this phenomenon is caused by Cooper pairs condensing into a ground state. Discovered in 1911 by Heike Kamerlingh-Onnes, a substance with this property displays the Meissner Effect when exposed to a magnetic field. It occurs when a material is cooled beyond a critical temperature, and it is used to create powerful electromagnets used in particle accelerators and Maglev trains. FTP, name this phenomenon in which a substance loses all electrical resistance.
ANSWER: Superconductivity (accept clear-knowledge equivalents)

2. He advanced to his most famous position after the death of his brother-in-law in 221 BCE. Two years later, he successfully besieged the Roman city of Saguntum, causing the Roman army to follow him to Italy, where he scored a huge victory at the battle of Cannae in 216 BCE. This son of Hamilcar was then defeated by Scipio Africanus at the battle of Zama, helping to end the Second Punic War. Most famous for taking war elephants on his crossing of the Alps, FTP, identify this Carthaginian general. 
ANSWER: Hannibal Barca

3. In one of this artist's works, bats and owls ominously approach a sleeping figure, while another of his paintings depicts the Roman god Saturn biting the head off of a small child. Because of its disturbing content and dark background, that painting is grouped with similar works like The Witches' Sabbath into this man's “Black Paintings”. Also the court painter to Charles IV, his most famous work shows a group of pleading men being massacred by French soldiers. FTP, identify this Spanish painter of The Third of May, 1808.
ANSWER: Francisco Jose de Goya y Lucientes

4. This poem describes “the last fantastic work thrown out of the tenement window” before telling Carl Solomon that “while you are not safe I am not safe”. Its protagonists “threw potato salad at CCNY lecturers on Dadaism” and saw Baltimore gleaming in “supernatural ecstasy”, while it also tells of people “dragging themselves through the negro streets at dawn looking for an angry fix”. Opening with the line “I saw the best minds of my generation destroyed by madness,” FTP, name this long poem by Allen Ginsburg.
ANSWER: “Howl”
5. Although they are usually thought to be an ancient civilization, more than 6 million of them still exist today, and one of them, Rigoberta Tum, won the 1992 Nobel Peace prize. Their “ruins” were explored in the 19th century by John L. Stephens, who ignored the towns of Chan Kom and Pisté in favor of more “civilized” locales such as Palenque and a city that contains the Temple of the Jaguars and the Pyramid of Kukulkán. Notable for their sophisticated astronomical research, FTP, identify this Mesoamerican civilization best known today for the city of Chichén Itzá.
ANSWER: the Maya or Mayan civilization

6. This entity was controlled by directors called the “Lords Seventeen”, and notably employed Philipp Seabold, Anton Van Diemen, and Abel Tasman. In 1619, it took control of the Banda Islands in order to gain a monopoly of the world's nutmeg supply, while it later established outposts in Malacca, Canton, and the Cape of Good Hope. Founded in order to trade for precious metals and spices from the Orient, FTP, name this first multinational corporation to issue stocks, based in ports such as Delft, Rotterdam, and Amsterdam.
ANSWER: the Dutch East India Company or the Vereenigde Oostindische Compagnie
7. In Act Two of this play, one character relates the story of a young man who crashes a car into a tree, killing his father; that character then announces that it is time to play “Get the Guests”. In Act One, a history professor from New Carthage asks his wife not to do “the bit about the kid”. In the third and final act, a symbolic exorcism of that child is performed, resulting in Nick and Honey learning that the child is imaginary. Centering on the vituperative verbal warfare between George and Martha, FTP, identify this play by Edward Albee whose title refers to the author of To the Lighthouse.
ANSWER:Who's Afraid of Virginia Woolf?
8. Developed independently in 1908 by a German physician and a British mathematician this principle assumes that the organism under question is a diploid, reproduces sexually and the population under consideration is idealized when there is random mating, infinite population, no selection, no mutation and no migration. FTP Name this principle that states under certain conditions, after one generation of random mating, the genotype frequencies at a single gene locus will become fixed at a particular equilibrium value?
ANSWER: Hardy-Weinberg Principle (or Equilibrium)

9. It is the duty of every member of this religion to defeat the Five Evils which are ego, anger, greed, attachment and lust and are supposed to attack these vices through contentment, charity, kindness, positive attitude and humility. Followers are required to wear five articles of faith including a ceremonial dagger called a Kirpan. Members follow the teaching of the Ten Gurus in, for ten points, this monotheistic Indian religion whose followers are often noted for the turbans they wear to cover their hair.
ANSWER: Sikhism
10. A similar law concerning non-Cabinet officials was ruled unconstitutional in Myers v. United States. Presidents Grant and Garfield both complained about it, but it was not repealed until 1887. The man most associated with it barricaded himself in his office after learning that he was dismissed from his position as Secretary of War. The firing of Edwin Stanton spurred the impeachment of Andrew Johnson because it violated, FTP, this 1867 act that prevented the president from removing federal officers without the consent of the Senate.
ANSWER: Tenure of Office Act

11. Number 8612 suffered a severe emotional disorder, number 416 went on a hunger strike, number 819 began crying uncontrollably after his fellow participants in this experiment chanted “819 did a bad thing!”, while “John Wayne” became a brutal sadist. Ironically, its participants were chosen for their healthiness and normality, but began assaulting one another after taking on randomly assigned roles. Its members, who either wore a khaki uniform and sunglasses or a stocking cap and a heavy chain, interacted in a basement at a western university. FTP, identify this Philip Zimbardo experiment which simulated a jail.
ANSWER: the Stanford prison experiment

12. His most famous novel is Paul Clifford, though the reason why has nothing to do with its plot or characters. Besides The Coming Race, one of the world's first works of science fiction, he is better known for coining phrases like “the almighty dollar” and “the pen is mightier than the sword.” However, he is best known for inspiring an annual contest in which writers try to craft the worst opening sentence possible. FTP, name this author who famously started off a novel with “It was a dark and stormy night.” 
ANSWER: Edward Bulwer-Lytton
13. One of this author's short stories describes Ezra Buckley's invention of a planet that destroys the world's cultures, while another tells of a French writer who tries to recreate the most famous work of Miguel de Cervantes. Besides Tlön, Uqbar, Orbis Tertius and Pierre Menard, Author of the Quixote, he wrote of a building containing every possible book ever written in The Library of Babel, and of a point in space that allows the narrator to see every other point in El Aleph. FTP, name this Argentine author of The Garden of Forking Paths, Dreamtigers, Labyrinths, and Ficciones. 
ANSWER: Jorge Luis Borges
14. This system appeared at the same time as the distinction between elements and compounds in the late 18th century. The rules for this system are contained in the Blue Book and Red Book. FTP name this system of naming chemical compounds and of describing the concept of science in general?
ANSWER: IUPAC Nomenclature 

15. His choreographic poem La Valse was inspired by “The Masque of the Red Death”, while his 5-part suite for children, Mother Goose, includes the pieces “Little Tom Thumb” and “The Wondrous Garden”. This composer paid homage to Franz Schubert in Valses Nobles et Sentimentales and arranged the most famous orchestration of Mussorgsky's Pictures at an Exhibition, while his most famous ballet, Daphnis et Chloé, featured his lush, fluid impressionism. Best known for a 15-minute work that continually repeats a Spanish theme, FTP, identify this French composer of Boléro.
ANSWER: Maurice Ravel
16. The Dodge concept motorcycle of this name sells for $550,000, but its 500 horsepower Viper engine keeps it from being street legal. In basketball, it refers to a one handed slam dunk where the ball is brought over the head and then slammed into the basket. The BGM-109 land attack missile also shares this name, and were used in great quantities in the first Gulf War. FTP, identify this common name that comes from a hatchet-like axe used by Native Americans.
ANSWER: Tomahawk
17. The second one calls for “freedom of navigation upon the seas”, while the fourth one asks for national armaments to be “reduced to the lowest points consistent with domestic safety”. Most of the next ones focus on restoring territories to European countries such as Serbia and Montenegro, but Congressional isolationists like Henry Cabot Lodge were strongly opposed to the last one. Including the proposed creation of the League of Nations, FTP, identify this set of principles for the post-World War I reconstruction of Europe outlined by Woodrow Wilson.
ANSWER: the Fourteen Points
18. Although he is the son of Ninsun, he occasionally refers to Lugulbanda as his semi-divine “father”. After entering the Cedar Forest, he prays to Shamash before fighting the demon Humbaba. Utnapishtim gives him an account of the great Flood, while his earlier rejection of Ishtar's proposal of marriage caused her to strike his companion, Enkidu, with sickness. Originally the oppressive king of Uruk, he is two-thirds divine and one-third human. FTP, identify this hero of an ancient Sumerian epic.
ANSWER: Gilgamesh
19. This soft silvery metal which melts at very high temperatures is rarely found in its pure form in nature because of its reactivity with air. This element combined with chlorate is used to give green fireworks their color, as an alloy with nickel is used as spark plug wire, and is also used as a radioactive dye for taking images of the digestive system. FTP name this element with atomic number 56 and atomic symbol Ba?
ANSWER: Barium
20. One of this author's plays is set in the fictional African country of Zatembe, where the brothers Abioseh and Tshembe fight on different sides of a rebellion against European colonization, while another concerns a Jewish intellectual living in Greenwich Village who becomes disillusioned with society. Along with Les Blancs and The Sign in Sidney Brustein's Window, this author is best known for a work in which Karl Lindner tries to bribe a family to prevent them from moving into a white neighborhood. FTP, name this American playwright who wrote about the Younger family in A Raisin in the Sun.
ANSWER: Lorraine Vivian Hansberry
1. He portrayed the rise of Hitler in The Resistible Rise of Arturo Ui and used alienation effects to distance his audience from emotional involvement with his plays. FTPE:
[10] Name this German playwright who collaborated with Kurt Weill on such works as The Rise and Fall of the City of Mahagonny and The Threepenny Opera.
ANSWER: Bertolt Brecht
[10] The title character's children, Eilif, Swiss Cheese, and Kattrin, die in the Thirty Years War in this best-known play by Brecht. 
ANSWER: Mother Courage and Her Children or Mutter Courage und ihre Kinder
[10] In this Brecht play, the judge Azdak [az-dAk] rules that Michael is the son of Grusha and not Natella after Natella pulls him out of the title location.
ANSWER: The Caucasian Chalk Circle or Der Kaukasische Kreidekreis
2. Answer these questions about historical events with something in common FTPE.
[10] Paul Revere depicted this event taking place near “Butcher's Hall”; it was probably caused by colonists throwing snowballs at British soldiers, and resulted in the death of Crispus Attucks. 
ANSWER: Boston Massacre 
[10] Taking place inside the garage of the S.M.C. Cartage Company, it resulted in the shooting of seven members of Bugs Moran's gang by killers such as Machine Gun Jack McGurn. 
ANSWER: St. Valentine's Day Massacre 
[10] Spurred by Catherine de Medici, it saw massive violence against Huguenots in Paris on August 24, 1572. </br>ANSWER: _St. Bartholomew's Day_ Massacre 

3. FTPE answer these questions about the discovers of Atomic Theory 
[10] This British chemist and physicist discovered Atomic Theory and is also important for his papers on the constitution of gases.
ANSWER: John Dalton
[10] This British physicist discovered the electron.
ANSWER: J.J. homson
[10] The “father” of nuclear physics, his gold foil experiment led to the postulation of the atomic nucleus.
ANSWER: Ernest Rutherford
4. Identify this Greek god and his offspring FTPE:
[10] This son of Zeus and Maia rescued Io from Argus and also guided Perseus to the lair of Medusa.
ANSWER: Hermes
[10] This half-human, half-goat son of Hermes was the god of fertility, shepherds, and flocks.
ANSWER: Pan
[10] The gods merged the body of this handsome son of Hermes with the naiad Salmacis after she prayed that they would never be separated, causing all kinds of confusion. 
ANSWER: Hermaphroditus
5. FTPE, name these rivers of southern Europe. 
[10] This second-longest European river originates in Germany's Black Forest and flows for over 1700 miles before entering the Black Sea; it was also the subject of a famous Johan Strauss waltz.
ANSWER: Danube
[10] This 252 mile long Italian river rises in the Apennines before notably passing through Rome.
ANSWER: Tiber
[10] This longest Italian river passes through the northern cities of Milan and Turin before emptying into the Adriatic Sea.
ANSWER: Po
6. His technical virtuosity was inspired by Niccolo Paganini. FTPE:
[10] Name this 19th-century composer of Totentanz, twelve Transcendental Etudes, and the Faust and Dante symphonies.
ANSWER: Franz Liszt
[10] Liszt's best known compositions are this set of nineteen pieces that includes the Rakoczy March; the most famous one, the second, is based on gypsy melodies from Liszt's country of birth.
ANSWER: Hungarian Rhapsodies
[10] This Liszt work, which is also based on the legend of Faust, musically describes Faust's seduction of a woman at a local inn while Mephistopheles plays a fervent dance.
ANSWER: Mephisto Waltz
7. Answer these questions concerning a poet and his works FTPE.
[10] This British poet included “With rue my heart is laden” and “When I was one-and-twenty” as part of his collection A Shropshire Lad.
ANSWER: Alfred Edward Housman
[10] In this Housman poem, the title character is described as “Townsman of a stiller town”, while the speaker mourns the fleetingness of glory in lines such as “runners whom renown outran” and a “garland briefer than a girl's”. 
ANSWER: “To an Athlete Dying Young” or “The time you won your town the race”
[10] This Housman poem, which says that “malt does more than Milton can/To justify God's ways to man”, begins with the speaker criticizing the title character for writing sad poetry and eating too quickly.
ANSWER: “Terence, this is stupid stuff”
8. Given the moons of a planet name that planet, FTPE.
[10] Metis, Thebe, Elara
ANSWER: Jupiter
[10] Triton, Nereid, Larissa
ANSWER: Neptune
[10] Phobos, Deimos
ANSWER: Mars

9. Identify these schools that recently won NCAA championships FTPE.
[10] Led by Al Horford, Corey Brewer, and tournament MVP Joachim Noah, this school defeated UCLA to win the 2006 men's basketball national championship.
ANSWER: the University of Florida or the Gators
[10] This Big Ten university, which defeated Boston College 2 to 1 to win the 2006 men's ice hockey national championship, also employs Bo Ryan as its men's basketball coach.
ANSWER: the University of Wisconsin or the Badgers
[10] This New Jersey university upset powerhouse Nebraska and then defeated Alabama A&M to win the women's bowling national championship, their first title in any sport.
ANSWER: Fairleigh Dickinson University or the Knights
10. FTPE, identify these works whose titles refer to scientific terms.
[10] The locations of Tyrone Slothrop's sexual conquests correspond identically with the impact sites of V-2 rockets in this Thomas Pynchon novel, which begins with the line “a screaming comes across the sky”.
ANSWER: Gravity's Rainbow
[10] In this Umberto Eco novel satirizing conspiracy theories, Casaubon uses the computer Abulafia to link the Knights Templar with the search for telluric currents.
ANSWER: Foucault's Pendulum
[10] This Don DeLillo novel centers around Jack Gladney, a professor of Hitler Studies who fears for his life after an “Airborne Toxic Event”.
ANSWER: White Noise
11. Latin America. It's like regular America, but with seven noun cases. FTPE, identify these past and present leaders of the region. 
[10] This Cuban president from 1940 to 1944 overthrew Carlos Prio in a bloodless 1952 coup, but was overthrown himself by Fidel Castro in 1958. 
ANSWER: Fulgencio Batista 
[10] This general overthrew Salvador Allende in a violent coup in order to become dictator of Chile. He returned to that country in 2000 after an arrest in England in 1988.
ANSWER: Augusto José Ramón Pinochet Ugarte 
[10] This Venezuelan leader's nationalization of his country's oil industries and criticism of the United States have earned him sharp criticisms from western governments. 
ANSWER: Hugo Chavez 

12. FTPE, name these related topics from chemistry. 
[10] A molecule has this property if its two enantiomers cannot be superimposed on one another.
ANSWER: chirality
[10] This chemist first demonstrated the molecular basis of chirality; he also invented a namesake process of killing harmful organisms to produce safer food products.
ANSWER: Louis Pasteur
[10] Pasteur also disproved this famous theory by showing that broth only spoiled when exposed to bacteria, demonstrating that no “life force” existed in air.
ANSWER: spontaneous generation
13. Given some works, name the author of the science fiction Big Three on a 10-5 basis.
[10] The Fountains of Paradise, Rendezvous with Rama
[5] 2001: A Space Odyssey
ANSWER: Arthur C. Clarke
[10] Foundation, The Caves of Steel.
[5] I, Robot
ANSWER: Isaac Asimov
[10] The Door into Summer, The Cat Who Walks Through Walls
[5] Stranger in a Strange Land, Starship Troopers
ANSWER: Robert A. Heinlein
14. Answer these questions about a particular religion, FTPE.
[10] This founder of a dualistic Persian religion is the supposed author of the Zend-Avesta; his name also appears in the titles of works by Nietzsche and Richard Strauss. 
ANSWER: Zarathustra or Zoroaster
[10] With a name meaning “Lord Wisdom”, this Zoroastrian deity created the heavens and the Earth and represents the forces of good.
ANSWER: Ahura Mazda
[10] This Zoroastrian god of darkness and creator of evil opposes Ahura Mazda, and is analogous to Satan in Christianity.
ANSWER: Ahriman or Angra Mainyu
15. FTPE, identify these terms from biology that begin with the letter A.
[10] These alternate forms of genes are located on specific positions on a chromosome; organisms that are heterozygous have both a dominant and a recessive one.
ANSWER: allele
[10] This nucleotide provides the energy for active transport, the synthesis of polysaccharides and fats, and most anabolic reactions; 18 of these molecules also power the Calvin Cycle.
ANSWER: adenosine triphosphate or ATP 
[10] This best-known type of programmed cell death involves the creation of “executioner” caspaces, which cause the phagocytosis of the cell.
ANSWER: apoptosis
16. Name these short stories FTPE.
[10] Old Man Warner represents the forces of traditionalism in this Shirley Jackson short story, which ends with the stoning of Tessie Hutchinson as she cries, “It's not fair!”
ANSWER: “The Lottery”
[10] This Ring Lardner short story is narrated by a barber who thinks that Jim Kendall is hilarious; Jim is actually callous and spiteful, and ends up getting shot by Paul Dickson after he plays a vicious joke against Doc Stair and Julie Gregg.
ANSWER: “Haircut”
[10] This Frank Stockton short story tells of a princess who signals her lover either to open a door containing a deadly animal or one containing a woman, and ends by asking the reader to decide which choice she made.
ANSWER: “The Lady, or the Tiger?”
17. The first title predicament is the Alger Hiss case, while the last is the disputed election of 1960. FTPE: 
[10] Name this book which also describes four other significant incidents in the life of an American politician. 
ANSWER: Six Crises 
[10] This president who fired Archibald Cox in the Saturday Night Massacre and made a historic visit to China wrote Six Crises. 
ANSWER: Richard Nixon 
[10] In Six Crises, the fifth crisis is this heated argument between Nixon and Khrushchev over the differences between Communism and capitalism; it took place in an exhibit of an American home. 
ANSWER: the kitchen debate 

18. Answer these questions about deities associated with the sun, FTPE.
[10] This sun goddess who hid in a cave which plunged the world into darkness, is the goddess to which Japanese Emperors were said to be related.
ANSWER: Amaterasu
[10] In later Greek literature, this Titan is often distinguished as a separate entity from Helios, making him the deity of observation instead of a sun deity like in the Iliad and Odyssey.
ANSWER: Hyperion
[10] This Celtic god was known for his skill with a spear or sling, being the father of Cúchulainn, and a member of the Tuatha Dé Danann. 
ANSWER: Lugh
19. Its subject, who wields a bloody scalpel, taught at Jefferson Medical College. FTPE:
[10] Identify this 1875 painting of a doctor lecturing his students, which shows him performing surgery on the leg of a young man.
ANSWER: The Gross Clinic
[10] This American painter of The Biglin Brothers Racing and The Swimming Hole painted The Gross Clinic.
ANSWER: Thomas Eakins
[10] The Gross Clinic visually references the 1632 work Anatomy Lesson of Dr. Tulp, which was created by this Dutch painter of Return of the Prodigal Son and The Night Watch.
ANSWER: Rembrandt van Rijn

20. Identify these battles of the Napoleonic Wars, FTSNOP. 
[5] In this 1805 naval battle, Horatio Nelson decimated the opposing French fleet, preventing Napoleon from attempting an invasion of Britain. 
ANSWER: Battle of Trafalgar 
[5] This 1815 battle saw the British general Wellington defeat Napoleon, ending the Napoleonic Wars. 
ANSWER: Battle of Waterloo 
[10] Napoleon scored an impressive victory over Russian and Austrian forces at this 1805 battle fought in the modern Czech Republic that effectively ended the War of the Third Coalition.
ANSWER: Battle of Austerlitz or the Battle of the Three Emperors 
[10] This September of 1812 battle took place less than 75 miles from Moscow and was the bloodiest single-day battle of the Napoleonic Wars.
ANSWER: Battle of Borodino or the Battle of Moskva
