Tossups
1) One of his plays ends with Brother Julian dying next to a model castle containing an infinite number of smaller models of itself. In another of his plays, women named A, B, and C learn that they are different manifestations of the same person. Along with Tiny Alice (*) and Three Tall Women, his first play ends with a fight over a bench which causes Jerry to impale himself on a knife held by Peter. Most famous for a play in which Nick and Honey learn of the exorcism of the fictitious child of George and Martha, FTP, name this American playwright of The Zoo Story and Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf.
ANSWER: Edward Albee 

2) It saw a 15 year interregnum in its government beginning when Sher Khan forced the ruler into temporary exile in Persia. It reached its largest size under Aurungzeb extending as fast east as the Hindu Kush (*) and to the west, Bangladesh. A namesake architectural style appeared during this empire’s rule blending Persian and Indian motifs in such buildings as the Taj Mahal. Known for helping the spread of Islam into in India, FTP, identify this Indian empire founded by Babur.
ANSWER: Mughal Empire

3) On the left, a shadowed building appears whose second floor is painted red. The right side features a triangular building containing a similarly-shaped brown triangle, while an advertisement for “Phillies” appears (*) near the top. The outside of that building is mostly made of glass and contains no door, while its only employee wears white. The artist used his wife Jo as the model for the woman wearing red, who is seated at a counter along with two men wearing suits. FTP, name this painting of the lonely inhabitants of a late night diner, the best known work of Edward Hopper.
ANSWER: Nighthawks
4) This student of Pigou discussed the credit cycle in his Treatise on Money, and recommended that World War Two should be financed by higher taxation instead of deficit spending in How to Pay for the War. The school of economics most (*) associated with him believes that the multiplier effect produces a disproportionate increase in aggregate demand. He advised the U.S. to use deficit spending to counteract the Great Depression, and is best known for the ideas put forth in The General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money. FTP, name this 20th century British economist.
ANSWER: John Maynard Keynes
5) The velocity of a moving object is divided by this quantity in order to form the Lorentz Factor. Cherenkov radiation is produced when an object exceeds this limit, a phenomenon that can only happen while not in a vacuum (*). Its value was accurately measured in 1946 by Louis Essen and it was shown not to depend on “luminiferous ethers” by the Michelson-Morley experiment in 1887. FTP, name this limiting quantity on the universe approximately equal to 300 million meters per second.
ANSWER: Speed of Light
6) While stopped in Suez, it responded to an earthquake in Sicily, helping Italian victims and recovering the bodies of the family of the American consul to the country. It was supplied by The Glacier, and Robley D. Evans commanded (*) its flagship, The Connecticut. Its first leg saw it departing from Hampton Roads, Virginia and landing in San Francisco as it sailed around South America. FTP, identify this show of American naval power dispatched by Theodore Roosevelt that most notably stopped in Yokohama, Japan in 1908.
ANSWER: Great White Fleet
7) This novel opens with Marshal Hong releasing a bunch of spirits. One character, Li Kui, is known as the “Black Whirlwind” for his bravery, while another character is nicknamed the “Flowery Monk” and leads the battle against the Liao (*) Tartars. Most of the main characters accept amnesty offered by the Emperor, although almost all end up dying, especially after being attacked by officials led by Gao Qiu. FTP, name this early Chinese novel set near Liangshan about 108 bandits led by Song Jiang, which takes place in a swamp.
ANSWER: The Water Margin (also accept Outlaws of the Marsh or All Men are Brothers or Shuihu Zhuan)

8) They are played by Jeff Daniel Phillips and Ben Weber, and one of the two websites about them includes an interactive eponymous crib where they are preparing for a penthouse party. Talia Shire plays (*) a therapist in one of their most recent outings, while another website about these figures decries the prejudice lodged at them. ABC is reportedly developing a sitcom about, FTP, these prehistoric characters who are insulted by a GEICO slogan.
ANSWER: GEICO Cavemen (accept equivalents)

9) Five million years ago, the Cerberus Fossae opened here creating a large frozen sea known as the Elysian Plain. Despite having a partially liquid inner core of iron sulfide, its magnetosphere has been gone for several million (*) years. This place is home to both the largest recorded dust devils and Valles Marineris, the largest canyon in the solar system. Currently being explored by the Spirit and Opportunity rovers, FTP, identify this fourth planet from the sun.
ANSWER: Mars
10) In the Epic of Gilgamesh, Silili is the divine mother goddess of them. Norse ones include Hofvarpnir, Skinfaxi and Gulltoppr as well as Arvak and Alsvid who help Sol escape Skoll. King Arthur had Llamrei (*) and Sir Gawain had Gringolet. Kelpies are Celtic shape-shifting water ones. Greco-Roman ones include Arion, Balius and Xanthos. Widow-Maker was one found by Pecos Bill and the Celtic goddess of them was Epona. FTP, identify these animals, an eight-legged one of which belonged to Odin.
ANSWER: Horses
11) It once named wrestler Lance Hoyt and also names a DJ whose music was featured in Dark Days. This name is used by Unix-based operating systems to refer to a secure password storage system. Creating one is the purpose of a gnomon (*), and this word also refers to the hero of a 1940s radio series who knows what evil lurks in the hearts of men. It also refers to the opposition’s cabinet-in-waiting in Parliament and it can mean to follow someone closely. FTP, identify this region of darkness cast when a light is blocked.
ANSWER: Shadow
12) This man began his military career fighting with the Austrian army against the Turks. He led many successful raids against Spanish forts in 1739 during the War of Jenkins’ Ear but was unsuccessful in his campaign at St. Augustine (*). In England, he was an advocate against the oppression of Protestants and also campaigned for improved conditions for debtors in prison. FTP, identify this English general who most famously established the American penal colony of Georgia in 1732.
ANSWER: James Oglethorpe
13) This state’s tourism department divides the state into six regions including Kiamichi Country in the southeast and Red Carpet Country in the northwest. It contains the Glass Mountains as well as the Arbuckle and Wichita (*) ranges. The almost five thousand foot tall Black Mesa is located near the town of Kenton in this state. The 46th state to join the union and home to part of the Ozarks, FTP, identify this state notable for its Panhandle whose capital city was the site of a 1995 federal building bombing.
ANSWER: Oklahoma
14) One part of this organ houses Brunner’s glands which secrete a protective coating and also regulate the alkaline pH necessary for specific enzymes to function. It is filled with lacteal capillaries which help to transport dietary fats (*) to the rest of the body. The walls of this organ are folded into finger-like villi that increase the surface area for nutrient absorption. Consisting of the ileum, jejunum and duodenum, FTP, this is what digestive organ that precedes the larger colon.
ANSWER: Small Intestine
15) One character in this play uses a fake beard to disguise himself as a man named Caius in order to serve his liege after being banished. In the fourth act of this play, a son disguised as Tom O’ Bedlam convinces his father to jump (*) off of an imaginary cliff. At the climax of the play, the title character wanders mad in a thunderstorm only to die after the deaths of his three daughters. FTP, name this Shakespearean play that concerns the title ruler banishing his daughter Cordelia for her refusal to announce her love for him.
ANSWER: King Lear
16) This philosopher assigned the fields of history, philosophy and poesy to memory, reason, and imagination, respectively, in his work Advancement of Learning. He interpreted the history of Henry the Seventh (*), and in another work he argued that induction must work by elimination. He expanded on this notion of reasoned argument in a work about the utopia of Bensalem, The New Atlantis. A fervent supporter of the scientific method, FTP, name this English philosopher who wrote Essays and Novum Organum.
ANSWER: Sir Francis Bacon
17) Matteo Goffriller and David Tecchler were luthiers renowned for their craftsmanship on these instruments, and an ancestor of them are viola da gambas. Chopin's “Polonaise Brilliant” is a piece for piano and this instrument (*), and notable solos for it include J.S. Bach's Unaccompanied Suites and Elgar's Concerto in E Minor, Opus 85. FTP, identify this stringed instrument usually tuned C G D A and played by such luminaries as Mstislav Rostropovich, Pablo Casals and Yo-Yo Ma.
ANSWER: Violoncello
18) In 1997 its political arm, AWS, won the parliamentary elections but lost in the 2001 elections. One of its leaders had earlier become the first president elected in the country by popular vote. Its precursor was a strike held in a shipyard (*) that demanded workers rights and the erection of a monument to workers killed in 1970. It made the cover of Time Magazine where it was described as “shaking up communism”. Founded in September 1980 this is, FTP, what Polish trade union federation originally led by Lech Walęsa.
ANSWER: Independent Self-Governing Trade Union “Solidarity” or Niezależny Samorządny Związek Zawodowy "Solidarność"
19) He wrote a biography of his father in 1906 and a biography of his famous ancestor, John. His autobiographical works include The River War and London to Ladysmith via Pretoria. He also wrote historical works including his six-volume (*) The World Crisis about World War I. His history of World War II is partially a memoir due to his involvement. Winner of the 1953 Nobel Prize in Literature, FTP, identify this author of History of the English-Speaking Peoples, Britain’s prime minister from 1940-1945.
ANSWER: Sir Winston Leonard Spencer-Churchill
20) When in an alloy with sodium, it is in a liquid state and can be as a desiccant in order to form dry and air-less solvents. It can also be used in radioactive dating due to its 40-isotope having a half-life of more than one billion years as it decays (*) into argon. Its nitrate is used in making saltpeter which is a component of some gunpowders. FTP, identify this highly reactive alkali earth metal with atomic number 19 that was once known as Kalium.
ANSWER: Potassium
Bonuses
1) Answer the following about an Italian composer and his works FTPE.
[10] This composer of operas such as Rigoletto is also known for his operatic adaptations of Shakespearean plays in his Falstaff and Otello.
ANSWER: Giuseppe Verdi
[10] This Verdi opera was thought to have celebrated the opening of the Suez Canal and featured the love affairs of title Ethiopian slave girl. It was later adapted into a Broadway musical with songs by Elton John and Tim Rice.
ANSWER: Aida
[10] In Rigoletto, the Duke of Mantua sings this popular opera tune that translates from Italian “the woman is fickle”.
ANSWER: “La donna e mobile”
2) Beethoven wrote a notable overture to this man’s play Egmont. FTPE:
[10] Name this author of Wilhelm Meister’s Apprenticeship and a two-part play about Faust.
ANSWER: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe
[10] When the title character of this Goethe work he realizes he cannot have a relationship with Charlotte, he kills himself, an act which supposedly inspired a bunch of Europeans to perform copycat suicides.
ANSWER: The Sorrows of Young Werther
[10] The Sorrows of Young Werther is one of the definitive examples of this German literary movement emphasizing passionate emotion, which was named after a play by F. M. Klinger.
ANSWER: Sturm und Drang or Storm and Stress
3) Answer the following about some African leaders who probably won't be nominated for a Nobel anytime soon, FTPE.
[10] Since 1969, this “Guide of the First of September Great Revolution of the Socialist People's Libyan Arab Jamahiriya” has led Libya without holding “official” office.
ANSWER: Colonel Mu'ammar al-Qaddafi
[10] Due for swearing in on May 29, this former governor of Katsina State was the “winner” of the Nigerian general election in 2007.
ANSWER: Umaru Yar'Adua
[10] Under President Omar Hassan al-Bashir, this country has been flagrantly violating human rights left and right, especially on the left side of this country where Darfur is located.
ANSWER: Sudan
4) Identify the following about some really cool stuff, FTPE.
[10] Occurring in some materials like tin and aluminum at extremely low temperatures, this phenomenon is characterized by the absence of electrical resistance.
ANSWER: Superconductivity
[10] This effect, named for a German physicist, describes the tendency of a weak magnetic field to be reduced to zero within the interior of a superconductor.
ANSWER: Meissner-Ochsenfeld Effect
[10] Superconductors are used in these devices that use non-invasive techniques to find abnormalities in skin tissue. Unlike a similar imaging technique that uses X-Rays, these devices use radio waves to generate images.
ANSWER: MRI (also accept Magnetic Resonance Imaging, Nuclear Magnetic Resonance, and Magnetic Resonance Tomography)

5) FTSNOP, name these books of the Old Testament. 
[5] In this book, the title character proves his devotion to God even after Satan destroys all his property, kills his family, and makes him become stricken with boils. 
ANSWER: Book of Job 
[5] This book begins with the line “all is vanity”. Its third chapter notes that there is a time to be born, and a time to die; a time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to love, and a time to hate, and so on. 
ANSWER: Book of Ecclesiastes 
[10] Warning against worshipping false prophets, this book condemns the sins committed by the Israelites. Most famously, this book foretells the destruction of Jerusalem, an event its author would live to see. 
ANSWER: Book of Jeremiah 
[10] This book also warns the Jews about the pending fall of Jerusalem. It opens with its author describing his captivity on the banks of the Chebar river, as well as his vision of an enormous wheel. 
ANSWER: Book of Ezekiel 

6) Identify these works by J.D. Salinger, FTPE.
[10] This novel is narrated by a sixteen year old who had just been expelled from Pencey Prep and has a penchant for calling people “phonies.”
ANSWER: The Catcher in the Rye
[10] This collection includes such works as “For Esmé – with Love and Squalor” and “Teddy”.
ANSWER: Nine Stories
[10] The first story found in Nine Stories describes Muriel and Seymour Glass’ honeymoon where Seymour tells the story of the titular animal to a girl on the beach.
ANSWER: "A Perfect Day for Bananafish”
7) Name the following relating to a certain theory of the universe’s creation, FTPE.
[10] This theory proposes that the universe rapidly expanded about 13.7 billion years ago from what was probably a gravitational singularity.
ANSWER: Big Bang
[10] This law, formulated by its namesake and Milton Humason in 1929, relates the redshift of light from far away galaxies to their distance and was used to calculate the date of the Big Bang.
ANSWER: Hubble’s Law
[10] The discovery of this type of electromagnetic radiation that occupies all observable space in the 1960’s led to the widespread acceptance of the Big Bang model. 
ANSWER: Cosmic Microwave Background Radiation (prompt on “CMB”, “CMBR”, “CBR”, “MBR”, and “relic radiation”)

8) Identify the following about a certain linguist, FTPE.
[10] This MIT professor established a namesake hierarchy categorizing formal grammars but may be better known for his more recent criticism of the foreign policy of the United States in works like Rogue States and Deterring Democracy.
ANSWER: Avram Noam Chomsky
[10] The least powerful grammar described by Chomsky was this subset of context-free grammars whose expressions are often used in programming languages for simple string parsing.
ANSWER: Regular Grammar
[10] Any unrestricted grammar, the most powerful type of grammar in the Chomsky hierarchy, can be recognized by a non-deterministic one of these devices named for a British computer scientist.
ANSWER: Turing Machine
9) Identify the following relating to the outbreak of World War I, FTPE.
[10] The Sarajevo assassination of this man and his wife Sophie in 1914 by the Serbian Black Hand is seen as the direct impetus for the start of the war.
ANSWER: Franz Ferdinand, Archduke of Austria-Este
[10] World War I was also fueled by the naval arms race between Germany and Great Britain that went into full swing the launch of this British ship that was the first to have uniform main guns and be powered by steel turbines.
ANSWER: HMS Dreadnought
[10] The belief that trade barriers had sparked World War I led to the creation of these 1944 agreements named for a New Hampshire town that established a component of the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund.
ANSWER: Bretton Woods
10) Answer the following about some weird plays, FTPE.
[10] In this Eugène Ionesco work, Bérenger is the only member of a small French town to not turn into the title creature.
ANSWER: Rhinoceros
[10] This Peter Shaffer play is about a psychiatrist's attempts to treat an adolescent with a pathological obsession with horses.
ANSWER: Equus
[10] Some notable events in this play by Tom Stopaprd include a coin flipping session in which the object repeatedly comes up heads, a meeting with The Players, and a game of Questions.
ANSWER: Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead
11) Identify the following odd mythological deaths, FTPE.
[10] It's not everyday that one is flying too close to the sun on wings made of wax and feathers, but this son of Daedalus managed to plummet to his death by doing so.
ANSWER: Icarus
[10] This son of Aristaeus happened upon Artemis while she was bathing and he was hunting, as punishment, she turned him into a deer and his hunting dogs tore him to bits.
ANSWER: Actaeon
[10] During the eighth labor of Heracles, he fed this King of Thrace to his own man-eating mares.
ANSWER: Diomedes
12) Identify these different types of speciation, FTPE.
[10] In this type of speciation, isolated populations develop intrinsic barriers to reproduction so that if the two populations are rejoined, successful reproduction between the two populations does not occur.
ANSWER: Allopatric Speciation (prompt on “Geographic” Speciation)
[10] As opposed to Allopatric Speciation, in this type of speciation new species evolve from isolated populations where one of the populations contains much fewer organisms than the other.
ANSWER: Peripatric Speciation
[10] In this special case of Peripatric Speciation hypothesized by Ernst Mayr, a small portion of a larger population develop different phenotypes and genes when they are isolated from the larger population.
ANSWER: Founder Effect
13) Identify these teams left out of this year's NCAA Tournament FTPE: 
[10] Despite late-season wins over Providence, Marquette, and Georgetown, this Big East team coached by Jim Boeheim was surprisingly not selected. In 2003, they won the national championship mostly due to the stellar performance of Carmelo Anthony. 
ANSWER: Syracuse Orange (accept either, do not accept “Orangemen”) 
[10] Even though they beat Duke, Maryland, and Florida, and boasted one of the nation's best players in Al Thornton, this ACC team coached by Leonard Hamilton failed to make the tournament after losing their starting point guard, Toney Douglas, for five games. 
ANSWER: Florida State Seminoles (accept either) 
[10] This team coached by Bruiser Flint finished fourth in the Colonial Athletic Association, and was not selected in spite of an RPI of 42 and non-conference wins over Creighton, Syracuse, and Villanova. 
ANSWER: Drexel Dragons 

14) He wrote of future people who celebrate the devotion between him and his lover after finding “a bracelet of bright hair about the bone” in his poem “The Relic”. 
[10] Name this metaphysical poet whose other poems include “The Canonization” and “The Flea”.
ANSWER: John Donne
[10] This Donne poem argues “Twere profanation of our joys/ To tell the laity of our love,” to implore his wife not to show emotion at his parting. It also compares the lovers to the legs of a compass.
ANSWER: “A Valediction Forbidding Mourning”
[10] Donne’s tenth Holy Sonnet describes this as being a slave to “fate, chance, kings, and desperate men,” even though some believe it to be “Mighty and dreadful”. The first line of the sonnet tells it to “be not proud”.
ANSWER: Death
15) Name some of these things relating to the defense of England in ancient times, FTPE. 
[10] This early Anglo-Saxon king of Wessex defended his kingdom against a Viking invasion at the Battle of Edington in 878. 
ANSWER: Alfred the Great (also accept Alfred I)
[10] This monarch with a epithet suggesting his poor counsel was less successful in defending England against a Viking invasion. He was forced into exile by Sweyn Haraldsson after ordering a massacre of the Danes on St. Brice's Day in 1002.
ANSWER: Ethelred the Unready (also accept Ethelred II)
[10] This king's defeat at the Battle of Hastings in 1066 was partially due to his troops' fatigue in marching from York after winning the Battle of Stamford Bridge a fortnight before Hastings.
ANSWER: Harold II (also accept Harold Goodwinson)

16) Identify the following things related to the ideal gas law FTPE.
[10] The ideal gas law is a synthesis of several gas laws including this one stating that a gas’s temperature increases by the same factor as its pressure.
ANSWER: Charles’ Law
[10] The ideal gas law involves an ideal gas constant equal to 8.314 Pascal meters cubed per mole Kelvin represented by this capital letter.
ANSWER: R
[10] The temperature of a gas is determined by the statistical average of this quantity equal to one-half mass times velocity squared.
ANSWER: kinetic energy
17) Identify these deserts from around the world, FTPE.
[10] The Okavango is the only permanent river in this desert, which covers parts of Botswana, Namibia and South Africa.
ANSWER: Kalahari Desert
[10] The largest one in Asia, this desert encompasses parts of China and Mongolia.
ANSWER: Gobi Desert
[10] This nearly uninhabitable portion of the Arabian Desert is one of the largest sand deserts in the world and includes parts of Saudi Arabia, Oman, United Arab Emirates and Yemen.
ANSWER: Rub’ al Khali (also accept Empty Quarter or Great Sandy Desert)

18) This painter has painted works such as The Lacemaker and The Astronmer, FTPE.
[10] This 17th century Dutch painter created several scenes with tiled floors including The Allegory of Painting.
ANSWER: Jan/Johannes Vermeer
[10] The title figure in this painting wears a yellow and blue head-covering and an eponymous piece of jewelry.
ANSWER: "Girl with a Pearl Earring"
[10] The panorama of this 1660-1661 painting of Vermeer’s hometown was obtained through a reversed telescope.
ANSWER: "View of Delft"
19) 2007 marks the 400th anniversary of the Jamestown settlement. Answer some questions about the early days of that settlement, FTPE.
[10] This leader of the Jamestown settlement left the colony due to burns in 1609, sparking a period of famine known as the “starving time” in Jamestown. His earlier release from captivity is attributed to Pocahontas.
ANSWER: Captain John Smith
[10] Pocahontas's tribe was a member of this confederacy, also known as the Virginia Algonquians. Their emperor of the same name did not think that Jamestown would survive and thus did not launch an all out war on the English.
ANSWER: Powhatan Renape or Confederacy
[10] Jamestown was burned as part of this 1676 rebellion caused in part by governor William Berkeley's lax policy towards the Indians of Virginia.
ANSWER: Bacon's Rebellion (prompt on Virginia Rebellion)

20) FTPE, answer the following about the geography of a Commonwealth.
[10] Located over Cedar Creek in Virginia is this geological formation in which a bunch of limestone has been carved resulting in an arch.
ANSWER: Natural Bridge
[10] You can spend a day or more here, an underground place featuring such things as the “Fried Eggs” rock formation and the Great Stalacpipe Organ.
ANSWER: Luray Caverns
[10] The only National Park in Virginia is this one that encompasses part of the Blue Ridge Mountains. It features the scenic Skyline Drive.
ANSWER: Shenandoah National Park
