Tossups
1) The man most associated with it had formerly fought in the Spanish Netherlands, and as a result of this event the recusancy law was enforced with renewed rigor. Two men involved in this event, Thomas Wintour and Thomas Percy (*), were killed during a siege of Holbeche House. Francis Tresham's letter revealed it to Lord Monteagle, who then revealed it to Robert Cecil. It was organized by Robert Catesby, who was angered by the lack of Catholic tolerance by the government of James I. Thwarted after the discovery of Guy Fawkes, FTP, name this 1605 plot to blow up the Houses of Parliament. 
ANSWER: Gunpowder Plot

2) In Book 10 of the work he appears in, this character's return causes his subjects to turn into hissing snakes. In Book 6, this character's invention of artillery provokes opposing troops into throwing mountains at his army. Viewed by romantic poets like Blake (*) and Shelley as a tragic hero, he tricks Uriel into showing him the Earth's location. The father of Sin and Death, this head of Pandemonium successfully tempts mankind in Book 9. FTP, name this antagonist of John Milton's Paradise Lost, a fallen angel formerly known as Lucifer.
ANSWER: Satan (accept Lucifer before mentioned, prompt on equivalents like “The Devil”) 

3) Muller and Sjagron discovered that it contains mascons. George Darwin erroneously argued that centrifugal force caused it to split off from a larger body, since most astronomers now believe it was created by the debris left over from “Big (*) Whack”, the giant impact of a giant meteor on a planet. Its Aitken basin is the largest in the solar system, and it also contains low-albedo areas composed of basalt like the Orientale and Serenity Seas. FTP, name this heavily cratered celestial body containing maria, which causes Earth's tides.
ANSWER: The Moon (also accept Luna) 

4) This country's lowest point is Hoh Nuur, and it is sometimes subjected to extremely harsh weather known as zuds. Its highest mountain is Friendship Peak, while its central region features the Khangai Mountains, the source of the Selenga River (*). This country also contains Lake Khövsgöl, one of the largest freshwater lakes in Asia, and shares the Uvs Nuur Basin with Russia. Mostly covered by grassy steppes, this country's southern third contains part of the Gobi desert. FTP, name this central Asian country whose capital is Ulaanbaatar.
ANSWER: Mongolia
5) This son of Bindusara issued the Rock Edicts and constructed many pillars, including one at Sarnath. The brutality of his conquest of Kalinga caused him to embrace dharma, leading to his conversion to Buddhism (*). He sent numerous Buddhist missionaries throughout Southeast Asia, and promoted religious tolerance in his empire, which encompassed most of modern-day India. The grandson of Chandragupta, FTP, name this leader of the Mauryan Empire from 273 to 232 BCE. 
ANSWER: Asoka or Ashoka
6) This work's third movement depicts children playing in the garden of Tuilieres, while its first movement depicts a deformed gnome. An enormous Polish oxcart is represented in “Bydlo”, and its other notable movements include “Ballet (*) of the Unhatched Chicks” and “The Old Castle”. The movement “Con Linguis in Lingua Mortua” repeats the opening theme, a “Promenade”, as does the movement “The Great Gate of Kiev”, a theme which represents the composer walking to look at the paintings of Victor Hartmann. FTP, name this musical suite by Modest Mussorgsky.
ANSWER: Pictures at an Exhibition or Pictures from an Exhibition
7) Adherents of this religion dedicate themselves to the principle of Humata, Hukhta, Huvarshta, or Good Thoughts, Good Words, Good Deeds, which is described in the Gathas, or divine songs, of its founder. Members of this religion worship in fire (*) temples, and its most sacred prayer, the Ahuna Vairya, is part of its liturgy, the Yasna, which along with the Visparad and the Vendidad makes up its most sacred text, the Zend-Avesta. Its adherents try to resist the evil spirit Ahriman, who constantly battles its chief god, Ahura Mazda. FTP, name this monotheistic Persian religion founded by Zarathustra
ANSWER: Zoroastrianism (also accept Da?n? Vañuhi) 

8) He wrote Surrealistic poems like “Walking Around” in Residence on Earth, and attacked the Spanish Fascists in “I'm Explaining a Few Things”. This author of Elemental Odes was inspired by Incan ruins to write “The Heights (*) of Macchu Picchu,” which makes up the second section of his vast collection Canto General. His most famous collection contains the poem “Tonight I can write” as well as nineteen other poems about his desire for a woman, whose memory is mourned in its final section. FTP, name this Chilean poet of Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair, the winner of the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1971.
ANSWER: Pablo Neruda
9) Norbert Wiener applied the Lebesgue integral to measure this process, which Bachelier used to describe changes in the price of stock. Perrin's study of it helped determine Avogadro's number (*), and demonstrated the existence of atoms. Einstein derived the diffusion constant in his paper about this phenomenon, which was discovered when its namesake observed pollen grains floating in water. FTP, name this stochastic process, the random movement of particles in a fluid.
ANSWER: Brownian Motion
10) In Freddy Got Fingered, Gord Brody's mother cheats on her husband with this celebrity. A terrible videogame pits this person against the evil mummy Sett-Ra, and he becomes bedridden after being tripped by Larry David (*) in an episode of Curb Your Enthusiasm. He starred alongside Anfernee Hardaway and Nick Nolte in Blue Chips, while he helps Max reunite with his father as the titular rapping genie in Kazaam. FTP, name this basketball player nicknamed “Diesel”, the center for the Miami Heat.
ANSWER: Shaquille “Shaq” O'Neal (accept either) 

11) In part one, the main character has a vivid dream of men savagely beating an aged horse to death. Svidrigailov commits suicide near the end of this novel, while the drunken Marmeladov is run over by a carriage. The greedy Luzhin (*) attempts to frame a prostitute, and tries to marry Dunya, who instead marries the kind Razumihin. The protagonist compares himself to “extraordinary” men like Napoleon, leading him to perform an action that he later confesses to Sonia and the detective Porfiry Petrovich. Beginning with the murder of the pawnbroker Alyona and her sister Lizaveta by Raskolnikov, FTP, name this novel by Dostoyevsky. 
ANSWER: Crime and Punishment
12) With a rhodium catalyst, the hydrogenation of benzene produces this molecule. Its axial and equatorial positions switch during ring-flipping, while flagpole interaction destabilizes one of its forms. To reduce torsional strain (*), its bonds assume 109.5 degree angles in its chair conformation, which is more stable than its twist or boat conformations. Used overwhelmingly in the production of nylon, FTP, name this chemical compound, a cycloalkane with formula C6H12.
ANSWER: Cyclohexane
13) This man delineated rational-legal, traditional, and charismatic types of authority in Politics as a Vocation, and argued that social science should study ideal types. He believed that modern society was dominated by depersonalized bureaucracies (*) because it was trapped in a “steel-hard shell” or “iron cage”. His most famous work argues that the Calvinist belief in predestination led to the development of a certain economic system. FTP, name this German sociologist, the author of The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism.
ANSWER: Max Weber
14) Important ethnic groups in this country include the Gusii, the Luo, and the Luyia. Oginga Odinga led the opposition to longtime president Daniel arap Moi, who was replaced by current president Mwai Kibaki (*) in 2002. This country's most populous ethnic group is the Kikuyu tribe, who led the Mau Mau Uprising against British rule in the 1950s. After gaining independence in 1963, its main political party was the KANU. FTP, name this African country located south of Ethiopia and north of Tanzania, whose capital is Nairobi whose first prime minister was Jomo Kenyatta.
ANSWER: Republic of Kenya
15) Chinua Achebe argued that this work promoted racism in his essay “An Image of Africa”. This story's narrator recounts his boyhood fascination with the blank spaces on a map, and gets a job as a captain when Fresleven (*) is killed by a spear. The narrator's discovery of a Report on the Suppression of Savage Customs ending with the sentence, “exterminate all the brutes,” foreshadows the descent into primitivism of an ivory trader, whose final words are “the horror, the horror!” FTP, name this work about Marlow's journey up the Congo River to bring back Kurtz, a novella by Joseph Conrad.
ANSWER: Heart of Darkness
16) Its luminal surface synthesizes sphingomyelin, and in plant cells, it synthesizes hemicelluloses and pectins, complex polysaccharides that constitute the cell wall. Composed of cisternae (*), its trans network produces secretory vesicles that use exocytosis to release their content to the plasma membrane. Proteins enter its cis face from the endoplasmic reticulum, and it also produces lysosomes. FTP, identify this organelle that processes and sorts proteins in order to transport them throughout the cell, named for its Italian discoverer.
ANSWER: Golgi apparatus or Golgi body
17) One enemy of this god, Lycurgus, imprisoned his followers, causing him to take refuge with Thetis. Another of his enemies, Pentheus, refused to recognize this god’s divinity despite sharing the same grandfather, Cadmus(*). Yet another time of trouble came when his mother Semele was tricked by Hera into asking Zeus to prove his divinity, which resulted in her death while pregnant with him. Worshipped by the Maenads, FTP, identify this Greek god of vegetation, the grapevine and wine.
ANSWER: Dionysus
18) This artist of A Horse Frightened by Lightning depicted a man brandishing a scimitar while riding a rearing horse in his painting An Officer of the Imperial Guard. He painted a woman with gambling mania for Dr. Georget (*), who commissioned him to paint ten portraits of the insane. A man waves a strip of cloth upon seeing the Argus in another of his paintings, which depicts the victims of an 1816 shipwreck. FTP, name this French painter best known for The Raft of the Medusa.
ANSWER: Theodore Gericault
19) A pile created by Dickie Delacroix anticipates later violence in this short story. One character quotes the folk saying "corn be heavy soon" when the title event occurs in June, and disparages the north village for thinking of giving it up. Mr. Summers (*) successfully replaces wood chips with slips of paper, much to the chagrin of Old Man Warner, who has lived through seventy-seven of the title events all involving a black box. Ending with the death of Tessie Hutchinson after she draws a piece of paper with a black spot on it, FTP, name this short story by Shirley Jackson about an annual public stoning.
ANSWER: “The Lottery” 

20) One candidate in this election would later be an arbitrator of the War of the Triple Alliance, while the other major party candidate gained fame for breaking the Canal Ring and the Tweed (*) Ring. After David Davis resigned, a 15-member commission voted on party lines to award twenty disputed electoral votes from Oregon, Florida, Louisiana, and South Carolina to the Republican candidate, who won by a single electoral vote. The Democrats then dropped their challenge in exchange for the end of Reconstruction. FTP, name this election in which Samuel Tilden was defeated by Rutherford B. Hayes.
ANSWER: Election of 1876
Bonuses
1) Name these philosophers FTPE:
[10] This German philosopher and mathematician believed that all matter was comprised of indestructible metaphysical objects called monads. His Theodicy argued that God permits evil in order to bring about the “best of all possible worlds,” causing Voltaire to satirize him as Dr. Pangloss in Candide. 
ANSWER: Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz
[10] This Irish philosopher believed that reality consists entirely of ideas thought by minds, arguing that “to be is to be perceived”. He presented these concepts in Three Dialogues Between Hylas and Philonous and A Treatise Concerning the Principles of Human Knowledge.
ANSWER: George Berkeley
[10] This Scottish empiricist and skeptic presented a challenge to the idea of causation in An Enquiry into Human Understanding and A Treatise on Human Nature.
ANSWER: David Hume 

2) He criticized nonviolent resistance in his speech “The Ballot or the Bullet”. FTPE: 
[10] Name this civil rights leader assassinated in 1965.
ANSWER: Malcolm X (also accept Malcolm Little or El-Hajj Malik El-Shabazz)
[10] Before making a hajj to Mecca, Malcolm X split with this leader of the Nation of Islam, criticizing his penchant for having extramarital affairs in order to emulate Biblical prophets.
ANSWER: Elijah Muhammad (also accept Elijah Poole)
[10] Malcolm X's parents were strong supporters of the Universal Negro Improvement Association founded by this man who created the Black Star Line to encourage blacks of African descent to return to Africa.
ANSWER: Marcus Garvey
3) Answer these questions about a concept from chemistry FTPE:
[10] This is the ability of an atom to attract electrons to itself. At 0.7, Francium has the lowest value of it on the periodic table. 
ANSWER: electronegativity
[10] This scientist devised a namesake scale to measure electronegativity, as well as writing The Nature of the Chemical Bond and incorrectly proposing that DNA had a triple-helical structure. 
ANSWER: Linus Pauling
[10] With a value of 3.98 on the Pauling Scale, this halogen first isolated by Henri Moissan is the most electronegative element.
ANSWER: Flourine
4) Name these Central European rivers FTPE:
[10] Rising at Reisengebirge, it forms a confluence with the Vltava at Melnik, and flows past Wittenberg and Dresden before emptying into the North Sea.
ANSWER: Elbe
[10] Originating in the Swiss Alps, this river flows through Liechtenstein and Austria, forms part of the southern boundary between France and Germany, and passes through the Ruhr valley before reaching the Netherlands.
ANSWER: Rhine
[10] This river of northern Italy passes through Turin and Milan on its path from Monviso to Adriatic Sea.
ANSWER: Po (also accept Padus)

5) Stuff about a short story FTPE:
[10] In this story, a southern family's trip is derailed when their car breaks down. To make matters worse, they end up running into the Misfit, a killer who shoots them all, confirming the truth of the title saying.
ANSWER: “A Good Man is Hard to Find”
[10] This author of “Everything that Rises Must Converge” and Wise Blood wrote “A Good Man is Hard to Find”.
ANSWER: Flannery O'Connor
[10] In this short story by O'Connor, Mrs. Freeman's cynical daughter Joy changes her name to Hulga and has her wooden leg stolen by Bible salesman Manley Pointer, proving that he is definitely not one of the title group.
ANSWER: “Good Country People” 

6) They were founded by Manco Capac, and their territory was greatly expanded by their emperor Pachacuti. FTPE:
[10] Name this empire.
ANSWER: Inca Empire
[10] This final sovereign Incan emperor took power by defeating his older brother Huáscar in a civil war. He offered Spanish conquistadores a room filled with gold in exchange for his life; however, they took the gold and subsequently executed him.
ANSWER: Atahualpa
[10] This conquistador captured Atahualpa after ambushing him at Cajamarca, leading to the Spanish conquest of the Inca.
ANSWER: Francisco Pizarro
7) The background depicts a maid kneeling in front of a cassone. FTPE:
[10] Name this painting which portrays a sleepy white dog next to a nude woman identified with a Roman goddess, who looks directly at the viewer while reclining on a bed.
ANSWER: Venus of Urbino
[10] This Venetian painted the Madonna of the Pesaro Family and Sacred and Profane Love, as well as Venus of Urbino.
ANSWER: Titian (also accept _Tiziano_ Vecelli and _Tiziano_ Vecellio)
[10] Two leopards appear in this Titian painting, as well as a man with snakes wound around his body. It depicts a Greek god leaping from his chariot after seeing a daughter of King Minos for the first time.
ANSWER: Bacchus and Ariadne
8) Answer these related questions FTPE:
[10] This type of object absorbs all wavelengths of thermal radiation, causing it to appear a certain color.
ANSWER: blackbody
[10] The Rayleigh-Jeans law incorrectly described the intensity of radiation emitted by a blackbody because it predicted that higher frequencies would produce radiation with an infinite amount of power, a phenomenon known by this name.
ANSWER: Ultraviolet Catastrophe (prompt on Rayleigh-Jeans Catastrophe)
[10] This law states that the energy radiated by a blackbody is proportional to the fourth power of the absolute temperature T.
ANSWER: Stefan-Boltzmann Law

9) It begins with a rehearsal of Mixing it Up, which is interrupted by the arrival of the title characters. FTPE:
[10] Identify this play about the Father, the Mother, the Step-daughter, the Son, the Boy, and the Child, who attempt to convince a company of actors to perform their story.
ANSWER: Six Characters in Search of an Author or Sei personaggi in cerca d'autore
[10] This Italian playwright wrote Right You Are (If You Think You Are) as well as Six Characters in Search of an Author.
ANSWER: Luigi Pirandello
[10] In this Pirandello play, a man believes that he is the title eleventh-century monarch after falling off his horse on the way to a ball.
ANSWER: Henry IV or Enrico IV
10) Answer the following about Roman history after the assassination of Julius Caesar FTPE.
[10] In 31 BCE, the forces of Mark Antony and Cleopatra lost this decisive naval battle, leading to the rise of the Roman Empire.
ANSWER: Battle of Actium
[10] Antony was defeated at the Battle of Actium by this member of the Second Triumvirate who became the first Roman Emperor in 27 BCE. After ruling for 41 years, he was succeeded by Tiberius. 
ANSWER: Gaius Julius Caesar Octavianus (also accept Augustus and Thurinus; prompt on Gaius Octavius)
[10] Along with Antony and Octavian, this general was the third member of the Second Triumvirate. His father of the same name led the opposition to the constitutional reforms imposed by Sulla.
ANSWER: Marcus Aemilius Lepidus
11) The commanding officer of the title place tells an explorer that “guilt is never to be doubted.” FTPE:
[10] Name this short story about a device that uses sharp needles to write literal sentences on prisoners' bodies in their own blood. 
ANSWER: “In the Penal Colony”
[10] This European author wrote “In the Penal Colony”, as well as stories like “The Burrow” and “The Metamorphosis”.
ANSWER: Franz Kafka
[10] In this Kafka novel, Josef K. is arrested and interrogated by a court for an unspecified crime. 
ANSWER: The Trial or Der Prozeß
12) After being cast into the sea in a chest, this son of Zeus and Danae grew up to accidentally kill his father Acrisius with a discus. FTPE:
[10] Name this Greek hero who founded the city of Mycenae and also went on a quest to obtain a gift for Polydectes.
ANSWER: Perseus
[10] Perseus killed the sea monster Cetus to save the life of this daughter of Cepheus and Cassiopeia, who subsequently became his wife.
ANSWER: Andromeda
[10] In his quest to kill the Medusa, Perseus was given a sword and shield by this Greek goddess, who at birth sprang fully grown out of Zeus' forehead.
ANSWER: Athena
13) Name these psychologists who described stages of development FTPE:
[10] This psychologist conceived of the processes of assimilation and accommodation to explain how people integrate new information into their schemas. He also argued that children progress through sensorimotor, preoperational, concrete operational, and formal operation stages of cognitive development.
ANSWER: Jean Piaget
[10] This author of Gandhi's Truth argued that people are confronted with fundamental conflicts such as trust versus mistrust, initiative versus guilt, and integrity versus despair in his eight-stage theory of psychosocial development.
ANSWER: Erik Erikson
[10] This man presented the idea that children progress through preconventional, conventional, and postconventional levels of moral development, which begin with the child seeking to avoid punishment and end with the child’s ability to understand universal ethical principles.
ANSWER: Lawrence Kohlberg
14) One of its theme songs, “Haruka Kanata” is performed by Asian Kung-Fu Generation. FTPE:
[10] Identify this anime about a certain hyperactive ninja from the Hidden Lead Village.
ANSWER: Naruto
[10] Naruto currently airs as part of this 10-year old action animation block on Cartoon Network currently running on Saturday evenings.
ANSWER: Toonami
[10] Toonami was originally hosted by this former villain and current producer at Ghost Planet Industries, a lava man character from Space Ghost.
ANSWER: Moltar
15) Answer the following about Mendelian genetics FTPE:
[10] According to this law, each parent contributes one allele per trait, dominant alleles are expressed in an organism's phenotype, and allele pairs separate during gamete formation. 
ANSWER: Law of Segregation (also accept Mendel's First Law. Note: do not give this answer if teams do not guess it, as that makes the next part extremely guessable)
[10] This other important Mendelian law states that due to segregation, the emergence of one trait does not affect the emergence of other traits.
ANSWER: Law of Independent Assortment (also accept Mendel's Second Law)
[10] This occurs when both alleles of a trait contribute to the phenotype. An example of this is AB blood in humans.
ANSWER: Codominance
16) FTPE, name these epic poems.
[10] Written in terza rima, it is divided into the Inferno, the Purgatorio, and the Paradiso. Its speaker is guided by Virgil through Hell, and by Beatrice through heaven.
ANSWER: The Divine Comedy
[10] This six-part allegory written in praise of Elizabeth I describes virtuous characters like Britomart and the Redcrosse Knight, who journeys to be united with Una. It's the best known work of Edmund Spencer.
ANSWER: The Faerie Queene
[10] This Derek Walcott poem set on a Caribbean island describes fishermen like Achille and Hector in its first part, and is partly based on the Iliad and the Odyssey.
ANSWER: Omeros
17) Inspired by a Henri Cazalis poem, it includes a part for xylophone to depict the sound of rattling bones. FTPE:
[10] Identify this symphonic poem that represents Death playing an eerie waltz for some capering skeletons, who are finally dispersed by the crowing of a cock.
ANSWER: Danse Macabre
[10] This French composer of the Organ Symphony and the opera Samson and Delilah wrote Danse Macabre.
ANSWER: Camille Saint-Saens
[10] Saint-Saens reused the theme from Danse Macabre in Fossils, a movement in this suite which also includes pieces representing tortoises, an aviary, and most famously, a swan.
ANSWER: Carnival of the Animals or Carnaval des Animaux
18) After being imprisoned in Devil's Island for five years, he was exonerated in 1899. FTPE: 
[10] Identify this Jewish French officer falsely accused of treason in 1894 whose incarceration sparked a namesake affair. 
ANSWER: Alfred Dreyfus
[10] Partially due to Émile Zola's open letter proclaiming Dreyfus's innocence, The Affair became a significant crisis for this French government that ruled until the fall of Paris in 1940.
ANSWER: The French Third Republic (also accept La Troisième République)
[10] This French officer, not Dreyfus, actually sold the military secrets to Germany. He fled to England after being acquitted in a court-martial in 1897.
ANSWER: Major Ferdinand Walsin Esterhazy
19) He described Jean-Baptiste Clemence's confession in a seedy Amsterdam bar in his novel The Fall. FTPE:
[10] Name this author who also wrote a play about Caligula.
ANSWER: Albert Camus
[10] Camus is better known for this novel about Merseult, who is sentenced to death after shooting an Arab on a beach.
ANSWER: The Stranger or The Outsider or L'Etranger
[10] In this work, Camus rejects suicide as a response to the world's absurdity. Instead, he argues that people should emulate the stoic attitude of the title figure, who was condemned by the gods to roll a boulder up a mountain for eternity.
ANSWER: The Myth of Sisyphus
20) Identify these unsolved theorems from mathematics, FTPE:
[10] First described by its namesake in a letter to Euler, this conjecture states that every even integer above two can be expressed as the sum of two primes.
ANSWER: Goldbach's Conjecture
[10] This Millennium problem states that the nontrivial zeroes of its namesake's zeta function all lie on a critical line whose real value is one half. Its proof would greatly strengthen our understanding about the distribution of prime numbers, and would possibly enable RSA encryption to be quickly broken.
ANSWER: Riemann Hypothesis
[10] Grigori Perelman has probably solved this conjecture that attempts to prove that “if a three dimensional manifold has trivial fundamental group, it must be homeomorphic to the 3-sphere”.
ANSWER: Poincaré Conjecture
