Tossups
1) This document begins by mentioning the “cultural, religious and humanist inheritance” of the region it governs, but notably does not invoke Christianity to the chagrin of the Vatican (*) and several signatories. This document further describes its members as being “united in diversity” and contains statutes on the Court of Justice, Central Bank and the roles of national Parliaments in its system. FTP, name this document signed in October of 2004 and notably not ratified by the governments of The Netherlands and France. 
ANSWER: Constitution of the European Union (accept equivalents)

2) A shift in priorities to manned missions in 2005 led NASA to cancel the JIMO probe whose primary mission was to explore this body. It is one of only six moons in the solar system to have an atmosphere (*), and that atmosphere is composed of oxygen generated from sunlight. Its thick ice surface is very young, and the lack of craters and major mountains makes it the smoothest object in the solar system. FTP, identify this smallest Galilean moon of Jupiter, home to a subsurface ocean made of liquid water.
ANSWER: Europa
3) The subjects in this experiment were arranged to be the next to last person to give their answer. It was criticized for not allowing the subject to interact with the others in the experiment (*), and for not providing subjects a motivation to come up with the correct answer. Unlike the Milgram experiment, subjects blamed themselves for wrong answers rather than the experiment or conductor. FTP, name this psychological experiment that asked subjects to perform a vision test with a group of lying confederates.
ANSWER: Asch Conformity Experiment
4) The cases of Bolling v. Sharp and Gebhart v. Belton were two of the five cases combined into this single Supreme Court case. It was reopened twice, with the 1978 case involving the constitutionality of the open enrollment policy (*) practiced by the defendant. Although it did not extend its ruling to private institutions like bathrooms, FTP, this landmark 1954 Supreme Court decision that was argued by Thurgood Marshall invalidated the Separate but Equal doctrine and forced the desegregation of schools.
ANSWER: Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka

5) The artist of this painting wrote “I have tried to express the terrible passions of humanity by means of red and green” in a letter to his brother Theo, and those two colors are featured prominently on the walls and ceiling (*) in this work. The clock in the back of this work indicates the late hour, and five patrons can be seen slumping on small tables in the background. The central figure is situated next to a pool table that appears to be sliding off the yellow floor in, FTP, this van Gogh work about a title establishment.
ANSWER: Night Café
6) They have been shown to inhibit aging in a plant because they stimulate protein synthesis. The most important of them is b-indolylacetic acid or IAA, a substance which is produced in the apex or leaves (*) of a plant. They influence phototropism by appearing in larger quantities in portions of the plant nearest to a light source and they are also key in the formation of roots. FTP, identify this substance, the first plant hormone to be discovered, that controls the lengthwise growth of a plant.
ANSWER: Auxins
7) He spent most of his formative years in exile in Brittany after Edward the Fourth reclaimed the British throne, and did not return to his home country until he had sizeable Welsh support. His marriage to Elizabeth of York (*) helped in rebuilding the relationship between the two families, and he would continue this practice of strategic marriages by wedding his daughter Margaret with James the Fourth of Scotland. Responsible for slaying Richard the Third at Bosworth Field, FTP, name this victor in the War of the Roses and founder of the Tudor dynasty.
ANSWER: Henry VII or Henry Tudor, Earl of Richmond

8) Number's the same. In mathematics, it is the largest even number that can't be expressed as the sum of two odd composite integers. In computer science, it is the year in the 21st century when POSIX time will overflow. It also identifies the number of slots on an American Roulette (*) wheel, and “special” follows this number to name a Southern rock band known for the song, “Caught up in You”. Also the atomic number of strontium, FTP, identify this number that is used as the parallel to divide North and South Korea.
ANSWER: 38
9) It ends with the author remarking that his soul has grown deep like the title objects, entities that he has known to be ancient and dusky. The work was published the summer before the author started attending Columbia (*) University in The Crisis magazine, and the poet in this work remarks that he hears the singing of a young Abraham Lincoln in New Orleans. FTP, identify this work where the poet has built a hut near the Congo, bathed in the Euphrates, and looked upon the Nile, the breakout success of Langston Hughes.
ANSWER: The Negro Speaks of Rivers
10) This philosopher discussed earlier thinkers like Thales and Anaximander in a posthumous work, Philosophy in the Tragic Age of the Greeks. Another of his posthumous works expounded on his Will to Power (*) idea, while works published while he was still living included an attack on the so called “slave morality” of Christianity, the Antichrist. The author of Beyond Good and Evil and On the Genealogy of Morals, FTP, name this German philosopher whose work The Gay Science proclaimed “God is dead”.
ANSWER: Friedrich Wilhelm Nietzsche
11) His wife Teresa speaks in proverbs and prays for him during his long journey away from home. At one point he argues with his master that men should aspire to be saints and not knights (*), since saints go to heaven. His master promises him the governance of an insula for his service, a term that he does not know the meaning of. In the second novel in which he appears, The Duke delivers on this promise, making him the master of the fake La Insula Barataria. FTP, identify this mule riding squire to Don Quixote.
ANSWER: Sancho Panza
12) He formed the earliest known peace treaty with the Hittite king Hattusili III after the battle of Kadesh proved indecisive. His best known wife, Nefertari, was found in an extensively decorated tomb, and his 66 year reign (*) was noted for its construction projects like the Abu Simbel. FTP, identify this Egyptian pharaoh who was implicated by Bishop Eusebius of Caesarea and the film The Prince of Egypt as being the pharaoh during the time of Exodus.
ANSWER: Ramesses II or Rammesses the Great or Usermare Ramses
13) The homemade type of this snack is seasoned with salt, garlic powder, onion powder, and Worcestershire sauce, an ingredient not present in its commercial counterpart (*). One of the commercial brand's seasonal flavors, a winter variety, adds cocoa and marshmallows, while other flavors include Peanut Lovers, Hot 'n Spicy, and Bold Party Blend. A combination of pretzels, bagel chips, bread twists, and three types of its namesake cereal, FTP, identify this food similar to trail mix.
ANSWER: Chex Mix
14) This man, born in Cremona, would not gain financial success until he was appointed music director at St. Mark's in Venice in 1613. In that position, he put on operas at the San Cassiano opera house, including his final opera about the second wife of Nero, The Coronation (*) of Poppea. His most famous opera was composed for the Mantuan court and involved the musically gifted son of Apollo attempting to rescue his bride Eurydice from Hades. FTP, name this Italian composer who created one of the first operas, Orfeo.
ANSWER: Claudio Monteverdi
15) This figure's cult was particularly strong at Samos, and at Argos this figure's namesake festival involved athletic contests. She cursed a nymph named Echo after she learned the nymph was sent to distract (*) her. She sides with Achaeans over Paris and Helen in The Iliad, and occasionally uses the girdle of Aphrodite to weaken the resolve of her husband. She sent two serpents to attempt to kill the infant Heracles, and was also responsible for forcing him to perform his twelve labors. FTP, name this wife of Zeus and queen of the gods.
ANSWER: Hera
16) The specific type of this quantity measures the efficiency of a propulsion system. When a single force is acting on a particle, it can be calculated by determining the difference between the final velocity and the initial (*) velocity and multiplying that amount by the mass of the moving object. Defined as the product of the force and the time in which that force acts on an object, FTP, identify this physical quantity symbolized by the letter I, that also identifies the type of sub-Warp propulsion engine used on Star Trek.
ANSWER: Impulse
17) This author wrote of a fat man who nicknames his mentally retarded son Eeyore in Teach Us to Outgrow Our Madness. Takashi commits suicide after leading a failed rebellion against the “Emperor” in this author’s novel The Silent Cry (*), while he described juvenile delinquents deserted in a remote village in his first novel, Nip the Buds, Shoot the Kids. He fictionalized his reaction to the birth of his brain-damaged son Hikari in A Personal Matter. FTP, name this Japanese author, the winner of the 1994 Nobel prize in Literature.
ANSWER: Kenzaburo Oe or Oe Kenzaburo
18) It was precipitated by the locking of a meeting hall where the group involved in this event usually met. The group involved in this act was meeting to discuss a plan by the king's minister Neckar (*) that would have changed the voting system in the state's assembly to count by head and not estate. FTP, identify this June 20, 1789 event immortalized in a sketch by David that saw the members of France's Third Estate gathering in a sporting establishment to pledge their commitment to establishing a national constitution.
ANSWER: Oath of the Tennis Court or the Tennis Court Oath
19) This concept was applied to economics by Paul Samuelson in the 1940s. In an application of this principle, when an inert gas is added to a closed system it is still possible for a reaction (*) to occur because the pressure or volume of the system is increased, despite the gas not reacting with the system. Often used to change the yields in reversible reactions, FTP, name this principle named for a French chemist that states, “a system in equilibrium that is subjected to a stress reacts in a way that counteracts the stress.”
ANSWER: Le Chatelier's Principle
20) One of his poems imitated Juvenal's Tenth Satire, while another commented on the death of an unlicensed doctor who lived in his house, Robert Levet. He published a periodical known as the Rambler (*) and argued against the American colonies in The Patriot. His later works included a popular edition of Shakespeare and his own Lives of the English Poets. FTP, name this author of The Vanity of Human Wishes whose life was chronicled by James Boswell, a man who compiled A Dictionary of the English Language.
ANSWER: Samuel Johnson
Bonuses
1) Identify the following about a certain philosopher, FTPE.
[10] This son of a similarly named British philosopher advanced the idea of utilitarianism in his work, On Liberty.
ANSWER: John Stuart Mill
[10] John Stuart Mill obtained many of his ideas on utilitarianism from this man, his god father. This man is known for brainstorming a hypothetical prison called the Panopticon.
ANSWER: Jeremy Bentham
[10] Mill argued for treating women with equality in this 1869 essay on the grounds that it was the morally correct and utilitarian thing to do.
ANSWER: The Subjugation of Women
2) Name some of these Canadian bodies of water, FTPE.
[10] This longest river in Canada flows from the Great Slave Lake into the Artic Ocean.
ANSWER: Mackenzie River
[10] This largest freshwater lake in Manitoba is fed by the Saskatchewan, Red, and its namesake rivers. 
ANSWER: Lake Winnipeg
[10] The world's largest estuary, this body of water is primarily fed by a namesake seaway. Water from it enters the Atlantic Ocean through the Cabot and Belle Isle Straits.
ANSWER: Gulf of Saint Lawrence
3) Identify the following about the administration of a certain president, FTPE.
[10] The only president to be married in the White House itself, his second term was plagued by economic troubles like the Panic of 1893.
ANSWER: Stephen Grover Cleveland
[10] After wage cuts due to the Panic of 1893, the following year workers of a certain railroad company caused this labor unrest put down by federal troops to keep the mail going.
ANSWER: Pullman Strike
[10] This other group of unhappy laborers from Ohio marched on to Washington during the same year as the Pullman Strike to press the government to provide more public works projects.
ANSWER: Coxey's Army or The Commonwealth of Christ
4) Identify these things relating to cell division, FTPE.
[10] In this general process of cell division, the genome of a cell is divided into two identical halves.
ANSWER: Mitosis
[10] In this mitotic phase, chromosomes line up across the equatorial plane. It ends when the microtubules pull the chromosomes apart into two separate chromatids.
ANSWER: Metaphase
[10] Usually occurring between the late anaphase and late telophase stages, in animal cells this process involves a cleavage furrow ingressing into a cell until the cell is pinched into two.
ANSWER: Cytokinesis or Cytoplasmic Division
5) Identify some of these different aquatic gods, FTPE.
[10] This god of fertility and rain was blue in color and brought both floods and droughts to the Aztec people.
ANSWER: Tlaloc
[10] This Egyptian god of both life and death controlled the annual flooding of the Nile.
ANSWER: Osiris or Asar or Wesir or Ausare
[10] This powerful Sumerian deity was responsible for storms and the Great Flood. He occupied a lower part of the sky than An.
ANSWER: Enlil or Ellil
6) Identify some of these breakout musicians of 2006, FTPE.
[10] Nominated for a Grammy for Best New Artist of the year, this American Idol winner won fans with her debut album Some Hearts and its hit single, Inside Your Heaven.
ANSWER: Carrie Marie Underwood
[10] Vanessa Hudgens, who released a solo album called V in September, owes her rise to fame to her role as Gabriella in this popular made for TV movie.
ANSWER: High School Musical
[10] Ok, well, it may not have been the best album ever made, but this only Heiress Records album to date did get to #6 on the Billboard charts thanks to hits like Stars Are Blind. 
ANSWER: Paris (do not accept Paris Hilton, the question is asking for the album)

7) It is described as “Hog Butcher for the World, Tool Maker, Stacker of Wheat”. FTPE:
[10] First, name this wicked city that lures in farm boys, the title of a poem by Carl Sandburg.
ANSWER: Chicago
[10] Carl Sandburg won a Pulitzer Prize for his biography of this man, subtitled The War Years.
ANSWER: Abraham Lincoln
[10] This Sandburg poem that also deals with war proclaims “I cover all” when referring to the bodies that lay dead at Austerlitz, Verdun and Gettysburg.
ANSWER: Grass
8) Jim and Della Dillingham Young, a destitute couple living in a one-room New York Apartment, purchase items for each other for Christmas, only to find out that the sacrifices they made to purchase those items has left them unable to use them. FTPE:
[10] First, name this short story.
ANSWER: The Gift of the Magi
[10] The Gift of the Magi appeared in this second O. Henry collection that tells 21 stories about New York and 4 tales about a fictitious banana republic, a term coined by the author.
ANSWER: The Four Million
[10] This other O. Henry short story sees two men kidnap the son of Ebenezer Dorset through the classic techniques of offering the kid candy and a ride with a stranger.
ANSWER: The Ransom of Red Chief
9) Identify these ancient Near East civilizations from clues, FTPE.
[10] The earliest of the known civilizations in the ancient Near East, these non-Semitic people referred to themselves as “the black headed people”.
ANSWER: Sumerians
[10] The civilization centered at this site was governed by a strict series of laws established by Hammurabi.
ANSWER: Babylon
[10] The kings of this militaristic society of the first millennium BCE rooted in Nineveh were commanded by Ashur to practice war.
ANSWER: Assyria
10) Identify these Dickens novels from clues, FTPE.
[10] Set in the fictitious industrial town of Coketown, this Dickens novel deals with the tribulations of Stephen Blackpool, a Hand working in one of Mr. Bounderby's mills.
ANSWER: Hard Times
[10] Little Nell is a young girl living with her grandfather whose only friend is Kit, a worker in the title location in this novel. 
ANSWER: The Old Curiosity Shop
[10] Dickens used a long standing legal dispute over an inheritance in the case of Jarndyce and Jarndyce in this novel to attack the antiquated British legal system. Orphan Esther Summerson is its protagonist.
ANSWER: Bleak House
11) Identify the following about a certain Baroque artist, FTPE.
[10] This Flemish artist is known for drawing heavily muscled bodies, such as in his 1610 triptych, Elevation of the Cross. 
ANSWER: Peter Paul Rubens
[10] Rubens served as a patron of this French Queen, painting a series of works celebrating her life. One such work shows her arriving in Marseilles amid the rejoicing of the Greek gods.
ANSWER: Marie de' Medici or Maria de' Medici or Marie de Medicis
[10] Ruben's most successful apprentice was this painter of Charles I Dismounted who left Antwerp for England to avoid being overshadowed by his master.
ANSWER: Anthony van Dyck
12) Identify the following about some of these lesser known candidates who have announced their intentions to run for president in 2008, FTPE.
[10] This current senior senator from Kansas is known for being strongly pro-life, but has broken with the president on the issue of a troop surge in Iraq.
ANSWER: Samuel Dale “Sam” Brownback
[10] This former mayor of Cleveland who also ran for the Democratic nomination in 2004 announced his intentions to run again in 2008. He advocates a withdrawal from NAFTA and a repeal of the USA PATRIOT act.
ANSWER: Dennis John Kucinich
[10] Comedian Doug Stanhope is running for president on this party's ticket. They are known for advocating a laissez-faire approach to politics with a minimal government bureaucracy.
ANSWER: Libertarian Party

13) Acids of this type are capable of donating a hydrogen ion, while bases of this type are substances that can accept a hydrogen ion. FTPE:
[10] First, those acids and bases are named for these two scientists who described their properties in 1923.
ANSWER: Brønsted -Lowry or Johannes Nicolaus Brønsted and Thomas Martin Lowry.
[10] This type of acid is defined as one that reacts completely with an aqueous solution to produce hydronium.
ANSWER: Strong Acid
[10] This classical example of a strong acid has the chemical formula, HCl. 
ANSWER: Hydrochloric Acid or Muriatic Acid
14) Answer these questions about a certain author, FTPE.
[10] This Nobel Prize winning Columbian author is best known for his use of magical realism in works like One Hundred Years of Solitude.
ANSWER: Gabriel José Garcia Marquez (prompt on Gabo)
[10] The title infliction in this Marquez work about a long-term love triangle between Dr. Juvenal Urbino, Florentino Ariza and Fermina Daza may refer to romance itself.
ANSWER: Love in the Time of Cholera
[10] The title character in this Marquez novella is a veteran of the Thousand Days War who continues to wait for a pension he was promised for fighting in the war.
ANSWER: No One Writes to the Colonel or El Colonel no tiene quien le escriba
15) Name some of these Medieval organizations, FTPE.
[10] This group moved to Transylvania and Prussia after the Latin States fell. They suffered a major defeat at the Battle of Grunwald in 1410.
ANSWER: Teutonic Knights or Teutonic Order
[10] It originated as a group that provided aid to sick Crusaders and pilgrims in Jerusalem, but it would later serve as a military escort to those traveling to the Holy Land.
ANSWER: Knights Hospitaller or Sovereign Order of Saint John of Jerusalem of Rhodes and of Malta 
[10] The Knights Hospitaller continued to control this Mediterranean island south of Sicily until Napoleon conquered it on his way to Egypt in 1798.
ANSWER: Malta
16) In this work, “boy meets girl, boy loses girl, boy and girl are reunited as girl dies of consumption in boy's arms and curtain falls.” FTPE:
[10] First, name this opera where the aforementioned seamstress and poet are Mimi and Rodolfo, respectively.
ANSWER: La Bohème
[10] This Italian composer who wrote La Boheme died in 1924 before he had a chance to finish his final opera, Turnadot.
ANSWER: Giacomo Puccini
[10] This painter and roommate of Rodolfo is featured more prominently Leoncavallo's version of La Bohème. That works explores the relationship of this character with the singer Musetta.
ANSWER: Marcello
17) Identify the following about a certain Renaissance Pope, FTPE. 
[10] Born Roderic Borgia, this Renaissance Pope from Spain was so corrupt that the priests in St. Peter's Basilica initially refused to bury him.
ANSWER: Alexander VI 
[10] Alexander VI's publicly acknowledged daughter was this woman who married three times, had an affair with her father's messenger Perotto, and who allegedly had a hollow ring that she used to poison drinks.
ANSWER: Lucrezia Borgia
[10] Much of the influence of Alexander VI and his descendents was ended at the hands of this second successor to the papal office who was known as the Warrior Pope. 
ANSWER: Julius II or Giuliano della Rovere
18) Identify the following about the physics of sound, FTPE.
[10] This phenomenon is responsible for the change in pitch of an ambulance's siren as it moves towards and away from your stationary car since the distance between the sound waves differs in the observer.
ANSWER: Doppler Effect
[10] In music, it identifies whole integer multiples above the actual note being played.
ANSWER: Harmonic
[10] In a liquid, this quantity that varies depending on the medium employed can be determined by taking the square root of the bulk modulus of the liquid divided by its equilibrium density.
ANSWER: Speed of Sound or Sound Velocity or Sound Speed
19) Identify some of these different types of poetry, FTPE.
[10] In this type of poetry, the first letters in each line are either alphabetically arranged or spell out a word or phrase. This term also names a type of puzzle similar to a crossword puzzle.
ANSWER: Acrostic
[10] This simple type of poem was famously mastered by Basho and Buson in 17th and 18th century Japan.
ANSWER: Haiku
[10] Most famously employed in Dylan Thomas's Do Not Go Gentle into that Good Night, these poems are 19 lines and break up the poem into five three-line parts that each end with a refrain, and a final four line part that ends with both refrains.
ANSWER: Villanelle
20) This bonus takes you through a tour of three very different types of programming languages, with a chance to earn ten points per correct answer.
[10] This language, one layer of abstraction above machine code, uses mnemonics to make interacting with the target computer easier.
ANSWER: Assembly
[10] Only distantly related to the language it shares part of its name with, this primarily web based language was developed by Netscape and is commonly used to create pop up windows and validate forms.
ANSWER: JavaScript (do not accept or prompt on Java)
[10] This Microsoft developed language that shares its name with a musical note adds Object Oriented concepts and Garbage Collection to a popular low level programming language.
ANSWER: C# (pronounced "C Sharp". Do not accept "C" or "C++".)
