Tossups
1) Infants of this order are known as puggles, although they have no relation or resemblance to the pug-beagle hybrid whose name they share. Members of the subclass prototheria, they are the only survivors of a group of mammals (*) that branched out some 150 million years ago, before the development of placental and marsupial mammals. Unlike other mammals, their urinary, digestive, and reproductive tracts all exit via a single cloaca. Consisting of echidna and platypus, FTP, name this unique egg laying order of mammal.
ANSWER: Monotremata (also accept Monotremes)

2) He threatened to kill Braxton Bragg if he ever met the man again after Chickamauga, an action that got him reassigned to independent command in Mississippi. 300 cavalry units under his command nearly captured Union General Sherman (*) at the battle of Fallen Timbers, where this man survived being surrounded by Union troops by using a soldier as a human shield. FTP, name this Confederate general who was responsible for the death of hundreds of African Americans at the Battle of Fort Pillow, the first Grand Wizard in the Ku Klux Klan.
ANSWER: Nathan Bedford Forrest
3) His “Letter Concerning Toleration” is addressed to an “Honorable Sir” and argues atheists have no place in society due to their disregard for oaths. In his essay, “Some Thoughts Concerning Education”, he develops his theory of empiricism (*) in learning stating that one’s nature is born through experience and starts as a blank slate or ‘tabula rasa’. FTP, identify this 17th century British philosopher known for opposing the ideas of Thomas Hobbes in such works as “Two Treatises on Government”.
ANSWER: John Locke
4) Among this artist’s later works are a series of etchings on the Peninsular War known as the “Disasters of War”. He was forced to sell his “Los Caprichos” series out of a cigar shop, since no gallery would allow for such subversive works. He became deaf (*) in his old age and painted a number of pieces which have come to be known as the “Black Paintings.” FTP, identify this painter best known for the “Naked Maja,” “Saturn Devouring his Son”, and the “The 3rd of May, 1808”.
ANSWER: Francisco José de Goya y Lucientes

5) In the sixth chapter of the book he appears in, this character has visions of his Aunt Clara, as well as a giant stern rabbit. This character was forced to move after grabbing a girl with a red dress in Weed, and enjoys stroking the fur (*) of a dead mouse. His dream briefly inspires Crooks and Candy, and his love of soft things causes him to break the neck of Curley’s wife while petting her hair. Desiring to “live off the fat of the land,” FTP, name this large, simple-minded friend of George, who dies at the end of John Steinbeck’s Of Mice and Men.
ANSWER: Lennie Small

6) Dick's Picks is a series of 36 CD recordings of this group’s best live concerts, selected by the band's longtime archivist. Donna Godchaux sometimes joined them in concert, where 20-minute renditions of "Good (*) Lovin'" and "Dark Star" were common. Combining elements of many genres, they were also known for their live improvisations in songs such as "Turn on Your Love Light". FTP, identify this jam band famous for such songs as "Uncle John's Band" and "Touch of Grey," fronted by Jerry Garcia.
ANSWER: The Grateful Dead
7) This region has been historically known for its pearl export, although modern development spurred by some 250,000 laborers now fuels its growth. This city is constructing an archipelago of 300 islands shaped like the (*) world, while the Palm Jumeirah off its coast is already the world’s largest man-made island. Home to the world's only seven star hotel, the Burj Al-Arab, and an indoor skiing facility, this is, FTP, what second largest city in the United Arab Emirates, the so-called shopping capital of the Middle East?
ANSWER: Dubai
8) Scheele’s Green, a compound in which this element is present with Copper, Hydrogen, and Oxygen, was formerly used to color candles and as an insecticide. When heated in air, this element forms a garlic-scented compound (*), and by itself, in solid form, this element is soft and unstable. It disrupts ATP production, and this yellow element was allegedly used as a poison to kill Napoleon and George III. FTP, identify this metalloid with atomic number 33 whose chemical symbol is As. 
ANSWER: Arsenic
9) The creation of the Action Program, which promised complete freedom of speech, movement, and association, was a central doctrine of this period. A forged letter of invitation written during the end of this period was returned to Vaclav Havel (*) in the 1990s, and at a meeting in Bratislava the major powers of the Warsaw Pact agreed that the Soviets had the right to interfere with this movement. FTP, name this period of political liberalization in Czechoslovakia under the leadership of Alexander Dubcek, which ended on August 21, 1968.
ANSWER: Prague Spring
10) In a 1967 article Arthur Koestler criticized this author for his advocacy of “the chemical opening of doors into the Other World,” referring to this author's experimentation with mescaline. Theodore Gumbrils decides to invent a pair of pneumatic trousers in his parody of post-World War I England, Antic (*) Hay, and he detailed the social circle of Walter Bidlake in Point Counter Point. His final novel, 1962’s Island, serves as a utopian foil to his 1932 dystopian epic set in the year 632 After Ford, which centers on John, a "Savage" brought to a hedonistic society. FTP, name this author of Brave New World.
ANSWER: Aldous Huxley
11) He is the husband of Juturna and the father of Fontus, who are the goddess and god of springs, fountains, and wells respectively. He was typically invoked before any other god in regular liturgies, and his festival of Agonium took place in the 9th day of his namesake (*) month. His temple was kept open during war in honor of him causing a hot spring to erupt which trapped the Sabines for Romulus to capture. Lacking a Greek counterpart, FTP, name this Roman god of doors, gates, and beginnings, famous for having two faces.
ANSWER: Janus
12) Towards the end of his life, he was credited with developing the first color photographs by using red, blue and green filters. Along with Ludwig Boltzmann, he formulated a statistical kinetic theory of gases in 1866 (*) which describes the relation between a gas molecules’ speed and its temperature. The impossibility of violating the Second Law of Thermodynamics is discussed using his namesake “Demon”. FTP, name this British scientist who unified electricity and magnetism in his four eponymous laws.
ANSWER: James Clerk Maxwell
13) Haydn adopted it in his string quarter Opus 50, Number 2, and Mozart used part of this work when the three youths appear in his 1791 piece, The Magic Flute. Unlike its composers other works like From Heaven on High to Earth I Come, it was relatively unknown until the 1970s. The simple chord (*) progression from this song can be found in Let it Be and Basket Case. Originally written for three violins over a continuous bass, FTP, name this 1680 piece of Baroque chamber music, often played at weddings, composed by Johann Pachelbel.
ANSWER: Canon in D Major (also accept Kanon und Gigue in D-Dur für drei Violinen und Basso Continuo and Canon and Gigue in D major for three Violins with Bass Accompaniment)

14) Wesley Snipes reads it in a scene in Passenger 57, while he would later star in a 2000 movie with this name with Donald Sutherland. James Clavell’s 1983 translation of this work is very popular, while a different work with this title was written in 1519 (*) and was a lesser known work of Macchiavelli. The original’s contents have been notably employed by Mao Zedong and Douglas MacArthur. FTP name this 13 chapter treatise on combat, written in the 6th century BCE by Sun Tzu.
ANSWER: The Art of War
15) Gods of this people include Halki, the god of barley and beer, and Kaskuh, the god of the moon. Our name for them comes from the Hebrew phrase “Children of Heth”. The first evidence of these people was found in the form of cuneiform tablets at the Assyrian (*) colony of Kultepe, and their language, Nesite, was deciphered in 1915. Responsible for the first constitutional monarchy, pioneering the use of iron, and their chariot expertise, FTP name this Anatolian empire that lasted from about 1750-1180 BCE, with capital at Hattusa.
ANSWER: Hittites
16) This body was dissolved after eight weeks in 1789 and did not become a regular standing committee until 1802 under chairman John Randolph. Its subcommittee on oversight is currently chaired by John Lewis while Michael McNulty chairs (*) its subcommittee on Social Security. Limited in power by the creation of the Appropriations Committee in 1865, FTP, name this House committee currently chaired by Charles Rangel of New York that has jurisdiction over tariffs, taxes, and all other revenue raising matters.
ANSWER: United States House Committee on Ways and Means (accept equivalents like Ways and Means Committee)

17) Scientists have found a link between the gene that produces the SOD1 enzyme and some cases of the familial type of this disease. Sufferers of this disease often retain control of their eyes the longest of any body function, while the earliest symptoms of this disease include twitching (*) and soreness. As the disease progresses, muscles all over the body atrophy, and if untreated, death comes as the diaphragm is no longer able to inflate the lungs. FTP, name this disease, whose famous sufferers include Mao Zedong, Stephen Hawking, and Lou Gehrig.
ANSWER: Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis (also accept Maladie de Charcot and Motor Neurone Disease; accept Lou Gehrig's Disease before his name is mentioned)

18) He detailed the lives of academic and technician zeks in a novel whose title echoes the beginning structure of Dante’s Inferno. His experiences fighting a disease led him to write a novel about Oleg Kostoglotov, a patient undergoing therapy in the title hospital. Along with The First Circle (*) and Cancer Ward, another work by this author centers on a member of squad 104 surnamed Shukov, while one of his nonfiction works describes the harsh living conditions and abuses of Soviet labor camps. FTP, identify this Russian author of One Day in the Life of Ivan Denisovitch and The Gulag Archipelago. 
ANSWER: Alexandr Solzhenitsyn 

19) Despite suffering from rheumatoid arthritis, he worked for a short time as a barnstormer after World War I and was at one point in charge of the SA. He was the highest ranking Nazi official who officially authorized the Final Solution (*) to the Jewish Question on paper, although he was not present at the Wannsee Conference. Appointed to oversee the Four Year Plan, FTP name this only man to head the Luftwaffe during World War II, who committed suicide via cyanide the night before he was to be hanged.
ANSWER: Hermann Goring
20) The collection this poem was first published in included “Earth’s Answer,” “The Clod and the Pebble,” and “The Chimney Sweeper.” Its fourth stanza includes imagery about a hammer, a furnace, and an anvil, and its third stanza inquires “what art (*) / could twist the sinews of thy heart?” The fifth stanza asks the title figure “Did He who made the lamb make thee?”, and the poet also wonders about its “fearful symmetry.” Describing the title animal “burning bright / in the forests of the night,” FTP, name this poem by William Blake.
ANSWER: “The Tiger”

Bonuses
1) Name these stars of the Food Network, FTPE.
[10] Perhaps the first food megastar, this jovial chef of Portuguese descent originally hails from Fall River, Massachusetts, but he is better known for his Louisiana Cajun cooking style and his love of garlic.
ANSWER: Emeril Lagasse (accept either answer)
[10] He graduated from the French Culinary Institute, however his cuisine is almost entirely southwest and Tex-Mex. He is well known for consistently getting beaten on his show "Throwdown" and being Iron Chef Southwest on Iron Chef America.
ANSWER: Robert William “Bobby” Flay
[10] Her sons, Jamie and Bobby, host their own food network show, "Road Tasted". She is a specialist in Southern Comfort food and once had an hour show devoted entirely to butter. 
ANSWER: Paula Ann Deen (also accept Paula Ann Hiers)

2) Answer these questions about Shakespeare's "The Merchant of Venice", FTPE.
[10] This Jewish moneylender demands a pound of flesh if a loan is not repaid.
ANSWER: Shylock
[10] Shylock demands a pound of flesh from this man after his friend Bassanio needs a loan to appear wealthy in order to impress Portia.
ANSWER: Antonio
[10] A friend of both Antonio and Bassanio, this man is in love with Shylock’s daughter Jessica. He and the newly-Christian Jessica eventually marry and flea to Belmont. 
ANSWER: Lorenzo
3) Name these ancient Athenians FTPE:
[10] This protégé of Ephialtes was a strong opponent of Cimon. He led Athens from 461 to 429 BCE, and instituted many democratic reforms.
ANSWER: Pericles
[10] This Athenian statesman committed suicide upon being pursued by soldiers sent by Antipater, and argued in favor putting down Macedon in his Phillippics. He also strengthened his voice by speaking by over the noise of the sea with pebbles in his mouth.
ANSWER: Demosthenes
[10] Almost everything known about this historian, including that he contracted the plague around 430 BC and became a general in 424 BC, comes from his only work, The History of the Peloponnesian War.
ANSWER: Thucydides
4) Identify some of these places on earth where outer space is monitored, FTPE.
[10] Located near the summit of Mauna Kea in Hawaii, the two optical telescopes of this observatory measure some 400 inches in thickness.
ANSWER: W. M. Keck Observatory
[10] Located in Socorro, New Mexico, this collection of 27 separate radio antennae is part of the National Radio Astronomy Observatory.
ANSWER: Very Large Array
[10] This initiative searches the sky for signals sent by intelligent life. Much of the work in processing the data is done through its popular “at home” distributed computing software.
ANSWER: Search for Extra-Terrestrial Intelligence (also accept SETI)

5) Identify these curves from economics, FTPE:
[10] This curve, named for its New Zealander formulator, displays the relationship between the rate of unemployment and the rate of inflation in an economy. Stagflation of the 1970s showed the error in this curve.
ANSWER: Phillips Curve (prompt on “Fisher Curve”)
[10] This curve displays taxable income elasticity and was used by its namesake to argue that a government could maximize its tax revenue by setting tax rates at the t star position on this curve.
ANSWER: Laffer Curve
[10] Formulated by Jon Reid, this curve named for a simple economic concept shows the relationship between the price of a commodity and the amount of that commodity that consumers are willing to purchase at that price.
ANSWER: Demand Curve

6) Identify these British royal houses from a list of monarchs 5-10-20-30 basis. 
[A] Henry VII, Mary I
ANSWER: Tudor
[B] Henry II, Edward IV
ANSWER: Plantagenet (also accept House of Anjou or Angevin) 
[C] Charles II, James II
ANSWER: Stuart
[D] George VI, Elizabeth II
ANSWER: Windsor (prompt on “Saxe-Coburg and Gotha” and “Wettin”) 

7) Name these African writers from a list of works on a 10-5 basis.
[10] Tales from a Troubled Land, Too Late the Phalarope
[5] South Africa in Transition, Cry, the Beloved Country
ANSWER: Alan Stewart Paton
[10] Arrow of God, Anthills of the Savannah
[5] No Longer at Ease, Things Fall Apart
ANSWER: Chinua Achebe
[10] Foe, In the Heart of The Country
[5] Life & Times of Michael K, Waiting for the Barbarians
ANSWER: John Maxwell Coetzee
8) Name these artists who painted while racing bicycles in a Monty Python's Flying Circus skit, FTPE.
[10] The favorite in the race appears to be this cubist and icon of 20th century art. However, he never makes it to the finish, crashing before completing any works as grand as "Les Desmoiselles de Avignon" or "Guernica".
ANSWER: Pablo Picasso
[10] The first artist that the commentators do see is this member of The Blue Four, famous for his abstract compositions of colors and lines, most notably "Improvisation 31: Sea Battle".
ANSWER: Wassily Kandinksy
[10] Rather than ask you about Kurt Schwitters, we’ll ask you to provide the artist behind Venus, Cupid, Folly, and Time whose foot from that piece became synonymous with the visual style of the series.
ANSWER: Il Bronzino (also accept Agnolo di Cosimo)

9) Identify things related to something that Einstein did that are neither special nor general relativity FTPE.
[10] This phenomenon occurs when certain quantized energies of light are able to eject electrons from a metal.
ANSWER: Photoelectric effect
[10] The photoelectric effect helped to confirm the quantum theory of this other German scientist who has a namesake constant symbolized by the lowercase letter, “h”.
ANSWER: Max Planck
[10] Throughout his life, Einstein was dedicated to finding this type of theory that attempts to explain all four fundamental forces under the same physical principles.
ANSWER: Grand Unified Theory or Grand Unifying Theory or GUT
10) Answer the following questions concerning birds in Native American mythology. FTPE:
[10] A common figure in the mythology of Pacific Northwest tribes, this trickster god was responsible for creating the world and stealing the sun.
ANSWER: Raven
[10] Often appearing on totem poles, different tribes believe that this bird is either a solitary creature or an entire species. However, all tribes agree that they are massive and responsible for creating an eponymous sound.
ANSWER: Thunderbird (prompt on anyone that insists they have an authoritative Native American name for a thunderbird)
[10] According to Lenape legend, this bird stuck a stick in the sun and brought fire to the earth, but in doing so his feathers were forever charred black, which is why crows today are black.
ANSWER: Rainbow Crow (also accept Many Colored Crow)

11) His more recent novels include Vineland and Mason and Dixon. FTPE:
[10] Name this reclusive American, who is also the author of the postmodern masterpieces V and The Crying of Lot 49.
ANSWER: Thomas Ruggles Pynchon Jr.
[10] Pynchon's most famous work, this 760 page novel includes a remarkable dissertation on the Pavlovian conditioning of an octopus, but the primary focus is on the sexual escapades of army officer Tyrone Slothrop in England during WWII.
ANSWER: Gravity's Rainbow
[10] Encompassing the period from the 1893 Chicago World's Fair to WWI, this recent novel by Pynchon describes Webb Traverse, an anarchist killed by Scarsdale Vibe.
ANSWER: Against the Day
12) Name some stuff about the history of Thailand FTPE:
[10] Rama I, the first king of the Chakri dynasty, deposed the ruler Taskin in 1782 and moved the capital of Thailand from Thonburi to this modern day capital of the country.
ANSWER: Bangkok (also accept Krung Thep Maha Nakhon)
[10] In 1673 King Narai of Thailand received a French ecclesiastical mission at his court which was sponsored by Pope Clement IX and this French king who revoked the Edict of Nantes.
ANSWER: King Louis XIV (prompt on “Louis the Great” or “Louis the Sun King”)
[10] This current king of Thailand, who has reigned since June 9, 1946, has helped Thailand transition from a dictatorship to a democracy in the 1990s, although he did oppose a September 2006 coup in his country.
ANSWER: King Rama IX (also accept Bhumibol Adulyadej)

13) Identify the following laws related to chemical thermodynamics FTPE!
[10] This law states that enthalpy does not depend on which pathway a reaction takes due to it being a state function. Thus, one could calculate the total enthalpy change of a system by summing the enthalpy changes of each of the reactants.
ANSWER: Hess’ Law
[10] The conservation of energy law is attributed to this British scientist who also deducted the First Law of Thermodynamics and has the SI unit of energy named after him.
ANSWER: James Prescott Joule
[10] This Law of Thermodynamics forms the basis of the concept temperature stating that if two systems are in thermodynamic equilibrium with another, the two systems are at thermodynamic equilibrium with each other.
ANSWER: The Zeroth Law of Thermodynamics

14) Identify these man-made lakes from the dams that formed them, FTPE.
[10] Hoover Dam.
ANSWER: Lake Mead
[10] Grand Coulee Dam.
ANSWER: Lake Roosevelt
[10] Glen Canyon Dam.
ANSWER: Lake Powell
15) Zach Hommer says The Lord of the Rings is not the best movie trilogy. Let's see how much you know about the actual best movie trilogy, the Star Wars Trilogy, FTPE:
[10] Much to Luke's disgust, Obi-Wan Kenobi hires Han Solo to pilot this heavily modified YT-1300 Corellian Transport that can make the kessel run in less than 12 parsecs.
ANSWER: Millenium Falcon
[10] Luke and Obi-Wan first meet Han Solo and Chewbacca at this seedy bar on Tatooine. It is here that Obi Wan cuts the arm off of the pirate Ponda Baba.
ANSWER: Mos Eisley Cantina (also accept, with amazement, Chalmun's Cantina)
[10] Although stubborn by nature, their fast speed and adaptations for the extreme cold made these reptomammals the ideal form of ground transportation for rebels on Hoth. Han Solo famously gutted one with a lightsaber in order to keep Luke warm.
ANSWER: Tauntauns
16) Identify these novels from their opening lines FTPE. If you need the author, you will only receive five points.
[10] "Stately, plump Buck Mulligan came from the stairhead, bearing a bowl of lather on which a mirror and a razor lay crossed."
[5] James Joyce
ANSWER: Ulysses
[10] “Buck did not read the newspapers, or he would have known that trouble was brewing, not only for himself, but for every tide-water dog, strong of muscle and with warm, long hair, from Puget Sound to San Diego.”
[5] Jack London
ANSWER: White Fang
[10] "It was a bright cold day in April, and the clocks were striking thirteen."
[5] George Orwell
ANSWER: 1984
17) Identify the following about works of music from the Disney classic, Fantasia, FTPE.
[10] The primordial Earth and a battle between dinosaurs are set to the score of this Igor Stravinsky ballet subtitled “Scenes from Pagan Russia”.
ANSWER: The Rite of Spring
[10] This macabre sounding Mussorgsky work is animated with the demon Chernobog and his minions gathering at the titular peak.
ANSWER: Night on Bald Mountain
[10] The Night on Bald Mountain sequence is followed by this calmer Franz Schubert work whose title translates from Latin to “Hail Mary”.
ANSWER: Ave Maria (also accept Ellens dritter Gesang)

18) Identify the following events that happened in the life of Jesus Christ FTPE.
[10] At his Sermon on the Mount, Christ delivered these eight statements about the citizens of the kingdom of heaven such as “the meek shall inherit the earth…”
ANSWER: The Beatitudes
[10] The night before his crucifixion, Jesus atones for the world’s sins in this garden at the foot of the Mount of Olives.
ANSWER: Gethsemane
[10] While Jesus spent forty days and forty nights in the desert, this event happened in which the devil tried to persuade him to use his supernatural abilities as proof of divinity.
ANSWER: The Temptation of Christ

19) Identify these forms of reproduction from a description FTPE:
[10] This form of reproduction, in which offspring branch off from the parent, is most common in plants and fungi, especially baker's yeast. Some simple animals, such as hydra, are also known to reproduce via this mechanism.
ANSWER: Budding
[10] From the Greek for virgin birth, this form of reproduction involves a female egg developing without fertilization. Animals that reproduce via it include aphids, fish, and some species of gecko.
ANSWER: Parthenogenesis
[10] This form of reproduction where one cell divides into two equally sized new cells is most common among prokaryotes and can result in exponential population growth under ideal conditions.
ANSWER: Binary Fission
20) The election of 1856 was one of the most heated in American history. Answer some questions about it, FTPE.
[10] The decisive issue in the election was what 1854 act designed by Stephen Douglas that allowed the settlers in a territory to determine whether or not to make slavery legal in their territory?
ANSWER: Kansas-Nebraska Act
[10] The newly formed Republican party chose this California senator, nicknamed the "Great Pathfinder", as its presidential candidate.
ANSWER: John Charles Fremont
[10] This anti-immigration party won 22 percent of the popular vote, however the only state they carried was Maryland.
ANSWER: Know-Nothing Party (also accept American Party)
