Tossups:
1) His posthumous name was Emperor Shengde Shengong Wenwu. He rebuilt the Grand Canal and introduced paper currency, and he attempted two invasions of Japan but both failed due to storms and samurai (*) resistance. In 1279 he unified the country he ruled after crushing the southern Song dynasty. His capital was at Beijing although it may have been the summer capital, Shangdu, that Marco Polo saw. FTP, identify this first Yuan Emperor, grandson of Genghis Khan.
ANSWER: Kublai Khan
2) Ralph Vaughan Williams wrote a Fantasia on it for his opera Sir John in Love, Ferruccio Busoni used it in the beginning of his version of Turandot and John Gay used it in his opera The Beggars (*) Opera. It is mentioned twice without explanation by Mistress Ford in Shakespeare’s The Merry Wives of Windsor. According to legend it was written by Henry VIII about being spurned by Anne Boleyn. This is, FTP, what song, which shares a tune with “What Child Is This?”
ANSWER: “Greensleeves”
3) In planets it can be used to determine surface properties and Enceladus has the highest with 99 percent. A pine forest has the lowest of any naturally occurring on land and due to this, after trees in the Brazilian rainforest are cut (*) down, the area’s average temperature increases by 5 degrees Fahrenheit. On a small scale, it is evident in the higher likelihood of heatstroke for those wearing dark clothes in the summer. Often demonstrated by snow this is, FTP, what unitless measure that refers to the reflectivity of a surface or body.
ANSWER: Albedo
4) He was usually depicted as an unknown creature, which looks like a composite of an aardvark and a jackal with a curved snout and a canine body. He was the god of the desert, a god of foreigners and was the benefactor of Lower (*) Egypt. He fought against Horus for the united crown of Egypt and gouged out one of Horus’ eyes. After the Hyksos took over Egypt and chose this god as their patron he became associated with evil. FTP, identify this god, responsible for killing and chopping up Osiris.
ANSWER: Set (also accept Seth, Sutekh, Setesh, or Seteh)

5) He grew up in exile at the Castle of Arenenberg in Switzerland and early in his life he took part in an unsuccessful plot against the papal government. His nickname “The Man of December” (*) came from his seizure of dictatorial power on the 46th anniversary of the Battle of Austerlitz, and as directed by Baron Haussman, part of this man’s legacy was the rebuilding of Paris. Moving from a three year presidency to holder of dictatorial power, FTP, name this man who became the Emperor of the French in 1851.
ANSWER: Napoleon III (also accept Charles Louis-Napoleon Bonaparte)

6) When they come in contact with rocks they may create rock flour, chatter marks or striations, and rocks and sediments are added to them through scouring and plucking. They create lateral, ground, terminal and medial (*) moraines, which form from transported rocks and debris. Depositions also create snake-like streambeds called eskers and streamline hills called drumlins and create U-shaped valleys. Formed from compacted layers of snow, these are, FTP, what large bodies of ice off which icebergs may calve.
ANSWER: Glaciers 

7) The speaker of this work promises that every day there will be “silver dishes for thy meat/As precious as the gods do eat” as well as promising “fair lined slippers for the cold,/With buckles of the purest gold”, while the famous “reply” written by Sir (*) Walter Raleigh rejects that offer. The speaker also promises that of “hills, valleys, dale and field/And all the craggy mountains yield” they will “all the pleasures prove”. FTP, identify this poem that asks the recipient to “come live with me and be my love”, written by Christopher Marlowe.
ANSWER: "The Passionate Shepherd to His Love"
8) Despite evidence of the defensive chemical oleanane 250 million years ago, the first hard evidence of their existence comes from 130 million years ago. The typical one is a bisporangiate strobilis, also called “perfect” (*), and contains both sexual organs. Producing them is the key characteristic of angiosperms. Some may use mimicry and colors to attract the necessary creatures and some require flies, bats, or birds in order to reproduce. Identify, FTP, this reproductive structure of some plants, containing stamens and pistils.
ANSWER: Flowers (accept word forms and equivalents such as “flowering”)

9) As part of the Free Officers, he overthrew the king and became vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Command Council. After a failed assassination attempt he accused his rival President Muhammad Naguib of collaborating with the Muslim (*) Brotherhood, so he deposed Naguib and was eventually elected to the same position. He is responsible for the Aswan High Dam which created a namesake lake and for nationalizing the Suez Canal. FTP, identify this President of Egypt from 1954 to 1970, succeeded by Anwar Sadat.
ANSWER: Gamal Abdel Nasser or Jamal Abd al-Naser or Jamal Abd An-Nasser
10) This name refers to the AFM-53 air-to-surface missile and the C-30 transport. An operation by this name refers to a campaign of state terrorism by right-wing dictatorships in Latin America in the mid-1970s, and a military unit (*) with this name during the Spanish Civil War was responsible for bombing Guernica. Meanwhile, in golf, this name is given to scoring four under par on a hole. FTP, identify this type of New World vulture which has Andean and Californian varieties.
ANSWER: Condor
11) The author of this work was awarded a Masters in anthropology from Chicago for writing this novel that partly takes place on a Caribbean island with its own dialect of English, including words such as “karass” (*). The locals in this work practice Bokononism, and the world ends when Papa Monzana’s frozen corpse falls into the sea and the world’s oceans turn into ice-nine. Identify, FTP, this novel by Kurt Vonnegut, which takes its name from the string game being played by Felix Honnecker when the atomic bomb was dropped.
ANSWER: Cat’s Cradle
12) Words were not written for it until 1941 when Veikko Antero Koskenniemi did so, while the music was written in 1899 and revised a year later. Most of the work is composed of turbulent music, evoking the national struggle (*), and it was intended to raise opposition to the Russian Empire’s takeover of the namesake Grand Duchy. Near the end of this work, a calm section known as an eponymous hymn is played and is often incorrectly cited as traditional folk music. FTP, identify this symphonic poem, composed by Jean Sibeliuis, a national song of Finland.
ANSWER: Finlandia
13) He has translated many works of authors such as Raymond Carver, John Irving, F. Scott Fitzgerald and Truman Capote into his native language, and received the Franz Kafka Prize in 2006 for his Kafka on the (*) Shore, or Umibe no Kafka. In one of his works Toru Watanabe is thrown back to the 1960s after hearing an orchestral cover of a titular Beatles tune. FTP, identify this Japanese author of Norwegian Wood and The Wind-up Bird Chronicle.
ANSWER: Haruki Murakami
14) When this is done, it can cause a Prandtl-Glauert singularity. In 1953, Jackie Cochran became the first woman to accomplish this feat in the Canadair Sabre; her wingman was the pilot of the earlier Bell (*) X-1. The first man-made object to do this was probably the bullwhip and modern machines can perform this transition without it being noticeable. In 1997 Andy Green became the first person to do it in a land vehicle. FTP, identify this act, usually achieved in aircraft, which results in a sonic boom.
ANSWER: Breaking the Sound Barrier (also accept Achieving Supersonic Speed and equivalents)

15) When found it was forty percent complete and was given the designation AL 288-1 and for nine years it was housed in Cleveland. It is preserved at Addis Ababa but only a plastic replica is actually displayed. It has a locking knee (*) and a small cranium and was the first demonstration that bipedalism came before the increase in brain size. Dating to 3.2 million years ago and found in Afar, Ethiopia, this is, FTP, what specimen of Australopithecus afarensis named after a Beatles song.
ANSWER: Lucy (prompt on “Australopithecus afarensis” before mentioned)

16) Many of its officers and Captain Sigsbee survived due to their quarters being located aft, while those killed were initially buried in Colon Cemetery. Those bodies were eventually reburied next to a mast from this ship in Arlington National (*) Cemetery. It was raised in 1910 and towed out to sea so that it would not be a hazard to harbor of Havana. Probably sunk due to spontaneous coal combustion and not a naval mine, FTP, remember this ship, whose 1898 sinking precipitated the Spanish-American War.
ANSWER: USS Maine or Armored Cruiser #1
17) The author described it as an Edda and he wrote it in the same meter as the Kalevala. The protagonist's grandmother Nokomis bore his mother after a star fell to the sky, and the most famous extract is usually published as the title character’s childhood (*) which is the name of Book III of the original work. The poem tells the story of the eponymous character and his wife Minnehaha. Beginning with the lines “By the shores of Gitche Gumee / By the shining Big-Sea-Water”, FTP, identify this epic poem by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow.
ANSWER: “The Song of Hiawatha”
18) The French physicist Edme Mariotte discovered this law at the same time as its eponymous discoverer, and this law’s discoverer was assisted by Robert Hooke who may have helped to quantify it. Along with Gay-Lussac’s Law (*) and Charles’s Law, it forms the combined gas law. FTP, identify this law with expression P V equals K, that states for a fixed mass of ideal gas at fixed temperature, the product of pressure and volume is a constant.
ANSWER: Boyle’s Law
19) Although he is now more recognized for his film and TV work, he began as a Broadway actor, and starred in the original productions of Chicago and 42nd Street. In the 1980s he switched to film roles, such as the voice of Lumiere in (*) Beauty and the Beast and Baby’s father in Dirty Dancing. He appeared in two episodes of Law & Order: Trial by Jury as his most famous character but died after filming those episodes. FTP, identify this actor who played Detective Lenny Briscoe on the original Law & Order. 
ANSWER: Jerry Orbach
20) According to the Attic tradition, they were produced by Gaia to aid the giants in their fight against the gods, and they were killed by Athena. The poet Hesiod increased their number from one to the most famous number including Stheno (*) and Euryale. Chrysaor and Pegasus came out of the blood of the one slain by the son of Danae and Zeus and its head was placed in Athena’s shield. Identify, FTP, these female monsters with venomous snakes for hair, of which Medusa was one.
ANSWER: Gorgons
Bonuses:
1) Many religions have fasting holidays but identify these times when you are not supposed to fast, FTPE.
[10] Yom Kippur is the only exception to the rule of not fasting on this day of rest in Judaism.
ANSWER: Shabbat (also accept Sabbath or Shabbos or Shabbes)
[10] This day before Ash Wednesday is held just before the beginning of Lent.
ANSWER: Mardi Gras (also accept Fat Tuesday or Shrove Tuesday or Pancake Day)
[10] This holiday marks the end of Ramadan, the month of fasting and the beginning of the month of Shawwal.
ANSWER: Eid Al-Fitr (also accept Id-Ul-Fitr)

2) Your question writer doesn’t watch sports so instead answer these questions related to sports from that classic 1996 movie, Space Jam, FTSNOP.
[10] In the movie, Jordan has retired from basketball and is playing for a farm team for this MLB team, who won the 2005 World Series.
ANSWER: Chicago White Sox (accept either city or team name)
[10] This former Celtics player, NBA Hall of Famer and member of the original Dream Team also appeared in the movie.
ANSWER: Larry Bird
[5, 5] For five points each, name any two of the five NBA players that have their talent stolen.
ANSWER: Charles Barkley, Patrick Ewing, Muggsy Bogues, Larry Johnson, Shawn Bradley
3) Take a deep breath and answer these questions about the respiratory system, FTPE.
[10] This organ located in the neck is situated just below where the trachea and esophagus begins and is involved in sound production.
ANSWER: Larynx (prompt on “voicebox”)
[10] The contractions and relaxations of this thoracic shelf of muscle are important in respiration and especially singing. Involuntary contractions of it result in hiccups
ANSWER: Diaphragm
[10] These spherical structures in the lungs attached to bronchioles are the sites of gas exchange with the blood. Emphysema destroys the structure of these.
ANSWER: Alveoli (sing. Alveolus)

4) Identify these works of Rudyard Kipling, FTPE.
[10] This series of origin stories such as “The Elephant Child” and “How the Leopard Got his Spots” are addressed to Best Beloved.
ANSWER: Just So Stories for Little Children
[10] This poem, often criticized as being racist and imperialist, councils one to “Take up” the titular duty and “Send forth the best ye breed” while warning of the costs of an empire.
ANSWER: “The White Man’s Burden”
[10] This narrative poem is told from the point of view of a British soldier about the native water-bearer who saved his life. At one point, the soldier declares to him “You’re a better man than I am”.
ANSWER: “Gunga Din”
5) Identify the following about a certain period of Japanese history, FTPE.
[10] Characterized by a widespread modernization of Japan, this period saw the return to imperial rule under a namesake emperor who ruled from 1867 to 1912.
ANSWER: Meiji Restoration
[10] The goals of the new Meiji government were espoused in this 1868 psuedo-constitution whose five articles, among other things, established a western-style Parliament.
ANSWER: Charter Oath (also accept Imperial Oath of the Five Articles or Gokajo No Goseimon)
[10] The Meiji Restoration ended this feudal dictatorship that had held power in Japan since 1603.
ANSWER: Tokugawa Shogunate (also accept Tokugawa Bakufu and Edo Bakufu) 

6) Given the highest point in a country, name that country, FTPE.
[10] Two answers required. Mount Everest.
ANSWER: People’s Republic of China and Nepal 
[10] Aconcagua.
ANSWER: Argentina 
[10] Mount Ararat.
ANSWER: Turkey
7) Given four elements, identify their classification, FTPE.
[10] Lithium, Sodium, Rubidium, Francium
ANSWER: Alkali Metals (accept Group 1)
[10] Helium, Argon, Radon, Krypton
ANSWER: Noble Gases (accept Group 18)
[10] Titanium, Molybdenum, Cobalt, Copper
ANSWER: Transition Metals (accept Groups 3-12 or Groups 3-11)

8) To date there have been four Irish writers to win the Nobel Prize in literature. Identify three of them from clues, FTPE.
[10] This 1923 winner was the first Irish writer to win and wrote poems such as “The Wild Swans and Coole”, “Easter 1916” and “The Second Coming”.
ANSWER: William Butler Yeats
[10] Writing much of his work in French, this 1969 winner is notable for Endgame and Waiting for Godot.
ANSWER: Samuel Beckett
[10] In addition to his own poetry, this 1995 winner has published a highly-regarded translation of Beowulf.
ANSWER: Seamus Haney
9) Identify these works of Frank Lloyd Wright, FTPE.
[10] This house over Bear Run in Pennsylvania is named for the natural feature it was built over.
ANSWER: Fallingwater (also accept The Edgar J. Kaufmann Sr. Residence)
[10] This Fifth Avenue modern art museum in New York City is designed around a central white spiral.
ANSWER: Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum (also accept The Guggenheim)
[10] This Spring Green, Wisconsin home and studio of Wright has three wings and was named after a Welsh bard.
ANSWER: Taliesin East

10) Identify the Ernest Hemingway work from clues, FTPE.
[10] This novel centers on American expatriates in Europe during the 1920s and focuses on Jake Barnes and Brett Ashley.
ANSWER: The Sun Also Rises
[10] This story concerns the struggle of a Cuban fisherman named Santiago with a giant marlin in the Gulf Stream.
ANSWER: The Old Man and the Sea
[10] This short story set in Spain involves a conversation between a man referred to as “the American” and a girl he calls Jig about her having an unspecified operation.
ANSWER: “Hills Like White Elephants”
11) Answer these questions about a tragedy in the history of space exploration, FTSNOP.
[5] This first spacecraft in its program was destroyed by a fire during a training accident in 1967, killing all three of the astronauts inside it.
ANSWER: Apollo One (also accept ApolloSaturn 204)
[5, 5, 5] For five points each, identify the three astronauts who died in the fire.
ANSWER: Virgil I. “Gus" Grissom, Edward Higgins White, II, Roger Bruce Chaffee
[5, 5] For five points each, Gus Grissom had participated in these two predecessors to the Apollo missions.
ANSWER: Gemini (specifically Gemini-3) and Mercury (specifically Mercury-Redstone 4)

12) Identify these things related to Martin Luther King, Jr., FTPE.
[10] This civil rights organization founded in 1957, later headed by King, advocated boycotts and sit-ins and organized the 1963 March on Washington.
ANSWER: Southern Christian Leadership Conference
[10] On April 3, 1968, King delivered his “I’ve been to the Mountaintop” speech in this city, in which he would be shot the next day.
ANSWER: Memphis, Tennessee
[10] This escaped convict from Missouri State Penitentiary was captured at Heathrow Airport and later convicted of King’s assassination.
ANSWER: James Earl Ray
13) Identify these igneous rocks, FTPE.
[10] This dark colored type of glass was used, like flint, to make arrowheads.
ANSWER: Obsidian
[10] This light colored igneous rock is used as an abrasive in pedicures and is known for its ability to float in water.
ANSWER: Pumice
[10] This intrusive igneous rock named for the Latin word for grain is praised as building material especially for monuments and when polished it can be used for countertops. 
ANSWER: Granite
14) Identify these authors who wrote in Spanish, FTPE.
[10] This 16th century Spanish author may be best remembered for the creation of a certain knight errant who battled windmills.
ANSWER: Miguel de Cervantes y Saavedra
[10] This Argentinean wrote Betrayed by Rita Hayworth and Kiss of the Spider Woman.
ANSWER: Manuel Puig
[10] This Chilean author recently wrote a retelling of the story of Zorro and is also famous for My Invented Country and The House of the Spirits.
ANSWER: Isabel Allende Llona

ANSWER: Department of Justice
16) Identify these things about a certain battle from the First War of Scottish Independence that did not involve William Wallace, FTPE.
[10] This June 23-June 24, 1314 battle was a decisive win for the Scottish forces and solidified the rule of the Scottish king.
ANSWER: Battle of Bannockburn
[10] This King of Scotland was the leader of the Scottish forces in the battle.
ANSWER: Robert the Bruce or Robert I (also accept Roibert a Bruiuis, Raibeart Bruis, Robert de Brus, and Robert de Bruys)
[10] On the opposite side of the field was this Plantagenet king, who ruled from 1307 to 1327, the son of Edward I and Eleanor of Castile.
ANSWER: Edward II
17) Given the brightest star in a constellation, identify the constellation, FTPE.

ANSWER: Jacques-Louis David
[10] Massacre at Chios and The Lion Hunt.
[5] Death of Sardanapalus and Liberty Leading the People
ANSWER: Ferdinand Victor Eugene Delacroix
[10] London, the Parliament, Effects of Sun in the Fog and The Woman in the Green Dress.
[5] Impression, Sunrise and Waterlilies
ANSWER: Claude Monet
19) Identify these things from the history of Algeria, FTPE.
[10] Algeria, along with Morocco, Tunisia and Tripoli fought against the United States in this war from 1801-1805, in which the US was trying to get rid of piracy.
ANSWER: First Barbary War (also accept Barbary Coast War or Tripolitan War)
[10] During the Barbary Wars, Algeria was a Regency of this large eastern empire.
ANSWER: Ottoman Empire
[10] Way before the Barbary Wars was this series of wars in the 1st and 2nd centuries B.C. where the Algerian Berber peoples became independent of Carthage while the Carthaginians were busy fighting Rome.
ANSWER: Punic Wars
