Tossups by Bradley and VCU (Matt Weiner)

1. This artist’s early Scherzo for violin & piano in C minor displays the dual influences of Reményi and Joachim and is the third part of the “F A E” Sonata. This composer’s work took a turn for the lighter with his Liebeslieder of 1868, composed approximately contemporaneously with his Hungarian Dances. His St. Anthony Variations are on a theme of Haydn, and the Tragic Overture showcases his Romanticism. For ten points, name this German composer of the Academic Festival Overture and , a German known for his four symphonies.
Answer: Johannes Brahms
2. One version of this scales with the atomic number over the square of the covalent radius. The value of this property for the central atom of an oxyacid is directly positively correlated with acid strength, and the atom with the lowest value for this property will likely be central in a simple molecule. Another type is the mean of the first ionization energy and electron affinity and is known as the Mulliken version. The differences in it among members of a compound dictates the polarity of the bond between then. For ten points, name this property which is highest for fluorine and is most commonly measured by the Pauling scale.


Answer: electronegativity 

3. This occurrence was discovered and named by Otto Jespersen and André Martinet coined the names for the two proposed mechanisms of its operation, the “push chain” and the “pull chain,” whose advocates still clash. It definitely involved raising and fronting, though it sometimes stalled when the affected object occurred just before an “r.” It explains why pairs of words such as “came” and “ram” or “wine” and “Latin” rhyme in Chaucer. For ten points, name this process that took place during the transition from Middle to Early Modern English and changed the sound of all long vowels.


Answer: the Great Vowel Shift

4. This work’s protagonist is based on Elena Stahov from Turgenev’s On the Eve. In this novel, a failure to sell a horse leaves Caleb Garth in the lurch for a debt not covered by the expected Featherstone fortune. The vote for a new hospital chaplain is rigged in favor of Tyke by Nicholas Bulstrode, who is later blackmailed by Raffles. The protagonist’s sister Celia dislikes men with moles and marries James Chettam, while the protagonist moves out of Tipton Grange and eventually achieves happiness with Will Ladislaw. For ten points, the death of Edward Causabon widows Dorothea Brooke in what novel by George Eliot?


Answer: Middlemarch: A Study of Provincial Life

5. This person’s older brother was made an honorary general in the Turkish army for opening the first Western music school in Constantinople. This man wrote the duet “Prender moglie!” for an opera about Ernesto and Norina marrying due to the machinations of Doctor Malatesta. In addition to Don Pasquale, his operas include La Favorite, The Daughter of the Regiment, and two operas about English queens, Maria Stuart and Anna Bolena. For ten points, name this composer of an opera based on a Walter Scott work, Lucia di Lamermoor, as well as the tale of a harmless bottle of wine, The Elixir of Love.


Answer: Domenico Gaetano Maria Donizetti

6. A type of reflecting telescope known by this adjective is subject to coma when the focal ratio is less than f/3, but avoids chromatic aberration; that device was constructed with a parabolic primary mirror and a flat diagonal mirror. When the strain rate is equal to the vertical velocity gradient, a fluid by this type exists; such fluids have a linear relationship between the speed of fluid layer movement and the resisting friction.

For ten points, give this adjective that also describes reference frames that are not accelerating with respect to one another, after the scientist who cast his mechanics in such frames.


Answer: Newtonian

7. Somewhat after being told that by his boss that people prefer trivia questions on cars and music videos, this character encounters some men who keep food in oilcloths after escaping a televised set-up. The foiler of a mechanical hound, he has his a women’s stomach pumped of sleep lozenges at the beginning of the work in which he appears and the contrast of that women for Clarisse McClellan causes him to feel affection for the latter. For ten points, name this dude in whose job is burning books, the main character of Bradbury’s Fahrenheit 451.
Answer: Guy Montag (accept either underlined part)

8. The gauge group for this theory is S U 2 cross U 1 and it predicts unification at around 100 GeV, below which its symmetry is spontaneously broken by the Higgs mechanism. One of the particles that it predicted mediates neutral current interactions, while and another allows down quarks to become up quarks. It accounts for the transformation of photons into W and Z particles, because those are the gauge particles of the two forces that it seeks to unify theoretically. For ten points, name this theory proposed by Salam, Weinberg and Glashow that accounts for both the weak nuclear force and the electromagnetic force.


Answer: electroweak theory

9. This author of Three Essays on Religion wrote a treatise which explains the different sensations produced by drunkenly breaking dishware versus listening to classical music. Author of A System of Logic, he produced a political work which declares the idea of truth always triumphing a “pleasant falsehood” and establishes the “harm principle.” In another of his essays, he decries the conversion of a “physical fact” into a “legal right” and bemoans the survival of marriage as a form of legalized slavery, advocating the equality of the sexes. For ten points, name this author of Utilitarianism, On Liberty, and The Subjection of Women.

Answer: John Stuart Mill
10. Solon learned the tale of Atlantis from a priest of this land, while Cadmus took the power of speech from this place. The ship-pilot Canobus died here during the wanderings of Menelaus and its king Proteus is often said to have hidden Helen here while a phantom double was sent to Troy. It was conquered from the Melampods by the son of Anchinoe and Belus, and the Curetes stole the newborn Epaphus after Io regained human form here. For ten points, name this land where the Hellenistic god Hermes Trismegestus was believed to reside and where the Greeks identified an aspect of Demeter with Isis.


Answer: Egypt

11. In the fourth part of the third book of this work, the poet declines to enjoin against “rankness of the wild goat under your armpits” as he realizes his audience is not native to the Caucasus. Book One discusses the effective use of weeping to gain pity, suggests that confidence and attention are greatly helpful, and advises that one should practice on the target’s maidservant. The work is divided into three books, two addressed to men and one to woman. For ten points, name this manual in elegiac couplets, written by Ovid about romantic pursuits.


Answer: The Art of Love (or Ars Amatoria)

12. Luigi Cherubini’s work of this type uses demisemiquavers to depict the “deep lake,” while Hector Berlioz’s was written on commission from Gasparin and ineptly conducted by Habeneck. Antonín Dvořák’s is ninety five minutes long and Britten wrote a version known as War. Verdi’s is particularly noted for its Agnus Dei. Franz Süssmayr completed a famous work in this genre that was left unfinished by its composer’s death. For ten points, name this type composition of which Mozart’s is perhaps the best-known; a musical setting of the Mass for the Dead.


Answer: requiems (or requia or whatever; prompt on masses)

13. One group of nationalists in what is now this country created the Saturday Society and achieved success when J.V. Snellman defeated the Svecomans. After this area was transferred by the Treaty of Hamina, its population split into the Complier and Constitutionalist parties over the issue of obedience to General Bobrikov. Later, a process named for this country referred to the policy of non-criticism which it adopted to remain neutral in the Cold War. It had earlier fought the Continuation War after the Mannerheim Line was breached. For ten points, name this country which first fought the U.S.S.R. in the Winter War.


Answer: Republic of Finland (or Suomi or Suomen Tasavalta or Republiken Finland)

14. Of these, we learn that “there’s a flame / Whose light still shines / Leading us on / Through fields and bridges” in a David Byrne song about the “Carnival” type. “Spiders dancing on the wall” are in an Ozzy Osbourne tune about the ghosts behind them. Jimi Hendrix says “I realize that I’ve been hypnotized” in a song about the “gypsy” kind, while the Velvet Underground says “the fact that you are married only proves you’re my best friend” in another song about these. For ten points, name these objects which belong to Bette Davis in a song by Kim Carnes and whose blue variety Roger Daltrey is “behind” in a the Who song.

Answer: “eyes”

15. In one play by this author, a man falsely eavesdrops on a phone call to a lesbian Nazi before failing to imitate an affair with Jeanette Fisher. In addition to that play about Barney Cashman, he wrote about the Bratters moving into a new apartment and Eugene Jerome growing up in Depression Brooklyn. This author of Last of the Red Hot Lovers, Brighton Beach Memoirs, and Barefoot in the Park also described a man who moves in with the Pigeon sisters after helping his roommate with child support payments and hygiene. For ten points, name this writer who described Oscar Madison and Felix Ungar in The Odd Couple.

Answer: Neil Simon

16. This movement was not put down until Henry le Despenser defeated John Litster’s army, long after it had targeted Fleet prison and Savoy palace. Some of its instigators grievances about the Statute of Laborers, but it executed Robert Hales and Simon of Sudbury for administering the one-shilling fee that nominally sparked it. Shortly after it rose out of Essex and Kent to challenge Richard II, its leader was killed in a scuffle with William Walworth, the mayor of London. For ten points, name this campaign against the poll tax of 1380 led by Wat Tyler.

Answer: Peasants’ Revolt (accept Wat Tyler’s Rebellion or Wat Tyler’s Revolt before “Wat Tyler”)

17. Urban renewal in this city has focused on the Docklands neighborhood. It is the location of La Trobe, Deakin and Monash universities and its downtown is centered on the pedestrian malls of Bourke and Swanston. Extending east to Point Nepean, it is the southernmost metro area of more than a million residents in the world and is found where the Yarra River enters Port Phillip Bay. For ten points, name this southeastern Australian city, the capital of Victoria and the second-largest city in the country after Sydney.


Answer: Melbourne
18. The protagonist of this novel keeps an x-ray of the skeleton of his crush on his dresser and eventually befriends Mynheer Peeperkorn. After learning about “the bad Russian table,” that man meets a Jewish Jesuit, Naptha, who discusses philosophy with Settembrini. Despite consummation of the relationship during Carnival, World War I interrupts the romance of Clavdia Cauchat and the main character, who had come to visit his cousin Joachim Zemssen at the International Sanatorium Berghof. For ten points, name this novel about Hans Castorp by Thomas Mann.


Answer: The Magic Mountain (or Der Zauberberg)

19. This person’s attitude towards religion was embodied in the “dual principle” of his advisor Phagspa, who persuaded him to make Tibet autonomous. He divided society into “semu jen,” “han jen,” and “man tzu” classes and sent armies to destroy the kingdom of Pagan at the Battle of Ngasaunggyan. He came to power after brief strife with his brother Arigböge. At the kuriltai of 1260, he succeeded Möngke as great Khan, but that did not enable his fleets to overcome the “kamikaze” winds around Japan. For ten points, name this grandson of Genghis who established the Yuan Dynasty in China and entertained Marco Polo.


Answer: Kublai Khan (or Setsen Khan)

20. One Supreme Court case arising out of this state found that evidentiary hearings must be open to the public; that was the case of Waller versus this state. Another decision naming this state as respondent upheld the Article III provision allowing a citizen of one state to sue another. In two related cases, the Court found that federal courts cannot review state laws and that Indian tribes hold “distinct sovereign powers.” Appeals against this state invalidated then reinstated the death penalty. For ten points, name this state brought before the Supreme Court by such plaintiffs as Chisolm, Cherokee Nation, Worcester, Gregg, and Furman.


Answer: Georgia
21. This organization’s leader for the Greenville area was the man who coined the phrase “great American novel,” John DeForest. Created at the urging of Josephine Griffing and Edward Pierce, its operations followed the “Port Royal plan.” Corruption by its local agents led to the 1874 court-martial of its commander, but had already of a new university in Washington and about a thousand other schools, the former named for that commander. For ten points, name this agency led by General Oliver Otis Howard which provided aid to former slaves during Reconstruction.

Answer: the Bureau of Refugees, Freedmen, and Abandoned Lands
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1. Name these places visited by Lemuel Gulliver for ten points each.

1. Gulliver visits its capital city of Mildendo and helps the six-inch-tall inhabitants of this island around Tasmania in their war with Blefuscu.


Answer: Lilliput
2. This flying island is populated by absent-minded philosophers whose basic needs must be constantly attended by servants. It transports Gulliver to Balnibari.


Answer: Laputa
3. On this sorcerer island, Gulliver witnesses the resurrection of Hannibal, Julius Caesar, and Thomas More and discusses the error of history books with those figures.


Answer: Glubbdubdrib
2. This person collaborated with N.H. Barbour to write Harvest of the World, which claimed that Christ had made an “invisible return” in 1874. For ten points each…

1. Name this founder of the International Bible Students Association who propounded his numerological views in the journal he started, The Watch Tower.


Answer: Charles Taze Russell

2. Charles Taze Russell was thus the founder of this denomination, whose modern name was adopted by Joseph Rutherford in 1931. Members gather in Kingdom Halls.


Answer: the Jehovah’s Witnesses
3. The Jehovah’s Witnesses nucleated from a branch of the Second Adventists, itself an offshoot of the teachings of this Baptist preacher. Adventists are sometimes termed his namesake –ites.


Answer: William Miller
3. Name this philosopher and some of his works for ten points each.

1. This German attempted a critique of Christianity in The Antichrist and discussed his wisdom, cleverness, and aptitude as a writer in Ecce Homo.


Answer: Friedrich Wilhelm Nietzsche
2. This book by Nietzsche outlines the distinction between “master-morality” and “slave-morality” and proclaims that “what is done out of love” always happens in the titular extraordinary zone, while denouncing the “frog perspective” of former philosophers.

Answer: Beyond Good and Evil: Prelude to a Philosophy of the Future (or Jenseits von Gut und Böse: Vorspiel einer Philosophie der Zukunft)

3. Identifying the namesake event as occurring when the Apollonian and Dionysian worldviews met, this book identifies music as representing the “world will” and accuses Euripides of murdering art.

Answer: The Birth of Tragedy out of the Spirit of Music (or Die Geburt der Tragödie aus dem Geiste der Musik)


4. Stephen Hallet, George Hadfield, and James Hoban were the first three architects hired to supervise construction of this building according to William Thornton’s design. For ten points each…

1. Name this building later expanded by Thomas Ustick Walter, who replaced its dome with one modeled on St. Peter’s.


Answer: the United States Capitol building
2. Most of the original Capitol, including the Corinthian columns with capitals of corncobs and tobacco leaves, was added after 1803 by this designer of the Bank of Pennsylvania and Sedgeley House.


Answer: Benjamin Henry Latrobe
3. Latrobe’s work on the Capitol reflected this Roman-derived architectural style of the day, also seen in the Jefferson-designed Virginia Capitol, the Rotunda of the University of Virginia, and the Baltimore Basilica.


Answer: Federal style

5. Name these sites of World War I battles for ten points each.

1. Faught off Denmark, this only major naval encounter of the Great War was annoyingly indecisive.

Answer: the Battle of Jutland (or Battle of the Skagerrak)

2. Lasting from July to November 1916, the first battle here began with sixty thousand British casualties on the first day and saw the first use of tanks. The second battle here, also called Saint-Quentin, occurred in March and April 1918 when the Germans gained a seventy-mile bulge.


Answer: the Battles of the Somme
3. Russia was pushed back from East Prussia in this August, 1914 battle, which saw Hindenburg and Ludendorff defeat Samsonov using the plan of Hoffmann.


Answer: the Battle of Tannenberg
6. This trickster god puts out forest fires and controls floods, though he got stuck to a wax girl once. For ten points each…

1. Name this god of West Africa, the son of Nyame and Asase Ya.


Answer: Anansi

2. Anansi takes the form of a giant version of one of these creatures.


Answer: a spider
3. Anansi and Nyame have their origin in the beliefs of this people, whose other myths involve Kwasi Benefo’s trek to Asamando and the origin of the Golden Stool.


Answer: Ashanti

7. It contains the only American army base in Africa and is the site of conflict between the Issa and Afar. For ten points each…

1. Name this country sitting to the east of Ethiopia and south of Eritrea on the Horn of Africa.


Answer: Republic of Djibouti (or République de Djibouti or Jumhuriyah Jibuti)

2. Djibouti is indented by the Gulf of Tadjoura, an inlet of this body of water named for a Yemeni city, which joins the Red Sea to the Arabian Sea.


Answer: Gulf of Aden

3. The passage from the Red Sea into the Gulf of Aden narrows into this strait, meaning “gate of tears,” which runs past Djibouti and is divided into two sections by Perim Island.


Answer: the Bab el Mandeb

8. Name these hormones that might be circulating in pregnant women for ten points each.

1. Hormones in this group include estriol, estrone, and estradiol and are produced in the egg follicle. They stimulate the growth and function of the female reproductive tract and play a major role in other secondary sex characteristics such as breast growth.


Answer: estrogens

2. A nine-amino-acid peptide synthesized by the hypothalamus, this hormone is released on distension of the cervix and facilitates birth.


Answer: oxytocin
3. Levels of this placenta-produced hormone, which is similar to human placental lactogen, increase immediately upon implantation and double every three days, spiking around the tenth week of pregnancy. Thus, it is measured both as a pregnancy test and a gauge of fetal age.


Answer: beta human chorionic gonadotropin
9. This composer of Le Donne Letterate spent thirty-six years as Hofkapellmeister to the Austrian court. For ten points each…

1. Name this composer of Les Danaïdes who did not, in fact, poison one of his contemporaries, nineteenth-century legends to the contrary.


Answer: Antonio Salieri
2. One of Salieri more popular works is this opera about based on The Merry Wives of Windsor. Verdi’s last opera has the same title.


Answer: Falstaff
3. Salieri offered this opera to compete with Don Giovanni. The libretto by Beaumarchais sees a king abduct Astasie, a general’s wife, only to see the eunuch Calpigi reveal what has happened and high priest Arthénée make the general the new king.


Answer: Tarare (or Axur, Re d’ormus)

10. Answer the following about the study of conformity in social science, for ten points per part.

1. In such chapters as “The Managerial Demiurge” and “The Enormous File” C. Wright Mills excoriates the titular kind of professionals for political apathy. This work is directed at the middle class rather than the working class, which can be said to wear the blue analogue of the titular piece of clothing.


Answer: White Collar: The American Middle Classes

2. Robert and Helen Lynd wrote a series of books treating Muncie, Indiana as an anthropological phenomenon under this generic name, representing its position in the average of American culture.


Answer: Middletown
3. This Yale researcher found that sixty percent of subjects were willing to administer a lethal electric shock in order to satisfy the demands of the researcher in his “obedience to authority” experiment.


Answer: Stanley Milgram

11. This paradigm uses encapsulation to hide the specifics of data structures and allow the isolation of different parts of large programs. For ten points each…

1. Name this kind of programming, examples of languages built around which are Simula, Smalltalk, and Java.


Answer: object-oriented programming
2. Object-oriented languages demonstrate this ability, which allows one to define an object in terms of a predecessor and retain all of the predecessor’s properties and data.


Answer: inheritance
3. This property of object-oriented languages allows for one message to trigger differing responses in multiple objects, such as a single “print” command triggering different objects to use their own unique routines for printing.


Answer: polymorphism

12. He created such works as Madonna and Child with a Pomegranate. For ten points each…

1. Name this least-talented member of the three major artists who were taught by Verrocchio at the same time, the other two being Perugino and Leonardo.


Answer: Lorenzo di Credi
2. Di Credi executed an unflattering 1490’s depiction of this figure wrapped in a see-through garment. A more famous painting sees pink cloak about to be thrown over her as flowers fall down the left side shortly after her birth.


Answer: Venus

3. Di Credi was given the task of deciding where to place this work in 1504, deciding to put it in front of the Palazzo Vecchio looking defiantly down the road to Milan.


Answer: Michelangelo’s David

13. Name these geographical features of northern India for ten points each.

1. The Sundarban forests are defined by this river, which rises at the junction of the Alaknanda and Bhagirathi in Uttar Pradesh and receives the Yamuna before joining the Meghan to flow into the Bay of Bendal.


Answer: Ganges river (or Ganga; or Padma)

2. Also known as the Great Indian Desert, this area extending from the Rann of Kutch to the Indus in Rajasthan is the largest desert in South Asia.


Answer: Thar desert
3. The Beas, Sutlej, Ravi, Chenab and Jhelum are the five rivers that define this region, which is divided into two namesake provinces in India and Pakistan and is the home of Amritsar.


Answer: the Punjab


14. He is currently ahead of by ten points in polls for the April, 2007 French presidential elections. For ten points each…

1. Name this longtime mayor of Neuilly and leading contender for the French presidency.


Answer: Nicolas Sarkozy

2. Sarkozy is the nominee of this currently ruling French party, which boasts a bland name along with the membership of premier Dominique de Villepin and the current president.


Answer: Union for a Popular Movement (or Union pour un mouvement populaire)

3. This UMP member is the current president of France, in office since 1995.


Answer: Jacques Chirac
15. Name these groups prominent in Nicaraguan politics for ten points each.

1. Daniel Ortega was Nicaragua’s president as a member of this party from 1984 to 1990 and was re-elected in 2006. He was also a high-ranking leader during this group’s war with the Contras.

Answer: Sandinistas (or Sandinista National Liberation Front; or Frente Sandinista de Liberación Nacional; do not accept Sandinista Renovation Movement)

2. Ortega was defeated in the 1990 election by Violetta Barrios, who had married into this family that also included La Prensa editor Pedro and canal-friendly president Emiliano. They share their name with the native people of Guam.


Answer: Chamorro

3. One president from this family, Anastasio, tried to assassinate Emiliano Chamorro. They controlled Nicaraguan politics from 1937 until a second Anastasio from this family was overthrown by the Sandinistas in 1980.


Answer: Somoza

16. Name these Greek monsters, for ten points each. 

1. Six dog’s heads, twelve feet, and the body of a fish were attached to the torso of this woman, who was pursued by Glaucus and transformed by Circe into a monster who dwelled at the Gulf of Messina, where she ate a few of Odysseus’s crew.


Answer: Scylla

2. Apollo capped this giant snake near Delphi for messing with his mother.


Answer: Python
3. A child of Typhon and Echidna, this mother of the Calydonian boar was also known as Phaea and terrorized Attica before being killed by Theseus.

Answer: the Crommyonian sow
17. Name these people in the life of Seleucus I Nicator for ten points per part.

1. Along with Lysimchaus, Perdiccas, Ptolemy I, and others, Seleucus was one of the “diadochi,” or “successors,” who divided this empire following the death of Alexander the Great in 323 BCE.

Answer: the Macdeonian Empire
2. A son of Seleucus by this name fell in love with Seleucus’s second wife, Stratonice. The fourth Seleucid king of this name, known as “Epiphanes,” lost control over part of his kingdom due to the revolt of Judah Maccabee.


Answer: Antiochus
3. Seleucus attempted to overcome Alexander’s failures and invade India, but his forces were turned back by the army of this man, the founder of the Mauryan dynasty.


Answer: Chandragupta Maurya

18. It is characteristically emitted by electrons encountering nuclear electromagnetic fields. For ten points each…

1. Name this type of radiation caused by the acceleration of charged particles and named from the German for “braking radiation.”


Answer: bremsstrahlung

2. Bremsstrahlung usually consists of x-rays, but very high-energy particles can produce photons in this range, with energies greater that x-rays.


Answer: gamma rays
3. X-rays emitted from the sun are often emitted due to bremsstrahlung caused by electron-nucleus interactions in this layer of the solar atmosphere. It was named by J.N. Lockyer for the effect of hydrogen on its appearance during eclipses and is found above the photosphere.


Answer: the chromosphere
19. As dauphin, he became regent for his mentally ill father in 1418. For ten points each...

1. Name this son of Isabella of Bavaria, who issued the Pragmatic Sanction of Bourges to assert control over the French church and concluded the Hundred Years War by capturing Rouen in 1453.

Answer: Charles VII, the Well-Served, of France (or Charles the Well-Served; or Charles the Victorious or Charles le Bien-servi or Charles le Victorieux; prompt on “Charles”)

2. Charles’s claims to the French crown were in dispute due to Henry VI’s inheritance from the Treaty of Troyes, so this seventeen-year-old girl had to lead the dauphin’s army from Tours to Charles’s coronation.


Answer: Joan of Arc (or Jeanne d’Arc)

3. Charles was one of twenty-five French kings crowned at the cathedral in this city, which became the traditional site because Remigius baptized Clovis here.


Answer: Reims
20. Nencki, Behn, and Perrier modifications exist for this process, which uses aluminum chloride as a catalyst. For ten points each…

1. Identify this reaction, existing in both alkylation and acylation forms, which adds a halide to any arene with equal or greater reactivity than monohalobenzenes, and is known by the names of the two chemists who discovered it.


Answer: Friedel-Crafts reactions

2. Because the aluminum chloride catalyst works by accepting electrons from the halide, aluminum chloride can be replaced in the reaction by many other members of this group of compounds, which are defined as electron acceptors.


Answer: Lewis acids (prompt on acids)

3. Because the Friedel-Crafts reactions involve the acceptance of electrons and the replacement of a group within certain cyclic compounds, they are exemplart of the electrophilic aromatic type of this kind of reaction, which also includes halogenation and sulfonation.


Answer: substitutions
